1. Please find attached copy of a self explanatory letter 
dated 14 January 1964 received by our Travel Office from the Chief 
of the Sabena Agency with which we have a Travel Contract. 

2. I recommend tha,t the matter be ta.ken up directly with 
the Monetary Council as I was under the impression that they had 
agreed that travel mentioned under reference should ~ Apayable in 
Congolese francs, not based on the equivalents of tarip;s in US 
dollars but in accordance with tarifs granted to Congolese nationals 
and residents. 

3. It is obvious that if we continue to pay in Congolese 
francs at the rate of 180 per dollar as shown in tarifts, cost of 
above travel and cargo would be comparatively higher than it was 
in the past, thus completely eliminating any profit to Civilian 
Operations of facilities granted by the Monetary Council.

Subject: Air Congo Travel 

• • • • I am not sure what Air Congo is trying to prove by the attached 
letter dated 20 December 1963 on the subject of the payment of internal 
air travel in the Congo. However, it appears that they are reiterating 
their demand that we pay them in Congolese francs based on a dollar 
calculation for tickets for internal travel. 

In effect, they are maintaining a double Congolese franc tariff. 
They start with a Congolese franc fare between here and Stanleyville, which, 
for convenience, let us say is CF 10,000. Before devaluation they 
calculated this at CF 50 to the dollar and charged ONUC $200 for the ticket. 
After devaluation they continue to calculate the ticket at $200 which, at 
the new official rate of CF 180 to the dollar, would require us to pay them 
36,000 francs. Thus a ticket which costs a Congolese CF 10,000 suddenly 
costs us CF 36,000. This is why I have insisted that there be one price 
for travel in the Congo in CF which everybody pays. If the Conseil Monetaire 
wants to ensure that non-Congolese do not purchase their francs in the black 
market, they can require that every non-Congolese purchasing a ticket in CF 
prove conclusively that he purchased these francs at the official rate. It 
goes without saying that ONUC can easily comply with this requirement.
