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1. I should like to give you a brief atatergﬁf of 'our conception of reliefip .\
operations within Hupgary. We have assumed, in view of the urgency of the . .

situation, it would not be feasible to conceive of establishing United Nations
machinery for the supplying of relief to Hungary. The actual operations if= — = - ““"

volved in‘such a programme are: e PN
(1) Securing a list of requirements; "‘*‘Z‘] .
(2) Reviewing such a list in order to determine the validity of the
requests;

(3) Exploration of ways and means of securing the supplies needed —
this includes securing funds from Member Governments and various humanitarian
organizations;

(4) Purchase of supplies;
(5) Transportation of supplies, either overseas, over land or by air; o

(6) Turning the supplies ovsr to responsible officials or organizations
in Hungary for distribution;

(7) Some degree of assurance that the supplies are distributed in accordance
with the purposes with which they are granted.

2. With this type of an operation in mind, we have been proceeding on the
assumption that the task could be most expeditiously carried out by the Interna-
tional Red Cross (CICR), which, as you know, has its headquarters in Geneva,
working in co-operation with the League of Red Cross Societies. It is our under-
standing that the International Fed Cross is staffed and prepared to carry out
the operations listed above. To the extent that they do not now possess all of
the personnel required, they could rather quickly secure additional staff for
work on the above-listed operations, including the distribution of supplies in
Hungary.

3. I have had several trans-Atlantic talks with M. Boissier, the Secretary-
General of the International Red Cross, and he has indicated a lively interest in
undertaking this difficult task. He has made it clear, however, that the Interna-
tional Red Cross could not serve in a strict sense as the agent of the United
Nations, although he is quite prepared that the United Nations should act as a
channel for various resources (supplies and funds) to the International Red Cross.
M. Boissier has been in negotiation with the Hungarian Eed Cross in Vienna, with

a view to arranging the necessary details for the actual relief operations. Once
he has secured agreement with the Hungarian Red Cross and the Hungarian Govern-
ment, I propose that the United Nations and the specialized agencies maintain close
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liaison with the International Red Cross in order to assist the operation in
all ways possible,

Lie I-believe that the United Nations should serve as a means of helping to raise
funds through contributions from Member Governments and humanitarian organizations
and that if required a limited number of personnel from the specialized agencies
could serve in technical capacities in connexion with the operation. I have
already had indications from FAO and WHO of their willingness to assist as re-
quested, i

5. It is possible,dlso that assistance from UNICEF will be required, and this
too should be co-ordinated with the work of the Internationzl Red Cross. It is
understood, of course, that UNICEF could only assist if requested to do so by the
Hungarian: Government,

6 I have outlined our conception of this operation above so that you would be
fully aware of the steps being taken to carry out the resolutions of the General
Assembly and to bring relief to Hungary as quickly as possible. References in the
press which refer to United Nations relief supplies and United Nations supervision
over distribution are giving me some concern, since I do not believe there is any pos-
sibility of either being done in a satisfactory manner at present. There is a

further danger in these reports, namely, that the International Red Cross will feel
that its position of neutrality is being compromised and that it will not be able

to proceed with the operation along the lines we had hoped. I have already had

a telegram this morning from M. Boissier expressing his concern on this matters

7. It is my recommendation that for the reasons given above, we should proceed
immediately to conclude negotiations with the International Red Cross and with

the League of Red Cross Societies, so that the operation can get under way without
delay and also so that we may be of the greatest assistance to these two organiza-
tions through securing supplies and funds and in other appropriate ways. In my
view this is the best means for bringing immediate relief to the Hungarian people.
However, if after your visit to Budapest you thought it was in the interest of the
United Nations to establish its own operating machinery for the provision of
relief in emergency situations, and if funds were made available for this purpose,
we could proceed to do this at the same time as the emergency operation is being
carried on by the International Red Cross and the League of Red Cross Societies
and could conceivably either take over from them or supplement their work if this
were considered to be desirable.
