SUBTRELSS Mine detectors for UNHCR operations in Eastern Zaire

I should like to rezer to the recent meeting we had with Mr. Louis Barbeau, Head of our
Camp Security Operation for Eastern Zaire, during which he mentioned the urgent need for
mine detection ecuipment given the important number of incidents related to mines,
particularly in Gom:a, Zaire.

This request is now more urgent than ever following the incident in which two international
staff of the American Refugee Committee were severely wounded last Sunday near
Kibumba camp

1. A demonstration was held by the local population in Butare
today.It was organised to show the displeasure of the people to
the continued presence of UNAMIR and other NGOs operating in
Rwanda. There was no hostile incident. Among the estimated five
thousand people that took part in the demonstration were the
acting prefect of Butare and the Bourgmestre of Ngoma and
students from the Butare university. The RPA provided troops for
crowd control. '

2. The crowd which started from the gates of the University,
arrived at TAC HQ at 1025 hrs.

3. There was ho presentation of resolution as was expected.
However, in a series of speeches, vicious criticisms were
levelled against UNAMIR accusing it of introducing various vices
into Rwandan scociety. They demanded the immediate withdrawal of
UNAMIR from Rwanda, emphasising that if this is not done in 24
HRS, they will adopt own means to effect it. The demonstrators
left this location after 40 mins and headed for the Butare
stadium where more speeches wWere made.

4, Compared to other demonstrations that have taken place
elsewhere in the country, this was a peaceful one. However,
judging from the ferocity of the speeches and also from the edgy
applause that punctuated these speeches, one is left in no doubt
about the depth of ill-feeling that these pecple have for UNAMIR.
5. Below are some of the placard messages that were dumped here
by the departing demonstrators.

a. UNAMIR = INTERHAMWE

b. We ask the international community not to bluff us

about insecurity in order to belittle the genccide. In

Rwanda, we are fed up with external forces.

c. NGO = Slavery. Treason. Stop Jjoking!

d. UNAMIR = Undesired in Rwanda! Join your friends to

SUBJECT: UNAMIR - RPA RELATIONS

1. In response to concerns expressed by the Force Commander to
UN HQ regarding RPA activities in DP Camps, UN HQ has indicated
that UNAMIR should continue its efforts to discourage the
Government of Rwanda from forcibly closing the IDP Camps.

2. UN HQ further instructed that, UNAMIR should not try to stop
the forcible closure of IDP camps if the Government undertakes
to do so. UNAMIR should however, make every effort to ensure that
innocent civilians are escorted safely to their home communes and
upon their return provide protection and humanitarian assistance
to which they are entitled under the UNAMIR mandate.

Much as UNAMIR’s plan is to
facilitate the gradual introduction of and take over of Sector 4 by RPA/Civil Administration,
it is suggested that this is not to be done at the expense and dignity of our forces. Moreover,
the MILOBs depend on the security of armed contingents hence the need to co-locate.

Meanwhile, MILOBs continue to operate from areas vacated by ETHIOBATT eg
KAMEMBE Airport and the Cement Factory of BUGARAMA.

SPECTAT, STTUATTON REPORT ON RPA ACTIVITIES
IN SECTOR 4C (CYANGUGU) - 19 SEP 94

TINTRODUCTTON

1. RPA soldiers started deploying into Sector 4C on Thu 8 Sep 94
as escorts for CYANGUGU Prefect. Subsequently, their deployment has
continued unabated in large numbers than officially approved. It is
estimated that presently the RPA has 2,000 troops operating in
Sector A4C.

ACTIVITIES

2. Since deploying in the Sector, the RPA has embarked on various
activities, some positive and others with negative implications. We
mentioned in earlier SITREPS that they have embarked on confidence
building exercises. The RPA addressed the locals and instill
confidence in them and also sought their co-operation towards
achieving a lasting peace to the Rwandese conflicts. This approach,
we believe is positive.

3. The mass deployment of troops has its attendant problems. The
RPA rather than using a just means to acquire accommodation for its
troops has embarked on ‘Jungle Justice’ method to acquire all
accommodation both occupied and free at KAMEMBE and CYANGUGU. The
ploy is to ask present occupants to vacate with the excuse that the
houses belonged to war criminals wanted by the present government.
Other methods include claiming that the original house owners were
dead and therefore whoever rented out illegal.

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In this regard, two examples suffice. The building currently
housing the ICRC HQ and the MILOB5 Sector HQ have both been
earmarked for take-over by RPA. All efforts to make them rescind
their decision have failed so far.

IMPLICATIONS

4. The far-reaching implications of these actions are that:
a. No accommodation is available in the Sector for use by
NGOs and MILOBs.
b. Disruption of all humanitarian activities in the Sector.
c. Environment for close relationships between RPA, NGOs and
MILOBs are being destroyed.
d. NGOs have indicated their intentions top stop all
activities in the Sector.
e. The formed troops - ETHIOBATT are vacating all
installations presumably belonging to Rwandese Govt thus
necessitating the shift of other agencies and UN formations
depending on them for security.

CONCLUSION

5. It is imperative that UNAMIR HQ takes up this issue with the

Govt in KIGALI with a view to putting a stop to this negative
actions of the RPA. In order to restore the confidence of NGOs
working in the Sector,the ICRC office should not be allowed to be
taken over by RPA and the MILOB Sector HQ should be returned.

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Lastly, it must be brought to the attention of the RPA that

occupation by force of all accommodation in the area has negative
implications of driving away the locals who chose to remain back in
Rwanda thus negating the Govt Policy of Re-integration.
