THE ABILITY TO TASX UN FORCES NORTH OF THE RPF ZONE HAS BEEN

SOON AS POSSIBLE THE KABALE TO KIGALI CORRIDOR AS A SIGN OF
IMPROVED SECURITY, GOODWILL AND A POSITIVE GESTURE SINCE OUR
ARRIVAL. A NAGGING PROBLEM INITIATED BY THE UGANDAN DEFENCE
MINISTRY, WHICH HAS BEEN PREVENTING UNAMIR PERSONNEL TO CROSS

INSTABILITY ON A FLANK THAT WAS CONSIDERED TOTALLY SECURE IN

FOOD CROPS ARE EXPECTED TC BE AT 40% AND THE RELIEF AGENCIES

OF ENGAGEMENT FOR YOUR APPROVAL. WE ARE USING THEM NOW.

THERE IS AN URGENT NEED TO GET A MINIMUM OF UNCIVPOL (AT LEAST
20 PERS INCLUDING THE COMMISSIONER) FOR THE VERY DELICATE
MONITORINGAND COORDINATION OF THE GENDARMERIE IN THE WEAPONS
SECURE AREA. AS OF NOW WE HAVE TWO OF THEM ON THE GROUND AND
THEY DON'T SPEAK A WORD OF FRENCH.

FORCE HQ. THE FIRST PERMANENT STAFF OFFICERS AND NCOS (20)
HAVE ARRIVED YESTERDAY FROM BANGLADESH. WE EXPECT ALL THE
BELGIQUE STAFF OFFICERS {(20) TO ARRIVE ON 4 DEC 83. THIS
INJECTION OF STAFF CAPABILITY IS CRUCIAL AT THIS TIME AND WE
ARE THANKFUL FOR THE RAPID RESPONSE. THE FIRST FORMAIL: REQUEST
FOR REPATRIATION HAS BEEN SUBMITTED TO ME DUE TO THE FINANCIAL
IMPLICATIONS IMPOSED UPON THE STAFYF QOFFICERS THROUGH THE
CONTRACTED LODGING/FEEDING AND $1.28 SUBSISTENCE ALLOWANCE.
THIS PINCH IS FELT PRINCIPALLY BY THE MEMBERS OF COUNTRIES
WITH LIMITED ASSETS.

SOPS ARE IN VARIQUS STAGES OF PRCDUCTION AND THE HQ OPS CENTER
IS8 STILL TRYING TO GLUE THE MAPS ON THE WALL. THE MAIN EFFORT
NOW IS IN GETTING ALL THE LOOSE ENDS SORTED OUT FOR THE KIGALI
WEAPONS SECURE AREA, INCLUDING THE RECEPTION PLAN FOR THE
BANGLADESH UNITS, AND START THE DETAILED WORK OQOF THE
DISENGAGEMENT AND DEMOBILIZATION PROCESS. QUR INFORMATION FLOW
(INTELLIGENCE) IS STILL WEAK AS WE HAVE VERY FEW
TRANSLATORS/INTERPRETERS AND NEARLY NO BILINGUAL PERSONNEL.

THE TELEPHCNES ARE WORKING IN AND AROUND KIGALI BUT NOT UP
NORTH. IT IS GETTING QUITE WORRISOME IN THE DMZ WITHOUT A
MINIMUM LEVEL OF COMMUNICATIONS IN CASE SOMETHING GOES WRONG.

CONCLUSION. IT Is OUR ASSESSMENT THAT IF WE DON'T GET
SUBSTANTIVE VEHICLE AND RADIC ASSETS IN THE VERY NEAR FUTURE,
WE MAY LOOSE THE RACE AGAINST THOSE SUBVERSIVE ELEMENTS THAT
ARE TRYING TO STALL IF NOT DESTROY THE PEACE PROCESS. THE
WILL, THE ENERGY, THE PLANNING AND MORE AND MORE ON A DAILY
BASTS THE PERSONNEL ARE BECOMING AVAIL TO MEET THE CHALLENGES
OF THIS STILL VERY POSITIVELY ORIENTED AND OPTIMISTIC MISSION.
SUCCESS IS STILL VERY REAL.

