Lesson No/6: The Rogatory Commission

Generalities:

The examining magistrate has no time and no means to
undertake alone all the examining acts. When he
finds himself in the impossibility of proceeding
himself to certain acts, he can be assisted in his
task by means of "Rogatory Commissions".

Definitions.

The Rogatory Commission is a sort of requisition by
which the examining magistrate (generally) assigns
his functions to another magistrate or a C.I.D’s
Officer for accomplishing at his place one or many
determined information acts.

Features: The Rogatory Commission:

- Is an assignment of functions for one
determined mission. Example: If the Rogatory
Commission prescribes an inquiry in the places
of a company or in a garage, The C.I.D’s
Officer has not to , at this occasion operate
in the person’s domicile.

- Can not prescribe that the examining acts
related directly to the facts have started the
opening of the information. Example: for a
matter of breach of trust, the examining
magistrate can not deliver a Rogatory
Commission for the undertaking of an inquiry
and for objective of to search the traces to
the culprit’s domicile detained, which traces
have nothing to do with the breach of trust.

- Is written and has:

* To indicate the nature of the offence, the
object of pursuing (example: robbery, sexual
attempt, murder, etc...)

* To be dated and signed by the examining
magistrate

* To be sealed

* Designed by his function the magistrate or
the C.I.D’s Officer delegated.

* Specify the mission that has been given to
him

* Fix eventually the time in which the
documents relevant to the execution of the



Rogatory Commission have to be addressed to the
examining magistrate.

When the Rogatory Commission prescribes simultaneous
operations to be undertaken in different points of the
territory, it could be addressed to the examining
magistrates under form of reproduction (photocopy) or of
integral copy of the original certified.

WHO CAN DELIVER A ROGATORY COMMISSION?

The examining magistrate: It’s the general rule
(anyway the present
form concerns only
this hypothesis).

The accusation chamber: When it makes proceed to
supplementary information
by one of it’s members.

The Assizes President: When he regulates
instruction acts
(incomplete offence, or
new elements)

Any judgement jurisdiction: When it wants to make

hear a judge of the place of detention of the condemned person
who is imprisoned out of sitting of examining jurisdiction.

The civil division of the Supreme Court: When

it is designed for knowing a crime or a wrongdoing committed
in the exercise of its functions by magistrate or a Public

Officer.

TO WHOM CAN THE EXAMINING MAGISTRATE DELIVER A
ROGATORY COMMISSION?

In his province:

- To a magistrate (any judge of first instance
tribunal)

- To a C.I.D’s Officer ( any C.I.D’s Officer
competent in the first instance tribunal’s
province)

out of his province: To an Examining Magistrate.

The Examining Magistrate who receives a Rogatory
Commission can also but in his province, to

subdelegate it to a magistrate, or a C.I.D’s
Officer.

COMPETENCE OF THE C.I.D’s OFFICER COMMITTED.

For the execution of the Rogatory Commission, the

C.I.D’s Officer has to be competent at three points

of view:

(1) In reason of acts to accomplish: ratione
materiae competence

(2) In reason of persons: ratione personae
competence

(3) In reason of the places where the acts must be
undertaken:

ratione loci competence.

For accomplishing any act except the hearing of the
plaintiff claiming damages in a criminal case except
also on demand of this one:

- The Rogatory Commission is said particular when
the delegation is subjected to specified acts
to be undertaken.

- The Rogatory Commission is said general, when
the delegation is subjected to all usable acts
to the manifestation of the truth. Meanwhile,
these acts are limited to the ones related
directly to the repression of the offence
concerned by the proceedings.

NOTE: The Rogatory Commission can not be fully
general in meaning that it can not view
all category of eventual offenses.

Example: Could be null a Rogatory Commission
objected to proceed to an investigation on
a subject of acts of propositions
susceptible to be perpetrated in other
hotels of Kigali without that any
determined offence objected to be pursued.

With regard to all persons except: the members of the
Government, Representatives of foreign nations (powers).

For operating in the whole extend of its habitual
territory. In an urgent case:

1.

A C.I.D.’s Officer can execute a Rogatory Commission
on the whole province’s territory of the first
instance’s tribunal on which it is attached to.
Example: Information acts out of the province and
which could not be delayed without prejudicing the
investigation’s results.

Exceptionally and in accordance of an expressed
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Rogatory Commission from the Examining Magistrate,

the C.I.D’S Officer can proceed, in the competence

of the bordering tribunals to his province , to the
operations prescribed by the same magistrate. The

C.I.D’s Officer has to be an Officer.

When a C.I.D’s Officer, Chief of services is
committed, he can charge the execution of the
Rogatory Commission to another C.I.D’s Officer who
is under his authority, at the condition that this
last one acts in the limits of his territorial
competence.

The C.I.D’s Officer could:
* Have received directly the Rogatory Commission if
he’s in the province of the Mandator Judge,

* Have received it by subdelegation if he’s out of
the Mandator Judge’s province.

The plaintiff claiming for damages who’s heard, on
his demand have renounce expressly to the assistance
of a counsel if no the C.I.D’s Officer refers to the
Mandator Judge. This request and this permission
have to appear in the deposition.

The Rogatory Commissions "particular" are
susceptible of being simultaneously taken under
hands to the Gendarmerie and at the Police on
condition that they include verifications clearly
distinct of the operations to be undertaken in
different places.

The Rogatory Commissions '"general'" are normally
taken back at the only service (Gendarme or Police)
which seems more qualified in the matter for the
proceeding of the investigations.

ACTS WHICH CAN BE UNDERTAKEN ON THE ROGATORY
COMMISSION BY a C.I.D’s OFFICER

A C.I.D's Officer committed exercises, in the limits
of the Rogatory Commission all the functions of the
Examining Magistrate.

A C.I.D’s Officer can receive a Rogatory Commission
in order to proceed to the following acts:

- Inquiry and seizure

- Hearing of witnesses

- Investigation of personality

- Interrogatory and confrontation of the accused

The C.I.D’s Officer has to follow the rules of



formality imposed by the Examining Magistrate when

he act personally, but he has not to be assisted by
a clerk of the court, like the Examining Magistrate
has to do.

The C.I.D’s Officer executes the Rogatory
Commission:

- Under the authority of the Examining
Magistrate who has to verify the information
elements collected.

- Under control of the accusation chamber by
its President.
