The delegation of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics to the
United Nations presents its compliments to the Secretary-General of the
United Nations and has the honour to inform him herewith that the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics is being proposed as a candidate for
membership in the next United Nations Visiting Mission to the East African
Trust Territories, which is to be appointed at the twenty-fifth session
of the Trusteeship Council in January 1960.

The Soviet Union has not as yet been included in any United Nations
Visiting Mission, although by virtue of the United Netions Charter it is
a permenent member of the Trusteeship Council. The Soviet Union attaches
great importance to the carrying out of periodic visits to the Trust Territories
with a view to realizing the main objectives of the International Trusteeship
System, as provided for by Article 87 of the United Nations Charter and the
relevant rules of procedure of the Trusteeship Council.

The delegetion of the USSR has circulated letters to the members of

the Trusteeship Council, expressing the hope that, when elections are held
at the twenty-fifth session of the Trusteeship Council, they will support

the candidacy of the Soviet Union for membership in the Visiting Mission.
The delegation of the USSR avails itself of this opportunity to renew
to the Secretary-General its assurances of its highest consideration.
