3. The Office of Personnel informs me now that no records of 
Congolese employees in the above field offices are available at Head­
quarters. I feel that the names of these informers should be brought 
to the attention of Mr. Cruise O'Brien and the heads of the ONUC 
offices in Albertville and Kamina.

Examination of Elisabethville documents: Letter of Mr. Melot · (I. ~ 

1. I enclose herewith photocopy of a letter from a Mr . Melot in 
Belgium to Mr. Munongo, Katanga Minister of the Interior and, at

the time, one of the members of the Triumvirate acting as the 
Executive of the Katangese Government in the absence of Mr . Tshombe , 
then detained by Central Government authorities as a result of the 
events of Coquilhatville in April and May 1961 . 

2. The letter is dated 3 June 1961 and appeared among the documents 
that came into the possession of ONUC during the hostilities of last 
September. It was found during the examination of these documents 
some months ago but was simply filed amongst mis eellaneous papers of 
minor interest, as there was no indication at the time that Mr. Melot 
was a person of any particular significance, and was thus presumed to 
be one of a host of well-wishers abroad who write to Katangese Ministers 
to give adYice or to manifest their interest in "Independent Katanga" 
for reasons best known to themselves . 

3. However, on glancing through the receipts of long-distance telephone 
calls made by Tshombe from his suite in the Royal during the recent 
Adoula-Tshombe negotiations, we find that Tshombe telephoned a Mr. Melot 
on "official business" at 16. 30 on 6 June 1962 . As it seems more than 
likely that this Mr . Melot is the same person as the au thor of the 
enclosed letter (in both cases, his address is Namur, Belgium) it is 
evident that the views of Mr. Melot expressed in his letter to Munongo 
can be of interest to us, particularly at the present time when our 
major puzzle is to try to determine what measure of sincerity (if any) 
can be attributed to Tshombe ' s declared intention of negot i a ting 
constructively with the Central Government with a view to renouncing 
secessi on and reintegrating Katanga into the Republic of the Congo. 

4. Mr . Melot ' s letter does not make encouraging reading. As you will 
see, it is hard to believe that a telephone conversation with a man who 
was, according to this letter, advocating a policy of direct double­
dealing, could have had anything but a negative influence on Mr. Tshombe. 
It seems all the more alarming that Tshombe himself should wish to 
communicate with such an adviser precisely at a time when the question 
of his good or bad faith was (and is) foremost in many minds . 

5. The letter itself contains some striking passages . One such 
passage (on pages 4 and 5) recommending the attitude to be adopted by 
Katanga towards the Congo and UN deserves special attention: -

(Is it not more than remarkable that a "don pur et simple" of 100 
million francs has indeed just been offered to the Central Government 
in a similar spirit to that evident in the letter?).

Al though this lat.tar passage refers more specifically to the political 
picture in June 1961, such phrases as ''une fa9ade d ' amabilite vis-a-vis de 
l ' ONU" and "l ' apparence de grande cordialite qu ' il me parait utile de 
conserver a l ' egard de l ' OUU" , reveal attitudes which would be more in 
keeping on the stage than in the context of serious and constructive 
negotiation. 

6. It shry~ld also be noted that during Mr. Tshombe ' s recent stay in 
the Royal he was in fairly regular contact with his agents in Brussels, 
Paris and New York. He telephoned his "Secretaire d 1Etat" , Mr . Odilon 
MWENDA, at the Katangese De l egation in Bruss els on 21, 23 May and 4, 6, 
14 June 1962 (on 2,3 May he actually asked to speak to a Mr . Gabend at the 
Delegation). He telephoned Dominique DIUR, "Ministre et Chef de la 
Mission Permanente du Katanga en France" at Paris on 21 May and l June 
1962. Finally, he telephoned Mr. Streulens, his well-known agent in 
New York on 6 June 1962. 

7. It is evident that while Tshombe and Katangese spokesmen do not 
miss a single opportunity in accusing Adoula of acting as the mouthpiece 
of the State Department , Tshombe himself was in constant touch during the 
negotiations wi th foreign circles , many of which are none too eager, to 
say the least , to see Katanga reintegrated into the Republic of the Congo.
