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5. Administrative Circular No,84 dated 15 Pebruary 1961 reads

inter alia:

"All cases of accidents are submitted to the ONUC Property
Survey Board (established by Administrative Circular No.46).
The Survey Board assesses the rcsponsibility for the accident
and wakes recomaendations as to the costs to be recovered from
the ONUC driver in the event he is found to blame. UN Staff
Rules stipulate that "any staff mewber may be required to ro-
imburse the United Nations either partially-or in full for any
financial or property loss suffered by the Organization as a
result of his negligonce or of his having violated any regu-
lations, rules or administrative instructions.  (United
Nations Staff Rule 112.3). This rule should be considered
“to apply to all civilian personnel serving with ONUC. 1In the
case of military personnel, the Force Commander will, on the:
basis of the findings of the Survey Board, decide upon the
action t0 be taken against the military driver concerned."

6. These rules will be rigidly enforced in future.

5. Notifiable Casualties

The term is used to define casualties which must
be notified to next-of-kin. They are as follows:

a. Death
b. Injuries involving loss of limb or eye

c. Missing including cdetention by other
hands.

d. Wounded in action {all cases)

e, Injury or sickness where hospital
treatment is necessary.

Note: Changes of c¢asualty status will ’
also be notifiable e.g. Return from missing,
discharge from hospital and change of -
condition in hospital - seriously sick,
improved, comfortable, no chanse.

6. Reporting Procedure

a. Officers at all stages of reporving
must bear in mind that initially
casualties will be reported to the
higher unit or formation bv the
quickest means - telephone, wireless,
telex etc., consistent with security.

At the first available opportunity

the initial report will be confirmed

in writing. (See annex 'i' attached)

At each stape the Cfficer responsible
for transmitting the casualty report
will check the accuracy of the
individual lnﬂ@ﬂtxtlpltlon and where
in doubt refer bhaclk for verification.

Letters of Condolence

In addition tc official notification (see para 6 b)
letters of condolence to next-of-kin in cases of death may
be sent by OIC unit.

These will not however be sent sooner tinan 24 hours
after death is reported to onsure that the official
notification has Tirst been received.

Care must be taken in writing letters of condolence
to give as much information about the circumstances of the
death as possible but to avoid harrowing details likely to
cause additional distress or give grounds for thinking death
was due to neglect or carelessnescs,

The Secretary General has communicated to us i‘ decision reached by the
Commission of Investigation established by Resolution 1601 (XV) of the
General Assembly to inquire into the circumstances of the death of Mr. Patrice
Lumumba and his two colleagues. That decision, taken at the 43rd meeting of
the Commission in Geneva on August 11th, is as follows :

"The Commission instructed its secretary to secure a list of all United
Nations persomnel who were in the Congo between the dates of 5 September
1960 and 13 February 1961 and who were present at places where events involv-
ing Mr. Lumumba took place. This list would include, in particular :

A. The names of the persons entrusted with guarding the residence of
Mr. Lummba at Leopoldville;

B. The names of soldiers garrisoned at Thysville;

C. The names of agents or officials present at the Leopoldville air-
field on 1 and 2 December 1960, at the time of the arrival of Mr. Lumumba;

D. The names of UN personnel present at the Elisabethville airport
on 17 January 1961;

E. The names of soldiers assigned to the area of Kikwit, Port Francqui
and at the airport of Luluabourg from which Mr. Lumumba was supposed to have
been flowm to Leopoldville;

F. The names of persons present at the lLeopoldville Radio station from
the time it was closed to the time it was opened in early September.®

2. The Secretary General, while appreciating that the work may be time-consuming,

has requested us to gather all possible information and make it available to the
Commission when ready.

I shall be most grateful if this matter is given your urgent attention. I shall
be more than willing to give any assistance possible to the Officer whom you will.
designate to attend to the collection of information called for.

This
guard remnained with the wagon overnight. The following
morning, 1 November 1960, the wagon was oconnected with the
ordinary daily train to Matedi, The train departed lLeo
at 0730 hours, The escorting perty, in addition to myself,
were Cnpt KJ Gunawardeme (Ceylon), Crpt M C8té (Canadgy,
It M Bouzoubas (Morocco), Lt Palmgren (Sweden) eand
Lt PJ MoNelly (Irelemd). In addition, we hed an armed
e cort of military police as follows: Sgt Sorensen (Tenmark),
1/Cpl St. Amsnth (Caneds), L/Cpl Josmerchsnd (In:ia) cnd
Pvt Soejono (Indonesisz), The train stopped at every
station, 2nd occesionally between stations.

