Reference Gussing's confidential report of 7 April, attached.

Clearly we now must make policy decision on solution of Baluba
refugee problem. Only workable solution would appear to be repatri-
ation policy as suggested in Gussing's report. This, however, does
raise numerous problems, including the following:

(a) What escorts will be needed on repatriation trains to South Kasai?
(b) Can we provide such escorts without undue risk?
(c) Can military staff undertake necessary assistance and planning?

(d) Can existing UN troops provide requisite escort for refugees
from Luluabourg to their villages of destination?

(e) We need precise requirements of transportation, both trucks and
aircraft in Kasai, as well as for transportation of refugees from
camp to train and over river at Lubilash Bridge.

(f) Considerable temporary staff will clearly be required and we need
exact estimate of what this will be.

(g) In paragraph 36 of Gussing's report it is suggested that Balubas
other than those in camp may cash in on repatriation scheme.
Consider it essential that measures be taken to ensure that only
refugees in camp will be repatriated. Otherwise complete confusion
will result,

(h) There are obviously financial consequences of Gussing's suggestions,
whose magnitude we cannot estimate. These should be formulated as
clearly as possible.

I agree, Letter follows."

His letter, eloquent enough, has arrived today, and I enclose
a copy herewith. I do not consider it wise to reply in detail until

t I receive instructions from you. I will, though, send an acknowledg-
ment next week,

You will take care of yourself, won't you? Nobody is indis-
pensible, that I know; but Africa and the U.,N. rely on you, at least
for the moment, I do not think a high priest like you needs sermons
from a lay reader like me.

My dear Fabunmi,

I have received your letter of 1lst February concerning
the post in the United Nations office which is being vacated by Robert
Gardiner. Two features of this letter have been of considerable
interezt to me. The first is your genuine love for, and interest in,
Africa., The second is your flattering opinion of myself., I thank you
immensely on both counts,

There is, however, cne thing that mystifies me in this matter.
Bob Gardiner is a personal friend of mine, I am therefore surprised that
he has not himself broached this subject with me, especially as he
recently raised a similar subject with me. That was in connection with
a vacancy on his Addis Ababa establishment: however, he probably
thought that I would not be interested in any case in leaving Nigeria,

In point of fact I am no longer so opposed to leaving for a
spell abroad as I was, say, one or two years ago. Then I was, in
association with my Nigerian colleagues, heavily engaged in the task of
transforming the Western Nigeria Public Service into a predominantly
Nigerian Service; today it can be said that we have broken the back
of that problem if we cannot claim completely to have solved it.

There are now competent colleagues who could take over my job any day.

I do not know very much about the duties and responsibilities of
the post we are discussing but, from its title, it seems to me to be just
the sort of thing in which I would feel most comfortable, having regard to
my experience hitherto, All the same, can you be good enough to send
me more particulars? I should also like to know what the cost of living
in New York is like, the chances of securing a suitable but modest
accommodation for ocne and one's family, and whether it would be advisable
to bring along any of one's children for further education in the U,S.

Because of the obvious urgency of the situation, I sent you a
cablegram this morning indicating my concurrence in yowr proposal. 1
hereby confirm that decision, but must of course point out that it
cannot be a definitive one until I receive an offer and have cleared
it with my present employers, On the other hamd, I do not expect any
difficulty in the latter regard.

Once more I thank you greatly for your personal interest in this
matter, and I look forward to hearing further from you,
