11ven the RPF's public prono cements. it would be 
pointless to ex~t it to come out enthusiastically in favour of France's poted operation: the e Front hl(l made it publicly clear that it wanted no foreign interventi , not even under UN 
auspices. However, France's contacts with the Front in~icated that RPF position mipt 
change once the draft resolution had been approved; the Front was he said. interested in 
cooperation in order to avoid any damqing confiict. fn that connec · , me French roreip 
Mi.nlster had met the Prime Minister dcsiastate of Rwanda in Paris; th. latter. while unwilllil& 
to make any public pronouncement approving the French initiatiYC,. rqarded F~ as a 
"reliable partner" and had indicated that contacts would continue. i 

Today. French envo)'1 were to meet RPP representatives at · Ugandan/R:wa.ndese 
frontier. Also, the RPP had been in cont.ace with a n\lfflber of third untries, which had also 
indicated that, whateVer the Front's public position, it wu not opposed! future cooperation or 
other arrangements, Hr '.,a,oped that in view or the information he had'provided, the Councirs 
perception of the atmo. re prevailing between the RPF and France uld alter. 

Turning to the point made yesterday that countries might be hol · g off from committing 
themselves to UNAMlR white they waited to see what developed wi ; the French initiatiw. he 
mentioned that ~anada had decided to provide a 350-man communica 'ons unit for UNA.MIR.;
