Ms. Olmi said CARREFOUR International in Montreal was a small group of 

three staff working full time. They work with ethnic groups, have contacts 

with the people and prepare publications, brochures. She handed several out. 

They also had films which they distribute. 

The main purpose of the organization was to give the right information 

on international problems, especially countries which were trying to free 

themselves from colonial domination. They show films in colleges, church 

groups, etc. They also had connexion with CIDA and had agreements with 

trained techers and they publish material free for the organization which 

was their contribution. They rent films for television programmes, etc. 

Mr. Rebson explained the work of the Council for Namibia, SWAPO and 

liberations movements. He also said that many NGOs had the tendency to 

group together Namibia, South Africa and Rhodesia as a whole which was not 

feasible. Namibia and Rhodesia seem to have something of a solution to take 

place within a matter of years, but South Africa was not the same. He also 

explained that Namibia was by itself - the main thing was the illegal 

occupation of South Africa and the apartheid system. So, it was important 

to keep Namibia separate. 

The canadian Government seemed receptive to the Mission's purpose. Their 

support was needed as members of the UN and presently the Security Council.

Chairman said the Mission was there to listen to what they had to say and 

said they probably knew the Mission's purpose; to meet with the Canadian 

Government and see their point of view on the main objective - independence 

for Namibia. UN had a collective responsibility as Namibia had international 

status. He expected to discuss the political aspects - South Africa's presence 

in Namibia was illegal. He invited those present to feel free to air their 

views and if there were matters they did not want included in the Mission's report, 

he would see to it that it was kept that way. 

1st speaker(TCLSAC) inquired as to the Mission's purpose and said that 

there was an overlap in things and perhaps the first place to start might be 

the Task:force. 

2nd speaker said that in the area of human rights, Namibia was linked. 

She mentioned the Canadian companies operating in Namibia and said they were 

concerned, mentioned Falconbridge specifically and said that they had taken 

the matter up with the Canadian Government, particularly since the UH brought 

up the Decree No. 1. According to her, Falconbridge was completely 

unconcerned and informed them that "we do not know what we are talking about". 

South Africa had no right to be in Namibia, there were no laws, no international 

laws binding ••• The Canadian Government said that it was not their policy to 

interfere with free enterprise. When the Decree came out Mr. MacBride was in 

Toronto and he met with themand suggested they get in touch with the UN. MacBride 

tried to meet with some companies who seemed willing but at the last minute they­

changed their minds.

At this point, a letter txmm;Mr. Jamieson was distributed to the Mission 

members. She added that they met with the Minister for External Affairs and 
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had a long discussion with him on Namibia but they do not recognize the "two­

faced policy" ••• 

Chairman said that the Decree was adopted by the General Assembly and 

had to go through international law and that it was up to the Canadian 

Government to regard it as such and that it was to the Mission to ask 

them what their intentions were. As 1:>o the legal aspects of it, 7 • Falcobaiidge 

was operating at it's own risk. Be added that there must be some stockholders 

who must realize their risks. 

2nd speakep said that they had meetings with the stockholders and 

morality and risks were bl·ought up, the;y wer e :-.ot t,sed t o churcn g.coups 

a d ha•.·e shown excedsive P- ude,,ce .

3rd speaker said there was little contact with local members of Parliament-

said the MPs do not have a great deal of "clout" and he cited something on 

7 recommendations to the Government .•• He then inquired about the Security 

Council not imposing sanctions on Namibia. He also talked of the tax concession 

it being a sore point with the Canadian Government. Read phrase in material 

distributed. Talked of Falconbridge not being concerned with public opinion , 

had poorest management and not like Hudson's Bay; said they werh nervous 

about a paper put out by the church group; they conyradict themselves. 

Chairman inquired about principal consumer goods or product. 

No. 3 said that nickel was needed by war supplied and not · so much by the 

public, Canada was not a big consumer of nickel . 

Chairman asked if they considered appearing before the Council for Namibia. 

Answer said they thought about it but haven't done anything yet. 

Chairman said that that might be useful and helpful if they i'ltkxR asked 

to be heard. Said the Council heard many NGO's among them a white person 

who came from South Africa.

No. 4 said there was a huge outcry by Canada, voting on General Assembly 

and Security Council resolutions but then avoided any resolutions with a 

"bite". 

Chairman said he spoke to lawyers in New York on the legal aspects on 

the companies investments but no local lawyers were consulted .. 

Discussions ensued on the property where mining took place, ownership of 

same, concessions being given by South Africa, etc. Also, other companies. 

Mr. Robson explained further, ownership, taxation, legal aspects, Decree. 

No. 1 (TCLSAC) Spoke of conversations with the workers in Namibia. She 

requested that~her name not be mentioned; the organization could be. 

