Eafamnca is mede to your memorandum of 19 Jume 1963 in which you mﬂ
me the reply from Hesdquarters concerring the above-named candidate.,

In reply to Weadquarters I suggest that the following information be
supplieds M. D'Astugues, who was recruited to be the Adviser on import
programming in the import control section of the Bureau of Hoonomie
Co-ordination, Projest 35-02, has been agssigned as the Adviser to the Office
of Supply in the Ninistry of Netional Heonomy. ‘This office iz concerned
with the preparetion of the quotas against foreign exchange available to
the Congolese egomony and under foreign aid. This is 2 most important post
and in order to provide for the continuation of this project as requested by
~ the Congolese Government, we are in the process of preparing a project to be
included in the 1963 budget which will cover the posts m This
project will provide for the Adviser on Supply, lMr, D'Astugues, three
professional officers snd one sccountamt/statistician, ‘'The mccountemt/
statistician will be preparing tables, reports, arrivel and end use statistics
in connexion with United States aid under procurement awthorizations. Due
to the fact that the United Nations are responsible for the procurement
euthorizations issued by the United States Government for the utilization of
US aid, including Title I foodstuffs (amounting to approximetely $70 adllion
for 1963 alone), being graated to the Oomgolese Government through the United
Nations, we consider that the United Notions have & re=ponsibility to ensure
satisfactory amcoounting and compliance by the Congolese Authorities with
specialized US regulations. Misz Thomaidou is particularly familiar with
the accounting required usnder US sid procedures since she carried out this
work for the Greek Government inu the Foreign Trade Adwinistration during the
period US aid was granted to Greece. Since US aid is the major import-

support assistance likely to be reseived by the Congolese Government for the
balanu of 1963 and into 1964, we consider this candidete es essential to
their specialized need.

Ve recoumend that preliminary arrangements for +he recruitment of this
candidate take place during the period that spproval for the poet is being
prepared and obtained,

With referemce to your memo CIVOPS 191/63 dated 17 May 1963
concerning above-mentioned candidate, we have received the
following reply from Hge NY:

| "Before erranging to interview this applicant, we should

‘ be grateful if you would send us the particulars, project
number, etce, of the post for which she has been suggested,
together with a copy of the proposed job descriptiom. You
may recall that esrlier this ysar we were successful in
making the preliminary arrangements for ths secondment of
2 qualified stetistician from this HQ, but were told by
ONUC (AR 24/32) that there was no vacancy".

With regard to the last sentence of above item, the statisticien
‘ in question was Mr. Joseph Mont=Rosier Chrétiem, proposed by Hge NY
in Januery 1963 as a replacement for Mr. B. Vassiliadis under project
no. 39«35«03, Hge NY, at the time, felt that Vessiliadis® qualifications
did not meet the requirements for the post of statistician.

Since Prof. Badre was satisfied with Vassiliadis' services, we

suggested that Mont-Rosier Chrétien be kept as a reserve cendidate as
there was no vacancy under that project.
