Invitation to Second Meeting of Internet Governance 

The Second Meeting of Internet Governance will take place in Rio 
de Janeiro from 12 to 15 November 2007. As it was done last year, the 
Secretary-General should extend invitations in the form of a note verbale 
addressed to all Permanent Missions and a message to be posted in the 
Internet Governance Forum (IGF) website. 

Both invitations have been drafted by Mr. Markus Kummer (Internet 
Governance Forum Secretariat- Geneva), modelled on last year's texts and 
reviewed by DESA and ODSG. The Secretary-General's message was 
reviewed by the Speechwriters Unit. Mr. Kummer has also requested that a 
picture of the Secretary-General be posted in the IGF website. I would be 
grateful if both invitations could be cleared for dissemination.

The Secretary-General of the United Nations presents his compliments to the 
Permanent Representative of ... to the United Nations and has the honour to refer to 
General Assembly resolution 60/252 in which the Assembly endorsed the outcomes of 
the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS). In particular, paragraph 9 
invited the Secretary-General "in an open and inclusive process, to convene a new 
forum for multi-stakeholder policy dialogue called the Internet Governance Forum". 

In compliance with the WSIS outcome, the inaugural meeting of the Internet 
Governance Forum (IGF) was held in Athens, from 30 October to 2 November 2006. 

A second meeting of the IGF is scheduled to be held in Rio de Janeiro 
from 12 to 15 November 2007. The Government of Brazil has agreed to host this 
meeting. The Secretary-General is pleased to invite member governments to participate 
in the IGF meeting in Rio de Janeiro. A similar invitation will be extended to the other 
stakeholders through a personal message on the IGF Web site. Participants at the 
meeting will represent Governments, private sector, civil society, including the 
academic and technical communities. 

Taking into account the outcome of a broad-based consultative process, 
conducted by his Special Adviser for Internet Governance Mr. Nitin Desai, the 
Secretary-General feels that "Internet governance for development" should remain 
the overall theme of the meeting, and capacity building its cross-cutting priority. 
The agenda will be structured along the fo llowing themes : critical internet resources ; 
access; diversity; openness; security; and emerging issues.

Une deuxieme reunion du Forum est prevue a Rio de Janeiro du 12 au 
15 novembre 2007 . Le Gouvernement bresilien a aimablement accepte d' accueillir la 
reunion. Le Secretaire general ale plaisir d'inviter les gouvernements membres a 
participer ala reunion du Forum qui se tiendra a Rio de Janeiro. D'autres parties 
prenantes seront invitees par un message personnel qui sera affiche sur le site Web du 
Forum de la gouvernance de !'Internet, a prendre part a cette reunion. Les participants 
a la reunion seront des representants des gouvernements, du secteur prive, de la societe 
civile, notamment des milieux universitaires et de la communaute scientifique. 

Prenant en compte !'issue du processus consultatifmene sur une large base par 
M. Nitin Desai, son conseiller special pour la gouvernance de !'Internet, le Secretaire 
general estime "que la gouvernance de !'Internet au service du developpement" devrait 
rester le theme global de la reunion et le renforcement des capacites en constituer la 
priorite intersectorielle. L'ordre dujour portera sur les themes suivants: ressources 
critiques d'Internet; acces; diversite; ouverture; securite et questions nouvelles.

Permanente de ... ante las Naciones Unidas y tiene el honor de remitirse ala 
resolucion 60/252 de la Asamblea General en que esta hizo suyas las recomendaciones 
de la Cumbre Mundial sobre la Sociedad de la Informacion. En particular, en el 
parrafo 9 se invito al Secretario General a que, "en un proceso abierto e integrador, 
convoque un nuevo foro para el dialogo entre multiples interesados sobre politicas, 
que hade llamarse Foro para la Gobernanza de Internet". 

En cumplimiento de las recomendaciones de la Cumbre Mundial sobre la 
Sociedad de la Informacion, la reunion inicial del Foro para la Gobernanza de Internet 
se celebro en Atenas del 30 de octubre al 2 de noviembre de 2006. 

Se tiene prevista la celebracion de una segunda reunion del Foro en Rio de 
Janeiro del 12 a! 15 de noviembre de 2007. El Gobierno del Brasil ha convenido en 
acoger esta reunion. El Secretario General se complace en invitar a los Estados 
Miembros a que participen en la reunion del Foro para la Gobernanza de Internet que 
se celebrara en Rio de Janeiro . Se cursara una invitacion semejante a los demas 
interesados por medio de un mensaje personal que se publicara en el sitio web del 
Foro. Los participantes en la reunion representaran a los gobiernos, el sector privado y 
la sociedad civil, incluidas las comunidades academica y tecnica. 

Habida cuenta de las conclusiones de un proceso consultivo de base amplia 
dirigido por el Sr. Nitin Desai, Asesor Especial del Secretario General para la 
Gobernanza de Internet, el Secretario General considera que el tema general de la 
reunion deberia ser "gobernanza de Internet para el desarrollo" y su prioridad 
intersectorial el fortalecimiento de la capacidad. El programa se organizara en torno a 
los temas siguientes: recursos fundamentales de Internet; acceso; diversidad; 
participacion amplia; seguridad; y nuevas cuestiones.
