SUMMARY OF CONTENT:

At 0330 hours on 17 December 2011, the Palestinian man Khadr
Adnan was taken from his home, violently interrogated and incarcerated
as an "administrative detainee". For the past 58 days, he has been on
hunger strike in protest against this illegal form of detention, under
which he is incarcerated without charge or trial and with no access to
a lawyer. He 1is also protesting the severe and inhumane treatment to
which he is being subjected. The Israelis refuse to 1lift the detention
order and insist that his health is "acceptable" even after this long
fast. In view of the risk to his life and the illegality of this form
of detention, writers seek urgent intervention and the bringing of
pressure to bear on Israel to respect international law and the Fourth

Geneva Convention, which in articles 71-73, outlaws administrative
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detention.
