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1. Revised Minutes of the Fourth Meetingg 

Mr . Ahmed submitted to the Committee the revised minutes of the 
Fourth Meeting. The Minutes were approved as written . 

2 . Civ . Ops. Document No . 11 - Port of Coguilhatville Project : 

The Chairman presented this project to the meeting wi th a brief 
account of the justification for the project. Mr . Robert, Technic al 
Adviser in the Ministry of Public Wo r ks of the Cent r al Gover nment, 
in reply to a question of Mr . Brown, U. S. Government Representative, 
infor med the Meeting that the Port belonged to the Government and 
a l so took the op:,.:ortunity of st r essi ng that the wo r k on t he Port 
would be carried out in two stages and that the cost of the first 
stage was estimated at CF 73,676,800 , divi ded up as fol l ows : CF 50 
million for the first year's work and the balance for the second 
year ' s work. 

Mr. Brown (USA) asked whether it was proposed that a contract 
be made for the entire project and also what would be the approximate 
time needed for completion of the first stage . Mr . Larcher (ONUC) 
replied that the contract to be signed with the contractors would 
cover the execution of the enti r e project , whi ch would moke it possi­
ble to obtain mor e favourable unit price terms than if separate con­
trs cts were signed for each stage , Mr . Brown stated that he saw no 
objection to granting a credit of CF 50 million to commence the work , 
on condition that subsequent balance of CF 23,676 , 800 for the project 
be programmed by a decision of t he Committee . 

The Committee approved the project, in the amount of 50 million . 

3. Civ. Ops. Document No . 12 - Lake Tanganyika Projects 

The project is proposed to clean out the channel of River Lukaga 
which drains water from Lake Tanganyika in order to reduce the unu­
sually high level of its water . Mr . Larcher (ONUC) gave an account of 
the just ification for the project and exhibited some photographs show­
ing the flooding conditions caused by the high level of t he l ake . 
Mr. Robert (Congolese Government) supported Mr . Larcher 1 s remarks, 
informing the meeting that , unless work were started at once, the re­
sultant damage would necessit ate even heavier expenditur e . Mr. Lar cher 
went oo to exp l ain th~t ab out 30% of the credit would have to be 
earmarked to cover the costs of materials to be imported; and that it 
would be desirable to know whether the Government would be ab l e to 
provide the required foreign exchange. Mr . Ahmed (ONUC) stated that 
the final stabilization of the level of Lake Tanganyika might be an 
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intern2.tional project, as it concerned all countries on the shore 
of the lake ; and that the question of foreign exchange did not 
arise at the moment; and further that this question would be for 
the Monetary Council . The Committee approved the project in the 
amount of CF 20 million . 

4. Amendment No. 1 to USAID Document No. lg 

The Committee considered e s the fourth item 1 Amendment No . 1 to 
USAID Document No . 1 which requested that the Trust Funds, establi shed 
under the terms of that document , should be increased by an additional 
credit of CF 50 million . After hearing brief statements from Mr . Ahmed 
and Mr. Brown, representing the United Nations and the Government of 
the United States, respectively, justifying the amendment, the Com­
mittee approved the document as written in the amount of CF 50 mill i on. 

5. Civ . Ops. Document No. 13 - Katobo Dam: 

Mr. Ahmed informed the meeting that he was not submitting this 
as a project, but wi shed to bring the Katobo Dam Project to the Com­
mittee ' s notice . Mr . Robert thanked the Chairman fo r his initiat i ve 
and added that the Government had not lost interest in the dam but 
that the work, begun in 1..2.2§. by a Swedish firm, had been discont i nued 
f or lack of funds . Moreover , the expenses already incurred for t he 
execution of work on the dam would be lost if the work were not 
resumed . 

Following discussion, the Committee decided to ask the Mi nistry 
of Public Works to make a survey on the economic i mportance of the dam 
with a view to its completion, taking into account the work already 
done . 

6 . USAID Document No . 6 - Astrid Buildings 

The Committee approved this project in the amount of CF 1 , 500,000 
as written . 

