10, Occupation. The people are mostly engaged in agriculture
and 70% of the land cultivated are of Coffee and Bananas, rest
of the cultivation is of Maize, Beans and|Sweetpotatoes.

11, Schools. There is a primary school at Rusheshe having
about 7 students and 18 teachers. One primary school each
has been located at Nonko, Masaka and Ayabaraya, The day
being saturday all the schools and Gove ent offices were
closed hence no further specific information could be obtained.

12, NGOs. At Rusheshe an NGO by the name |of 'COMPASSION
INTERNATIONAL' is running an orphanage. Prior to the civil
war this orphanage belonged to the wife of former president
of Rwanda.

far 40 children have been sent to their families. 'Compassion
