~ Dr GASANA said that Colonel BAGOSORA is one of those Rwandans
.~who prepared and committed genocide in Rwanda, on Rwandans, hence

. the Rwandan Government and the Rwandan jUdicial system are the most
concerned.

Minister GASANA said that the Belgian blue helmets who were
Killed in Rwanda, were killed in the context of the Rwandan
genocide, as they were protecting the late Prime Minister Agathe
UWILINGIYlMANA. He added that eleven blue helmets could not be
exchanged against a million of Rwandans who were killed during the
1994 genocide. He said that since the Rwandan jUdicial system is
pursuing Colonel BAGOSORA, the case of the eleven Belgians will be
included.

Minister GASANA also stated that he has agreed with the
Cameroonian authorities that on the matter of genocide, there was
no need to sign an extradition treaty.

President BIZlMUNGU ~Old the meeting that Rwandan Government
has provided a conducive environment for refugees to return. He
meant by this security for returnees and appropriate mechanism to
insure that all returnees are properly settled and can easily
recover their property.

The Rwandan President also told the meeting that 20, 000
refugees recently returned from Burundi within a period of two
weeks, and were ressettled in their communes without any problems.

Commenting on the possibility of negotiating with the groups
in exile, President BIZlMUNGU said that those groups are made of
people who have served for the Government which had organised
genocide. He said that what was important was that genocide
suspects should be brought to justice.

The Prefet of Kigali Urban Prefecture Major Rose KABUYE
yesterday met with teachers and parents of the prefecture to
discuss problems in the education sector. The meeting has set up a
committee to look into problems of school syllabuses.

c Friday 22 March 1996 : The Prime Ministre P-Celestin RWIGEMA
has called upon all the Rwandans to maintain and promote their
security. He said this following the high level of insecurity cases
in Ruhengeri and Gisenyi prefectures. Infiltrators especially from
zaire, have been laying mines, killing people and destroying
infrastructures such as electric poles and water pipes.

The Prime Minister condemned those acts and called upon local
residents to cooperate with security persqnnel to maintain their
security. He warned against the people who harbour and support the
criminals who destabilise the country.

Hr RWIGEMA urged the public and private media to work for
harmony among the Rwandans and warned some medias which have began
publishing information aimed at hatred among Rwandans. He told the
press people to work actively for the reconciliation of Rwandans.
He said that journalists must follow their professional ethics, and
avoid being tools for the division of Rwandans on ethnic, political
or religious basis.

<=: The Rwandan Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA yesterday
received Archibishop POLIOSEF CORDES, Head of the Pontifical
Council "COR UNUM", a vatican institution in charge of coordinating
charity projects of development in the Catholic church.

The Archibishop gave the Prime Minister a message from the
Pope, a message of support and compassion for the Rwandans, two
years after the 1994 tragedy. The Prime Minister expressed his wish
that the Catholic church should reinforce its effort in the
reconciliation through its teachings to christians.

The Deputy Chief Prosecutor of the International Tribunal for
Rwanda, Judge Honore RAKOTOMANANA, has called upon the
international community to increase its assistance to the Tribunal.
Judge RAKOTOMANANA said that the Tribunal only has 28
investigators, was promised to receive ten more, whereas it needs
a hundred at least. He expresseed his anxiety due to the fact that
the more the investigation is delayed, the more vague the
witnesses'proofs become.

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Wednesday 20 March 1996 : A cabinet meeting chaired by the
Vice-President and Minister of Defense, Major General Paul KAGAKE,
convened yesterday. The cabinet appointed five Directors after
their won in the competition. :Mr Francis RUsENYANTEKO was appointed
Director of Airports in the country, and Major Wilson RUTAYISlRE,
Director of ORINFOR. :Mr pius NDAYAMBAJE will head the Caisse
Sociale du Rwanda (the workers fund), Mr NTIGULI~WA Benoit was
appointed Director of the National Postal Servipes, while Dr
NDINDABAHIZI will head the National Mining Board.

The cabinet has decided to support the Sugar Factory of Kabuye
so that it can get credits from banks for its renovation. That
factory would then become a cooperated company where private people
would be able to hold all shares in it, or work in partnership with
the Government.

