I have the honour to transmit to you herewith a copy in the Arabic and English languages of the declaration 

issued on 22 October 2012 by the Joint Mediation concerning the consultations that took place between the Government 

of the Sudan and the Justice and Equality Movement delegation on the peace process and the search for ways for the 

Movement to join that process on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur. At the conclusion of those 

consultations, both parties signed the declaration, in which they affirm their commitment to the peace process and the 

immediate cessation of all hostilities. They also undertake to return to negotiations aimed at achieving a complete 

resolution of the conflict, on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur. Agreement was also reached on the 

timetable for the commencement of talks after Eid al-Adha. A copy of the declaration in the Arabic and English 

languages is annexed hereto.

Declaration by the Government of the Sudan and the Justice and Equality Movement affirming their 

commitment to the peace process and the cessation of hostilities 

The Government of the Sudan and the Justice and Equality Movement, hereafter referred to individually as "a 

party" and collectively as "the parties", meeting in Doha under the auspices of the State of Qatar and the African Union­

United Nations Joint Chief Mediator for Darfur ad interim, as part of the continuing efforts to reach a comprehensive 

settlement of the conflict in Darfur on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur (DDPD). 

Appreciating the continuing role of the State of Qatar as the forum for the talks, under the auspices ofHis 

Highness Sheikh Hamad bin K.halifa Al-Thani, Amir of the State of Qatar, 

Taking into consideration the letter and spirit of the February 2009 Agreement of Goodwill and Confidence­

Building for the Settlement of the Problem in Darfur; the Framework Agreement for the Resolution of the Conflict in 

Darfur that was signed by the Government of the Sudan and the Justice and Equality Movement in February 2010; and 

the outcomes of the All Darfur Stakeholders Conference that was held in Doha from 27 to 31 May 2011, 

Pursuant to the Charter of the United Nations and United Nations principles, and the undertakings of the 

African Union and other regional organizations regarding the settlement of disputes by peaceful means, 

Welcoming the Framework for African Union and United Nations Facilitation of the Darfur Peace Process, 

Reaffirming the unity, sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of the Sudan, 

Deeply concerned that continued fighting in Darfur will lead to further loss of life, suffering and population 

displacement, 

Conscious of the need to create the conditions that will permit refugees and displaced persons to return 

voluntarily, safely and sustainably or to be integrated into local societies, 

Conscious also of the need to enable humanitarian organizations to access all areas affected by the conflict, 

Recognizing the pressing need to achieve lasting peace through a comprehensive settlement of the conflict, 

Responding to the calls from members of the international community, including the demand by the United 

Nations Security Council that all Parties to the conflict, including in particular all the non-signatory armed groups 

engage immediately and without preconditions to make every effort to reach a permanent ceasefire and a 

comprehensive peace settlement on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur (DDPD), in order to bring a 

stable and durable peace to the region, 

Recognizing that security is the foremost concern raised by a large proportion of the population of Darfur, 

including members of civil society, displaced persons and refugees, 

Acknowledging the mandate of the African Union-United Nations Hybrid Operation in Darfur (UNAMID) to 

monitor and observe compliance with and verify implementation of all ceasefire agreements that have been or will be 

signed in Darfur pursuant to Security Council resolution 2063 (20 12) and previous resolutions and the Agreement 

between the United Nations, the African Union and the Government of the Sudan concerning the status ofUNAMID 

forces (the Status of Forces Agreement) dated 9 February 2008, 
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Desirous of bringing an end to all acts ofvio1ence against civilians and violations of human rights and 

international humanitarian law, 

Convinced that the conflict in Darfur cannot be resolved militarily and that a permanent solution can only be 

reached through a comprehensive political process and negotiations, 

Resolved to create and maintain the climate of peace that is essential if dialogue and negotiations are to be 

facilitated, 

The parties hereby declare that they will: 

1. Cease all hostilities forthwith. 

2. Resume negotiations in order to achieve a comprehensive settlement of the conflict on the basis ofDDPD. 

The parties call upon all the non-signatory groups to halt the violence and join them in the resumption of 

dialogue and negotiations in Doha.

State in the Presidency and Head of the Darfur Follow Up Office, and a delegation from the Justice and Equality 

Movement led by Mr. Mohammad Bashar Ahmad, President of the Interim Military Council, met in Doha from 17 to 22 

October 2012, in the presence of His Excellency Ahmad bin Abdallah Al Mahmoud, Deputy Prime Minister and 

Minister of State for Cabinet Affairs, and Her Excellency Aichatou S. Mindaoudou, Acting African Union-United 

Nations Joint Chief Mediator, in order to hold consultations on the peace process and discuss ways for the Movement to 

join that process, on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur. 

