I believe that this matter s1ould be rought to the attention of 

the inietry ,of Foreign Aff ira, to whom it should be pointed out that 

it i the ractice of all me=nber ooun ries of t1e united ation to allow 

the entry of. ITni ed fations staff embers' personal effects without 

customs inspection. The only exception uld be if the authorities ad 

evidence tat such effects include illicit items . In such a case, it 

woul be. for the .authorities to present such evidence to the United 

ations before talcing any action. 
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
