NAMIBIA BY SOUTH AFRICA CONSTITUTES AN ACT OF AGGRESSION AGAINST THE

REQUESTED TO REFRAIN FROM ACCORDING ANY RECOGNITION TO ANY REGIME WHICH 

THE ILLEG.Z\L SOUTH AFRICAN ADMINISTRATION MAY IMPOSE UPON THE NAMIBIAN 

PEOPLE IN DISREGARD OF THE PROVISIONS OF SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS. 

THE COUNCIL FOR NAMIBIA IS COMMITTED TO THE MOBILIZATION OF 

INTERNATIONAL SUPPORT AND CONTINUED ASSISTANCE FOR SWAPO, THE SOLE 

AND AUTHENTIC REPRES.ENTATIVE OF THE NAMIBIAN PEOPLE IN ITS EFFORTS TO

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THE INTENSIFICATION OF THE LIBERATION STRUGGLE LED BY SWAPO IN NAMIBIA 

REFLECTS THE INCREASING MOBILIZATION OF THE NAMIBIAN PEOPLE AGAINST 

THE ILLEGAL PRESENCE OF SOUTH AFRICA. THE NAMIBIAN PEOPLE HAVE SHOWN 

TO THE WORLD THEIR DETERMINATION TO RESIST ALL THE EFFORTS OF THE 

OPPRESSIVE ILLEGAL OCCUPATION OF SOUTH AFRICA TO PERPETUATE ITS CONTROL 

OF THE TERRITORY. YET SWAPO HAS SHOWN AT THE SAME TIME FLEXIBILITY

SETTLEMENT IN NAMIBIA. EUT SOUTH AFRICA IS STILL MANEUVERING TO

A PUPPET REGIME THAT WILL SERVE ITS PURPOSE. ALL THIS REQUIRES 

RENEWED EFFORTS BY THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY TO FOIL THESE MANEUVERS 

AND TO COMPEL SOUTH AFRICA TO COMPLY FULLY WITH UNITED NATIONS 

RESOLUTIONS . 

IT IS THE DUTY OF THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY AND ALL MEMBER 

STATES OF THE UNITED NATIONS TO GRANT ALL NECESSARY SUPPORT AND 

ASSISTANCE TO THE NAMIBIAN PEOPLE AND THEIR SOLE REPRESENTATIVE SWAPO 

IN THEIR STRUGGLE TO ACHIEVE INDEPENDENCE AND NATIONAL UNITY IN A FREE 

NAMIBIA.
