I have the honour to make to your CGovernment, as one of the
original supporters of the Flan of mational recenciliation, a most
solemn and urgent appeal for assistance in bringing to a peaceful

of the relations between the Government of the
Republic of the Congo (Leopoldville) - the Cemtral Govermsent - and
the provincial government of Eatanga headed by Mr. Moise Tshambe.

The

crux of this problem rests in the continuing payment by the
Union Hinigre du Haut-Katanga of revenues and taxes in substantial
anounts {estimated at more than $30,000,000 per year) to the
authorities of Katanga province rather than to the Central Covernment,
which asserts its legal claim to these monies. The Union Mini&re om
its part, avers that it has no choice but to pay revemues on its
operations to the “authorities which exercise effective power in |
Katanga", where its installations are located. The Union Minidre, as
you know, is a private commercial firm and has not been responsive to
the appeals that have been made to it to change its policy and make
the proper payments to the Central Covermment.

Yesterday, I appealed to the Govermment of Belgium to exert every
possible influence on the Union Minidre to cause it to desist forthwith
from paying revemues to Katanga province. Until such time as an agree-
ment has been reached on the matter between the Central Covermnment and

that you will appreciate the significance of this proposal.

I now appeal directly to you because it is possible for your
Government to take measures which could have a possibly decisive
bearing on this question. I refer to the faet that a2 substantial
amount of the copper production of Katanga is shipped out via the 2
route Kolwezi-Jadotville-Elisabethville-Sakania-lLusaka. My appeal to
you, therefore, is to request that you and your Covermment take the
necessary measures to prohibit the shipment of Eatangese copper ore
through the territory of the Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland until
such time as the questions of payment of Union Minidre revenues to the
Central Covermment and their division with Katanga are settled.

I owe you, no doubt, a rather full explanation as to why I make
this approach at this time. I do so, first of all, because I believe
firmly that if your Govermment, together with some other govermments
similarly in position to act cffectively, were to co-operate with the
United Nations in the way indicated, the crisis over Katanga would be
quickly ended. It is a logical step to take, for I am certaln that it
would enjoy the support of an overwhelming majority of the Member States
of the United Nations should I ask for a resolution along these lines,
vhich, however, it is not my present inteation to do. Moreover, it would
seem to me that this sort of action might be expected of one state from
an adjacent friendly state.

In this regard, I must point out that in my view no question of
"sanctions" is involved here. Despite Mr. Tshombe's ambitions and
declamations, Katanga is just a province and not a state. In over two
years of striving, Mr. Tshombe has won recognition for his attempted
secesslon from no state, and there is no epparent prospect that this
situwation will change. Mr. Tshombe's declarations have not achieved
independence or statehood for Katanga. Indeed, even Mr. Tshombe, on
geveral occaslons, as in the declaration he signed at Kitoma last
December, and in his formal acceptance of my Plan, has renounced secesgion
by accepting, in prineiple, integration im the Congo as a whole. What I
ask you, therefare, is only to respect the laws of the Republic of the
Congo, which forbid the export of mineral ores on which the legal duties
and taxes have not been paid, and the spirit of the resolutions of the
Security Counecil.

Most important of all, I ask you to take this step becanse it will
afford maximum help to the United Nations and In my estimation will do
the most that can be done to end the possibility of further fighting
and consequent loss of life in Katanga.

You are aware that for over a year I have been doing my utmost to
achieve a peaceful reconciliation of the differences between Leopoldville
and Elisabethville. Those efforts have not succeeded largely because of
the intransigence of Mr. Tshombe. The latest and most striking example
of Mr. Tshombe's attitude is related to my Plan. Both Mr., Adoula and
Mr, Tshombe informed me last August, soon after the Plan was submitted to
them, that they accepted it., The Flan had been formulated as a reasonable
ard moderate compromise which the authorities, both in Leopoldville and
Elisabethville, should be expected to accept. This was my view and, as
you know, the view of the original supporters of the Plan. Mr. Adoula and
his Govermment have not yet done all that is required of them by the Plan,
but I am convinced that they have been making an earnest effort to fulfil
their commitment and to ensure the success ol the Plan. M. Tshombe, on
the other hand, has done little or nothing to indicate that he has any
serious intention to implement the provisions of the Plan.

