1. I have been requested by Ms. Hag, Under-Secretary General for
Field Support through Mr. Feltman, Under-Secretary-General for
Political Affairs for revised resources for the interim funding of
the Office of the Special Envoy of the Secretary-General for the
Great Lakes Region. I was also advised that the Special Envoy for
the Great Lakes Region was appointed by the Secretary-General on 18
March 2013 to ensure the implementation of the Peace, Security and
Cooperation Framework for the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC)
and the region, in line with resolution 2098 (2013).

2. The Office of the Special Envoy will be primarily based in
Nairobi, with a small liaison unit in. Dublin and a support team in
New York. It is proposed to establish interim funding arrangements
to provide for the initial deployment and activities of the Office
of the Special Envoy for a 9.5 month period through 31 December

2013.

3. The staffing complement of the Office of the Special Envoy
comprises 19 positions including 16 substantive positions (11 in
Nairobi, 2 in New York and 3 in Dublin), and 2 support and 1
security positions in Nairobi. A list of the functional titles
of the 19 positions is contained in Annex I to this letter.

3. The revised total estimated requirements for the period 18 March
to 31 December 2013 are $2,153,100 and comprise the following:

Assembly resolution 66/249 to enter into commitments up to a maximum
of $8 million in any one year of the biennium 2012-2013, as you
certify, relating to the maintenance of peace and security.

5. Accordingly, I am attaching for your signature a memorandum by
which you would authorize commitments in the amount up to a maximum
of $2,153,100 under the authority granted to you in accordance with
General Assembly resolution 66/249 on unforeseen and extraordinary
expenses for the biennium 2012-2013.

6. The authorization of $2,153,100 referred to above would be the

second authorization sought for 2013 as indicated in annex II to
this memorandum, leaving a balance of $3,256,600 for 2013.
