The air bombardment
coupled with the employment of parachutists by Katangese
forces resulted in the withdrawal of ANC-LEO to KASAI,
The psychological effects of Katangese air attacks on
ANC troops have been the decisive factor in their with-
drawal,

4, The Central Government troops were NOT provided
with air support.

WERCENARY PARTICIPATION

5 Katangese troops were led by mercenaries and all

parachutists so reported were believed to be non-Africans,

1t is estimated that the airborne troops consisted of a
reinforced platoon., Undoubtedly all pilots responsible
for air bombardment were mercenaries,

6. The Headguarters 1st Groupement was informed that
four Belgians had been dispatched from ELISABETHVILLE to
LULUABOURG for an unknown mission., This being known to
the local population and ANC, it resulted in excitement
and eventual search for these Belgians, thus causing un-
fortunate incidents already reported. 1t has been con-
firmed that four Belgians had made reservations at the
Palace Hotel from ELISABETHVILLE,

&wnexal Mobutu in Katanga from bases located in Kasai was carried out without
our ever having been informed. Although we knew of fairly large ANC troop
movemernts towards the end of September, and although we knew that such trcops
were being centred in the Lulu and Luputa areas, we gg;::i&::i‘o.ﬂ informed of
the actual intentions nor did we know with any precision the date on which ths

ANC antered into Katanga territory.

3. Because we had no UN persons on the scene of operations it was very seldam
possaible to confirm reports issued either by &emer=l Mobutu, the Lentral Govermment
suthoridees or by the Katanga provincial authoritises, regarding the various
military actions,whieh-tack-place.

4, Although we sent on two or three occasions UN observers they weee never -able
i-crosgé{ntu Katangese territory, and we have never been able to establish how fax

ANC troops med penetrated into that territory.

5. Similarly, and in spite of various statements reporting numerous aerisl

bombardments carried cut by Katangess aircraft, we are not able to confirm pésitively

These two battalions were joined by 8th ANC
battalion already stationed at Lulu for the attacks from the North wWest, the 8th
Battalion being allotted the Lulu-Luiza-Kapangs axis and the other two battalions

Phecpilot of UN DC4 aircraft on a return flight to Leo from
Evilie on 29 Oct observed and reported as follows: A small
twin-engined aircraft dropped bombs on he railway tracks near
the aree of village KAB.E KATANDA which is inside hasel border
about 45 kms NW of Kaniama. The aircraft was flying at a
low height of about 200 ft and was heading SE. At Ymmi least
four bombs were seen actuilly dropped - white and black smoke
was seen coming from the points of explosion. Captain of UN
DC4 commenced following the unknown aircraft. The pilot of
that aircraft, after presumably noticing the DC4 started
taking evasive actions. It flew under low clouds and tried
by other ways to dodge the DC4. DC4 followed the aircraft
up to Kaniama airport, where it landed.DC4 kept circling
round end nearabout Kaniama airfield for one hour and 50
minutes, keeping a watch on any further developments. At the
Kaniama airfield, near the parking ramp, another aircradt wa:-
noticed. As DC4 was circling at same height, minor parti-
culars of this aircraft could not be noted. It was believed
to be single engined Dornier 27 or possibly two-engined
Dornier 28. while UN DC4 was circling over Kaniama, this
second aircraft (Dornier?) took off and tried to reach DC4.
It was feared that it may machine gun the UN plane and
therefore the DC4 climbed away and entered a rainshower and
reversed the courzz: When DC4 came back later to the Kaniam:
airfield, Capt Be£#, UN pilot, observed that both the aircraf:
were on the ground. The twin-engined DOVE appeared to be in
a ready position dn the airfield to take off while the UN
aircraft was cireling over. DC4 eventually left for Leo at
1540z.

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On the way back cur aircrew noticed a village, probably
Kazandji, 30 lams NW of Kanieama, on fire. About 50 huts were
seen destroyed by fire. A large building, like a warehouse
or a churc , was also on fire. The fire was caused most
probably as & result of aerial bombing.

This attack was also confirmed by a UN officer who had
sccompanied two UN helicopters to the LUPUTA area.

