Captain Watts was born in Cape Town, Sonth Africa. Be joined the South /\ftkan Navy in l9R2 and 
tlnderwent basic training at SAS SALDANHA. In January l9Kl he completed his Officer Training at the SA 
NAVAL COLLEGE at Gordon's Bay. After completing his Combat Officer's Qualifying Part I Course, be 
was posted to the Type 12 frigate SAS PRESIDENT l'RETORnJS as a Watchkeeper under training with the 
rank of Mjdshipman. He was promott:<l to Sub-J .ieutcnant in 1985 in the post Assistant-Gunnery Officer. 

Midway through 1985 he joined the Strike Craft. Fl.otilla (Fac;t Missile ./\ ttack Crdtl) in Durban and wa<; 
appointed the Navigator of SAS OSWALD PIROW. 

In 19&6 he was selected to attend the Military Academy in Saldanha and gradm1ted from the University of 
Stcllcnbosch with a B. Mil degree in 1989, majoring in Nautical Science and Political Science.
