Subject: Formalities for Staff Members using YUKON Flights 

1. Instances have recently been reported of staff members proceeding on 
duty or on leave by YUKON flights to Italy without previously obtaining an 
Italian entry visa ir-1 cases where such a visa is required. 

2. In future~ it will be the responsibility of all staff members 
utilizi ng YUKON fliehts to ensure that they have a valid entry visa for 
Italy if their na.tionali ty req_uires one, and no movement authorization 
will be issued until the staff member is in possession of one. 

3. On information received from the Italian Consulate at Leopoldville, 
nationals of the following countrie _s require a transit viaa in Italy, 
regardless of duration of stay, owing to the fact that there is no immi­
gration officia1 in Pisa:

5. Furthermore, it is necessary for the staff member to obtain a 
return ticket with a commercial line to be handed to the ONUC travel 
clerk, as this ticket must be attached to the Movement Authorization 
when it is submitted for approval to the Deputy Chief Administrative 
Officer. This is to ensure the staff member's return travel. If 
subsequently the staff member return s by a YUKON flight or makes other 
arrangements, the commercial line ticket can be returned for refund.

1. Reference is made to the attached memorandum from 2/Lt K Osterberg , 
Movement Contr ol Officer at N' djili . 

2 . On the morning of 2 October 1962 , Chief Movement Control Officer 
of ONUC Headquarters advised the undersigned that service flight No. 4 , 
due to dep:3-rt for Stanleyvill e at 070oz , had be en delayed in take - off 
by the Congolese customs officer at N' djili . Further investigations 
and discussions over the t ele phon e with t he Movement Control Off icer 
at N' djili revealed the f ollowing information. 

3. The scheduled flight No. 4 was loaded with carg o and p:3-s sengers 
and ready for de partur e to Stanle yvill e at 020700Z . As t he Movement 
Control Officer was leavin g the a i rcraf t, he was confronted by th e 
Congolese customs of f icer , who told him that he h ad t o cl ear th e 
passengers on board the service f l ight for the trip to Stanl eyv ill e. 
The personn el he was mainly i nter ested i n were four Congoles e who 
were destined fo r Stanleyville . The customs officer spoke to th e 
Congolese and it was apparent that a heated discussion ensu ed for 
the next few minu tes , after which the four i ndivi duals conc erned 
requested the cvBt oms officer to leave the aircraft . ~he ai r craft 
t hen s t arted out and taxied to the run way for take -o ff . At th i s 
time the customs offic er tel e phoned th e cont ro l t ower and inf ormed 
the duty operator that the aircraft servi ce flight No. 4 was not 
to be cleared for take - off, as it had n ot re ceived cus to ms clear -
an ce . He a l so advised the to wer , t hat i f the Capt ain of t he ai r craf t 
did ta ke off , he would be arrested on his return t o N' djili Air port . 
The Captain returned the aircr af t to the ramp where the customs 
off i cer met th e a ir craf t and th e fo ur Congoles e ac compani ed him i nto 
his offi ce . Approxima t ely 10 minutes later the four Congolese returned 
and said that t h ey were cleared by the customs officer and the air craft 
could dep:3-rt .
