I share your expressed concems [or the safety and sccurity of UN staff and find it. distressing
that the United Nations cannot ensure the safety and security of it's staff from it's own personnel.
Thercfore, [ wish o officially protest in the strongest terms the action of the Military Police in
UNAMIR which resulted in actual bodily harm being caused against Mr Mullings.

[ would like to see standardized regulations drawn up governing the treatment of civilian stat
serving in peace-keeping missions who may (all under Military Police jurisdiction , in particular the right
to arrest. and detain. Providing such missions with a set of dlear and unambiguous instructions would
be of great assistance in preventing a recurrence of such a4 serious incident.
