The CIVPOL Commissioner on the 9/11/94 met with the
Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie and had discussions with him on
carrying out of training assistance. The Chief of Staff expressed
the Command's appreciation for the wonderful work done by UNAMIR
CIVPOL.

1. 1 The Chief of Staff approved a proposed training
programme for another batch of 300 Gendarmes including an induction
course for the trainers. In his response, the Commissioner
highlighted the seeming difficulties in terms of training
facilities and French speaking Instructors. It was resolved at the
close of the visit that the instructor's course be put in the limbo
until the completion of the training of the second batch.

1.2. Necessary arrangements have been put in place for
the re-opening of the gendarmerie training school at RUhengeri from
21/11/94.

1.3. The training programme for Communal police has been
submitted to Rwandan Authority.

2. The Kigali pUblic prosecutor met with UNAMIR CIVPOL
Commissioner and discussion possible assistance from UNAMIR for the
Kigali Law Courts and Rwandan Prisons. The Director informed the
Civpol Commissioner that the institution lacks jUdges.
investigators, proper medical facilities, sufficient accommodation
S. He also narrated that the poor situation has contributed to the
high mortality rate of prisoners.

2.1. A team CIVPOL observers visited the Kigali Prison
and met with the pUblic prosecutor, penitentiary offices Director
and the Prison Manager and observed that the prison was overcrowded
with poor health facilities, housing, insufficient and poor food.
It was also noticed that the existing buildings were dilapidated
and lacked enough guards.

3. On 10/11/94, upon a tip-off CIVPOL observers in
conjunction with men from UNAMIR security and transport sections
recovered two stolen UNAMIR vehicles from two private garage in
Kigali Metropolis. Case handed over to the local gendarmerie
Brigade for further action.

4. Due to lack of vehicles, the CIVPOL observers
already posted are still awaiting deployment at Gitarama.
