RAPIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Monday 20 November 1995: A Police School was opened yesterday at 
GISHARI in Kibungo Prefecture, by the Vice-President and Minister 
of Defense Major General Paul KAGAME. Ambassador Shaharyar KHAN, 
the Special Representative of the Secretary General, also attended 
the ceremony. It was the first time such a school has opened in 
Rwanda. The School was built with the· assistance of Ireland, 
Holland, Great-Britain, Germany, Uganda and UNAHIR. The operations 
costed 50 Millions de Frw. The Vice-President expressed his wish 
that the Trained Policemen should help Rwandan authorities to 
change a bad policy which has been going on for years. 

A Member of Parliament was arrested yesterday at a burial 
ceremony in RUHASHYA, in Butare Prefecture. Deputy SEBARAME Jean 
Baptiste was accused of having participated in last year's 
genocide. When they saw him, women started crying. Witnesses said 
that he was the Leader of the killers who went to slaughter 
Emmanuel KAYITARE who was buried in respect yesterday. The Genocide 
survivors wanted to kill him on the spot, but Captain KUGABO from 

.t RPA stopped them and arrested him. 

The Former American President Jimmy Carter arrived yesterday in 
Kigali, accompanied by the Atlanta based Carter Foundation. He went 
to visit NTARAHA where many people lost their lives in last year's 
genocide. He was shocked by what he saw, and said that perpetraters 
of the genocide should be brought to justice as soon as possible.

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RAQIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Friday 17 November 1995: The third tripartite meeting, Rwanda­
Burundi- HCR, on repatriation of Rwandan refugees living in 
BURUNDI, will close today. Yesterday the participants went to 
BUGESERA, to see the repatriated refugees' living conditions as 
well as the refugees' return pace and how they are received. 
Yesterday 81 refugees were repatriated from Burundi. 

UNESCO yesterday celebrated its 50th Anniversary. The Rwandan 
Minister for Higher Education and Scientific Research Dr Joseph 
BISENGIMANA, attended the ceremony. In his speech, he said that it 
is time to refuse injustice and hatred, routines and resignations, 
so that the ideal of tolerance and solidarity animate peoples minds 
universally. He added that UNESCO, as an Intellectual Forum, can 
help the International Community to improve the comprehension of 
changes in the world, and to elaborate strategies of solving 
problems relating to its competence domain.. The Constitutive Act of 
UNESCO is to promote, transfer and share knowledge. Rwanda has 
adhered to UNESCO constitutive Act on November 7, 1962. The Rwandan 
National Commission for UNESCO was created in 1975. This 
commission has helped to intensify collaboration between the two 
parts by the execution of several projects in the Education sector 
and in the scientific and culture domain. 

The security commission of Kigali-Town Prefecture, headed by the 
Prefet Major Rose KABUYE, yesterday discussed security problems. It 
fllt8.S proposed that workers be given their Enterprises Identity 
Cards, and that the National Identity Card be distributed as soon 
as possible.

Thursday 16 November 1995: The Director of ORINFOR ( Rwandan 
Office of Information), Major Wilson RUTAYISIRE, acting as 
Spokesman of the Rwandan Government, dismissed allegations by 
Zaire, as unfounded. He said that the Former Government Forces have 
been armed by some members of the international community. This was 
being done on the soil of Zaire and it did not do anything. He said 
that it has been reported that the Zairean Chief of Staff was 
travelling with the Chief of Staff of the defeated forces Colonel 
Augustin BIZIMUNGU. He said he could not establish which mission 
these two had together. He added that Zaire is trying to hide the 
real raison of insecurity on the border between Zaire and Rwanda. 

NTARUKA Hydroelectric Center is now rehabilitated. Yesterday the 
Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA accompanied by some cabinet 
Ministers and the Director of ELECTROGAZ M. Romalice MUNYANEZA, 
presided the opening ceremony of the center. That center will 
contribute to the increase of electricity in the country. The 
rehabilitation of that center was financed by the European Union. 

The third meeting of the commission on repatriation of Rwandan 
refugees living in Burundi was opened yesterday at Hotel des 
Diplomates. In his speech, the Minister for Rehabilitation and 
Social Integration Mr Patrick MAZIMPAKA said that the 
identification of intimidators from innocent refugees is not 
difficult technically. 

Yesterday a seminar was organised by the Ministry of Labour and 
social Welfare with UNICEF, about information and social 
mobilisation for vulnerable children.

Wednesday 15 November 1995: A meeting on examining ways and 
means of repatriation and resettlement of Rwandan refugees was 
convened yesterday. It was chaired by the Prime Minister P-Ct'Uestin 
RWIGEMA and brought together foreiqn diplomats to Rwanda, 
representatives of UN Agencies and MOOs operating in Rwanda, some 
Cabinet Ministers and the Special Representative of the Secretary 
General Ambassador Shaharyar KHAif. That meeting comes before a 
conference organised by the Rwandan Government with UNDP, scheduled 
for 21 to 22 November 1995, and will talk about the repatriation 
and resettlement of refugees, justice and assistance to be given 
the survivors. The Rwandan Government has expressed its wish to be 
associated to the control of the funds raised for that project. 

Yesterday, .Mr Philippe LAMBIOTTE, Director of ACTION & AID 
Proqra:m:me, bas promised assistance to the education sector in 
building 4 schools in MDTARA region, starting from January 1996. 
Next week the organisation will procede to school supplies valued 
to 30,000,000 Rwanda francs, in 14 communes. 

The Speaker of the National Assembly Honorable Juvenal NKUSI, 
yesterday received the ISRAELI Ambassador to Rwanda with residence 
in Kinshasa. They discussed about possibilities to build inter­
parliamentary relations between Israel and Rwanda. 

Rwandan citizens based in GOHA, Zaire, and Rwandan refugees who 
were returning home, were seriously beaten, others imprisonned, 
while others had their properties looted by Zaireans. This incident 
follows the discovery of mines in a tobaco factory "Superman• owned 
by a Rwandan citizen. 

Rwandan refugees continue to return home: For the last two days, 
226 refugees came from Zaire by "La Corniche" frontier post, and 52 
through Bugarama in Cyangugu.

Tuesday 14 November 1995: The Rwandan Governement has strongly 
condemned anyone who would use the problems of Rwandan refugees to 
strain the relations between the countries of the region. This 
remark was made by the Rwandan Minister of Foreign Affairs and 
cooperation Dr Anastase GASANA in a press statement issued 
yesterday. Those who act likewise have an intention to stop the 
repatriation of refugees. He said that the Rwandan Government has 
no interest in stopping Rwandan refugees from returning to their 
motherland. He added that whoever did such an act was aiming at 
bringing about the confusion between member states of the CEPGL 
(The Economic Community of the Great Lakes Countries) 1 and to 
strain the organisation. 

A 4 day seminar for craftsmen grouped under the Association KORA 
and other craftsmen associations from the country 1 was opened 
yesterday at IWACU Center in Kigali. The participants will examine 
how craftsmen associations destroyed by last year's tragedy can be 
revived, and how to integrate fellow craftsmen recently returned to 
their country. They will also work out strategies to promote 
associations of craftsmen countrywide. 

A workshop which aims at restructuring syllabuses of Primary 
Education Teachers was opened yesterday at the Civil Servants 
Training Center in MURAHBI, by Mr Narcisse MUSABEYEZU, Director of 
Pre-school and Primary Education in the Ministry of Primary and 
Secondary Education. Representatives of primary school teachers 
from all over the country and some workers from the Ministry of 
Primary and Secondary Education will examine how the content of 
syllabuses in primary schools and teaching methods can be 
restructured to be more effective. 



Former U.S.A President Jimmy CARTER will visit UGANDA, RWANDA, 
ZAIRE and BURUNDI from 17 to 21 November 1995 to make preparations 
for the summit of the 4 State Leaders which will be opened on 27 
November in CAIRO. The summit will discuss the current crisis that 
the 4 Great Lakes States are going through following last year's 
rwandan genocide. Hr Jimmy CARTER has declared that the World did 
not do anything when thousands of Rwandans were being slaughtered 
during the genocide since the 2nd World War.

Monday 13 November 1995: The Rwandan Government has designated 
11 November as the Day of the Tree in the country. To celebrate 
that day, the Vice-President and Minister of Defense Major General 
Paul KAGAME, the Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEHA and other 
dignitaries attended a tree planting ceremony in RYACYONGA, Kigali 
rural. 

The Ministry of Youth and Cooperatives organised last Saturday, 
a prefectural :meeting that brought together youth leaders and 
representatives of youth associations. The meeting examined the 
cooperation between the Ministry and youth associations. The 
meeting was .well attended because of the ten youth associations 
invited only two were absent. 

The :members of the Association of Parents for Permanent 
Education (APAPEP), held yesterday their General Assembly to 
examine problems encountered by the Association and which, if not 
solved without delay, could lead to its collapse: One of them is 
the alleged embezzlement of the school funds amounting to 264,000 
RFr by Hr Triphon MUNYAHPAMA, a member of the association. 

The Rwandan society is preoccupied by economic and financial 
problems of the country. It is for this reason that a new 
Association namely SOCES was founded yesterday in the Pastoral 
Center St PAUL in Kigali. The Association is aiming at examining 
important economic problems encountered by the country.

IWAWA island which was liberated in an attack launched by the 
RPA on Saturday, was deserted since long time. This is due to the 
fact that the coffee and banana fields have not been taken care 
of. The Prefet of Gisenyi Prefecture said that the information 
stating that RPA has killed civilians on the island was wrong, 
because there was no civilians since July 1994, when they fled to 
Zaire. Miss Jacqueline, journalist on RTBF and TVF Afrique who went 
around on the island, also denies that information. The military 
commander of Gisenyi-Ruhengeri region stated that the ex-FAR came 
on the island because, when RPA freed it, no military position was 
put as there was no civilians to be protected. 

The Rwandan Prime Minister P-Celestin Rwigema held a meeting 
yesterday at the Mille Collines Hotel, about development projects 
financed by the World Bank in Rwanda. The World Bank was headed by 
Mr Eugene SCANTEr from the World Bank Headquarters in Washington. 
Their experts in Kigali attended the meeting.In his speech, the 
Rwandan Prime Minister reiterated the Rwandan Government's 
determination to mobilise the ressources provided by the World 
Bank, to promote the socio-economic development of the county. 

The Ministry of Health yesterday opened a seminar workshop at 
the Milles Collines Hotel, on ways and means to set up a project of 
Reproduction health and family planning 1996/97. Representatives of 
the Ministry of Health and from the UN Agencies which take care of 
the health domain attended the seminar. 

Another seminar was opened in IWACU Center about how to 
int7grate unaccompanied children in families and orphanages. This 
sem1nar was organised by the Minstry for Family and Women 
Condition, the Kigali Town Prefecture, the Ministry of Labour and 
Social Welfare and the Ministry of Rehabilitation and Social 
Integration. The NGOs which take care of children such as "Save the 
Children" and others, also attended the seminar.

