1. In the context of Security Council resolution 2206 (2015), by which the Council
requested the Secretary-General to establish a Panel ofExperts on South Sudan, I have been
advised by Mr. Feltman, Under-Secretary-General for Political Affairs, that an amount of
$178,700 would be required for the funding of the Panel for a period of two months from
1 May to 30 June 2015, while a budget for the period 1 May to 31 December 2015 is in the
process of being prepared for submission for the second resumed sixty-ninth session of the
General Assembly.
