The Committee thus suggests that appropr iate consuJ .tations 
should be made to find wo.ys and means of fulfillinp, the due and proper 
representation of the int erests of NnJaibia in international organi za.tions 
and conferences through the redistribution of funds available in the 
bud get of the Council.