This makes it extremly difficult for the officers to cope with
cost and standard of living in Rwanda, as other amenities are not
provided.

6. I beg to state that the officers were nominated to serve as
observers for a period of cone year and their reassignment to
UNAMIR should be considered as continuation of their service with
the UN as observers.

7. UNAMIR HQ will only act on conformation from Ghana’s
Permanent Mission in NY that the officers retain their status as
observers.

JOINT WORKING GROUPS BETWEEN THE FACTIONS.

IT IS THUS REQUESTED THAT THE STAFF POSITIONS IN THE CURRENT
DMZ HQ AS REFLECTED IN YOUR RECENT FAX(14 OFFICERS AND ONE
NCO) BE AMENDED TO UNMOS DUE TO THE EXCESSIVE DEMANDS FOR UNMO
DUTIES IN THE DMZ THAT WERE NOT ANTICIPATED IN THE INITIAL
OPERATIONAL ANALYSIS OF THE REQUIREMENT, DUE TO THE FACT THAT
ALL OF THE MEMBERS OF THE HQ ARE REQUIRED TO MEET THE
EXPONENTIALLY INCREASING DEMANDS FOR UNMO RELATED WORK, IN




ORDER TO [PROVIDE THE MAXIMUM FLEXIBILITY TO THE DMZ SECTOR
COMMANDER IN MEETING THE LARGE DEMANDS FOR UNMOS AT LEAST
UNTIL THE END OF PHASE 2.

THIS SIGNIFICANT DEMAND FOR UNMOS IN THE CURRENT DMZ CANNOT BE
MET BY THE CURRENT FORCE STRUCTURE OF 36 UNMOS IN 6 TEAMS. WE
MUST NOT INCREASE THE OVERALL NUMBER OF MILITARY PERSONNEL IF
AT ALL POSSIBLE, AND WE WILL NOT REDUCE THE ASSETS CURRENTLY
BEING DEPLOYED FOR THE KIGALI WEAPONS SECURE AREA. THAT WOULD

BY CONVERTING THE 15 HQ POSITIONS TO UNMOS, WE CAN MORE
EFFECTIVELY AND GAINFULLY EMPLOY ALL THE DMZ PERSONNEL AND AS
SUCH INCREASE OUR OVERALL OUTPUT OF TEAMS BY TWO ON A REGULAR
BASIS UNTIL THE END OF PHASE 2, AT WHICH TIME THE DMZ BN WILL
BE ON THE GROUND.

FORCE HQ. WE ARE NOW FACING SIGNIFICANT DIFFICULTIES IN MAINTAINING
DISCIPLINE AND RESPONSIVE RADIO OPERATIONS. AS YOU ARE AWARE, THIS FORCE
HQ WAS STRUCTURED ON A VERY SMALL SCALE BY UN STANDARDS, PARTICULARLY IN
OFFICES. IN ORDER TO MAXIMISE THE OPERATIONAL DECISION/SUPERVISION IN THE
DUTY OPERATIONS CENTER,IT IS INTENDED TO HAVE SKILLED RADIO OPERATORS WHO
CAN MANAGE/DISCIPLINE THE NET AND VOICE PROCEDURE, ACCURATELY RECORD THE
INFORMATION AND CONTINUOUSLY MONITOR ALL TRAFFIC, THUS PERMITTING THE DUTY
OFFICER TO CONCENTRATE ON THE OPERATIONAL MATTERS. IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT

ARRANGEMENTS BE MADE TO PROVIDE TEN (10} RADTO QOPRERATORS (MIIQT RF FUTTV
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BILINGUAL IN ENGLISH AND FRENCH) MADE UP OF ONE SENIOR NCO AND NINE, JUNIOR
NCO OPERATORS TO GUARANTEE 24 HOURS OPERATIONS. THE OPERATORS WOULD BE
EMPLOYED IN UNAMIR FORCE HQ AND SECTOR HQS. AN URGENT ACTION IS SOLICITED

ON THIS ISSUE.