On 7 November 1560 the CHARLE.VILLE sailed from Matadi
end reached Antwerp at nidnight 20/21 November 1960, As the
customz and immigretion authorities were off duty, no one
was alloved to emter or leave the ship until 0800 hours 21
November 1960, when the Irish Consul in Antwerp, Mr Alphonse
De Roeck, and the representatives of the Agence Masritime
Internationale ceme aboard to see us.,

On 23 November 1960 the remeins were removed from the
CHARIEGVILLE end pleced in the »peciesl mortusry waiting room
on the quay. This room waa most tastefully decorsted with
black n=nd silver tapestries. The catafalque was covered with
n black velvet and silver-tassled pall.

Mr P Bigger, Pirst Secretary of the Irish Embessy in
Bruzsels, Mr A Molloy, Col Frems representing the Commanding
Officers of the Belglan Militery District which includes
Antwerp, Mr Alphonse De Roeck, honorsry Irish Consul in
Antwerp, Commandant Willserte, Cormander of the Irort of
int.erp, Mr Stevemarde, Secretery of the Agence Meri‘ime
Intermationale, Lt McNelly and myself.

On Thuradey 24 Rovember 1360, the remtins were embarked
onn the 08 CITY OF ~ATLRFORDL -t noon. Pregent on this
ocension were Cuol Trans, lir De Roeck, Mr Villserte,

Fr Stewmencrde, Lt MeNslly and nmyself. Capt Dirxon, Ceptain
of the o5 CITY UF “A0Z TORD, formelly received the remains
vhieh were stored in the forvard hold. The shir then
seiled for Ireland.

3. Dublin

The S CITY OF #ATERFORD srrived et Dublin on ‘ednesdey
30 November 1960, and ot 1000 hours the remnins were dis-
embarked, On the juayside I formrlly handed over the
remeing draped in the UN snd Irishk flsgs to the Irish Army.
Present to receive the remeins were the Chief of General
Steff, Moj-Gen Seen Mec Foin, the :djutent-Gen, Col P Hally,
the Quartermaster-Gen, Col S Collins Powell, the Oi'ficer
Commending the Eactern Command (in which Dublin is situated),
Cel R Cullinen, and about 50 other officers. A formel
cortdge was drawn up on the jueyside including the £nd Motor
Squadron a3 escort of honour, 10 Colonels as pall bearers and
the usual military police and bearer detachments. The
cortdge brought the remeins to the mortusry of St Bricin's
nilitary hospital here they ere received by the hospitel
chaplein, On the way through the city all traffic .as
storped snd route cleared for the cortege. The leut 200 yards
of the road was lined on both sides by sn Infentry Battelion
resting on arms reversed.

On 6 December Hrs MacCarthy errived at Dublin Airport
vhere she was received by Col P Helly, Lt-Col Aidan O'Byrne,
vho wag officiaelly appointed by the Irish Army to act as
their liaison officer with Mras MacCsrthy, Lt McKRally and
nyself, I hended over to Mrs MecCarthy the cheque which I
h:d brought from Leopoldville for the balance of Col MacCarthy's
account with ONUC. I geve Col MocCarthy's rersonsl effects
to Lt-Col O'Byrme for !rs liecCarthy.

On 13 December at 1700 hours the formal removel
of the remeins to the mil:itary church &t Arbour Hill,
Dublin, from the mortuary of 35t Bricin's took plece with
full military ceremonial, The ceremony wes attended by
o vest crowd of people, including nore than 200
of ficers, Lt MeNslly and I represented the United
Nations in the chief nmourmers' party. The remins were
received by the acting heud chaplain of the lrish irmy
end pleced in front of the high sltar shere they remmsined
overnight with an honour susrd. The coffin was draped
with both the UN and Irish flegs.