No. 2 said Canadian Governdment felt a connexion with American Government 

and fearful of contributions of corporations. Also mentioned smme companies 

VIPs being Directors or head of corporations 

No. 1 talked about what she saw; the military personnel (South African) 

walking around, their military training school, movement of troops, the armory 

in Windhoek, tight security and stock of arms; their presence was visible. 

Mr. Tlou said there was evidence of war preparations going on, big base 

in the north, telecommunications tower, military checkpoint. 

Chairman waid that the UN was in a state of war with South Africa 

over Namibia. 

No. 1 said there was evidence ofSouth African intimidations, threats 

and even break=ins in schools, confiscation of books, pamphlets, etc. 

Mr. Tlou inquired what about Turnhalla talks. 

No. 1 answered that on the ground there was no support for Turnhalla. 

Kapuuo had bodyguards all the time and people were aware that the Dama 

delegations was put together. People were conscious of lateral manoeuvres 

of US Government to try to get Turnhalla support. 

Chairman said that he read somewhere that the white population in Namibia 

were nervous of late. 

No. 1 said that it was hard to get figures. There was an outtlow of 

farmers' funds and advertisements of farms for sale were all over. On the 

investment level there was no information but that the majority of the white 

population saw Turnhalla as the option they support -- there was certainly 

a sign of nervousness. Mentioned Falconbridge receiving exploration1~~~fits 

for uranium . 
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No. 1 asked what did the Mission hope to achieve with talks with Canadian 

Goverdment and where was it "limping" . 

Chairman hoped the Council for Namibia called upon Security Council to 

discuss that question again that year and Canada was a member of the SC 

Talked of Chapter 7 against SA and all countries operating in Namibia . 
.,,and drafted and Whatever came out had to be carefully worded ani may6e tlie Canadian 

Government would have to act on that basis. He further stated that he 

would explore that aspect along those lines. Another thing was the mandatory 

arms embargo and that some Canadian officials were in favour of that : but 

not all. 

No. 1 wanted to know if the Chairman would talk about banks making loans 

that could be dealt with in a manner without a real arms embargo. 

Chairman answered that that was why it was"ticklish". Namibian had to 

be isolated from South Africa and that had to be worded carefully in order 

~~ to avoid vetoes. 

No 5 talked about the press and CBC receiving a lot of hate letters. 

Also mentioned meeting of Ministry of External Affairs with SWAPO, etc. 

Mentioned llatant racism and cartoons in Globe and Mail, 

Chairman said that;Canada wanted a peac@ful solution like everybody else 

as the alternative would be bloodshed. 

No. l said that to stress for a peaceful solution was still good but 

that they should urge the Canadian authorities to "move". 

Chairman summed up and said that the meeting was quite "enlightening" 

and that perhaps the Mission would see them in the near future and that we 

would send them a copy of the report.

OBJET: Mission to Canada Background Paper 

1. At its 245th meeting held on 16 February 1977 the United Nations. 

Council for Namibia decided to accept the invitation of the Government of 

Canada and to dispatch a mission to hold consulta~ions in Ottawa with the 

Canadian government. 

2. The mission will consist of the permanent representatives of 

Botswana, India and Mexico. 

3. The leader of the mission, the permanent representative of India, 

has requested the Secretariat to prepare immediately a background paper, 

which should contain the following information: 

(a) Voting record of Canada in the General Assembly on Namibia 

resolutions in recent years; 

(b ), • Statements by Canadian representatives in the General Assemlby, 
,I~-, 

Fourth committee and other fora; 

(c) Dealings by the Canadian government or Canadian companies 

involving Namibia; 

(d) Activities of the Canadian Government or Canadian companies which 

may be in violation of United Nations resolutions on Namibia, or 

the advisory opinion of the International Court of Justice of 

21 June 1971.

4. It is expected that the mission will take part in a seminar organi,z,ed 

by two Canadian universities, and that at this seminar and on other 

occasions the mission will face questioning from persons negatively disposed 

towards the position of the Council for Namibia. ThE!'lissionhas therefore 

requested that the paper also include: 

(e) Simple statisitcs (i) to indicate the high degree of segregation 

in Namibia in types of employment, salary levels, health, education and 

standard of living; and (ii) to refute the often-advanced contention 

that while discrimination may exist in Namibia, the economic situation 

of its African population is still better than that of most other 

countries in Africa .

His Government also welcomed the fact that the Institute r~ceived assistap.ce 

from the specialized agencies of the United . Nations , and he hoped that many other 

countries would contribute to its budget in order to help finance the cost of 

setting up and running the ±nstitute . 

With regard to the suggestion by some delegations that a committee of experts 

should be sent to Namibia to study complaints of violations of human rights in the 

Territory, his delegation would be prepared to support a resolution requesting the .. 
G .ral Assembly to recommend that the Commission on Human Rights should study the 

matter with a view to establishing such a committee of experts .