7. Civ. Ops . Document No . 15 - Completion of the Nouvel Hopita.l 
des Congolais, Leopoldville: 

Mr. Ahmed presented this project and passed on to the Committee 
a letter dated 23 June 1963 from the Ministry of Publ ic Works to the 
Prime Minister, stressing the particular interest that the Prime Mi­
nister and the Congolese Government authorities concerned attached 
to this froject. Before discussing the project, the Committee unani­
mously decided to accept the letter expressing the wishes of the Pri­
me Minister and to print it as an official document of the Committee • 
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Mr. Robert, the r epresentative of the Congo l ese Government, pointed 
out t he r easons justifying the execution of the project . l'vlr . Brooks 
and Mr . Tona-Masesa , representing the Unit ed Nations ~nd the Congo­
l ese Government, r espect ively , supported Mr. Robert's remarks . Mr . 
Tona-Masesa emphasized the importance which t he Congol ese Governm.ent 
att ached to the completion of the hospit a l compl ex having regard 
to t he unp r ec edent ed gr owt h of popul ation of Leopoldville and for 
safeguarding against the deterioration which the unfinished struc­
ture had been undergoing since independence . Mr . Brown (United 
Stat e s) said t hat, although he understood the social importance of 
the pr oj ect , it would be difficult f or him to give immedi ate assent 
to its execut i on, as he did not see sufficient economic justifi ca­
tion . Nevert he l ess , he would submit the project and the Pr ime Minis­
ter's lett er t o his Government for advice but wished to stress that 
the Committ ee was at the present time concerned only wi th the credit 
necessary t o cover the c osts of the survey for the completion of the 
hospit al. 

The vi ewpoint s of t he members of the CoL1mi ttee were noted, and 
it was agreed that discussion on the pr oject would be resumed when 
further vi ews of t he U .s_. Government on the matter were known . 

8. Civ . Ops . Docwnent No . 16 - Re- surfacing of Avenue Lippens and 
Civ . Ops . Document No .• 17 - Construction of an Extension to the 
Hostel of the Inst i tui d ' Ensei gnement Medical: 

After a discussion on the justificat i on for these projects, Mr . 
Tona-Masesa , repre senting the Congolese Government, and Mr . Ahmed, 
representing t he United Nations , recommended that the pro j ects shoul d 
be approved . Mr . Brown of the Unit ed Sta t es r oserved his approval 
so that he could s tudy the projects furth er but undertook to i nf or m 
the Chairman of his decision , on the underst anding that, when thi s 
notificat ion was made, the documents would be c ons i dered as havi ng 
been approved, or r e j ect ed, at the r,1eeting . 

The two projects were the r ef or e approved in principle , subject 
t o confirma tion by the U. S . member of the Comri1 i ttee . Subsequently 
the U. S . Government r ep resent ative notifi ed the Chairman of his ap­
proval of Civ. Ops . Document No . 17 : Construction of an Extension 
t o the Hostel of the Institut d 1Enseignement Medic al, therefore the 
pr o j ect is consider ed as approved in the amount of CF 28 mill i on . 
But c onfirmat ion was not r eceived concerning Avenue Li ppens; thi s 
project i s ther efor e passed over for lat er consideration by the

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1. Revised Minutes of the Fourth Meeting: 

Mr . Ahmed submitted to the Committee the revised minutes of the 
Fourth Meet ing. The Minutes were app r oved as written. 

2 . Civ . Op s . Document No. 11 - Port of Coguilhatville Project z 

The Chairman presented t his project t o the meeting with a brief 
account of the justification f or the project . Mr. Robert, Technical 
Adviser in t he Ministry of Public Works of the Centra l Government, 
in reply to a question of Mr. Brown , U. S . Government Represent ative, 
informed the Meeting that t he Port belonged to the Government and 
also t ook the op~ortunity of stressing that the wor k on the Por t 
would be carried out in two stages and that the cost of the first 
stage was estimated a t CF 73,676,800, divided up as fo llowsz CF 50 
million for the first year 1 s work and the balance for the second 
year 1 s work. 

Mr. Brown (USA) asked whether it was proposed that a contract 
be made for the entire project and also what would be the app roximate 
time needed for completion of the first stage . Mr . Larcher ( CNUC) 
replied that the contract to be signed with the contractors would 
cover t he execution of the entire project , which would m~ke it possi­
ble t o obtain more f avourabl e unit price t erms than if separate c on­
tracts we r e signed for each stage-· Mr. Brown stated that he saw no 
objection to gran ting a credit of CF 50 million to commenc e the work , 
on condit ion that subsequent balance of CF 23,676 , 800 for the project 

• be p rogramm ed by a deci sion of the Committe e . 

The Committ ee approved the project, in the amount of 50 mi l lion . 