The meeting has also pointed out that some security incidents
are still observed mostly in Ruhengeri and Gisenyi prefecture,
carried against heads of sectors and cellules. Those acts are
carried out by infiltrators who benefit from the population's
cover. It was recommended to mobilise the population so that it can
denounce them.

The Hinister of Labour and Social Welfare, Mr Pie MUGABO
yesterday received a delegation from the association "Lawyers
without Borders". :Mr Jacques VAN GELDERT, the Secretary General of
the association said that his association was to play a role in the
trial proceedings in connection with the 1994 Rwandan genocide by
assisting both the survivors and the suspects of genocide before
the courts.

Minister MUGABO told his guest that the Rwandan Government was
firmely committed to uproot the culture of impunity in Rwanda. He
uD1ed them to adopt a code of professionnal ethics since it's not
easy to pleade the cause of the defendant and defend the plaintive.
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Thursday 14 March 1996 : The Rwanda Foreign Affairs Minister,
Dr Anastase GASANA, yesterday went Cameroon. His aim was to
negotiate with the extradition of Colonel BAGOSORA, one of the ring
leaders of the 1994 rwandan genocide. In a similar development, the
Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA said that if BAGOSORA faces
justice in Rwanda, the genocide survivors as well as refugees could
gain confidence in justice. He added that the judgement of BAGOSORA
in Rwanda would promote the national reconcilitation.

The International Tribunal for Rwanda is requesting the Swiss
Governement to extradite M. Alfred MUSEMA to the Tribunal. MUSEMA
is accused of having masterminded the killing of 50,000 people on
mount Bisesero in Kibuye. He was the Director of Gisovu Tea Factory
in the same prefecture. The Tribunal is also requesting the Belgian
Governement to submit all investigations's results on the role of
Radio RTLM owners in calling people for the killings.

The Rwanda President yesterday went to Arusha where he is
attending today a meeting on the revival of the East African
Community. The community which was composed of Tanzania, Uganda and
Kenya, was dissolved 19 years ago. In today's meeting those
countries are solliciting Rwanda and Burundi to join the community.
The community's Secretariat will be based in Arusha and its budget
will be amounting 1,200,000 US$. The East African Community is
supported by the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank.

The Government of India has donated ten vehicles to the
Government of Rwanda, to solve the transportation problem in the
Defense Ministry. The jeeps were handed over to the Vice-President
and Minister of Defense, Major General Paul KAGAME, by the Indian
Ambassador to Rwanda, MR SURINDER SINGH. The ceremony took place at
the Indian Batallion headquarters in Kigali. General KAGAME thanked
that batallion serving with UNAMIR, for its efficiency in
maintaining peace and security in Rwanda during their stay. The
Special Representative of the UN Secretary General to Rwanda
Ambassador Shaharyar KHAN attended the ceremony.
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Tuesday 12 March 1996 : A Russian delegation led by its Prime
Minister will soon visit Rwanda, in an effort to promote the
cooperation between the two countries. This was revealed yesterday
by the Russian Ambassador to Rwanda, M. Anatole SMIRNOV, during his
talks with the Rwandan Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA.

The delegation will come with a consignment of food items and
medecines. The Russian Ambassador said that his country was ready
to offer 800,000 US$ for the training of drivers-mecanics in
Rwanda.

The Rwandan Minister of Foreign Affairs, Dr. Anastase GASANA,
yesterday received M. Salvator NTlHABOSE, the Burundian Ambassador
to Rwanda. They recommended the strengthening of security measures
along the two countries's common borders, so as to prevent
infiltrators' s activities. They expresses a strong wish that
security services of the two countries should begin exchanging
information on the prevailing security situation along the borders.

Dr. GASANA also received the Belgian Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr
Frank De KONIG, who handed over to him a document accepting Mr
MANZI BAKURAMUTSA, as the extraordinary and plenipotentiary
Ambassador to the Belgian Kingdom.

Minister GASANA later received the German Ambassador to
Rwanda, Mr August IIUMMEL. Their talks were centered on the
modernising of the the United Nations, especially the UN Security
council, for the organisation's better operations.