Following intensive consultations, the parties signed a declaration affirming their commitment to the peace 

process and the immediate cessation of all hostilities. They also undertook to return to negotiations aimed at achieving a 

complete resolution of the conflict, on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur. The parties further agreed a 

timetable for the commencement of talks after Eid al-Adha. 

The Mediation calls upon the other, non-signatory movements to follow the lead of the Justice and Equality 

Movement and join the peace process as soon as possible, in order to alleviate the suffering of the population and 

restore peace to all parts of Darfur.

Appreciating the continuing role of the State of Qatar as the venue of the talks under 

the auspices ofHH Sheikh Hamad bin Khalifa Al Thani, Emir of State of Qatar, 

Taking due cognizance of the letter and spirit of the Agreement of Goodwill and 

Confidence Building for the Settlement of the Problem in Darfur of February 2009; 

the Framework Agreement to Resolve the Conflict in Darfur between GoS and JEM 

of February 2010; and the outcomes of the All Darfur Stakeholders Conference held 

in Doha from 27 to 31 May 2011, 

In accordance with the United Nations' Principles and Charter and the Covenants of 

the African Union and other regional organizations relating to settlement of disputes 

by peaceful means, 

Welcoming the Framework for African Union and United Nations Facilitation of the 

Darfur Peace Process, 

Reaffmning the unity, sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of the 

Sudan; 

Deeply concerned that the continuing fighting in Darfur will lead to further loss of 

lives, suffering and displacement of the population; 

Conscious of the need to create the conditions conducive to allowing the voluntary, 

informed, safe , dignified and sustainable return of refugees and internally displaced 

persons, or their local integration; 

Conscious of the necessity to enable humanitarian agencies to access all areas 

affected by the conflict: 



Recognizing the imperative need to achieve durable peace through a comprehensive 

settlement of the conflict; 

Responding to the calls by members of the international community including the 

demand by the United Nations Security Council 'that all Parties to the conflict, 

including in particular all the non-signatory armed groups engage immediately and 

without pre-condition to make every effort to reach a permanent ceasefire and a 

comprehensive peace settlement on the basis of the Doha Document for Peace in 

Darfur (DDPD), in order to bring stable and durable peace in the region', 

Recognizing that security is at the forefront of concerns raised by a large spectrum of 

Darfurians including members of civil society, internally displaced people (IDPs) and 

refugees; 

Aclr.nowledging the mandate of the African Union/United Nations Hybrid 

Operation in Darfur (UNAMID) to monitor, observe the compliance with and 

verification of the implementation of all ceasefire agreements signed or to be signed in 

Darfur pursuant to the United Nations Security Council Resolution No. 2063 (2012) 

and previous resolutions, and the Agreement between the United Nations, the African 

Union and the Government of Sudan concerning the Status of the UN AMID Forces 

(Status of Forces Agreement), dated 9 February 2008; 

Desirous to bring to an end all acts of violence against civilians and violations of 

human rights and international humanitarian law; 

Convinced that the Darfur conflict cannot be resolved militarily and that a durable 

solution can only be obtained through an inclusive political process and negotiations; 

Resolved to create and maintain a climate of peace, necessary to facilitate dialogue 

and negotiations; 

THE PARTIES HEREBY DECLARE TO: 

I. Immediately cease hostilities; and 

II. Resume negotiations in order to achieve a comprehensive settlement of the 

conflict on the basis of the DDPD. 

THE PARTIES CALLED on all other non-si:z.natory groups to jettison Yiolence and

A delegation from the Government of Sudan led by H.E. Dr. Amin Hassan

Office, and a delegation from the Justice and Equality Movement Sudan led 
by Mr. Mohammad Bashar Ahmed President of the Interim Military Council, 
met in Doha, from 17 - 22 October 2012, in the presence of H. E. Mr. Ahmed 
Bin Abdullah Al-Mahmoud, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of State for 
the Council of Ministers Affairs, and H.E. Aichatou S. Mindaoudou, Acting 
AU/UN Joint Chief Mediator for Darfur, in order to hold consultations on the 
Peace Process and discuss ways for the Movement to join the latter, on the 
basis of the DDPD. 

Following intensive consultations, the two parties signed a declaration 
affirming their commitment to the Peace Process and to immediate cessation 
of hostilities and decided to resume negotiations in order to achieve 
a comprehensive settlement of the conflict on the basis of the DDPD. 
The two parties agreed on a time frame to start talks after Eid Al-Adha 
Al-Mubarak. 

The Mediation calls upon the other non-signatory Movements to follow suit 
the Justice and Equality Movement and soon join the peace process with a 
view to alleviating the suffering of the population and restoring peace to all 
parts of Darfur.