This refusal to live up to asgreements he has made ie not new for
Mr. Tshombe. For example, on 24 June 1961 in Leopoldville, Mr. Tshombe
signed an agreement supporting the reopening of Parliament and the
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eonstitution of a new Central UGovernment. But this agreement was never

implemented, sinee on his subsequent return to Elisabethville, Mr. Tshombe,

‘on 29 June 1961, stated that he had signed the agreement under "duress".

Again, at Kitona on 21 Desember 1961, Mr. Tshonbe signed and handed to a |
United Nations representative an eight-point declaration. But as soon as he |
“peturned to Elisabethville, he nullified the deelaration by stating that it |
- was for the provincial assembly of Katanga to deeide upon it. He did,

however, fulfil two of the eigiht points by sending Katangese parliamentarians 5
to Leopoldville and also by appointing Katangese representatives on the

Government Constitutional Commission. Mr. Tshombe engaged in talks with

Mr. Adouls in Leopoldville in two sessions in 1962, from 15 March tc 16 April

and from 18 May to 25 June. It appeared that good progress was made in these

talks and that agreement was reached on the setting up of four commissions to

deal with four topies, namely, military, monetary, economic and fiseal, and

transport and communieations. All of the effort was wasted, however, because

Mr, Tshombe insisted at the end on the insertion in the final commniqué of a

elause which would have rendered meaningless the agreements reached sinee it

would, in faet, maintain Katanga's secession.

Under the Plan, in the event of fallure to get agreement on reconciliation,
a number of measures are envisaged if pressure must be applied, Your
Government's formal reservations with regard to the measures set forth in the
Courses of Action of the Plan are, of course, kept in mind. Nevertheless, 1
would point out that the situation now is quite different from that prevailing
at the time the reservations were made, It is my intention, if it is finally
necessary, to apply these and other non-military forms of pressure to induce
Mr, Tshombe to implement his acceptance of the Plan and thus in faet to abandon
his secessionist aims., I realize, of course, that one or another of these
measures could lead Mr. Tshombe to resort to military force in another rash
attack upon the United Nations Foree in Katanga, although I doubt that this
will happen. The Force, in such an eventuality, would, of course, defend itself
energetically, and it has a much stronger capacity to do so today than it has
ever had.

I would wish to aveid any development involving fighting if at all possible.
I strongly believe that the action I am asking your Govermment and other govern-
ments to take would go far towards eliminating this risk., This, manifestly, is
of highest signifieance to the United Nations, to the peace of Afrieca, to the
Congo and Katanga, and to your Govermment and all other governments in or
direetly econneeted with the continent of Afrieca. It is my intention, in due
course, to eireulate this letter to the Security Couneil.

I trust most earnestly that I may count upon your sericus consideration of
my request and a favourable response,

I wish to0 acknowledge receipt of your letter, reference 212/62 dated
28 August 1962, with attached copy of a letter, No. 234, dated 16 ugust
1962, from Mr. M.J. Starforth, Permament’ Secretary, Hinistry of Justice
of Ugenda, dealing with the matter of the deceased Stanley Sebacusi.

Ve are very grateful for the careful attention given to this matter
by Nr. Starforth, and feel sure that the information he has provided will
prove helpful to our resolving the difficulties which have arisem in
connection with the disposition of the sum of $471.53 payable by ONUC.
We have noted in particular that the question of succoession is governed
by customary law, and that it appears that payment cannot be made by ONUC
ae desired by the deceased without ONUC's incurring the risk of valid claims
being presented against it at a later date. In view of these comsiderations,
I am not fully sure that ONUC will agree to make payment to Mr. Kalimugo on
behalf of Mr. James Sebacusi.

I wonder if it is at all possible to obtain in Uganda an official
determination by a local court as to vho is entitled to receive payment from
ONUC, and how ONUC is to make such payment. Ve fully appreciate the-
difficulties that would be involved in such a procedure but, as I have
indicated, I am not certain that ONUC can incur the risk of making payment

through Nr, Kalimuzo for the bemefit of the son, Jemes, ONUC will
be glad to make available at the request of Mr. Kalimuszo all documentation
in its possession and in general extend its full cooperation to the local
court.

I wish to take this occasion to express to you and to Mr, Starforth
our deep appreciation for your cooperation in this matter.