The helicopters lended first on the airstrip at LUPUTA but
were warned by the ANC to move to a field some thousand yards
awey because they were expecting an attack by Katangese
aircraft. ©Shortly after the helicopters landed in the field

a black two engined aircraft flew from the directicn of
Kaniema at about 1000 ft and dropped one bomb which landed shax
about 100 yards from the helicopters killing two ciwvilians

and wounding several others. The UN helicopters must have
been clearly visible to the pilot of the Katangese plmne.

2 Nov that a Katanga airforce plane coming from the direction

We heve only
the ANC reports that the gendarmerie were led by mercenaries and
that prrachutists, if used at all, were mercenaries.

BOLE OF LUUDULA'S TROOPS. It was almost one month after commence-

ment of the air move of Mobutu's forces that air move of Lundula's
forces got under way. This resulted in the arrival of Mobutu's
forces on the Katanga border about 18 Oct whereas Lundula's forces
have not yet reached there. This raises the question of the role

NOTE FOR THE FORCE COMMANDER

In view of the last experience in Katangz and in order to exploit
to the meximum the capabilities of each contingent in the future,
I suggest that the following redeployment of troops be considered:

The whole Indian Independent Brigade in Elisabethville
and surrounding area.

An adequate reserve should be kept in Elisabethville in
order to give to the Commander the necessary flexibility
to face any situation.

The above suggested redeployment of troops in Katanga has the
following advantages and disadvantages.

1. Up to the present we have been endeavouring to solve

A-1954). Unfortunately, Tshombe has slways failed to grasp
the opvortunities that were offered to him. Apparently he

His trip to the
region of the Balubas is additional proof of this. This

may seriously prejudice the position of the moderate elements
in the Adoula govermment and mey act in favour of the
extremists., These reasons, as well as our interest in
freeing our troops immobilized in Katanga as soon as possible,
call for urgent and energetic action on our pert, in accordance
with instructions contained in your 5650,

2 Adoula raised the problem of Katanga on his return from
Stanleyville. He personally does not desire bloodshed and
favours a peaceful solution with the assistance of ONUC, but the

its mndate would be given exclusively to the Central
Government of the Republic over which I have the hionour to
preside. Fore particulerly, I have in mind the assistance
tnat the Lnited wWations could furnish to my government to
ensure the maintenance of peace and public order over the entire
extent of the territory of the Republic of the Congo.

In this field, the most urgent problem is to put an end
to the aggressive activities of the XKatanga gendarmerie in the
norti oir this province. These activities, which not only
cause incessant suffering to the inhabitants of this region
bui also prevent any economic recovery of the country, are
attrivbutavle exclusively to the foreizn officers commanding
the units oi this gendarmerie, and to other mercenaries.

With reference to the above mentioned letters, we have the honour
to let you know the following:

As a result of the many discussions held in Albertville at the
beginning of July between the ONU and Mr. MARISSIAUX, the Officer-
in-charge of our Mission, it was decided on 5 July by General RAJA
that according to the general fundamental égreement given by
General Mac FEoin on the preceding eve, that the rail would be re-
opened to traffic between NYUNZU and KABAILO, thugergga %8% the
commercial liaison ALBERTVILLE - KABALO; The CFL/train was due
to leave under ONU escort within the next 48 hours.

The said train did in fsct leave on 7 July and thanks particularly
to the propaganda that was made and a few gifts that were distribu-
ted to the popudation , it did reached KABALO the following evening,
without any attacks whatsoever taking place in the areas known as
"rebels" and any arrow thrown nor one gunshot.

It was a success. of eed2




In the morning of the 9th in KABALO the train was formed
ready torreturn with a third engine and a load of 1000 tons.
But the ONU gave the order to stop its departure.

However, during the course of the afternoon the train was
authorised to leave following the protestations we made to the
CNU but without all the cargoc waggons nor the supplementary engine
that had been attached.

What happened?

Mr. O'BRIEN of the ONU civilian operations had arrived to
Albertville from Elisab thville and had cancelled the military
authorities' decision; and moreover, the ONU had urgently transport-
td Nr'.-Sendwe hy BN plane’ to-KABALO whére he refused for the rail
traffic to be resumed.