1. Sir. Here are the top stories for the morning of 9 Nov as 
reported on the BBC World News, the Voice of America, CNN, Radio 
UNAMIR and the Internet: 

a. International observers say that it appears that the RPA raid 
on Ile Iwawa was effective in reducing the threat of infiltration 
from the FRGF into Rwanda. The RPA report that 171 FRGF soldiers 
were killed and a number captured. RPA troops sustained five 
soldiers killed and 18 wounded. The island had defensive bunker 
positions placed around the perimeter of the island. The Rally for 
the Return of Democracy in Rwanda, based in Zaire, claims that 
civilians were also killed. 

b. Nigeria has upheld the military tribunal death sentence for a 
playwright and minority rights activist and eight other activists. 
The nine are to be hung, but no date has yet been set. Britain and 
human rights groups are condemning the sentence. 

c. An international conference begins today in the Ivory Coast on 
the subject of dealing with former child soldiers and what 
humanitarian means can be used to deal with the problems they have. 
The conference lasts four days and includes UN agency 
representatives, government officials and humanitarian agencies. 

d. The Sudanese government is mobilizing Muslim youth and men to 
enlist in the military to fight the Sudan People's Liberation Party 
in southern Sudan. 

e. Colin Powell has announced that he will not run in the 1996 
presidential elections as he feels he does not have the passion 
required of politics. 

f. An Ethiopian man wielding a knife hijacked a Greek airliner 
yesterday as it approached Athens airport. He was apprehended 
after security stormed the plane. No one was injured. 



g. After weeks of negotiations, Russian forces will join the NATO 
force in the Balkans. About 2,000 Russian troops will ser~e with 
an US division, but they will come under the direct command of 
Russia. 

h. Balkan leaders report that they are making progress on the 
disputed area of Croatia presently held by Serb forces. 

i. The Christian Science Monitor journalist detained for more 
than a week by Serb forces was finally released yesterday unharmed. 

j. Acting Prime Minister Shimon Peres says there is no freedom to 
murder in Israel and that the state will take all necessary 
measures against terrorists. Rabin's assassin apparently belonged 
to a small right wing extremist group who's leader has been 
detained for seven days for questioning. 

k. The UN Security Council has voted to retain sanctions against 
Iraqi oil sales declaring that Iraq has not been forthcoming with 
information concerning the manufacture of weapons of mass 
destruction in that country. The UN Secretary General has 
requested again that Iraq accept the lifting of limited sanctions 
in which the money would go to humanitarian assistance to Iraq. 

k. And remember: The world isn't worse, it's just that news 
coverage is better.

The local and foreign journalists visited IWAWA island 
yesterday, to see the prevailing situation after the attack. They 
noticed that the ex-FAR killed were aged between 18 and 35, and 
some of them were in military uniforms. The island is now deserted. 
The 15 ex-FAR captured told journalists that they have been sent by 
Major KIGINA from MUGUHGA refugee camp. They arrived on the island 
on September 20, 1995. Journalists saw a very big military training 
ground. Some arias of the island were mined and one mine exploded 
on an RPA soldier cutting off his leg. 

The International Commission of Inquiry to investigate reports 
on military training and arms transfer to the ex-FAR, arrived in 
Kigali yesterday. The commission is headed by Ambassador MAHMOUD 
KASSEM from Egypt, and its members are: Inspector Jean-Michel 
Hanssens (Canada), Col Jurgen G.H Almeling (Germany), Lt-Col Jan 
Meijvogel (Holland), General Mujahid Alam (Pakistan}, Col Lameck 
Mutanda (Zimbabwe) • This Commission was appointed by the UN 
Security Council in its resolution No 1013. The Security Council 
called upon the Great Lakes Governments to cooperate fully with the 
commission, including responding positively to its request for 
appropriate measures to facilitate the smooth running of inquiries, 
to guarantee security to the members, and the freedom and security 
of the witnesses who will help the Commission to achieve its 
mandate. 

The annual financial assistance of NORWAY to RWANDA of 3 billion 
francs, will be channelled through NGOs and UN Agencies operating 
in Rwanda next year. The Norwegian Ambassador based in London, Mr 
Tom BRAUSEN, promised the Rwandan Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA 
that Norway will contribute to the construction of houses for 
returnees. It will also help Rwanda to establish industries to 
manufacture durable building material. 



Workers of the Ministry of Health, delegates of UN Agencies and 
HGOs assisting Rwanda in the medical sector, concluded yesterday a 
3 day seminar that examined actions to be undertaken for the 
returnees resettlement. Their main objectives were : To support the 
coordinating role of the Ministry of Health in the activities of 
repatriation and resettlement of returnees; to contribute to the 
efficiency of the health assistance , and to facilitate the return 
and integration of returnees. 
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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY. 

Wednesday 08 November 1995: There has been serious fighting 
between R.P.A. and the Former Government Forces in IWAWA island, 
located on Lake KIVU, 18 kllls from the Rwandan main land and which 
belongs to Rwanda. Yesterday morning, the Rwandan Government Forces 
flushed out the Former Government Forces from the island, which is 
now under R.P.A. control. 141 soldiers from the Former Government 
Forces were killed in the fighting, 15 were captured. The search 
for the bodies is still in progress. The R.P.A. lost 5 soldiers and 
13 were injured. A number of arms and ammunitions were seized from 
the ex-FAR including 1 American made 75 mm recoilless rifle, 2 
machine guns, 4 guns, anti-personnel mines and several explosives 
which can be used to destroy bridges. Some of the captured soldiers 
explained that they bad spent 2 months on the island, carrying out 
military training after which they were to infiltrate in Rwanda to 
destabilise its security and peace. They also said that the total 
number of their men on the island was 500, and they bad come from 
Zairean refugee camps of LAC VERT and MUGUNGA. They said they were 
sent by an ex-FAR senior officer called MURIKIRA. one of the RPA 
military operations commanders, captain KAREMERA, said that they 
launched a surprise attack against the enemy. Be said that during 
the attack some escaped, drowning themselves in Lake Kivu, others 
shot themselves. The RPA military commander in the Gisenyi­
Rubengeri region Colonel Charles NGOGA said that after the war, 
Rwandan Government forces had toured the island and found that the 
whole population had sought refuge in Zaire 1 when they went to 
inspect the island again, they came upon ex-FAR positions. The RPA 
gave then time to gather and after two months decided to attack. 
IWAWA island located 5 kllls from IDJWI island in Zaire, where, 
Former Government Forces are almost continously present.

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14 people were killed and 19 injured yesterday in GIKONGORO. 
This incident occured after a quarrel which ended up in a fight 
between a soldier called KAYIRANGA and a local civilian in a bar. 
The soldier stuck a broche into his opponent and killed him. The 
next day, the local population gathered at RUNYOOI primary school 
where the soldier is based, to express their anger. When he saw 
them, he panicked and opened fire on the crowd, killing 14 and 
injuring 19. 

UNHCR has given Rwanda technical material assistance valued at 
US $ 123,000 to be used in projects related to the resettlement of 
returnees.

Pdme l\Iiniste•· PierTe Cekstiu Rwigema rep1·esentcd the Government yester·day at a 
relmrial c<·r·t•numy to gin a decent funeral to genocide victims in Butar·e's Shyanda Commune. 
lie was acl'ompanicd hy Dr. Augustin lyamm·emye, 1\liniste•· of Agriculture and Animal 
Resources. The Prime l\liniste•· thanked the Bonrgmestre and the people of Shyanda for their 
new-found hannony and for o1·ganizing this decent r·ehurial of their dead. It was stated that the 
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waves of massacres in the 60's and in 1973, and even initially showed aversion to participation 
in last year's genocide. Those who got involved did so under pressure from outsiders. The sous­
prefet of Butare who attended the funeral called upon the culprits in the Commune to repent 
and ask for forgiveness. 

A Ugandan by the name of Yusuf Busingye was shot dead yesterday while escaping arrest 
by military personnel in the Mateus area of Kigali Centre. He was reportedly caught red­
handed after snatching a lady's hand~bag. The late Busingye had in his pockets Ugandan papers 
and a forged Rwandese Passport. Reports said he was suspected to have been a UNAMIR 
employee. 

Abroad 

Zambian authorities exhumed yesterday bodies of six children who had been slain in 
ritual rnurde!'s that have shocked the nation. Six suspects have been arrested in connection with 
the killings, which are said to be motivated by the macabre trade in human organs. Some of 
the suspects are African and others Asian. 

Prime Minister Rao of India ended his State visit to Burkina Faso yesterday, after 
opening an Indian Embassy in Ouagadougou and signing a trade pact with the Burkinabe Head 
of State~ Blaise Compaore. The latter said his country would support the proposal for India to 
have a permanent seat on the Security Council. The Indian delegation continued its Africa tour 
with a visit to Ghana. 

The PLO leader, Mr. Yasser Arafat, will not attend today's burial of the assassinated 
Israeli Premier. A spokesman for PLO said the Organization was against Arafat's attendance 
of Rabin's funeral, but a delegation would be sent from the Palestinian territory under the 
Israeli rule.

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Kigali, November 4, 1995- H.E. the Vice-President qf Rwanda, Major General Paul 
Kagame, said yesterday genocide here was an evil monument that had been built jointly by some 
Rwandese and some outsiders. The General was addressing the international conference on 
genocide on its third day at the National Assembly Building. He disclosed that back in 1991, 
an official of a foreign Government had made some threats to the effect that if the RPF did not 
stop fighting the outcome would be the extermination of Tutsis inside Rwanda. It was then 
implied that Tutsis were supporters of RPF and had to pay for that with their lives. And yet, 
even at that stage, the Front was committed to finding a peaceful solution, as testified by the trip 
of the RPA leader to the foreign capital where the threats were proffered. The Vice-President 
went on to show that when all parties were convinced of the necessity for a peaceful solution, 
massacres resumed in Rwanda, in 1993, and RPF appeals for diplomatic intervention remained 
unheeded by the international community. If some powerful members of the international 
community had had the courage to stand up and voice their objections, the genocide would not 
have happened. But instead, there was utter inertia, followed by the evacuation of foreigners, 
while the Rwandese were abandoned and pressures mounted for the RPF to negotiate with the 
killers. Major General Kagame observed that the international community should now assume 
its responsibility and assist the country to recover from that ordeal. He further indicated the 
dilemma faced by the Government, which has to stop the culture of impunity and yet has to 
involve other forces to rebuild the country, including sometimes people who had had a hand in 
genocide. 

In an audience with Prime Minister Rwigema, the Dutch Minister of Cooperation, Mr. 
Ian Pronk, announced yesterday that Holland will give Rwanda US$ 16 million in support of 
the judicial system and other areas of the country's rehabilitation. He said some of these funds 
could be used to assist genocide survivors, to support the project of issuing national identity 
cards and to supply equipment to the Gendannerie. The funds will be released next year. 

The Coordinator of the international conference on genocide, Transport Minister Charles 
Muligande, said in an interview yesterday that it was necessary to listen to participants' views 
in order to use a global perspective in today's discussions by various workshops. He explained 
that there are good prospects of a multiplier effect from the conference proceedings, as the 
foreign participants can be relied on to exert pressure on their Governments, to sensitize their 
leaders and mobilize international opinion in Rwanda's support. It was hoped this would to a 
large extent supplement the work of Rwanda's embassies abroad. Dr. Muligande disclosed that 
some participants had offered to assist in hunting down the genocide authors wherever they may 
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be. Pointing out that justice alone cannQt bring about national reconciliation, he said modalities 
must be found to compensate the genocide survivors. 

A 70-year old lady by the name of Madeleine was murdered yesterday in her hut by 
unknown assailants in Rukira Commune, Kibungo Prefecture. 