On ‘ednesdsy 14 December, at 1000 hours in the
military churceh of Arbour IHill, Solemn Requiem Meos was
said for Col MuacCaurihy. The attendanls included His
Excellency bamon de Vi:lera, President of Ireland, the
Prime Minister, Mr Sean Lemass, the Minister for Defence,
Mr Kevin Boland, seversl other members of the Government
'nd the Diplomatic Corys, the Chief of the Army S3taff,
Maj--0ép 3ean lMcoce Eoin, the Deputy Chief of :itaff, the
Adjutant-Gen, the .ucrtermester-Gen snd some 300 other
Irieh Armmy oificers, Special sents were regerved for
the UN representative group vhich I headed. The other
mnembers of the group vere Col Soleiman Ibrshim Mohommed
(Suden), Capt Hedlumd (sveden), Nevel Attuché, London,
Nej Robert Adebayo (Nigerie), Lt PJ McNally (Ireland).
Following the Mass the funeral took plsce to Glusnavin
Cemetery w«ith full militery honours. The rernrins were
buried in a speoirl military plot in which the bodies of
the other Irish soldlers killed in the Congo had already
been interred, At the .raveside, I formanlly temiered
the final condolences on teheslf of the United Notions to
Hrgs MacCarthy end presented the other officers of the
United Nations perty to lrs MecCarthy, esch in turn
presenting the condolences of his Government.

When notification is made by these Units it is done
several days after its occurrence and very little
information is provided.

Despite two signals, no information has yet been
provided regarding the Tunisian soldier reported
missing and believed drowned on 4/11/60.

1 Attention of all concerned is once again drawn to this HQ
Circulars of e¢ven number dated 24 Aug 60 and 5 Oct 60.

2 Despite the specific instructions contained therein, .
Formations/Units have failed to respond as required. For example -
notifications of two recent deaths were received at this HQ four
days after occurence, and that too without all the details as called
for in the above quoted two Circulars.

3 FPurthermore, several units have failed so far to render the
fresh returns referred to >t para 2 of the Circular dated 5 Oct 60.

4 The Supreme Commander is greatly perturbed ot this state of
aff=irs and has made particular note of the laxity or indifference
shown in this regard.

5 Unit Comm~nders are once again reminded that it is in the
interests of their respective nation=1 Governments that proper and
accurate records are maintained of cvery case of death or serious
injury by this HQ. The primary responsibility for furnishing
details rests entirely with units, and failure by units to do so,
makes it difficult or impossible for this HQ to ctmpile records.

6 Unit Commanders will no doubt appreciate that there is °
always the possibility of requests being m2de by National Governments
and next-of-kin/relatives for more detailed information about
injured/deceased personnel. Inability to provide the desired
information will undoubtedly reflect adversely on the UN in general,
the ONUC in particular and may result in serious misunderstandings/
repercussions.

7 Units will please ensure that fresh returns as called for
under the aforementioned Circular dated 5 Oct 60 are sent so as
to reach this Branch by 28 Nov 60. All fubure casualties must be
reported immediately on occurance. )

2, It is now requested that fresh returns bc submitted covering
all cases of death or serious injury thaet have occurrcd since the
the commenccement of this Mission to cnable this Headquarters to
compile up-to-date rccords of cvery such casc,

In submitting these reports the following additional informa-
tion should be provided in thce case of decath and serious injury
respectively -

Deaths - a) DPlace of Burial/Cremation

b) If buried/cremated in Congo, whether tombstone
erccted and location

¢) If remains transferred to home-country - mode and
date of transfer

d) If religious last-rites provided - particulars
of same

Serious Injury

a2) Whether Court of Inquiry held, and if so, the
cpinion of the Court

b) Particulars regarding plece cnd period of
hospitalisation, ete...

3. Pmn/Unit Commanders arc reminded that it is in the interests
of the National Govermments that proper and accurate records are
maintained of all ceses of death and serious injury. As such it
is incumbent that they act as required in the above quoted circulor.

4. A1l future occurrences of death or serious injury will be
notificd as soon as possible and not leter than 18 hours after such
occurrence. These will be trected as "Preliminary Reports”
containing all details immediately available.

The additional information called for at para 2 will ncceasarily
have to await the completion of further action before it can be
finally transmitted. But Pmn/Unit Commanders arc rcquested to
ensure that minimum deley is involved.