3. Civ. Ops . Document No, 12 - Lake Tanganyika Projects 

The project is proposed to clean out the channel of River Lukaga 
which dr ains water fr om Lake Tanganyika in order to reduce the unu­
sually high l evel of it s water . Mr. Larcher (ONUC) gave an account of 
the justification for the p roj ect and exhibited some photographs show­
ing the flooding conditions caused by the high level of the l ake . 
Mr. Robert (Congolese Government) supported Mr . La rcher 1 s remarks, 
informing the meeting that, unless work were started at once, the re­
sultant damage would nec essitate even heavier expenditure . Mr . La rcher 
went oo to explain th~~ about 30% of the credit would hav e to be 
earmarked to cover t he costs of materials to be imported; and that it 
would be desirable to know whether the Government would be able to 
provide the required foreign exchange . Mr . Ahmed (ONUC) stat ed that 
the final stabilization of the level of Lake Tanganyika might be an 
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internctional project, as it concerned all countries on the shore 
of the lake; and that the question of foreign exchange did not 
arise at the moment; and further that this question would be for 
the Monetary Council. The Committee approved the project in the 
amount of CF 20 million. 

4. Amendment Noo 1 to USAID Document No. l& 

The Committee considered as the fourth item, Amendment No-. 1 to 
USAID Document No. 1 which r equested that the Trust Funds, established 
under the terms of that document, should be increased by an additional 
credit of CF 50 million. After hearing brief statements from Mr . Ahmed 
and Mr. Brown, representing the United Nations and the Government of 
the United States, respectively, justifying the amendment, the Com­
mittee approved the document as written in the amount of CF 50 million. 

5. Civ. Ops. Document No. 13 - Katobo Dam~ 

Mr. Ahmed informed the meeting that he was not submitting this 
as a project , but wished to bring the Katobo Dam Project to the Com­
mittee's notice. Mr . Robert thanked the Chairman for his initiative 
and added that the Government had not lost interest in the dam but 
that the work, begun in 122.§. by a Swedish firm, had been discontinued 
for lack of funds. Moreover, the expenses already incurred for the 
execution of work on the dam would be lost if the work were not 
resumed. 

Following discussion, the Committee decided to ask the Ministry 
of Public Works to make a survey on the economic importance of the dam 
with a view to its completion, taking into account the work already 
done. 

6. USAID Document No. 6 - Astrid Buildingg 

The Committee approved this project in the amount of CF 1,500,000 
as written. 

7. Civ. Ops. Document No . 15 - Completion of the Nouvel Hopit al 
des Congolais, Leopoldville: 

Mr. Ahmed presented this projec t and passed on to the Committee 
a letter dated 23 June 1963 from the Ministry of Public Works to the 
Prime Minister, stressing the particular interest that the Prime Mi­
nister and the Congolese Government authorities concerned attached 
to this ~roject . Before discussing the project, the Committee unani­
mously decided to accept the letter expr essing the wishes of the Pri­
me Minister and to print it as an official document of the Committee • 
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Mr. Robert, the r epresentative of t he Congolese Government, pointed 
out t he r easons justifying the execution of the proj ect . r.Ir . Brooks 
and Mr . Tona-Masesa , representing t he United Nations and the Congo­
lese Government, r spect ively, supported Mr. Robert's remarks . Mr . 
Tona- Masesa emphasized the import anc e which the Congolese Government 
a tt ached to t he compl etion of the hospit2.l complex having regard 
to the unprecedent ed gr owt h of popul at ion of Leopo l dville and f or 
safeguarding against t he deterioration which the trnfinished struc­
ture had been undergoing since independence o Mr . Brown (Uni ted 
Stat es ) said that, although he understoo d t he social importance of 
the project, i t would be difficult f or him t o give immediate assent 
to its ex ecuti on, .::1s he did not see suff icient economic justifica­
tion. Nevertheless, he would submit the pr o j ec t and the Prime Minis­
ter's letter t o his Government for advic e but wished to stress that 
the Coffimitt ee was at the present time concern ed only with the credit 
necessary to cover the costs of the survey for the comp l etion of the 
hospital. 

The vi ewpoi nts of t he members of the Cor.1mi t tee were noted, and 
it was agr eed t h:::!-t discussi on on the project would be r e sumed when 
further vi ews of the U~S. Governm ent on the matt er were known . 