Yesterday in New York, about twenty independant experts issued
a report wnich criticizes the UN and its incapacity to stop the
1994 Rwandan genocide. The UN dismisses those critics and explains
that it did all it could to urge the countries for the
reinforcement of UN troops in Rwanda at that time. Therefore, the
UN accuses its security Council of having ignored the necessity of
reinforcing the UN troops in Rwanda.



The Government of Rwanda has expressed its gratitude to the
Government of Cameroon for the arrest of Colonel BAGOSORA
Theoneste. H. BAGOSORA is one of those who masterminded and
implemented the 1994 Rwandan genocide. In that connection the
Government has requested the Government of Cameroon to extradite
him to Rwanda. The Rwanda Government further appealed to the
international community to take measures in arresting all suspects I

especially the main planners and perpetrators of the genocide.

Monday 11 March 1996 : The former Director of Cabinet in the
President's office, Colonel BAGOSORA, was arrested last Saturday by
the Cameroon authorities. Colonel BAGOSORA is accused of having
taken part in the Rwandan genocide, and has been on the list of the
genocide suspects established by the International Criminal
Tribunal for Rwanda.

In a related development, the Belgian Government had issued an
arrest warrant for Colonel BAGOSORA. The Belgian Government was
accusing him of being responsible for the death of ten Belgian
soldiers who were serving with UNAHIR I.

The women's week in Rwanda ended yesterday. The ceremonies
took place at the French-Rwandan CUItural center, with several
activities inclUding drama. The week was marked with different
activities of mobilisation of women around the country.

The Secretary General of the BEIJING Fourth World Conference
on Women, Gertrude MWONGERA, arrived in Kigali yesterday. On her
arrival she said that she had come to Rwanda with the purpose to
motivate women for full participation in national reconstruction
after the genocide. She added that she would like to establish a
good neighbourhood relationship in the great lakes area.

While in Rwanda, Mrs. MWONGERA is expected to meet top
Government offials and visit several places in the country
inclUding genocide sites.

Wednesday 28 February 1996 : A cabinet meeting was convened
yesterday, and examined among other issues, the problem of genocide
suspects's property which could be used as a compensation to the
victims of genocide. The meeting also examined the activities of
the Kigali Magistrates Courts. The President of that court, Mr.
Claudien GATERA, has been dismissed, and other judges whose conduct
is not clear, are to be investigated on.

The Speaker of the National Assembly, Honorable Juvenal NKUSI,
yesterday received the German Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. August
HUMMEL, who was accompanied by an off;icer from the German Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, Mr. GANNS. I

The German officials used the occasion to tour the Parliament
building and study ways through which the German Government can
assist Rwanda in rehabilitating the devastated building.

The Speaker of the National Asselllbly also received the
American Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. Robert GRIBIN, and discussed
ways to improve US-Rwandan cooperation.

"African Rights", "Memorial" and some other humanitarian
organisations are criticising the French jUdicial system for its
poor procedures in following up suspects of the 1994 genocide, and
for dragging its feet in updating the French laws with the laws
governing the International Tribunal for Rwanda. Among those human
rights groups are " African Rights" and Memorial Interantional".

Those associations further expressed disappointment at an
official statement made by the French Foreign Affairs Minister last
June, that the French Government could not arrest Rwandan genocide
suspects, since the French laws were not yet compatible laws the
governing the International Tribunal for Rwanda.

The Rwanda refugee representatives who have been on a fact
finding mission in Gitarama and Ruhengeri, returned to Zaire
yesterday. On the Gisenyi border they stated that they have
discovered that local people were carrying out their daily tasks in
security, which is contrary to what they have been told in camps.
They have gone back to give a clear picture of the security
situation in the country to their fellows back in the camps.

identification of infiltrators.

The Cabinet Director in the Ministry of Information I Mr. Aloys
MUNYANGAJU, yesterday opened a three day seminar to educate
information officers on better methods of writing Radio programmes.
He appealed to the participants to conform with rules and
regulations of the mass media, and to respect the freedom of the
press. Mr. MUNYANGAJU said mass media was a link between the people
and their Government. The participants are the information officers
from different Ministries who prepare Radio programmes for their
respective Ministries.