Thank you for your letter No. 212/62 of the 1llth August
1962, MNr. Francis Kalumuzo holds the office of Deputy Estabiish—
ment Secretary in the office of the Prime lMinister, and I have
discussed with him the affairs of Master James H. Sebacuzi.

I am afraid the affair is not free from difficulty. The English
laws of succession are applied in Uganda, but their application
is limited, broadly speaking, to the immigrant community. In
the case in question the succession is governed by customary law

prevailing tn—the K1pezi District of Uganda. I"Wm:that
<tHe successor by customary law has co-opted lr, Ka uzo, as the

member of the family best qualified to deal with these matters,
in order to ensure that the money left by the late Mr. Stanley
Sebacuzi should be used in the interests of the beneficiary. « a1+ v

Although I am not an expert on local customary law, I
think I can say from previous experience of such matters that
it will not be possible for U.N.0.C. to obtain a watertight
receipt for the money, i.e., a receipt which will completely
satisfy their own auditors and legal staff that the possibility
of any other claim has been completely excluded. On the other
hand, I think that U.N.0.C. can probably obtain from the locsl
authorities and from Mr. Kalumuzo affidavits or statutory declara-
tions which should satisfy them that the money is being used in .
the manner intended by the late NMr., Sebacuzi, although it will not
be possible to exclude the possibility of other claims. It might
also be possible for U.N.0.C. to arrange for the money to be
paid into a Trust Fund in Kampala and paid out for the child's
education under the supervision of their own agents.

It appears to me that the best course would be for U.N.O0.C.'s
special legal adviser in Leopoldville to get into touch direct
with Mr, Kalimuzo (who is, as 1 have pointed out above, the holder
of a responsible office) in order to work out some way in which
U.N.0.C.'s interests can be satisfactorily safeguarded when the
money is paid over.

On January 20 a member of your staff asked e;?
whether we had any information about the movements of
M. Tshombe between the morning of January 18 when he
left Elisabethville and his return there the following
afternoon.

I have now heard from the British High Commissioner
that M. Tshombe visited Salisbury on January 18 and
January 19 at his own request. He asked to see
Sir Roy Welensky. The main purpose of his visit was
to discuss the supply of foodstuffs, of which he said
Elisabethville was now very short. The Federal
Government said they would do what they could to help.

In the course of their conversation M. Tshombe
made it clear that he genuinely sought to carry through
his negotiations with the central Government. He
stressed the importance attached to having good Jjurists
to advise him and explained that pending the appoint-
ment of one the Katanga Assembly could not reach any
finel decision on the Kitona agreement. Sir Roy Welensky
has expressed his willingness to recognize the appro-
priate moment to urge M. Tshombe to a reconciliation but
fromfﬁ;preceding sentence doubts whether the time is
ripe now. M. Tshombe said that relations with the U.N.
were easier and that he was particularly concerned to
get the economic life of Katanga going again before
many more men had been thrown out of work as a result
of the continued occupation by the U.N. of the Union
Miniére installations and this made the maintenance of
law and order more difficult. M. Tshombe expressed the
hope that the Baluba refugee camp problem might be
tackled soon., He thought that if a hard core numbering
perhaps 1,500 were removed and sent back to Kasai the
rest might be persuaded to return to their homes.

Thank you for your letter of January 15 proposing
arrangements for the Jjourney of yourself and other
witnesses to the Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland
to attend the Federal Commission of Enquiry.

I telegraphed to Salisbury yesterday in accordance
with your letter. In reply I have now received the
following message from Mr. Manciewicz for the United
Nations Organisation in the Congo:

"Federal Commission would prefer to hear Linner
and other five witnesses in Salisbury 22nd or
23rd January instead of in Ndola on 18th. Please
telegraph urgently if possible."

The British High Commissioner's comment on
Mr. Manciewicz' message is that if it should be
impossible for you and the other witnesses to be in
Salisbury on January 22 or 23 instead of in Ndola on
January 18 the Federal Commission could still arrange
to hear your evidence at Ndola on the earlier date;
in that case, however, the proposed return of your
party from Salisbury to Leopoldville on January 19
would allow very little time for the journey to and
from Ndola. The High Commissioner has also pointed
out that the provision of accommodation in Ndola
overnight would be difficult, whereas there would be
no problem at Salisbury over the week-end.