At a meeting held in General RAJA's residence in Albertville
&n the evening of the 9th, we had insisted on the necessigy for
the ONU to abide by the promises it hed distinctly given and we
had again requested that the mil be neutrzlized and that the

‘guestions concerning transportation be left out of political

guestions. General RAJA had then considered “&. solution consist-
ing in allowing free circulation of any cargo other than coton

or pewter coming from such areas where the eventual Baluba state
could claim any rights; this transactional solution which,seemingly,
from what the General thought,satisfied Mr. Sendwe, met with our

acceptance.

But following a second contact between the ONU authorities
and Mr. Sendwe in Kabalo, we believe on the following day, this
very transactional solution was rejected by Mr. O'BRIEN.

The reparation train, safely back in Albertville on the

evening of the 10th, inspite of having demonstrated that the line
clearly shown
was restored to a sufficient good condition and that the country

was accepting the circulation of the trains was not followed by
one siwgle other departure towards Kabalo.

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Perhaps yon will deem it useful, knowing all thése facts and
especially how serious the-mattet is for the economy of our
country and for our Company, to contact the ONU authorities in
Leopoldville.

Indeed, the position taken by the ONU in Alb.rtville does not
seem to fit with those taken by the ONU in Leopoldville, such as
they were stated in your formentioned letters;

In your letter of the 5 July you notified us that the ONU expected
to find a solution to the question of the Kabalo knot problem.

s regards this matter, we believe we should bring to your notice
that the opposition that arose in Kabalo on 9 July was not provocated
by the Ethiopian section of the ONU, who on the contrary seem to
have foll.wed &Bneral RAJA's instructions, but in fact by Mr.O'Briend
directives and by the oppostion of Mr. Sendwe who was brought to
Kabalo by the UN.

By your letter of 19 July, you are telling us that during the
course of a meeting with ONU it was decided to raise the question
of the Kabalo knot to Mr. Jason Sendwe and to make him realize how
illogical his attitude was and how contrary it was to Zhe general
interest.

That it was decided after to use transportation in the direction
West-East to send out ONU goods and equipment towards Albertville.

These two points give rise to the following remarks on our part:

It is not sufficient to convince Mr. Sendwe, but also Mr. O'Brien
who seems to be even more than the former at the origin at the
failure of the reopening of the traffic; perhaps will it be possible
and we hope so, if certain high officials at the ONU have really at
heart the general interest and if they can uphold the thesis of
the neutralization of the rail in view to the traffic being resumed.

As for the second point, we think that there is a mistake in the
wording in your letter and that we should read that the ONU wishes
to utilize transportation in the direction EastiWest and not West-
East.

Indeed, the ONU receives a heavy load of goods via Dar-es-Salaam

but she evacuates the majority of it by plane towards Albertville,

Kabalo-Kamina; Our deleguate has learnt that the ONU Leopoldville
had remarked upon the heavy expensed occasioned by these air trips
and we have been asked %o contact "Belbase" concerning rail
transportation between Dar-es-Salaam and Kigoma and also on the
subject of introducing such ONU officials amongst the leaders of
the "Belbase" at Dar-es-Salaam.

This makes us suppose that the sense of the transportation in
question is indeed from Dar-es-Salaam towsrds Akbertville - Kabalo
Kamina and that certain ONU services would indeed be interestéd
from the point of view of efficacity and on economical grounds to
the resumption of the railway traffice. It would appear, unfortu-
nately, that this cordderation has no weight on the negative
decisions made by the ONU civilian personalities mentioned here
above.Maybe that a certain insistance on this point in Leopoldville
would not be useless.

Finally, we believe we should bring the following to your notice:
At a meeting held at Albertville on 5 July, nesided by General
Raja and which the Kissi District Commissioner and our representa-
tive assisted, the proposal was made that a reparation train with

the object of repairing the line would leave Kabalo under the UN
escort; that the reparation train that had left Kabongo under
Katangese escort would stopp at Kitenge whiéch it would have reached
on the same day. The proposal was accepted by the Katangese
authorities, but the train that was expected to leave Kabalo never
did go. Yet we think that this proposal was a good one. The fact
that the train that left Albertville was able to effectuate in the
Baluba area the 125 kms separating Nyunzu from Kabalo without one
gunshot proves the hope one can put in a pae+ peaceful penetration
being used for communications to be restablished.