Following the landmine explosion that hit an ONATRACOM bus killing four peOple, the 
' authorities in Kibuye mounted a search and discovered in Gishyita Commune a cache of four 

anti-personnel mines, unifonns and a quantity of ammunition. 

Abroad 

Zaire has replaced its contingent of peace-keepers in Rwandese refugee camps, with a 
new contingent. The old contingent had failed to neutralize the influence of former leaders whO 
are dead set against the voluntary repatriation of innocent refugees. It was ·explained that the 
move was necessitated by the need to respond to new developn,tents.

South Africa condemned yesterday France for conduCting a third nuclear test in the 
Pacific. It urged the French to abandon the plan for further tests. 

The UNESCO Director-General has condemned Burundi's private Radio Station, Voice 
of Democracy, for its incitement to ethnic hatred. 

Uganda's official daily paper, New Vision, reported yesterday that the Southern 
Sudanese rebel troops of General Garang's SPLA, 4ad destroyed camps of Ugandan rebel 
Kony's Lord's Army, killing 36 rebels. The Ugandall rebels are said to have their bases in 
Southern Sudan, from where they make incursions into Northern Uganda, with the complicity 
of the Khartoum authorities.

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Kigali, November 3, 1995 - The international conference on genocide in Rwanda 
continued its deliberations yesterday on the causes, responsibilities and social, economic as well 
as political consequences. Today the conference will discuss the experience in other countries 
and lessons to be drawn from such a past. At yesterday's session, the Rwandese Prime Minister, 
Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, outlined the problems faced by the current Government, which 
had inherited a traumatized society and a bankrupt economy. He called for international 
solidarity to help the country achieve its recovery. All speakers agreed that the genocide issue 
is an international problem, which calls for all countries to get involved in bringing to justice 
the criminals on their territory. 

Mr. Fran~ois Xavier of the French NGO, SURVIE, exposed the role of France in last 
year's crisis, which included the training of militias and the use of French security services to 
spread supportive propaganda in favour of the genocidal regime. He said France tried to 
obscure issues ·with false claims that there had been genocide on both sides. On the current 
trends in France, the Head of SURVIE indicated that the French leadership is divided on the 
Rwanda issue. He regretted that those leaders who are understanding and favourable to the 
Rwanda Government face frustrations from the unrepentant establishment. Giving as an 
example Minister of Cooperation Xavier Immanuel, he said the latter's good disposition to 
Rwanda is resisted by some civil servants and big men in the military. Another participant, 
journalist/writer Colette Brackman, blamed France for having diverted world opinion to refugee 
camps in Zaire, with the result that genocide survivors remained abandoned by the international 
community. She also showed that further diversion was done through undue focus on South 
African elections while the genocide here attracted too few journalists of the international press. 

The Speaker of the South African Parliament was received yesterday by H.E. President 
Bizimungu. The lady, who is one of the participants in the conference on genocide, said in a 
subsequent interview that forgiveness can prevail, but without ever forgetting the tragedy. She 
said the Rwanda experience was a terrible lesson for South Africa, which must shun the politics 
of ethnicity. In another interview. a Rwandese researcher in Paris, Jose Kagabo, said the lesser 
criminals who were misled into arson and looting can be tried by village councils and made to 
atone for their crimes through community service, like rebuilding homes of survivors. An expert 
on nazism pointed out that impurity would only lead to a recurrence of genocidal acts. A local 
participant, Ms. Kanzayire who heads a Rwandese NGO helping survivors, lamented the lack 
of material assistance for genocide widows and orphans. She deplored the exploitation of 
orphans by some families and some NGOs which use their plight for personal gain. Ms. 
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gain. Ms. Kanzayire said the Government should take full responsibility for the educational 
needs of those orphans. The Government should also work with aid donors to ensure the 
material rehabilitation of the survivors. 

A total of 666 refugees returned to Rwanda through two eastern border posts between 
Monday and Wednesday this week. The Rusumo border post registered 550 returnees from 
three camps in Tanzania, while the border with Burundi in Ngenda, Kigali Rural, welcomed 116 
returnees from camps in Northern Burundi. The new impetus is due to the double effect of 
visits by Rwandese officials to the refugee camps and the trips by refugee representatives who 
have been visiting their communes and returning to the camps to reassure the others about the 
security situation. In the case of Benaco Camp in Tanzania, a new factor has been the 
replacement of Rwandese employees by Tanzanian officials at UNHCR offices. According to the 
returnees from there, those Rwandese employees used to oppose strongly the registration ~f 
refugees willing to return. The new Tanzanian employees with UNHCR are now facilitating the 
repatriation exercise. Meanwhile, on the western border with Zaire, 133 refugees returned home 
through Cyangugu. Among them were 73 refugees of the 60s, who complained of harassment 
by Zairian soldiers and lack of assistance from UNHCR and o~her refugee agencies. 

A group of arsonists was caught in Gikomero Commune which neighbours Kigali City. 
The arsonists had burned down three houses in the sector bearing the same name. Their leader 
by the name of Nizeyimana, confessed that the motive was to make the whole neighbourhood 
rush to the scene, which would have enabled the group to rob many homes with ease. Although 
natives of Gikomero, the arsonists had come from Tumba Commune in Byumba, where they 
had been livilig in hiding for fear of arrest in connection with genocide. Nizeyimana explained 
that their int•:nded robbery was motivated by the need to raise money for bribing the officials 
of Tumba Commune, in order to obtain clearance of good conduct and residence papers. 
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Kig~i.!L November 2_.J_99~- The l,ntemational Conferen~e on Rwanda·s genocide opened 
yesfenlay evening af the National Ass£'mhly Unildinf.!. In his addt·£'ss to thf:" pmiicipants on this 
occasion. fl. E. J•,·csident nizinnmgu said the purpose of the Confer·ence was to share ideas with 
experts from var-ious countries, in pmiicular countries that had experienced some degree of 
genocide or massive violation of human rights, in a bid to fonnulate an appropriate policy for 
the national healing process. He obse1·ved that the country is faced with two types of fear, 
namely, fe~w of genocide recun·ence and fear of vengeance. The Rwandese llcad of State was 
of the view that a distinction ought to be made between the leaders who master-minded the 
genocide and the simple people who were misled. The aflministration ofjm;tice could follow that 
pattent. without however leaving room for impunity. 

In a later intet·view with Radio Rwanda. (•resident Bizimungu ruled out the idea of a 
blanket panlon. He said thea·e would be a campaign to raise awareness among the population 
about the immorality of what had happened and to stir up repentance among the culprits. He 
explained that the presence of Prefets was in line with plans to take the conference message 
across the whole country. Asked about the forth coming regional summit to be convened by ex~ 
President Jimmy Carter, the President explained that the summit should focus on the 
implementation of the decisions taken at the Nairobi and Bujumbura Conferences on refugee 
•·epatt·iation. He wondered why no c.-iminals had been an-ested in the region and said the 
coming summit might help add1·ess such issues. Mr. Bizimungu flatly denied any possibility of 
the summit leading to negotiations with the genocide leaders. 

The delegates to the Conference on genocide had earlier yesterday been taken to 
Mugomhwa in Mnganza Commune, Hutan', where they witnessed one of the horrendous scenes 
of fast .rea•··s genocide at the Chm·cb. The t·enown French researcher Jean Pierre Chretien 
deplm·ed in a subsequent interview attempts in some circles to play down the extent of the 
tr·agedy. E(tmtlly revolted was the I lead of the Ft·ench NGO, SUR VIE, who said that there wen~ 
efforts in some qua1·ters to depict the genocide here as archaic pr·imitivity. while it was a modern 
t,henomennn, wifh such devices of manipulation as RTLM Radio. 

Pt·esident Rizinmngu received yester·day the Ambassadors of Egypt and Canada, who 
presented to him their credentials. After that ceremony, the lady Ambassador of Egypt said her 
country suppotis the work of the International Tribunal for Rwanda. She denied reports about 
Egypt having played a role in last yeat·'s upheavals here, adding that good relations had existed 
in the past and will be strengthened further with the current Government. On his part, the ' I 
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Canadian Ambassadm· promised to •·csmne Canadian cooperation. with emphasis on assistance 
to the National University. as in the past. He also disclosed that a prominent genocide suspect, 
I ,con MngC'sc..a, was facing the law in Canada and measures WC'l"e lJeing taken to hand him ow·•· 
tn the lntenmtional T1·ibunal for Rwanda. 

Pl"ime Minister Rwigema inaugurated yeste1·day works on the housing 1u·qj~ct for 
rt'tmnees in Kigali. The infrastnu:tnre phase of the pr·oject is being sponsored by UNAMIR, 
whose machinc1·y was on site during the ceremony. The .UNDP has promised to si.pport the 
water supply component. At this site tour ceremony, the Prime Minister was accompanied by 
the l\tiniste1· of Public Works and Energy, Mr. Ntakirutinka, and .the Minister of Rehabilitation 
and Social Reintegration. 1\f.-. Patrick Mazimhaka. The Special Representative of the UN

RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, November 1. 1995 - The Cabinet met yesterday under the Chairmanship of H.E. 
President Bizimungu and approved the Draft Bill amending the Constitution under Article 32 of the 
Arusha Agreement. The amendment endorses the recent National Assembly decisions on the re­
establishment of the Supreme Court. The Cabinet also discussed the proclamation of Heroes' Day, 
the criteria for selection of national heroes and the rating of academic awards obtained under 
different education systems. With regard to the selection of national heroes, a standing commission 
was set up for the task, consisting of the following: Internal Affairs Minister Alexis Kanyarengwe, 
National Assembly Member Tito Rutaremara, Col. Charles Muhire of RPA, Rev. Muzungu, Dr. 
Ntabomvura and Ms. Mukasine. 

Prime Minister Pierre Celestin Rwigema received on Monday the Special Representative of 
the UN Secretary-General, Ambassador Shaharyar M. Khan. They discussed UNAMIR's assistance 
in the servicing of housing schemes earmarked for resettling returnees in the suburbs of Kigali. 
Ambassador Khan offered to the Rwanda Government UNAMIR's expertise and equipment for 
infrastructure works, including clearing the sites, constructing roads and connecting the power and 
water supply networks for the housing project. The works are due to start today. This housing 
scheme will cover the Kigali peripheral hills of Gisozi/Kagugu, Nyarutarama, Kimironko and 
Kagarama. 

The International Conference on genocide in Rwanda opens this evening at the National 
Assembly Building at 5 p.m. Announcing the event, the Minister of Transport and 
Communications, Dr. Charles Muligande, said the idea is to share the experience of others whose 
countries have faced massive violations of human rights. Hence the invitation of experts from such 
countries as Ethiopia, Argentina, Chili, Israel and Germany. He explained that killing over l 
million people within three months must have involved indeed great numbers of machette-wielding 
assailants. The high rate of participation by simple peasants makes the administration of justice 
complicated. Yet there is need to eradicate the culture of impunity. Mr. Muligande indicated that 
the Conference would study the possibility of devising a different type of justice for the lesser 
criminals who were misled. The Conference will also face the prevalent polemics on the root causes 
of the genocide and look into ways of assisting the surviving victims. 
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The Speaker of the Ethiopian Federal Parliament, Mr. Johannes, who arrived yesterday for 
the Conference on genocide, said reconciliation cannot be achieved without due justice being carried 
out. He observed that impunity would be a recipe for further recurrence of massacres. Talking 
about the 17-year Ethiopian experience of human rights violations, Mr. Johannes pointed out that 
his Government had appointed a Special Prosecutor to try arrested suspects who number about 
3,000. On the issue of the Rwanda case, he stressed the need to punish in particular those who built 
the machinery for genocide and organized the execution of its plan. 