8 . Civ. Ops. Docwnent No . 16 - Re-surfacing of .A.venue Lipp ens and 
Civ . Ops. Document No. 17 .... Construction of an Extension to the 
Hostel of t he Institut d'Enseignement Medical: 

.After a discussion on the justificat i on for t hese p r ojects, Mr . 
Tona- M&sesa, repr esenting the Congolese Government, and Mr. Ahmed, 
representing the Unit ed Nations , r ecommended that the proj ects should 
be approved . Mr. Brown of the Unit ed Sta t es r eserved his approval 
so t hat he could study the projects furth er but 1U:ldertook to inform 
the Chairman of his decision , on t he underst anding that, when this 
notification was made, the documents would be consi de r ed a s having 
been approved, or r e jected, a t the r,ieeting . 

The two project s were theref ore approved in principle, subject 
t o confirmation by the U.S . member of t he Committee . Subsequently 
the U.S. Government r ep r esent ative notified the Chairman of his ap­
proval of Civ. Ops. Document No . 17: Construction of an Extensi on 
to the Hos t el of the Institut d 1 Enseignement Medic al, ther efor e the 
pro j ect is consider ed as a11pr oved in the amount of CF 28 million. 
But confirmation was no t r ecei ved concerning Avenue Lippens; this 
project is therefore passed over for later considera tion by the 
Committ ee .

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1. Revised Minutes of the Fourth Meetingg 

Mr . Ahmed submitted to the Committ ee the revised minutes of the 
Fourt h Meeting . The Minutes were 2.pproved as written . 

2. Civ . Ops . Document No . 11 - Port of Coguilhatville Project: 

The Chairman presented this project t o the meeting with a brief 
account of the justific2.tion for the pr oject. Mr . Robert, Technical 
Adviser in the Ministry of Public Works of the Central Government , 
in reply to a quest i on of Mr. Brown, U.S. Government Representative, 
informed the Meeting that t he Port belonged to the Government and 
a l so t ook t he opportunity of s tressing that the work on the Port 
would be carried out in two stages and that the cost of t he first 
stage was est i mated at CF 73, 676 ,800, divided up as follows : CF 50 
million for the first year ' s work and the balance for the second 
year's work . 

Mr . Brown (USA) asked whether it was pr oposed t hat a contract 
be made for the entire p r o j ect and a l so what would be the app roximate 
time needed for comp l et i on of the fir s t stage . Mr . Larcher ( ONUC) 
replied that the contract t o be signed with the contractors woul d 
cover the execution of the entire project, which would make it possi­
ble to obtain more favourab l e unit pric e terms than if separate con­
tracts were signed for each stage . Mr . Brown stated that he saw no 
objection to granting a credit of CF 50 million to commence t he work, 
on condition that subsequent bal ance of CF 23 ~676 ,800 for the proj ect 
be progr ammed by a decision of t he Committee . 

The Committee approved the project , in the amount of 50 million . 

3~ Civ. Op s . Document No . 12 - Lake Tanganyika Pro ject& 

The project is proposed to clean out the channel of River Lukaga 
which drains water from Lake Tanganyika in order to reduc e the unu­
su a lly high l eve l of it s wat e r . Mr . La rche r (ONUC) gave an account of 
the justificat ion for the p roj ect and exhibited some photographs show­
ing the fl ooding conditions caused by the high l evel of the l ake . 
Mr. Robert (Congo lese Government) supported Mr . Larcher's remarks, 
informing the meeting that, unless work were started a t once , the re­
sultant damage woul d necessit a t e even heavi er expenditure . Mr . La rcher 
went oo to explain thli.t about 30% of the credit would hav e to be 
ear marked to c over the costs of materials to be imported; and tha t it 
would be desirab l e t o know whether the Government would be able t o 
provide the required foreign exchange . Mr . Ahmed (ONUC) stated tha t 
the final stabilizati on of the l evel of Lake Tangan~ika might be an 
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internat i oEal project 9 as it concerned all countries on the shore 
of t he lake, and that the question of foreign exchange did not 
a ri se at the moment, and further t hat this question would be for 
the Monet ary Council. The Committee approved the project in the 
amount of CF 20 million . 

4 .· Amendment No . 1 to USA.ID Document No. lg 

The Committee considered as the fourth it em 9 .Amendment No . 1 to 
USAID Document No . 1 which r equested t hat the Trus t Funds, established 
under the terms of that document , should be increased by an additional 
credit of CF 50 million. Aft er hearing brief statements from Mr . Ahmed 
and Mr. Br own , represent ing the United Nations and t he Government of 
the United States, respectively, justifying the amendment, the Com­
mittee appr oved the document as written in the amount of CF 50 million. 