The Rwandan Minister for Foreign Affairs Dr. Anastase GASARA,
While in the African Foreign Ministers meeting in ADDIS ABEBA, has
met with the Representative of FAO I Mr. Jacques DIOUF. They
examined the cooperation between FAO and the Rwandan Government.
Mr. DIOUF said his organisation was happy because of what the
Rwandan Government was doing, and said his organisation was ready
to provide enough food to Rwanda.

In a same development, Mr. Jacques DIOUF revealed that FAO
wished greatly that the Rwandan President Pasteur BIZlHUNGU, attend
its meeting scheduled to take place in Roma, Italy, from 13th to
17th November this year.

Thursday 22 February 1996: The military should be mobilised to
bring peace and security in the country. This remark was made
yesterday by the Rwandan President Pasteur BIZIMUNGU at a closing
ceremony of a one week seminar for senior military officers. He
also urged them to work for the protection of the Rwandan's rights
and to be totally committed to the rebuilding of their country.

The seminar covered topics on security, political situation in
Rwanda, history, justice, mass mobilisation for national security
and reconciliation, causes and consequences of genocide, the
refugees' repatriation, and property rights in Rwanda.

The Rwandan Prime Minister has dismissed reports by AMNESTY
INTERNATIONAL that the return of Rwandan refugees in large numbers
may result in chaos in Rwanda. He said such reports were intended
to hinder the return of refugees, and to hamper the Rwandan
Government's efforts in facilitating their return.

The Prim.e Minister said since the UNlICR and other
organisations are working hand in hand with the Rwandan Government
in receiving refugees, and have not mentioned such cases, it is
clear testimony that those predicting trouble at the refugees'
return, have their own bad intentions. He said the refugees are
returning because they realise that their country is safe.

The Rwandan Minister of Justice, Mrs Marthe HUKAHURENZI, has
expressed her disatisfaction with the International Tribunal for
Rwanda, in delaying its operations, when it says it lacks evidence
against the suspects, while the Rwandan Government has been
providing all possible evidence against them. Minister HUKAHURENZI
further said that the Rwandan Government will continue to do
everything possible'to provide evidences to the Tribunal.

The Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Integration, Mr.
Patrick MAZIMPAKA, yesterday opened a three day seminar to examine
the performance of both local and international NGOs in Rwanda. The
objective was to study the ways NGOs can collaborate with the
Government in executing their duties, and the ways local and
international NGOs should work together in developm.ent projects.



The Rwandan 'Minister of Transport, :Mr. Charles MURIGANDE,
yesterday received the British Ambassador to.' Rwanda :Mrs. Oliver
KAYE, with whom he discussed the relations between the two
countries, and especially how the United Kingdom can assist the
Ministry in improving and telecommunication facilities.

"""'U- . The reform of the Hospital is due to the fact that the
~vernment is spending on it a lot of money. The cabinet meeting

identified two approaches of the the private m.anagement of the
hospital: The first would be to set up a parastatal company, while
the second would be to privatize the hospital altogether.

The Health Minister was requested to resume contacts with a
South-African society called "Africa Help Hospital" to choose one
of the two approaches.

The voluntary rapatriation of Rwandan refuges is qa.i.n r.nq
momentum. Yesterday 5,000 refugees from RUKURAMIGABO refugee camp
in Burundi were to come to the frontier between Rwanda and Burundi,
from. where they were to be transported towards their original
communes.

However the RDR, a refugees' movement, says that repatriation
is being carried out by force. The Burundian Prime Hinister H.
Antoine NDUWAYO yesterday denied such allegations, during a press

~onference he held in Belgium.
~ He explained that the repatriation was a result of frequent

visits by Rwandan officials in refugee camps, and the efforts of
the tripartite commission comprising UNHCR-Rwanda-Burundi 4 He added
that Burundi did not have any interest in forcing refugees to go
home, because the international community would not like it.

The Eritrean Foreign A£fairs Minister M_ Peter SOLOMON
yesterday began a three day official visit to Rwanda. He is
expected to hold talks with Rwandan leaders on regional issues and
other issues concerning mutual interests between Rwanda and
Eritrea.

Reports from BRUSE:LS say that two Russian made missiles which
were used by IRAQ during the Gulf War in 1991, were used to shoot
down the plane in which former Rwandan President HABYARIMANA was
killed in 1994.