In view of these considerations I should be
grateful to know whether you would be ready to modify
your plans and travel to Salisbury on January 22 or
23, rather than on January 18 thus avoiding the
onward journey to Ndola.

Tshombé and British and American consuls to arragge his departure for Ndola,
UN aircraft launched heavy strafing attack on Centre of Elisabethville. Tshombé
said thet in these circumstances it was impossible for him to leave his capital,
though he was still prepared to go to Ndola on receipt of assurance that asttacks
of this sort would cease forthwith and that full cease-fire would take effect
from the time of his departure from NOola for Kitona.

This is to confirm that, as I explained to
you by telephone this morning, the Rhodesian
Federal authorities have received a request from
the B.C.K. railway for six empty passenger coaches
for the evacuation of refugees from Elisabethville,
and also for the return to Katanga of four standard
goods trucks at present in the Rhodesian rallway
system.

The Federal authorities are ready to meet
this request subject to approval by the U,N. and the
Katanga authorities and to undertakings that the
train will not be molested. The approval of the
Katangese is being sought by H.M. Consul in
Elissbethville. I shell be grateful if you would
let me know as soon as possible whether the U.N.
approve the proposal to send this train and for an
assurance that it will not be attacked between
Elisabethville and the Northern Rhodesian frontier.

It is understood that the purpose of sending
this train will be to evacuate women and children
from Elisgbethville. A parallel approach is being
made to the Katanga authorities to try and secure

May I ask that you, or lM¢. Pagnanelli, please study
the enclosed statement of account, and arrange for the sum
of 1,407 francs to be paid back into this Embassy?, £ It has
been charged, at present, to our own suspense account.

These expenditures were all that were incurred in
cash by us on the return to Rhodesia of Mr. Leonard Catchpole,
whose case I duscussed with yourself, with lMr. Pagnanelli,
and, of course, with the officers of the Military Information
service of your Headquarters. As we agreed at the tinme,
undoubtedly the arrest of Mr. Catchpole in Elisabethville was
2 blunder on the part of the officer concerned in Katanga
(to put the case no stronger) and the subsequent admitted
treatment of Mr. Catchpole, Squadron-Leader Hillary, and
other civilian detainees in the course of the same exercise,
has already been commented upon.

I am sending this letter & titre personnelle as I

think that you will perhaps have seen that Mr. Catchpole is
reported at some length in the British press to be seeking
legal advice as to whether he shall sue the U.,N., or the

. individuals concerned with his arrest, in order to obtain satis-

, faction. There is also the question of his car and other

| effects, including his passport, which I presume are still where

| he left them with U,N. headquarters in Elisabethville. I note
also that an apology has been tendered in a press interview by
Colonel Egge, as queted in a Reuter headline from Salisbury,
"for any ill-treatment Mr. Catchpole may have received". It
wes satisfactory that prompt action was taken to fly Mr. Catchpole
in a United Nations plane to Salisbury (though not back to Ndola
itself) once the facts of his mis-arrest were established. In
the circumstances I think personally, therefore, that you will
wish to continue for the record this "correct" attitude as far
as Leopoldville is concerned by meeting at least these minor
local expenses.

In view of the uncertainty as to the geographiecal
location of the airfield at Xipushi which I understand
exists I requested H. M. Consul at Elisabethville and
the appropriate authorities of the Rhodesian Federation
to enquire into this guestion.

These enguiries have established that the airfield
was built by the Rhodesian Selection Trust for
prospecting purposes and was registered with the
Rhodesian Department of Civil Aviation on December 3rd,
1958. The fact that it was built by a Rhodesian concern
and registered with a Rhodesian authority indicates that
the airfield is within the territory of the Federation.

The frontier in that area is not marked by posts
or stones; it is however the view of the Rhodesian
Federal Government that the frontier runs along the
track which crosses the east end of the airfield.
Practically the entire landing area is therefore in
Rhodesia. There is however a small extension to the
airstrip (perhsps 30 yards long) and a parking area
which are within Congolese territory.

I hope that this explanation of the situation
will be of service to the United Nations and will be

vorne in mind in connexion with any operation which
United Nations forces may carry out in the vicinity

The cypriots in the province ere
upset and have threstened to cease their sctivities pending the result of the
investigation., They also want arme and have stated that they will import
srme themselves if the suthorities do not give them any.