The Head of the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), Mr. Cornelio 
Sommaruga, has called for closer cooperation between the Rwanda Government and the 
International Community in the task of refugee repatriation. While it is essential for all refugees 
to return home, the December deadline for that exercise is unacceptable. The ICRC Chief said the 
International Community should assist Rwanda to rebuild its judicial system, which is a necessary 
condition to achieve the smooth return of the refugees.

RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 31, 1995 • The Special Representative of the United Nations Secretary­
General, Ambassador Shaharyar M. Khan, hailed yesterday, at his press briefing, the recent 
appointment of Supreme Court Judges as a vital step for the re-establishment of the judicial system 
in Rwanda, which, in turn, will encourage the voluntary return of refugees in large numbers. He 
indicated that intenSive consultations are going on between the Rwanda Government and the 
Security Council to decide on the renewal of the UNAMIR mandate, which expires on 8 December. 
If the mandate is not renewed, UNAMIR is ready to phase out its mission. Ambassador Khan 
pointed out that the eOf!Sultations are made easier by Rwanda's membership of the Security Council 
until the end of the year. He also said UNAMIR is supportive of the forthcoming international 
conference on genocide, which will help Rwanda face better the post-trauma healing process. 

At the same press briefing the UNHCR Representative in Kigali, Mr. Roman Urasa, said 
the recent statement by President Mobutu, which allayed fears of forcible repatriation of the 
refugees in Zaire, had slowed the momentum of returning refugees over last week. The numbers 
did not increase as previously projected. He said that there is now enough capacity to handle 6,000 
returnees per day, adding that unplanned massive repatriation would cause chaos both in Rwanda 
and in the r4i!gion. 

Meanwhile, a total of 442 returnees from various camps near Goma were registered 
yesterday in Gisenyi, before proceeding to the transit camp at Nkamira. Further reports from 
Goma say an American nurse working in the refugee camps had her legs amputated following a 
landmine explosion that blew up her car near Kibwnba camp. She was evacuated to Nairobi for 
medical treatment. 

Rwandatel workers went on strike yesterday complaining about mismanagement of the 
teleconmmnications parastatal and protesting against the sacking of their colleagues. The latter 
were expelled on the suspicion of embezzling company money. 

Three armed robbers forced their way into interfreight and made off with US$ 29,000, plus 
an unspecified amount in local currency. The men shot in the air; sending into flight the 
multinational's scared persmmel. 
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Abroad 

Burundi's President. Sylvestre Ntibantunganya, arrived in Paris yesterday on an official 
visit. during which he will meet President Chirac and Prime Minister Juppe. A French official 
announced that their talks would centre on the plans to hold a summit in the region of the Great 
Lakes. 

Uganda has so far issued no comment on accusations levelled by Sudan against the National 
Resistance Army (NRA) - the country's armed forces - alleging the latter's invasion of Southern 
Sudan. The Uganda Government broke off diplomatic relations with Sudan last April in protest 
against Khartoum's armed support for the so-called Lord's Army of rebel Kony in Northern 
Uganda. 

Tanzania's opposition leaders have protested against irregularities in last Sunday's national 
elections. Accusing the Government and the Electoral Commission of rigging the votes in favour 
of the ruling CCM party, the three opposition parties are demanding the setting up of an aU-party 
interim Government to organize fresh elections. The Electoral Commission, which was appointed 
by the CCM Government. had conceded the prevalence of voting irregularities in parts of Dar-es­
Salaani, where fresh elections are scheduled to be held on an unspecified date next week. 
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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 27, 1995 - Rwanda's Prime Minister Pierre Celestin Rwigema held a 
meeting yesterday with three Ministers to review the resettlement plans for returnees in Kigali City. 
In attendance were the Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Mr. Patrick 
Mazimhaka, the Minister of Public Works and Energy, Mr. Charles Ntakirutinka and the Minister 
of Finance, Mr. Marc Rugenera. They discussed the progress on infrastructure works to prepare 
four hills in Kigali for residential estates. It was revealed that the infrastructure project on Gisozi 
Hill would be complete by the end of November. There have been 2500 applications for plots and 
so far 700 of them have been successfully processed. However, the nmnber of applicants for 
approval of ready construction plans is only 100. It was decided that the new plot owners must 
develop their plots without delay and measures will be taken to discourage those inclined to mere 
speculation. 

An international conference on Rwanda's genocide will be held in Kigali next week, from 
1 to 5 November. The Minister of Transport and Telecommunications, Dr. Charles Muligande, 
announced this yesterday, in an interview with Radio Rwanda. He had been in-charge of the 
preparations for the conference in his former post of Presidential Adviser and continues now to 
oversee the whole exercise. The purpose of the conference is to seek a viable and coherent national 
policy aimed at overcoming the effects of genocide in order to stabilize Rwandese society. Invited 
guests include eminent personalities like ex-President Mwalimu Nyerere, Nobel Prize Winner 
Archbishop Tutu, OAU Secretary-General Salim Ahmed Salim and Mrs. Machel, widow of the late 
P1·esident of Mozambique. Foreign experts on genocide have been invited from Argentina, Chile, 
El Salvador, South Africa, Ethiopia, Israel and Germany, in a bid to share their experience with 
Rwandese leaders. Also invited is Jean-Pierre Chretien of France, who is a reknown researcher and 
author specializing on ethnic problems in Rwanda. The Conference \\ill study what went wrong 
with the Rwandese society, the root causes of the tragedy, the role of the international press, the 
ways and means to eradicate the culture of impunity, the assistance to the tramnatized and 
impoverished survivors and the effective remedy for national reconciliation. In addition to 
Government officials, who include all the 11 prefets, Rwandese participants will come from civil 
organizations such as Churches, hmnan rights groups and intellectual circles. 

The Minister of Public Service, Sheikh Abdul Karim Harerimana, held a meeting yesterday 
with officials of Ministries that own parastatals. Discussions centred on the modalities to recruit 
senior officials of those parastatal companies. It was announced that written tests and interviews 
will be conducted jointly by Public Se1·vice officials and officials of the Ministry concerned. 
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The visiting Director-General ofiCRC, Mr. Cornelius Sernaruga. toured yesterday Gitararna 
Prison and pledged more food and medical aid for Rwanda's prisons. 

Prefet Sernuhungu of Butare returned yesterday from a two-day tour of refugee camps in 
~orthern Burundi, where he tried to persuade the refugees to return horne. He told them to shun 
rumours and heed the call for returning home. 

Kanombe Commune, which lies on the outskirts of Kigali City. is faced with a new wave of 
insecurity. In its Rusheshe sector. about ten people have been killed and one was seriously injured. 
It is feared that there are criminals hiding in the nearby Nyabarongo swamp, who come out at night 
to destabilize the area. The main suspects are returning refugees who have sneaked back without 
going through the right channels of repatriation. 

Kibuye Prefecture is hit by an outbreak of dysentery in some of its communes. About 136 
patients have been hospitalized suffering from the disease, while three died in Rwamatarnu 
Commune. 
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Kigali, October 26, 1995- The Rwandese f>rime Minister, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, 
received yesterday the French Ambassador to Rwanda, who promised to interest the FrendJ 
Government in rmancing the rehabilitation of the sugar factory at Kabuye. The Minister of 
Commerce aud Industry, Mr. Prosper Higiro, attendc_'fi the talks. Ambassador Jacques Courbin 
promised to sensitize the l<'rench Government on the importance of the sugar project for the whole 
population, with a view to obtaining funding for it. Further, he said French assistance will benefit 
the sectors of health, education, rur.ll development and humanitarian relief, adding that some of 
that promised aid for hcaJth is due to arrive anytime soon. 

The Minister of Information, Mr. Jean Pierre Bizimana returned yesterday from a meeting 
in Brussels, where he had held talks with Belgian and UNESCO officials on the required support 
for the media in Rwanda. Among the issues discussed was the revival of the Rwanda Media 
project, which the Minister said would be resumed with the help from UNESCO and the Belgian 
cooperation agency for development, AGCD. Mr. Bizimana was also promised by the Intemadonal 
Federation of Journalists (Jt'IJ) rental funds for the Press Centre in Kigali, which UNESCO pledged 
to provide with the required equipment. This is scheduled to open after three years in temporary 
premises, pending the rmancing of the construction of a Press House planned in the future. The 
Minister also requested financial assistance for setting up a rural radio that will be managed by 
women and will focus on their activities. lie explained that the emphasis on women was due to the 
fact that they are the main L'Conomic operators in rur.ll Rwanda. The project was well received by 
the aid donors met. And so was the rec.1uest for a donation of printing press facilities in support 
of the local private press. Sucb a donation, according to the Minister, would belp lower production 
costs and promote circulation of independent newspapers, now limited to the Capital, to all rural 
areas in the country. This would also entail setting up a distribution network extending to every 
administrative st.>ctor. It was agreed by the donors that all these press promotional measures 
deserve their due support. 

The Minister of l .. ower Education, Mr. Laurien Ngirabanzi, arrived back yesterday from 
a Ministerial meeting in Tour, france, which had brought together over 40 Education Ministers 
from Sub-Saharan countries. The biennial session dt.'Cidt.'tl to declare 1996 Year of Education in 
Mrica, in accordance with the wishes of the OAlJ. The Ministers set up a special fund to support 
education in three war-n.tvagcd cow1tries, namely, Rwanda, Liberia and Somalia. Rwanda solicited 
aid in areas of tminihJ.; teachers, tt-'Chnica1 coursl.."'>, supply of scholastic materials and curriculum 
development for subjt--cts aimc..'fi at promoting national n-conciliation. Assistance was also sought

from aid donors to fund the budget for volunteer teachers whom African countries have promised 
to send to Rwanda. Lastly, a seven-man MinisteriaJ Committee was set up to implement the 
decisions of the meeting: West Africa wiJI be represented by Senegal and Ghana; Southern Mrica 
by Malawi and Zimbabwe; Central Africa by Cameroon; East Africa by Uganda and the Indian 
Ocean islands by Mauritius. The Bureau has a two-year mandate. 

The Director-Gener.:tl of the lnternationaJ Committee of the Red Cross, Mr. Cornelius 
Semaruga, arrived in Kigali yesterday for talks with the Rwanda Government on bow to improve 
ICRC aid to survivors of genocide ~md detainees in congested prisons. During his four-day visit, 
the ICRC Chief will visit the Nyarubuye Parish genocide site and the re-education centre for 
children detainees at Nsinda. In his pn·ss conference on his arrivaJ, Mr. Semaruga stressed the 
concern of the ICRC for the refugees to return on their own volition and to resettle in dignity. 

Amnesty InternationaJ has expressL-d concern about the time-limit set by Zaire for the 
repatriation of Rwandesc refugees from its territory. Stating that such a dose deadline would lead 
to a humanitarian disaster, the London-basL-d organization criticized the international community 
for yielding to the threats from Zaire.