5. Civ . Ops . Document No . 13 - Katobo Damg 

Mr. Ahmed informed the meeting tha t he was not submitting this 
as a project, but wi shed to bring t he Katobo Dam Pro j ect to the Com­
mi tt ee ' s notice . Mr. Robert thank ed the Chairman for his initiative 
and added that the Government had not lo s t interest in the dam but 
that the work, begun in 1.22§. by a Swedish firm, had been discontinued 
for l ack of funds. Moreover , the expenses already incurred for the 
executi on of work on the dam would be l ost if the work were not 
r esumed . 

Following discuss i on , the Committee dec i ded t o ask the Ministry 
of Public Works to make a survey on the economic import anc e of the darn 
with a view to its completion, taking int o acc ount the work a lready 
done . 

6. USAID Document No. 6 - Ast rid Buildingg 

The Committee approved this pr oject in the amount of CF 1 , 500,000 
as written . 

7. Civ. Ops. Document No . 15 - Comp l e tion of the Nouvel Hopital 
des Congolais , Leopo l dville : 

Mr. Ahmed presented this projec t and passed on to the Committee 
a l etter dated 23 June 1963 from the Ministry of Public Works t o the 
Prime Minister, stressing the particul a r int erest t hat the Prime Mi­
nist er and the Congol ese Government authorities conc erned at t ached 
to this pr oject. Before discussing the pr oject 9 the Commi ttee unani­
mously dec i ded to accept the letter expr e ssing the wishes of the Pri­
me Minister and to pri nt it a s an offici al document of the Commi ttee • 
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Mr. Rob ert, the r epresentative of the Congol ese Government, pointed 
out the r easons justifying the execution of the project. !IIr. Brooks 
and Mr . Tona-Masesa , representing the United Nations c,nd the Congo­
lese Government, r espect ively, supported Mr . Robert's remarks. Mr . 
Tona- Masesa emphasi zed the importance which the Congolese Government 
at t ached t o the cornpl etion of the hospit ul complex having regard 
to the unp rec edented growth of population of Leop ol dvi ll e and. for 
s afeguar ding against the deterioration which the unfinished s truc­
ture had been undergoing since independenc e . Mr . Brown (United 
Stat e s) said that, although he understood the social importance of 
the pr o j ect, it would be difficul t for him t o give immediate assent 
to its execution, ;:i,s he did not see sufficient economic justifica­
ti on . Nevert he l ess , he would submit t he proj ec t and t he Prime Minis­
ter's letter t o his dovernment for advice but wished to stress that 
the Committ ee was a t the present time concerned only with the credit 
necessary to c over the costs of the survey f or the completion of the 
hospit al. 

The vi ewpoints of t he member s of the Cor.im i t tee were noted, and 
it was agr eed that discussion on the project would be resumed when 
further vi ews of the U.S. Government on the matt er were known. 

8 . Civ. Ops . Doc.wnent No . 16 - Re-surfacing of Avenue Lippens and 
Civ. Ops . Document No . 17 - Construction of an Extension to the 
Host el of the Institut d'Enseignement Medical: 

After a discussion on the justification for these projects, Mr . 
Tona-M&s esa , r epresenting the Congo lese Government, and Mr . Ahmed, 
representing the United Nations, r ecommended that t he pr ojects should 
be app roved. Mr. Brown of the Unit ed States reserved his approval 
so that he could study the projects further but undertook to i nform 
the Chc.irman of his decision, on t he underst anding that , when this 
notification was made , the document s would be considered as having 
been approved, or rej ec t ed , a t the r,ieeting . 

The two projects were the r efore appr oved in principle , subject 
to confirmation by t he U.S. member of the Comrai ttee. Subsequently 
the U.S. Government r ep res ent ative notified the Chairman of his ap­
proval of Civ . Ops. Document No .• 17: Construction of an Extension 
to the Hostel of the Institut d 1Enseignernent Medical , therefore the 
project is c on sider ed a s approv ed in the amount of CF 28 million . 
But confirmation was not r eceived conc erning Avenue Lippens ; this 
project is therefo r e passed over f or lat er cons iderat i on by t he 
Committee~