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A Belgian historian Philippe REINTKENS said in his book that
those mis~iles were used by French soldiers t.o. gun down the plane.
He said he had enough evidence from the army," and added that France
did not have enough evidence against his reports.

The Speaker of the National Assembly Honorable Juvenal NKUSI
yesterday received Hr. Philippe LAZZARINI, Chief of the Delegation
of the ICRC from GENEVA. Hr. LAZZARINI explained the ICRC's
procedures on its fields of intervention, and added that ICRC
programmes were moving from emergency programmes to the programme
of national rehabilitation.

Honorable NKUSI thanked Hr. LAZZARINI and pointed out that the
Red Cross fields of intervention were very important to the Rwandan
population.

Colonel KAKA said it was imperative to all military officers
to undergo such courses, because they must understand the problems
of Rwanda collectively and find common solutions. The seminar will
cover topics on security, reconciliation, history and justice,

• The Chief of Staff said the two previous seminars were
beginning to bear fruit, as officers pass on their knowledge to the
men in their units.

The state of Rhenanie Pa1atinat has assured the ~dan

For the first time, the Rwandan Priest Wenceslas KUNYESHYA1<A.,
suspected of having had a role in the 1994 genocide, was confronted
yesterday during many hours, by five of ,his accusers in the
"Tribunal de Grande Instance" in the south-east of France.

The Priest was brought to court on 29 JUly 1995, by the
Instruction JUdge of PRIVAS in France, for genocide, torture,
mistreatment and inhuman'acts. He was released on 11 August.

Three young Rwandan girls aged between 18 and 19, arrived in
France last Sunday, to accuse the man who, they say, raped them in
exchange for the protection he sadi he would provide.

Radio Rwanda has launched a campaign to investigate the
problem of property belonging to new caseload refugees which have
been occupied by other people. This issue has been pointed out as
one of the major problems hindering the return of refugees.

It was reported that, in Gisenyi prefecture, all returning
refugees have been recovering their properties without any
problems. In Rubavu commune, those houses are under the management
of the communal administration and anyOOdy disatisfied by the
commune's decision can appeal to the housing commission which has

Wednesday 14 February 1996: The hand over ceremony of some of
the Rwandan assets taken accross to Zaire by former Government
officials, took place yesterday afternoon at the no-man's-land
between Gisenyi and Goma. Those assets include two helicopters,
three tanks and some kalachnikovs and mortars.

The ceremomy was officiated by the Rwandan Minister of Foreign
Affairs Dr. Anastase GASANA I the Zairean Deputy Prime Minister and--·
Minister of Defense the Grand Amiral MAvOHA, and the former Malian
President General AMADOU TOOMANI TOURE one of the facilitators of
the Cairo summit.

KIBUMBA refugee camp was closed yesterday by the Zairean
Government. About 50 Rwandan refugees returned from that camp and
250 Zairean soldiers were surrounding the camp to control incoming
and outgoing movements, and provide security for returning
refugees.

According to UNRCR representative in Rwanda, the 250 Zairean
troops are guarding against those who could wish to escape, as well
as those who could enter the camp to destabilise security • The
refugees who leave the camp are received by UNHCR, forwarded to
Rwandan Government officials at the border post and then taken to
transit camps. UNHCR officials say they do not know how long this
operation will take. However all concerned authorities are meeting
t~discuss how the whole operation can be a success.

The other delegates who were in KIBUMBA camp,
Representative of UNRCR, the Special Representative
Secretary General Ambassador Shaharyar KHAN, officials
Ministry of Rehabilitation, and representative of RPA.

The 2 day ministerial meeting of the Akagera Basin
Organisation (KBO) I ended yesterday with Ministers expressing their
commitment to the strengthening of the secretariate of the
organisation.

During the meeting it was agreed that the telecommunication
equipment on Mont JARI which was destroyed during the war, should
be repaired by the KBo member countries' loans left in the African
Development Bank (ADB). They agreed to that principle because the
repairing of those equipments would facilitate the
telecommunication among the member states.

Tuesday 13 February 1996: The Vice-President and Minister of
Defense Major General Paul KAGAME has called for closer sub­
regional cooperation in implementing developmental activities.