All four died in the eXI)Iosion that followed the beating of the 
lethal objects. 
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Kigali, October 25, 1995 - H.E. President Pasteur Bizimungu of Rwanda addressed 
yesterday's session of the World Leaders' meeting conuuemorating the fiftieth anniversary of the 
UN. His address focussed on last year's genocide in Rwanda and on the need for a better economic 
world order. The President said that the genocide in Rwanda, which claimed over I million lives, 
had come as a result of divisive colonial rule. The widespread ethnic massacres of 1959, precursor 
of the genocide, had taken place under the colonial regime, which held the responsibility for those 
killings. And the subsequent plight of about 2 million Rwandese refugees remained ignored for over 
three decades by the international community, in cohorts with the regimes that ruled Rwanda after 
independence. President Bizimungu stressed that the current Government is the first to set up a 
policy calling for the return of all Rwandese refugees. He regretted that the planners and 
perpetrators of last year's genocide, who, in addition, are preventing the new refugees from 
returning h•Jf:.E:-. arE- :;etng giverl'special ~reatment in some capitals. In this connection, he.deplored 
the moral d~cay of S• me Govenmtents, including that of President Moi of Kenya, striving to protect 
the criminals. President Bizhnuugu called upon the international community to ensure that never 
again should mankind face the horrors of Rwanda's genocide or fornter Yugoslavia's ethnic 
cleansing. On the issue of international relations, he lamented the problem of the debt burden for 
developing countries and urged the international community to devise new mechanisms of 
cooperation. He stressed that true peace cannot be achieved without due respect being given to 
basic principles and tenets of morality. The Rwandese Head of State supported proposals for an 
expanded Security Council, where interests of developing nations can be better catered for. 

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, received yesterday, on behalf 
of the Pt·esident, a special envoy of Malawi's Head of State, H.E. Bal<ili Muluzi, who is current 
chairman of COMESA -the economic community g•·ouping the countries of Eastern and Southern 
African Statn. The message offered Rwanda a seat on the inter-ministerial committee preparing 
tht) joint met>:ing cf COMESA and the Southern Afdcan community known as SADCC. The 
COMESA/SADCC joint meeting will take place in Windhoek, Namibia, in January next year. In 
another audience, Mr. Rwigema also received the new Chief Justice. Jean Mutsinzi, and the new 
Attorney-General, Mr. Simeon Rwagasore, with whom he discussed the steps being taken to make 
the judicial system operational soon. 

The liN Secretary-General, Dr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali, has appointed a six-man commission 
to investigate reports of military training being offered to Rwandese refugees in Zaire. The 
Commission members are from Egypt (Chairnmn), Canada. Germany. Netherlands, Pakistan and 
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Zimbabwe. The investigation follows reports by the US-based hwuan r-ights NGO. Africa Watch. 
which accused Zaire of allowing the refugees to organize their military training. The same reports 
accused France, Egypt. China and South Africa of supplying arms to the refugee camps. in 
contravention of international conventions. 

Opposition leaders in Kenya are set to visit Rwanda, despite a ban put on the trip by Moi's 
Govermnent. 

An infiltrator from refugee camps in Zaire. Sergeant Samuel Murego, was caught yesterday 
villagers of Nanga sector. in Karago Commune. He was carrying fire--arms and other military 
equipment. Meanwhile, 150 refugees returned from Zaire yesterday through Gisenyi.

RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

KiJ:ali~ October 23, 1995- The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Celestin 
Rwigema. officiated on Saturday at the reburial of genocide victims at Butare University 
campus. He was representing the Head of State who is away on a US visit. In his 
address to the University community and invited guests, who included Ministers, 
Ambassadors and Members of the National Assembly, Mr. Rwigema pointed out that the 
genocide last year was a sign of a sick society, which calls for a national remedy. The 
phenomenon was all the more shocking given the involvement of intellectuals and even 
medical doctors in acts of genocide. He lamented that ethnicity bad been used as a deadly 
weapon by politicians and some foreigners who distorted the country's history. In this 
connection, he said there is urgent need to rewrite Rwanda's history and replace the 
existing text-books, which have now been discarded as they misrepresented facts. Those 
text-books bad only served to promote selfish interests of former leaders. He urged the 
Rwandese to be proud of being trrst and foremost Rwandese and cease looking at 
themselves in ethnic mirrors. Calling for the punishing of people who took part in 
genocide, the Premier observed the need for dealing with lesser offenders in community 
councils where those who repent can be forgiven, on the basis of their past record, for 
the promotion of national reconciliation. He appealed to the University community to 
become torch-bearers for unity, so as to ensure that the horrible events of last year can 
never recur in this country. 

In an earlier address on the same occasion, the University Vice-Chancellor, Dr. 
Deo Kambanda, deplored the massacre last year of 50 lecturers, 600 students and 160 
workers of the University. The student victims included 200 from Nyakinama Campus 
in Rubengeri. There are about 1000 more students whose whereabouts are not known. 
The Vice-Chancellor expressed shock at the involvement of intellectuals in genocide, 
which cast serious doubts on the education system of this institution now in its 32nd year_ 
The list of genocide leaders includes Dr. Seraph in Bararengana, brother of late President 
Habyarimana. Dr. Kambanda said all authors of genocide should be brought to justice 
and surviving victims should be helped out as some kind of consolation. He appealed for 
funding to facilitate compilation of the tragic events, given that sensitization of the 
nationals is essential to avoid the recurrence of the horror. One lady survivor lamented, 
in a tearful speech, the impunity of genocide accomplices known to her, saying it was 
absurd for the law to require evidence of five people when most would-be witnesses were 
in the coffins for reburiaL 

The Rwandese Minister of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation, Dr. 
Anastase Gasana, addressed last Thursday the meeting of 113 member countries of the 
Non-Aligned Movement (NAM), in Cartagena, Colombia. The Minister told the 
gathering that last year's genocide in Rwanda was not a result of ethnic hate, but rather 
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a consequence of machinations by the then ruling party, MRND, and its Government 
troops. He said Rwanda supports the NAM proposal for greater representation on the 
Security Council, adding that if such a substantial presence bad been there last year, the 
UN supreme body would not have ordered the withdrawal of 2000 troops from Rwanda 
at the height of the genocidal crisis. He appealed to the member countries represented 
at the meeting to give all due cooperation to the International Tribunal set up to try 
suspects of the Rwanda genocide. Warning that those raising the issue of Habyarimana's 
death are only trying to shield the criminals, Dr. Gasana stressed the decisions of summits 
held in Nairobi last January and Bujumbura last February as the valid basis for resolving 
the problem of Rwandese refugees, which effort should be supported by all NAM 
countries concerned. 

Abroad 

US President Bill Clinton opened yesterday the World Leaders's Summit at the UN 
in New York. The Summit, marking the 50th anniversary of the World Organization, has 
attracted the greatest attendance of Heads of State todate. 

In what astounded many observers, President Chirac of France cancelled his much 
publicized meeting planned with the Algerian President in New York. This followed 
protests by the French Left and the Algerian Opposition. The latter has welcomed the 
announcement of the cancellation. 

Kenya's immigration officials at the Isibania border post sent back a group of 
Rwandese refugees who had crossed from Tanzania. The refugees were allowed back in 
Tanzania. 
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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 20, 1995- The Rwandese Head of State, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, arrived 
in Washington on Wednesday for his US visit, which has been arranged by Africare, a US-based 
NGO operating in Rwanda. The President and his delegation, which includes the First Lady, are 
heading for the UN in New York, where he will address the General Assembly next Tuesday, in 
ceremonies marking the Organization's 50th anniversary. In Washington, he met yesterday a group 
of African-American leaders and later held talks with the Secretary of State, Mr. Warren 
Christopher, and Vice-President AI Gore. He gave an afternoon press conference, followed last 
evening by a meeting with President Clinton. The two Presidents are due to meet again at a 
planned dinner by Africare for a select group of world leaders. 

Germany offered yesterday to the National Bank, BNR, equipment worth Rwfr 87 million 
for screening and recycling old Bank notes. The first Deputy Governor of the National Bank, Mr. 
Laurien Rutayisire, officiated at the handing-over ceremony, which was attended by the German 
Ambassador to Rwanda, the Director of GTZ and the Director-General of the Ministry of Finance, 
Mr. Simon Ntare. Mr. Rutayisire thanked the German officials for the two machines offered, 
which will enable the Bank to sort out very easily damaged notes for reissue. 

The Ministry of Public Works and Energy opened in Gisenyi ~'esterday a seminar for the 
technicians of the Yungwe water purification plant, which is being rehabilitated with the ICRC 
support. The ICRC is also sponsoring the seminar. The rehabilitation is expected to provide 
enough drinking water to a total of 100 000 people in three communes, namely, Mutura, Rwerere 
and Kananta. 

In Kibuye, fishing on Lake Kivu has been suspended due to insecurity in the area. The 
Prefet of Kibuye, Mr. Kabera, announced this following some murder incidents which were blamed 
on subversive elements feared to have come from neighbouring Cyangugu. The Prefet also warned 
some parents who prevent, on religious grounds, their children from attending school. He said that 
education being the foundation for the country's development, such retrogressive acts cannot but 
call for punishment. 

Gisenyi received yesterday 194 refugees returning from Zaire, while in Kibungo, a group 
of refugees from Camps in Tanzania arrived to tour their various communes to assess security 
there. They are to visit Birenga, Kigarama and Mugesera, after which they will go back to 
Tanzania to inform fellow refugees on the security situation, in a bid to achieve more voluntary 
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repatriation. Meanwhile, a group of 47 Rwandese were arrested as illegal immigrants between 
Ngara and Kabanga, in Tanzania, and were returned to Rwanda. 

Abroad 

Negotiations between the Luanda Government and Savimbi's UNIT A came to a stand-still 
yesterday, following the shooting to death of a UNIT A General's bodyguard in the Capital. The 
Government has promised to investigate the killing, but the UNITA delegation is boycotting the 
talks in protest against the attack, feared to have been aimed at the General who was out of the car 
when the killing occurred. 

Kenya is faced with the problem of 500 000 orphans left behind by parents who have died 
of AIDS-related diseases. It is feared that within a few years, the country's population of 25 million 
will have 1 million people with a sero-positive condition. 

The UNHCR has warned that Libya's decision to expel the over 1 million illegal workers 
would cause upheavals in the countries affected by this move, especially in Sudan, Chad and Mali, 
where there is already marked instability.

Kigali, October 19, 1995 ~ The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, 
addressed yesterday a Senior Officers' seminar at the Military School, ESM, in Kigali. The one­
week seminar, which opened last Saturday, is a political awareness effort for the benefit of officers 
from all units throughout Rwanda. Various Government officials have been invited to address the 
seminar on a number of topics. In his expose, the Premier explained the Government policy, 
pointing out the great need for cohesion among the different structures of the Administration, so 
as to achieve the goals of the Eight-Point Programme. He pointed out that the Government of 
national Unity is guidd by principles of fundamental law, Arusha Accord and the RPA Declaration. 
On the Anny and Ge•Idanner;e. he stressed the fact that these belong to the whole nation and not 
to an} group J: peoplt He called upon the military to protect ~ecurity without using excessive force 
and to promote the GoYernment policy of national unity. Mr. Rwigema disclosed that the issue of 
salaries and equipment for the military is being handled and that both the US Embassy and the 
German Embassy had promised to give some assistance. He further indicated that the matter bad 
been discussed between him and the Finance Minister, who is due to travel abroad to sign an 
agreement on related aid package. One officer interviewed by Radio Rwanda stated that the 
seminar offered an opportunity to revive the political course for better nation building. 

The Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Mr. Patrick Mazimhaka, was in 
Gisenyi yesterday to address the Repatriation Committee meeting at Hotel Meridien. The Minister 
also welcomed the 680 returnees who crossed from Zaire yesterday. The UNHCR and IO:M are 
providing the necessary logistics to receive the returning refugees, whom they transport to Nkamira 
transit cam;J for temporary stay before the return to home communes. The Gisenyi meeting is 
studying way~ ;Htd mea1!S of facilitating the repatriation and reintegr-ation of refugees. Topics under 
discussion im.iude mothation aud discipline for the staff involved, relations among the various 
bodies concerned and administrative strategies to enhance efficiency. Today the Committee will 
discuss the issue of coordination among the 15 Ministries dealing with refugee matters, while 
tomorrow the discussion will be on liaising with NGOs. In the meantime, other reports indicate that 
a total of 118 refugees returned to Kibungo from Tanzania yesterday. 

The Minister of Higher Education, Mr. Joseph Nsengimana, took part yesterday in the 
procession organized at Butare Campus in remembrance of the genocide victims at the University. 
The march by mourning students and staff, who carried placards denouncing the genocide, started 
from the Campus and moved to the City Centre. The lecturers and students deplored the barbaric 
massacre of staff and students at the Can1pus last year, while calling for justice to be carried out

to punish the perpetrators of the genocide. Funeral rites and decent reburial for the· victims will 
take place at the National University Campus next Saturday. 

The Rwandese Ambassador to South Africa, Maj. Dr. Karenzi, is reported to have explained 
that a total of 20 Rwandese refugees have been arrested in Zambia, the majority being arraigned 
for illegal stay. Those arrested for genocide are: Mr. George Rutaganda, former Vice-President 
of INTERAHAMWE, Mr. Come Bizimungu, ex-Prefet of Kigali Rural, Mr. Jacques Gasekurume, 
Mr. Gerard Gatera, Mr. Jean de Dieu Habineza, Mr. Felicien Libanje, a former member of the 
MRND Executive Committee, and Mr. Jean Paul Akayezu. It was noted that Zambia is the first 
African country to have arrested genocide suspects. 

Meanwhile, the President of the Security Council, Ambassador Gambari of Nigeria, has 
called upon all member countries to arrest any genocide suspects on their territory. He also 
appealed to the international community to assist Rwanda in the rehabilitation of its judicial system 
and prison facilities. Ambassadm· Gambari also deplored acts of subversive infiltrations carried out 
by Rwandese refugees against their country.

Kigali, October 18, 1995 - H.E. President Bizimungu left Kigali yesterday evening for New 
York, where he is scheduled to address the UN General Assembly on 24 October, during 
celebrations of the 50th anniversary of the world body. The President is passing through 
Washington where he lvill meet US President Bill Clinton at a dinner organized by Africare for 
some world leaders. Accompanied by his wife, Mrs. Serafina Bizimungu, and the Prefet of 
Ruhengeri, Mr. Karuhije, the Rwandese Head of State will be joined in the US by his Foreign 
Minister, Dr. Anastase Gasana, who has been attending meetings of the UN General Assembly. 

Prior to his departure, President Bizimungu swore in six Judges of the Supreme Court, one 
Minister and four members of the National Assemb~Y_ at.~ afternoon ceremony held at 
Parliamentary Buildings. The six Judges are: Justice Jean ~i, Chief Justice, Justice~ 
Kanubana for Magistrates' Courts, Justice Maj. Augustin Cyiza for Court of Appeal, Justice Paul 
Rutayisire for the Constitutional Court, Justice Vincent Nkezabaganwa for the Council of State and 
Justice Paul Ruyenzi for Auditor-General. The new Minister of Information, Mr. Jean Pierre 
Bizimana, was also sworn-in, together with the Attorney-General, Maitre Simeon Rwagasore and 
the Principal State Attorney, Maitre Louis Marie Mugenzi.- With them were four new members of 
the National Assembly, namely, former Posts and Telecommunications Minister, Mrs. Immaculee 
Kayumba for the RPF, Maj. Dr. Sezibera and Capt. Jill Rutaremara for the RPA and Mr. Jean 
Leon Bizima for MDR. 

During this ceremony, President Bizimungu stressed the need for the new Judges to maintain 
the independence of the Judiciary as provided by the Law, with a high sense of accountability, while 
avoiding influence from the other arms of the Government - the Executive and the National 
Assembly. This is the last stage in re-establishing State institutions, destroyed by genocide last year. 
The President pointed out two issues to be addressed by the Judiciary: first, anomalies dictated by 
circumstances in arresting genocide suspects; second, the need to draw the difference between the 
role played by leaders and by simple citizens in the perpetration of genocide. On the latter 
question, he indicated that a seminar will be held next month to advise the Judiciary on the right 
course to take. This will involve foreign experts, Cabinet Ministers, members of the National 
Assembly, political parties and civil leaders. The magnitude of genocide trials requires formulation 
of a special policy with a view to rebuilding a new Rwanda. 

On the sante occasion, the new Minister of Justice, Mrs. Marthe Mukamurenzi, said the 
National Assembly is debating a bill on the regulations to govern the functioning of the judicial 
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system. When the biH is passed, the appointment of other judges will follow and it is planned that 
within two months the Court system will be fully operational. The Deputy Speaker of the National 
Assembly, Mr. Nkongoli, stressed the importance of independence for the judiciary and observed 
that it was lack of sud1 independence which had led to genocide in this country. 

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, received yesterday the UNDP 
Assistant Administrator, Mr. Ahmad, who promised UNDP's support for the rehabilitation of the 
judicial system and the repatriation and reintegration of refugees in their Communes. The Premier 
held also talks with Ambassador Ganz, a Senior Official in the Office of the German Vice­
Chancellor and Minister of Foreign Affairs, Dr. Claus Kinkel. Ambassador Ganz is visiting 
Rwanda for a follow-up on the matters discussed during the last visit of the Vice-Chancellor. Over 
DM7 million has been pledged in emergency aid, with particular concern for the judicial system and 
the issue of overcrowded prisons. 

In Gisenyi, six subversive infiltrators from Zaire were caught yesterday morning by villagers 
in Bulinda sector of Rubavu Commune. One of them was disarmed and shot dead as he resisted 
arrest. The six had three guns, 11 grenades, two anti-pers01mel mines and two anti-tank mines. 
They confessed to have entered the country on 28 September via Lake Kivu, landing in Kayove 
Commune. Only one of them had previously been a soldier in the former army. The others had 
undergone a six-month training in the refugee camp. Their leader, Oscar Hategekimana, is 
originally from Rutongo Commune. The infiltrations are master-minded by Maj. Nkilikina in the 
refugee camps and are aimed at sabotage acts to discredit the Government.

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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 17. 1995 - H. E. President Bizimungu sent on Sunday a congratulatory 
message to the President of Zaire, Marshal Mobutu Sese Seko, on the occasion of his 65th birthday. 
The telegram pointed out that the Marshal has been leading his country for almost 30 years now, 
serving not only Zaire but also the continent of Africa. The Rwandese Head of State wished him 
good health and prosperity. Another telegram of congratulations was sent to North Korean 
President Kim Jong II, on the occasion of the 50th anniversary of his country's Workers' Party. 
President Bizimungu noted in that message the good relations prevailing between Rwanda and North 
Korea, while wishing the North Korean Leader happiness and prosperity. 

Bidding farewell to the Belgian Minister of State for Cooperation, President Bizimungu 
indicated that the Rwanda Government has not been opposed to the holding of a regional summit. 
The Belgian Minister left last evening for Brussels. In a press interview he gave at the Belgian 
Embassy before his departure, Mr. Reginard Morales said his assessment of Rwanda's situation was 
positive. Belginm is going to resume its cooperation programme, which will focus on health, 
agriculture, education, small and medium enterprises and rehabilitation of the judicial system. He 
indicated that special attention will also be given to projects in Butare, Kigali Rural and 
Rwamagana. Recalling the old ties between Rwanda and Belgium, he said that other aid donors, 
including the Americans, look up to Belgium for setting the pace in assisting this country. 

The Minister of Labour and Social Affairs, Mr. Pie Mugabo, held yesterday a meeting with 
the leaders of the Pentecostal Church in Rwanda to deal with the leadership crisis affecting the 
Church. The meeting was also attended by the Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col. Ndibwami, and 
the Prefet of Kigali City, Major Rose Kabuye. The Church wrangle stems from the decision of a 
meeting held in Nairobi in November last year, which confirmed the former Provost, now in exile 
in Kenya, as the rightful leader of the Pentecostal Church in Rwanda. A faction of the Church, 
led locally by Rev. Kayihura Sibomana, has endorsed that decision and keeps transferring funds 
to the exiled Provost. Another faction, led by Andre Munonoka, is opposed to this and has been 
trying to wrest leadership from the other group. The Minister indicated that it is not legal for the 
Church to transfer money to the men in exile. He concluded by stating that neither Kayihura, nor 
Munonoka has any rightful claim to leadership of the Church, until a new meeting is held by 
Church members to choose new leaders, which he said should be in a week's time. 

The new Judges of the Supreme Court will be sworn-in today, midday, at the National 
Assembly. Also to be sworn-in are the new Minister of Information and the Attorney-General. 
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The coordinating committee for the Geneva Round-Table on assistance to Rwanda met on 
12 October in Geneva to review the situation. The Committee, which was attended by the UNDP 
Resident Representative, Mr. Hazegawa, appreciated the constructive manner in which the Rwanda 
Government had received the refugees who were forcibly repatriated by the Zaire Government. 
The donors, however, remained rather worried about the slow pace of reinstituting the judicial 
system. But this matter is being addressed, especially with the swearing-in of Supreme Court 
Judges today. 

The FAO marked yesterday its 50th am1iversary. It was on 16 October 1945 when 
representatives of 44 countries met in Quebec, Canada, to found the Food and Agriculture 
Organization. In a message from Rwanda's Ministry of Agriculture, it was announced that the 
occasion will be locally celebrated on 11 November, to coincide with the 19th anniversary of the Day 
of the Tree. The message regretted that a total of 800 million people remain underfed world-wide, 
with, among them, 200 million children suffering from malnutrition. In the case of Rwanda, out 
of a population totalling over S million internally, about 790 000 are faced with food shortage. The 
Ministry's statement indicated that the improved seeds programme, which was launched last year, 
will be a major factor in solving the food shortage problem in this country. The FAO is planning 
a World Food SUlllffiit for November next year, on self-sufficiency in food. This year's theme is 
"Feeding the People of the World". 

Eight Rwandese genocide suspects have been arrested in Zambia. They include a forn1er

The Vice-President of the United States, Mr. AI Gore, and the UN Secretary-General, 
Mr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali paid a three-hour visit to the President of Haiti, in celebrations 
marking the anniversary of the latter's restoration to power. The Secretary-General was happy 
to note the irreversible character of democracy and daily improvement of security in Haiti. 

A prominent human rights activist in Kenya, Mr. John Macbaria, was reported killed 
yesterday, allegedly by the police. The late Macharia is said to have compiled damning evidence 
of Government violation of human rights. 