The Vice-President also thanked the OBK member states for
financially assisting Rwanda to rehabilitate JARI mount
telecommunications station.

The Tanzanian Government has prohibited the main Rwandan
refugees political organ the ROR to operate, and 162 of its leaders
have been arrested.. This was announced by the Tanzanian press
following the speech held by the Tanzanian Minister of Interior Hr.
ALI AMERI MOUHAMAD while addressing Rwandan refugees in the camp
last Saturday. He said the decision was immediately effective, and
was motivated by activities violating the refugees' rules.

The handing over ceremony which was scheduled yesterday
between Gisenyi and Goma was postponed, after the Zairean
delegation failed to show up.

The Rwandan delegation led by the Minister of Foreign Affairs
Dr. Anastase GASANA, arrived in Gisenyi on time. Former Malian
President AHADOU TOUHANI TOURE was there for the occasion. The
Zairean delegation then sent a message of postponement of the
ceremony for today at noon.

In another development, the Zairean Vice-Prime Minister and
Internal Affairs Minister Hr. Gustave MALUMBA HBANGULA, who visited
Goma last Friday said he was impressed by the steps taken by the
Rwandan Government in its efforts to mobilise refugees for
voluntary repatriation. He promised to cooperate with the Rwandan
Government and UNHCR in the repatriation process.

Yesterday journalists started a seminar on court reporting at
the former Belgian School here in Kigali. That one month seminar
which brought together 15 journalists, was organised by the
Ministry of Information # the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights
in Rwanda, and UNESCO-Rwanda-Media project.

The Prefet also reminded CESTRAR to educate society with
regard to peace and reconciliation. He said this in relation to the
recent murder in NYAMYUMBA Commune, where 7 people were killed.

The Prefet of Byumba, Mr. Deogratias KAYUMBA has said that,
since the prison of Byumba was closed, the process of justice in
the prefecture faces many difficulties.

After the destruction of Byumba prison by prisoners and their
transferring to Nsinda detention center in Kibungo, the process of
preventive arrest and detention remains problematic.

Criminal suspects are presently detained in communal lockups
and police stations, which is against the law. Beside that, food
and guards for the detainees are very scarce in some communes.
However the repairing of Byumba prison is almost completed, only
toilets and offices are to be finished.

Last Saturday, an association of survivors of genocide (ASRG
Mpore) marked its first anniversary. Members examined the
performance of the association over the one year period, and
elected new leadership.

A Burundian official told the refugees that his
country will not have them on its territory for ever if they do not
want to go back to their country.

Refugees were told the jUdicial system in Rwanda was being
restored and once a refugee is repatriated, he claims his property
to the local authorities instead of going straight to the illegal
occupant.

The refugees asked the question to know why political parties
have not yet held political meetings. Rwandan authorities said that
kind of meetings are not constructive sometimes, as they led people
to commit genocide in the past.

The atmosphere was relaxed and refugees applauded from time to
time, which gave delegates hope that a large number of refugees
would be repatriated soon.

"Thank you very much for coming to this press conference that I
hope will be a brief press conference I and we apologize for the
short notice that we gave you. There reasons are we have been
having a situation that was not understood concerning some of our
refugees in Burundi and you have brought us the news and the media
not ourselves about their plight and their attempt to cross into
Tanzania. I will make a brief statement and I welcome any questions
to clarify the situation.

You know that following the genocide that occured in Rwanda in
1994, over 200.000 Rwandese people fled to exile in Burundi and
most of them went into the province of Ngozi in Nothern Burundi.
During the last one and half years, there has been continuous
refugee movements in that particular region. These movements are

<::;involved refugees moving from camp to camp, and also from country
to country. With regugees in Burundi there has been movements from
Eastern region of Burundi as the aerea of MUYINGA into Tanzania,
and this has caused the number of refugees in Tanzania to swell to
close to half a million.

You have heard that during last week over 10.000 first refugges
moved from MUGANO camp in Muyinga province into Tanzania. On Monday
this week very early in the morning, Rwandese refugees numbering
close to 15. 000 to 16.000 in Ntamba camp in Muyinga province
attempted to cross into Tanzania. We have learned that for clearly
understood reasons the Government of Tanzania could not take in any
more of our refugees from Burundi. We have also reliably learned
that there was no apparent threat or any violent action to have
caused the mass exodus. As you know there have been any hardly any
casualties that were reported.