Another report indicates that over the last five years, there were 153 assassinations of 
journalists in Latin America. 
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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 13, 1995 - The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, 
received yesterday in his office the American Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. David Rawson. They 
discussed possibilities of obtaining American assistance for Rwanda's Gendarmerie. The Premier 
presented a list of urgent requirements to improve the security operations of that institution. 
Indicating that the US is keen to assist Rwanda in improving security, Ambassador Rawson said he 
would examine the list and see what components the US can finance. Another meeting on the issue 
will be held in the Prime Minister's Office next week. The Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col. 
Deogratias Naibwami, attended the talks. 

Rwanda's Foreign Minister, Dr. Anastase Gasana, addressed on Wednesday the 50th session 
of the UN General Assembly. He expressed regret that the UN failed the Rwandese people during the 
genocide last year, when it withdrew its troops at the height of massacres. He also deplored the lack 
of international reaction to the predicament of Rwandese refugees between 1959 and 1990. Dr. Gasana 
indicated that unlike the previous regimes, the current Government is committed to the repatriation 
of all refugees and to solving once and for all the country's refugee problem. The UN can redeem itself 
by supporting Government efforts in that direction, especially by providing the required assistance for 
the revival of the judicial system. On the recent statement by President Moi purporting to obstruct 
investigation of genocide suspects in Kenya, Foreign Minister Gasana said this was in violation of 
Security Council Resolution 978, a matter which should be addressed by the Security Council. 
Recounting the horrible extent of atrocities committed during the genocide, he pointed out cases where 
victims paid their tormentors to kill them with bullets, instead of the alternative death under machette 
cuts or being buried alive. Dr. Gasana asked the international press to stop the divisive approach of 
looking at Rwanda solely in sectarian tenns, which polarisation the Government is striving to end. 

The tripartite meeting on the repatriation of Rwandese refugees from Zaire closed yesterday 
in Gisenyi. Five major decisions were taken by this meeting between Rwanda, Zaire and UNHCR. 
First, starting from the beginning of November, the repatriation will be at the rate of 20 000 refugees 
a day, half through Gisenyi, half through Cyangugu. Secondly, Zairian officials will b<:: touring 
Rwanda to get first-hand information on the security in communes, so as to be able to reassure the 
refugees on the prevailing safety. At the same time, similar tours will be arranged for refugees to 
assess the situation for themselves and return to camps with the right data to count -~r the 
disinformation campaign in those camps. Thirdly, the Zairian officials will intensify their fight against 
the intimidation carried out by camp leaders to stop would-be returnees. Fourthly, two technical 
committees were set up for Gisenyi and Cyangugu to coordinate the repatriation through the two entry 
points and make a follow~up to find ways of introducing new routes. Fifthly, another meeting will be 
held in Zaire between November 20 and 30 to review the progress. The UNHCR has agreed to provide 
resources for the exercise. On another note, however, a Zairian official interviewed by Radio Rwanda 
stated that his country's position on the December 31 deadline remains a non-negotiable matter. 
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An inter-ministerial meeting was held yesterday at the Prime Minister's office, chaired by Mr. 
Antoine Bizimana, Directeur de Cabinet of the Premier. The discussions, in which also took part 
officials of the National Bank (BNR) and UNDP, centred on preparations for the Geneva aid donors' 
meeting, which is scheduled for 31 March next year. It was decided to set up a better mechanism for 
information flow among the relevant officials in order to enhance efficiency in the preparations. 

The visiting German delegation toured on Wednesday the prefectures of Kibungo and Butare. 
The delegation, which comes from Rhenany Palatinate, visited Gisenyi yesterday and will meet today 
the Speaker of the National Assembly and representatives of local human rights associations. 

In Burundi, the President announced a major Cabinet reshuffle yesterday, which affects seven 
Ministers, including the dropped Ministers of Internal Affairs and Foreign Affairs. Mr. Banzubaze 
becomes the new Minister of Internal Affairs, while Mr. Bankebyumusaya takes over the Foreign 
Affairs portfolio. The men they replaced are said to have been deeply involved in what was termed 
"the Kmgger Affair", in a reference to the American Ambassador in Bujumbura. 
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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 12, 1995- H. E. President Bizimoogu yesterday, hosted a State dinner in honour 
of the visiting Irish President and her delegation. During this ceremony, which took place at Hotel des 
Mille Collines, the Rwandese President praised his irish guest for her solidarity with Rwanda. He 
reiterated that justice must be done to pooish the perpetrators of last year's genocide in Rwanda, 
warning that all countries, especially in the sub-region, must cooperate to have the suspects arrested, 
as failure to d& so could lead to serious trouble around the sub-region. President Mary Robinson 
thanked her host for the great hospitality given to her delegation. She conuuended the spirit of 
openness shown by the Government, which enabled her to have a clear grasp of the situation in the 
country. 

Mrs. Robinson had earlier visited the National University in Butare Town and Gikongoro 
Prefecture Headquarters. At the University, she was infonned that most lecturers being French­
speaking, the big nun1ber of English-speaking students have a problem to follow their courses. She 
promised to seek modalities of cooperation between Irish institutions of higher learning and the Butare 
National University. She was happy to note that despite the tragedy and destruction suffered by the 
CaDipus last year, the University is back to business. Mrs. Robinson also visited the Butare Prison, 
where she found the conditions appalling due to overcrowding. But she stated that the situation was 
understandable because of too little means available for the Government to effect any improvement. 
She noted that the detainees were fed and were not mistreated. The Irish Head of State called upon 
the International Community to come to Rwanda's help. In Gokongoro, she visited the Irish NGO, 
Trocaire, which operates in the area, and had talks with UN Human Rights monitors working there. 

The National Assembly appointed yesterday Judges of the Supreme Court. The President, or 
Chief Justice, is Mr. Jean Mutsinzi, who will be assisted by five Judges heading the Judiciary's 
Departments as follows: Mr. Balthazar Kanubana for Magistrates Courts; Maj. Augustin Cyiza for 
Appeals' Court; Mr. Paul Rutayisire for the Constitutional Court; Mr. Vincent Nkezabaganwa for the 
Council of State and Mr. Paul Ruyenzi for Auditor-General. The selection followed the presentation 
of two candidates for every post. The five Heads of Departments will also serve as Vice-Presidents of 
the Supreme Court. 

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, received yesterday the Belgian 
Ambassador to Rwanda. Their discussion focused on preparations for the visit of the Belgian Minister 
of State for Cooperation, which starts on Friday 13 October and will end on Monday 16 October. It 
will be the first visit by a Belgian Minister since the coming to power of the Government of National 
Unity. 

A tripartite meeting opened in Gisenyi yesterday to study the modalities of repatriation of 
refugees from Zaire. The meeting has brought together Rwandese officials, headed by Mr. Patrick 
Mazimhaka, Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Zairean and UNHCR officials. This 
is a follow-up of the Geneva talks held between Rwanda and Zaire last September. Minister 
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Mazimhaka thanked the Zairean delegation for the hospitality given to the Rwandese refugees in Zaire, 
adding that it was time those refugees returned home in safety and dignity. The meeting will study 
ways and means to get proper information into the camps on the situation in the country and to stop 
intimidation by camp leaders who obstruct voluntary repatriation. The Representative of the UNHCR 
in Kigali, Mr. W. Urasa, and his Kinshasa-based counterpart are attending the meeting, whose early 
session today is for teclmical discussion by experts to draw up recommendations on appropriate 
modalities for the repatriation exercise. 

The Minister of Trade and Industry, Mr. Prosper Higiro, visited yesterday the SORIMEX 
factory, which re-opened recently to resume the manufacture of Colgate as well as Palmolive and 
Protex soap brands. The company's founding Chairman and his Belgian wife, who was a co-director, 
died in last year's genocide. The surviving shareholders have now rehabilitated the factory and 
production has resumed for the tooth-paste and soap. 

Italy has offered US$ 1.85 million in food aid comprising rice for Rwanda. 

The Secretary-General of the United Nations, Dr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali proposed to the 
Security Council further reduction ofUNAMIR troops in Rwanda, in a drive to cut down expenditures 
for the cash-strapped peace-keeping missions world-wide. It may be noted here that in an iBbrriew 
with Radio UNAMIR, the UN Force Commander, Major General Guy Tousignant, said a further troop 
reduction below the recently completed cut of 3700 soldiers would jeopardize the mission. The General 
stated in that interview the foUowing: "If you reduce below the number we are now - a number I have 
never accept~ a number imposed ou me- I have made it very dear ••• this means the dosing of the 
mission on December 8 because militarily, you artl totally ineffective." The Force Commander added 
that the combination of the UN financial crisis and the reluctance of the Rwanda Government to renew 
a military mandate meant the UN had to accept its peace-keeping mission in Rwanda would end on 
December 8. According to reports of the same Radio UNAMIR, General Tousignant, together with 
the UN Special Representative, Ambassador Shaharyar Khan, have submitted proposals to the Security 
Council for further troop cuts after consultations with the Rwandan authorities. A final decision on 
the mission will be made shortly by the Security Council.

Kigali, October 7, 1995- The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, chaired yesterday 
a Cabinet meeting which endorsed decisions of three previous meetings held on 2, 20 and 22 September 
1995. The Friday meeting also examined the licensing of a new air transport company, Rwanda 
Express Airline, the appointment of advisors for the Prime Minister's Office, reforms concerning 
Rwanda's embassies abroad and the criteria for the choice of national heroes. 

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major-General Paul Kagame, was yesterday guest 
of honour at a ceremony held at Hotel des Diplomates to launch officially the Army Magazine, 
INGABO. The Vice-President urged journalists to avoid divisionism and stressed that freedom of the 
press must go hand in hand with a high sense of responsibility. Major-General Kagame said the 
INGABO Magazine should be a torch bearer for the country and a forum for an exchange of ideas 
between the military and the civilians. The ceremony was also attended by the Chief of Staff of 
Gendarmerie, Col. Ndibwami, the Directeur de Cabinet of the Minister of Information, Mr. Aloys 
Munyangaju and the Director of ORINFOR, Maj. Wilson Rutayisire, who, in an earlier ceremony, 
had officiated at the closing of a seminar for Radio Rwanda English journalists, conducted by two BBC 
journalists at CARE International. 

The Minister of Primary and Secondary Education, Mr. Ngirabanzi, returned yesterday from 
a visit to Belgium, with promises of an aid package totalling 130 million Rwandese francs. The French 
community in Belgium pledged 50 million Rwandese francs, while the Francophonie central 
organisation, Association pour Ia Cooperation Culturelle et Technique (ACCT), promised to assist 
education in Mutara region with 80 million Rwandese francs. Meanwhile, the World Day of Education 
was celebrated yesterday under the theme "tolerance peace, jusdce and developneut". 

The Ministry of Rehabilitation and Social Integration is holding a preparatory meeting for a 
forthcoming seminar in Gisenyi which will focus on cooperation among the various bodies involved in 
the process of rehabilitation and social integration. The seminar will bring together officials of 15 
different Ministries and NGOs that are active in Rwanda's rehabilitation, in a bid to enhance their 
cooperation. 