Its probable that the anxiety on the part of the refugees may
have contributed to the decision to move. We however learned later
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on that some political organisations like RDR and other individuals
have been trying ti use the refugees as a bargaining shape for
political games. This statement you have heard made from Brusels
and from Geneva from those individuals.

We deeply regret all these happenings and wish to reiterate our
position and firm commitment that all regugees are welcome home
unconditionally. At this juncture we would like to plead with the
refugees to heed our call and come home. We have received since mid
1994, 130.000 refugees from Burundi. We continue to receive
refugees from Burundi. As an example, the month of December and
half of January we received over 10.000 refugees from Burundi.
There is no reason why therefore our brothers in Burundi should not
head home whenever they feel in trouble and wherever they are and
even before they get into trouble.This is a result of concrete
efforts by our Government and UNHCR that helps us to repatriate
refugees ~rom the countries around us.

e We have made extraordinary steps in the direction of making the
refugees in Burundi in particular understand that they are safe in
this country and they are free to come. And that's why we have had
a highest rate of repatriation of any country in the region. The
Government has put in place the necessary reception mecanisms and
over the week-end the threats of those refugees coming home
massively became clear, we activated the mecanisms and our
personnel and UNHCR personnel were ready with necessary logistics
to move refugees comfortably to their home communes.

We were therefore ready to take in all the refugees immediately
after the closure of Ntamba camp in fair and secure conditions.
Furthermore the Government is dispatching a high ranking delegation
to Bujumbura on the 28th this month to hold discussions with the
Burundian Government and UNHCR on ways of enhancing a quick return
of all the refugees now still in Burundi. The Government is
appealing to all agences, organisations and Governments that can

C,ex e r c i s e reasonnable influence to render all possible assistance to
make possible the return of the Rwandese refugees now in exile in
neighbouring countries.

The Government regrets the continued political activities and
manipulations now are being conducted in refugee camops. Those
responsible should refrain from holding genuine refugees as
hostages and thus furthering their guilt in the genocide of the
year before last year but they should come and exercise their
political rights in this country.

Dr. BOUTROS GHALI says on Rwanda that there are signs that the

Wednesday 31 January 1996 : The Rwandan President Pasteur
BIZlMUNGU, accompanied by the Vice-President and Minister of
Defense Major General Paul KAGAME, the Prime Minister P-Celestin
RWIGEMA, and some other dignitaries, yesterday visited Cyangugu
prefecture and discussed problems facing the population of that
prefecture.

Among the major issues discussed was the old currency notes
amounting to 200.000.000 Rwfr that was not changed into the new
currency. The discussions revealed that most of the money could
have come Zaire for a number of people were arrested bringing in
money from Bukavu. The meeting concluded that the money which was
left unchanged due to shortage of time, would be compensated. While
discussing administrative problems, the Prefet of Cyangugu was
accused of using dictatorial and sectorian tendances in his
administration.

The united Nations are trying to find a replacement for the
Chief Prosecutor of the International Tribunal for Rwanda, JUdge
Richard GOLDSTONE. This was announced by the Tribunal Headquarters I

Spokesman Mr. Christian CHARTIER. He said Justice GOLDSTONE has
been appointed to head the Constitutional Court in his country
south Africa, but had agreed to serve on the Tribunal for 18 to 24
months and by July this year he would return to his home country.

According to reliable information, the replacement for Judge
GOLDSTONE might come from CANADA, because he must be bilingual. As
he will have to deal with the trials Rwandan genocide suspects, the
use of French will be necessary. The replacement would not come
from any African country nor from France or Belgium, because Rwanda
would not agree, say the same sources. Therefore a bilingual
replacement would come from CANADA.

The national seminar on the institutional reform of ELECTROGAZ
has been postponed for three months without consensus. The Minister
of Public Works and Energy Mr. Charles NTAKIRUTINKA said the
discussions would resume in three months, because it was found
better to give participants to work on the informations they have
been provide with so far.