President Moi's reported opposition to the work in Kenya of the International Tribunal for 
Rw:mda has outraged Amnesty International and the US-based Human Rights Watch. The latter has 
called for econc:r.aic sanctions against Kenya if Moi maintains his stand. President Bizimungu has 
warned that sucn a stand could cause chaos in this region. The Prosecutor of the International 
TribWlal for Rwanda has been reported as saying that he was shocked by President Moi's statement, 
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especially in the light of the fact that Kenya had endorsed Resolution 955 which set up the tenns of 
the International Tribunal for Rwanda. He indicated that most of the suspects wanted for involvement 
in last year's gen?cide are now residing in Kenya. 

The Burundi opposition parties have criticised their Head of State, President Ntibantunganya, 
for not having cancelled his trip to Kenya in view of the Kenyan position. 

Abroad 

The Tanzanian Minister of Health has threatened to sack the 4 000 doctors on strike since 
Monday. The strike has paralysed most hospitals in the country, especially the Capital's major 
hospital at Muhimbiri. 

While President Do Santos of Angola and his arch-rival, UNIT A President Savimbi, get closer 
to peace, the Government is faced with increased threats from the secessionist Front for the Liberation 
of Cabinda Enclave (FLEC). In another development, UNITA's Savimbi was received in France by 
President Chirac who promised support for Angola.

La delegation rwandaise conduite par le Ministere de 
l'Enseignement Primaire et Secondaire qui a effectue une visite 
d'une semaine en Belgique est rentree hier a Kigali. Le 
gouvernement belge a accepte d'aider le gouvernement rwandais dans 
le domaine de l'enseignement. Il est pret a envoyer bientot des 
experts dans ce domaine et des enseignants de l'ecole secondaire. 
La partie francophone de la Belgique a fait un don de 50 millions 
de francs rwandais pour acheter les manuels scolaires et preparer 
le concurs national de fin du cycle primaire. La delegation 
rwandaise a aussi rencontre les responsables de 1 'ACCT qui ont 
consenti a donner 80 millions de francs rwandais pour construire 
des ecoles dans le Mutara et leurs equipements.

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RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY 

Kigali, October 6, 1995- The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu opened yesterday 
the Nsinda Detention Centre in Rutonde Commune. The ceremony marked also the opening of Nyanza 
Prison in Butare and Onatracom Detention Centre in Remera, Kigali. President Bizimungu thanked 
those who has helped to carry out this project, singling out Ambassador Khan of UNAMIR and Mr. 
Hasegawa ofUNDP as well as Mr. Klans Kinker, Vice-Chancellor and Foreign Minister of Gennany, 
who had sensitized the world on the urgent need to improve prisons conditions in Rwanda. He noted, 
however, that the tents were very bot inside and not very suitable from the point of view of security. 
He hoped, therefore, that more assistance would be provided to change to more suitable stmctures. 
The President observed that similar projects were in the pipeline at Ntyazo in Butare and in Kibuye 
and Byumba, to solve the problem of overcrowded detention centres. 

Explaining the background to the detention crisis, President Bizimnngu pointed out that within 
about two weeks the Supreme Court would be instituted, leading to the revival of the other courts and 
the nonnal functioning of the judicial system. He also said that this will be essential for the healing 
process of Rwanda's society. The President was accompanied by the Speaker of the National 
Assembly, Mr. Nkusi, his Deputy, Mr. Nkongoli, and the Minister of Justice, Ms. Mukamurenzi. 

Reacting to press reports about President Moi's threats to arrest investigators of the 
International Tribunal, President Bizimungu said such a stand was immoral. The Prosecutor of the 
International Tribunal for Rwanda, Mr. Goldstone, requested Kenya for an explanation, saying the 
reported decision would contravene conventions to which Kenya is a signatory. He also stated that in 
the past such a decision would make the offending country face UN sanctions. President Moi was 
reported as saying that priority should be given to investigations on who shot down President 
Habyarimana's plane, adding that any investigators of the International Tribunal coming to Kenya to 
pursue alleged authors of genocide would be arrested. 

The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, toured yesterday areas of 
Gisenyi. Accompanied by the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Internal Affairs, Col. Alexis 
Kanyarengwe, and the Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Integration, Mr. Patrick Mazimhaka, the 
Prime Minister visited the Gishwati forest reserve, where 317 families returning from Masisi, Zaire, 
had illegally settled. He explained to these people that the particular area they had occupied was for 
a Government project for seed selection, adding that the other parts of Gishwati were reserved for 
cattle keeping, to the exclusion of crop farming. He announced, however, that the Government had 
earmarked an area of 1000 ha to resettle these returnees, whom he urged to organize their new homes 
in properly planned cluster housing schemes, instead of the usual sparsely arranged homesteads on

individual fanns. This would enable the Government to provide the people with better services. The 
Prime Minister also visited Kanama Commune, where he expressed his sympathy with the people over 
the recent tragedy that had claimed over 100 lives. He assured the people that a Commission of 
enquiry was investigating the matter and on the basis of its findings the culprits would be punished. 

A kiJier disease has been reported in Muhura Commune, Byumba, where 847 people have been 
affected by the infection, whose causes are not yet identified. A medical team is studying the disease, 
which, in some cases, kills within a few hours.

Kigali, October 5, 1995 - Belgium has decided to arrest four Rwandese refugees accused of 
involvement in last year's genocide. This was announced by two senior officials of the Belgian Ministry 
of Justice who were received yesterday by the Minister of Foreign Affairs and International 
Cooperatk.!l, Dr. Anastase Gasana. The four arrested are Mr. Kanyabashi, former bourgmestre of 
Ngoma Commune, Mr. Ndayambaje, former bourgmestre of Muganza Commune where a reburial of 
26 000 remains took place recently, Mr. IDganiro, former Managing Director of a local match factory 
and Mr. Ntezimana, a former University lecturer. Five other suspects are also wanted for arrest: Col. 
Rwagafirita, former Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col. Theoneste Bagosora, Mr. Ntuyahaga, Mr. 
Mutabaruka, former bourgmestre of Sacye Commune, and a Belgian who used to work with RTLM 
Radio. 

Dr. Gasana also received the Belgian Ambassador to Rwanda with whom he discussed the 
coming visit of the Belgian Minister of State for Cooperation, expected in Rwanda on 16th October. 
He also met the Director of USAID to discuss the programme of American assistance to Rwanda. 

In a press briefing held yesterday at the UNAMIR Headquarters at Hotel Amahoro, the Special 
Representative of the United Nations Secretary-General, Ambassador Shaharyar M. Khan, announced 
the opening today of three detention centres to improve prison conditions in the country. The 
cere,nony takes place today at Nsinda and will be presided over by the President of Rwanda, H.E. 
Pasteur Bizimungu. The other new centres are Nyanza and Onatracom site in Kigali. These three 
facilities will accommodate about 11 000 detainees, which will double the capacity of existing facilities 
to about 23 000 places. UNAMIR has undertaken this project in collaboration with the UNDP, the 
United Nations Human Rights Centre and the ICRC. The Rwandese Minister of Justice will 
accompany the President to the ceremony. 

The UNDP Resident Representative, Mr. Hasegawa, announced yesterday that the Geneva 
Round Table pledges were being honoured. A total of US$ 252 million has been disbursed, which 
represents 43% of total pledges. 

A meeting was held in Rwamagana yesterday to find modalities of encouraging the voluntary 
repatriation of Rwandese refugees from Tanzania. The meeting, which brought together Rwandese, 
Tanzanian and UNHCR officials, was a follow-up of a similar meeting held in Arusha, Tanzania, last 
morJ.th. A decisim. was taken to have a Rwandese delegation visit Ngara Camp on Friday (tomorrow), 
in <! hid to counter the propaganda by camp leaders who block would-be returnees with disinformation 
on tfie situation in Rwanda. 
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The Prefet of Ruhengeri, Mr. Ignace Karubije, held a meeting yesterday with the outgoing and 
incoming bourgmestres in his prefecture. He explained that the changes were nonnal and appealed 
to tbe outgoing officials to desist from engaging in rivalries that would undennine the work of their 
replacements. The brigade Commander in the region, Col Ngoga, urged the officials to cooperate at 
all levels of administration in matters of security and deplored the excessive use of alcohol as well as 
the biding of criminals.

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Kigali, October 3, 1995- The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Celestin Rwigema, held 
a meeting yesterday for the reopening of the People's Bank. It was attended by the Finance Minister, 
Mr. Marc Rugenera, the Planning Minister, Mr. Jean Berchmans Birara, the Minister of Youth, 
Sports and Cooperatives, Dr. Jacques Bihozagara and the Central Bank Governor. The Meeting 
decided that the Bank must resume its activities by 30 October 1995. It was felt that the requirement 
of Rwfr 700 million recommended by the Commission on the Bank was not a pre-requisite for the 
reopening of the Bank, whose operations country-wide could resume and expand gradually. 

The Minister of Public Works and Energy, Mr. Charles Ntakirutinka, made an official 
statement yesterday to mark the International Habitat Day (October 2). He said that the housing 
probfem was of major concern for the world and for Rwanda in particular, following the catastrophe 
that befell the country last year. He indicated that an All-Africa Housing Conference would be held 
in Johannesburg from 16 to 18 October thls year, in preparation for the World Habitat Conference 
that will be convened in Istanbul, Turkey in June 1996. The Minister commended the Women's 
housing cooperativein Butare's Co~uneShy!l"dat ~~ J?P.J!OZANYE, wllo~e -~0~3 p~ojeet,!ia~~­
earned an award from the United Nations Centre for Human Settlements (UNCHS/Habitat). The 
Cooperative was praised for its non-sectarian approach. 

The Israeli Government bas pledged to assist Rwanda in its reconstruction and rehabilitation 
efforts. An official of Al Gas Construction Company, who was received yesterday by the Prime 
Minister, said that Israel would provide soon pre-fabricated houses to assist returning refugees and 
ease the housing shortage here. About 200 pre-fab units will be supplied to Rwanda every month. 

A I 1ine exploded vesterday in Gikondo, Kigali, killing four children and wounding nine others. 
According to reports in the area, the tragedy could have been avoided since some adults in the 
neighbourhootl had previously seen some children playing with the strange object. Accordingly, there 
is great need for more mine awareness throughout the country. 

Two Canadian experts have been brought into the country by the UNDP to assist in the 
recruitment of civil servants and officials of parastatals. The experts conducted five different exams 
for about 2200 candidates vying for posts of Director and Division Chief in various Ministries, as well 
as posts of Managing Director and Head of Department in parastatals. There were 300 candidates for 
Directors' posts. Over 2000 exams are to be corrected in Ottawa. 

An African American Pastor, Rev. Leon Sullivan, who is on a visit to Rwanda, pledged 
yesterday to send an SOS for greater assistance to this country. The Pastor was visiting Mugombwe 
in Muganza Commune, Butare, where 26000 remains of genocide victims were recently given a decent 
burial. He said the whoic world had helped to dig those graves and should now assist the new Rwanda 
Government. Appealing to the American people to stand by the people of Rwanda, he blamed the rich 
countries for having duped the Rwandese people with pledges that have not materialized. He hoped 
that out of the genocide the people would build a new Rwanda. He also promised to mobilize 20000 
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churches to rally around the people of Rwanda so that the country can rise out of its ashes. 

Eight people were killed in Ruswno last Thursday. The killers used grenades, machettes and 
knives. No arrests have yet been made. 

The trade show that has been going on at College Saint Andre in Nyamirambo, Kigali, will 
close on next Thursday. The show has also a component of research, centering on new energy and 
traditional medicine from herbs.
