SUBJECT: Report for the period of 17 to 2L January

A. General

) R During this reporting period, the Commissioner,
Mr. Howard and myself were on tour in both the Southern
and Northern Sections of the Trust Territory and thus we
gained our first real impressions regarding the operation
of the Plebiscite.

Bl Mr. Shastri arrived on 18 January and has been
kept during our absence at the Accra Office. He is now
ready for assignment at the Ho Off'ice beginning to-morrow,.
Mr, Binger, the third Field Service Officer, arrived on 17
January and was immediately assigned to the Ho Ofiice,

2% I shall be leaving for New York on Sunday,
29 January.

Be The Plebiscite Commissioner

L. Mr, Espinosa, Mr, Howard and myself visited Ho
and Kpandu on the 17 and 18 January, during which time
Mr. Espinosa held discussions not only with the Local
Government Agents (Mr. Mead in Ho and lir. Heaton in Kpandu)
but also with S5ir John Lring, Mr. Blair and other ofiicials.
At this occasion, we had an opportunity for first inform-
ative discussions with Williams, Meredith, Cebe-Habersky
and Jaknelln. While in Kpandu, I had a telephone conversa-
tion with Mr. van Wijk. All of the Observers are doing
very well,
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5e Whiite in Ho, the Commissioner had his first
meeting with representatives of the political parties, both
the Togoland Congress and the CPP, The meeting with the
Togoland Congress and in particular with Mr. Antor was of
some significance, Further details are reported below,

6. We returned to Accra in the evening of 18 January
in order to attend a reception by the Governor,

Te On Thursday, 19 January, the Commissioner accom-
panied by Mr. Howard and myself flew from Accra to Tamale
where we spent the afternoon and evening with the Chief
Regional Off'icer, Mr, MacDonald Smith, who gave us a general
briefing about the registration in the Northern Section. On
Friday, 20 January, we visited Yendi, Sunson and Bimbilla,
the three places where Quimper, lMartel and Lee are respect-
ively stationed. We found all of the Observers in very good
spirit, fairly satisfactorily settled and doing in general
an excellent job., While in Bimbilla, Sir John Dring, the
Plebiscite Administrator, accompanied by Langrod and Bokhari,
the Observers stationed in Kete Krachi, joined us 1or a
discussion, It was very tortunate, indeed, that we had an
opportunity to talk with the Kete Krachi group in view of the
fact that that operation had not been without some concern to
use. In the Yendi area, Espinosa made calls on most of the
Chiefs concerned, among them the Naya of the Dagomba,

8. After spending the night in the Catering Rest House
in Tamale, our party departed for Gambaga where we met
Mr, Redhead, the Government Agent and Mr. Rajascoria, our
Observer. The schedule gave us greater rlexipility than any
previous schedule and, conseqguently, we could spend the whole
afternoon and evening with both of them. A few trips into
the Trust Territory gave us a better understanding of the
registration probiems in this area. In the course of our
Gambaga stay, Espinosa had an opportunity to make a courtesy
call to the Nayiri, the prominent Mamprusi Chief who, although
located outside the Trust Territory, holds close sway over his
subjects in the Trust Territory. For political reasons,
Espinosa thought it wise to limit the visit to the Nayiri to
the minimum of a courtesy exchange,

9e On Sunday, 22 January, we continued to Bawku and
Pusiga where we met lir. Adams, the Local Government Agent,
and Mr, Brodnax, our Observer, e found there a situation
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very similar to that in the other northern districts. Espinosa
and Howard continued their visits through the Pusiga area
until Monday afternoon when they returned to Tamale expecting
to leave by plane for Accra on Tuesday afternoon.

10. In view of' the shortness of time still at my
disposal and in view of the need to discuss general problems
at the Accra Headquarters, I decided to leave Pusiga on
Sunday arfternoon and returned to Headquarters by car on
Monday afternoon.

11, On Wednesday, 25 January, Mr. Espinosa will be
accompanying the Governor on a ceremonial visit to Ho,
Jasikan and Kpandu. Howard is going to accompany them
unofficially, but in view of the fact that I should like to
visit Jasikan independently, I thought wiser not to go along
for this particular trip.

Ce Staff movements

12, All Observers have been on their duty station and
in the course of the two trips Jjust finished, we have had an
opportunity to visit and talk with all but van Wijk and Fabry
in Jasikan,

13, In view of the need to establish officially an
ofiice in Ho, we temporarily assigned lir., de Roussy de Sales
to that post and attached to him Mr, Binger, the Field Service
Off'icer, who is to maintain the'supply line" between Accra
and Ho and the other Observers posts in Southern Togoland. It
has now been decided that Mr. Shastri shall be Officer-in-
charge of the Ho Office and he will move to Ho to-morrow, It
will be his primary itunction to co-ordinate as much of the
\ operation in Southern Togoland as may become necessary,

'_in that area; he will be a representative of the Headquarters
group.

1l One problem which still needs to be worked out is
that of keeping a constant contact with the Observers in the
North who are rather isolated. It is now thought to assign
one of the HField Service Officer to make regular trips to the
five 6fiicers up North and to run a "supply Line" from Accra
to those distant outpostse
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D. The Plebiscite

a) Organization and conduct

15, Thus far, we have no more recent figures concerning
the registration of eligible voters in the Southern Section
of Togoland, but it is known that registration is progressing
at a satisfactory rate and that by now some 50% of the eli-
givle voters may have registered.

16, The registration in the North proceeds in many
respects much more satisfactory insofar as the influence of
the Chiefs is so strong that, in many villages, registration
is said to have come up to as close to 100% as one could have
expected. Ve have Jjokingly expressed the hope that registra-
tion should not exceed 100%. (See Annex I for breakdown of
registration figures).

17. The greatest problem with regard to registration
that we have met thus far is that of establishing residential
requirements necessary for the registration, As has been
indicated in our previous report, the best way of establishing
one's residence is the production of tax receipts for the last
two years and, in many instances, there has been considerable
insistence on the mrt of the Registration Officer that
satisfactory proof of tax payments had to be produced, It is
sald that in some instances the Tax-Collector was sitting with
the registration oificial in order to take advantage of this

. unusual opportunity. In the course of our travels through the

Southern Section of Togoland, it became quite obvious that the
requirement for producing tax receipts was strenuously objected
to by both parties as well as some Chiefs. In co-operation
with the Plebiscite Administrator, a new formula has been
worked out. It is reiterated that the production of tax
receipts would be the normal and easiest way oi establishing
residence, but that the inability of producing these documents,
or even tax deiinquency, would not be a bar to registration.
This question is a very delicate problem and it is diff'icult

to make a definite rule because the inability of producing tax
receipts might in itself lead to some apuse,

18, In the first reports which we have now received from
the Observers as well as from our own observations, it is quite
clear that this question of registration has been a problem
everywhere and that a good deal of common senge is necessary
in order to avoid creating a bad situation. Ve have requested
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that reports of the Observers should be prepared in triplicate
so that one copy may be transmitted to Headguarters in Accra.

b) Political developments

19, With reference to paragravh 14 and 15 of our report
dated 16 January, the Commissioner met in Ho, on 19 January,
with Mr, Antor who raised a number of questions obviously
designed to throw doubt on the procedures employed in the
Plebiscite. BEspinosa replied in many instances directly to
Antor in a manner which was rather forceful. Following the
meeting with Antor, he decided that he would follow up his
verbal statement by a written note to Antor, a copy of this
is appended herewith. (Appendix II), It should be emphasized
that the drafting of this letter is almost exclusively his,

He did not want to waste time going over the draft because he
considered it essential that Mr. Antor be guickly informed
regarding his attitude on the several questions which had been
raised by him, I am unofficially informed that the Plebiscite
Administrator as well as other members of the Administration
were not too satisfied with this hurried action on our part
because they felt that Antor might thereby be given an opportu-
nity to raise further gquestions of principle. The next few
days should very well make clear what Antor's intentions are
likely to be.

20 VWhile the people of the South understand the problem
of the Plebiscite to some degree, the overwhelming majority
of those inhabiting Northern Togoland thus far are ignorant of
its implications and its meaning. Most of the Mamprusi and
Dagomba do in fact not even know about the existence of the
Gold Coast let alone Togoland., For them, there exist only the
Dagomba or Mamprusi states. In order to explain the choice
which they will have to make, the two guestions have sometimes
been explained into "Are you in favour of the British or the
French?" We are assured, however, by the Government Agents
that between now and Polling day#, every effort will be made
to explain the issues to the people more fully. It must be
said that if the Administering Authority succeeds in explain-
ing the issues further, it will be due to a large degree to
the presence of our Observers who visibly introduce another
element into the discussions.

2l. It should be noted that there is a "policy" to record
the highest possible registration, and vote, in the North in
order to counteract any adverse vote in the South by utilizing
to the fullest the voting strength of the North. The Chiefs
seem to utilize their power to the fullest.
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E, Information activities

22, Since Mr, de Roussy de Sales has been assigned to
other duties during this period, there is nothing to report
in this regard.

F, Soecial activities

23+ 17 January: Illessrs, Espinosa, Wieschhoff and
Howard were invited to dinner at the
Residency in Ho.

18 Januvary: lMessrs., Espinosa, Wieschhoff, Howard
Shastri, Mills, Bruce, Vandenabeele as
well as Mesdames van Bever and Cote

SUBJECT: Report for the period 12 to 16 January

As General

1l We are submitting the present report covering only a
four-day period since we shall be touring the Trust Territory with
the Commissioner between 17 and 24 January. We hope that we will
find time to transmit our next report.

2 Mr, Shastri did not arrive on 1l January as scheduled,
Cables were received explaining that he was unable to make a
connexion at Dakar on account of engine trouble and that he would
be arriving on 16 January, but since there is no incoming plane on
this date, we will have no opportunity of receiving him before our
departure to Southern Togoland. The third Field Service Officer,
Mr, Binger, is expected on 18 January.

Be The Plebiscite Commissioner

3¢ Mr., Espinosa has moved into his quarters where his office
is also locateds One of the Field Service Officers, lire. Van Den Abeele,
has been assigned to Mr., Espinosa's office and is living on the pre-
mises.

Le Mr, Espinosa held a press conference on 13 January which
is reported more fully below,.

5 On 14 January, Mr, Espinosa was informed by his Government
that the rank of Ambassador had been conferred to him for the dura-
tion of his assignment to this mission.

6e Mr. Espinoss, accompanied by Mr. Howard and myself, will
tour a part of the Southern Section of the Trust Territory on 17
and 18 January. On the 19, we will proceed to the Northern Section
where all districts will be visited; we expect to return to Acera
on 2l Januarye .
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C. Staff movements

7. Messrs. Quimper, Martell, Williams, Meredith,
Cebe-Habersky and Jakhelln departed for their duty stations
on 12 January. All off the Observers, including those who
departed on the 11™ arrived at their destinations. Mr. Lee's
car broke down at Tamale where he was supplied with other
transport by the regional authorities and thus was able to
continue to his duty station, Bimbilla.

8¢ In view of the delayed arrival of Mr., Shastri, we
have not yet reached a decision as to which officer will Dbe
assigned to official headquarters at Ho. As a temporary measure,
Mr. de Roussy de Sales will be assigned to that post and he is
scheduled to leave for Ho on the 17. It will now become
unavoidable to hold Shastri in our Accra office until we have
had an opportunity to review the staff situation in the light
of the experience which we will gain in the field.

D. The Plebiscite

a) Organization and conduct

9. Sir John Dring, the United Kingdom Government
Plebiscite Administrator, moved his headguarters temporarily
to Ho on 12 January.

10 As of 1L January it was estimated that 25% of the
eligible voters of the Southern Section had registered. lMr. Mead,
the District Officer of Southern Togoland, expects that the -
total registration which was KO% during the 1lst General Election
may reach 80% this time,

11, A complaint was received by the Plebiscite Administrator
about one of the registration assistants who, it was claimed, was
a member of the Convention Peoples' Party. We have been informed
unofficially that the Administrator does not consider this a
problem requiring action in view of the presence of anti-
integration elements as well among the registration assistantse
In the event, however, that this person or any other person were
accused of not having strictly complied with the registration
regulations, immediate action would be taken,

12. A problem of some .erest has occurred in the registra-
tion. A Togolander is eligeablde to vote if he has fulfilled the
necessary residential requi nte This requirement can best be

demonstrated by bringing proof of tax payments for two years; on
the other hand, tax delinquency would not be a bar to registration.
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Apparently, some conflict has resulted from this situation
and we may have to look into this question.

13, Information on the conduct of the Plebiscite is
not yet available from our Observers but the first reports
should be in this week. The Commissioner has issued instruc-
tion to the Observers regarding the form of their reports
(Annex I).

b) Political developments

14. The following telegram addressed to the Plebiscite
Commissioner by the Secretary-General of the Togoland Congress,
Hohoe, was received on 14 January:

"TOGOLAND CONGRESS AND ALLIED ORGANIZATIONS NOTE
PARAGRAPHS TWO THREE AND FOUR UNATIONS RESOLUTION
CONCERNING PLEBISCITE ARRANGEMENTS ALSO RELATION
BETWEEN ADMINISTRATION POWER AND PLEBISCITE
COMMISSIONER STOP FURTHER NOTE EXISTING PLEBISCITE
REGULATIONS PUBLISHED AND OPERATING BEFORE ARRIVAL

E. Information activities

16, The Commissioner gave a press conference in his
house on 13 January. About 25 newspaper men were present,
cosse Mr. Espinosa had prepared a statement (copy attached) which
was read by the United Nations Information Officer, After,
questions were asked and refreshments were served.

1l7. A complete recording on tape of this conference was
made and is being sent by pouch to the Radio Division
(Mr, Gibson Parker). Part of that recording was used on
Sunday for the Broadcast from Accra,

SUBJECT: Report for the period 5 to 11 January

A. General ;

l. The first party of Secretariat staff assigned to
the United Nations Plebiscite Commissioner arrived in Accra |
at midday 7 January. This group comprised Messrs. Wieschhoff,
Howard, Rajasooria, Martell, Quimper, van Wijk, Cebe-Habersky
and Jakhelin and Mesdames Cote and van Bever. The arrival was ‘
eleven hours behind schedule due to the delayed departure from
New York. The group was met at the airport by Sir John Dring,
the Plebiscite Administrator appointed by the Administering
Authority, Mr. Ensor, the Governor's A.D.C. as well as by
Mr, Victor Mills, this Mission's administrative officer who
had arrived in Accra on 27 December 1956, Two of the Mission's
Field Service Officers also arrived on 7 January 1956; these
were Mr. Bruce, from Korea, and Mr. Vandenabeele, from
Somaliland. Mr. Vliadimir Fabry arrived from New York via
Geneva on 8 January 1956,

2. The United Nations Plebiscite Commissioner,
Mr. Eduardo Espinosa y Prieto, accompanied by Messrs.Brodnax,
de Roussy de Sales, Lee, Bokhari, Langrod, Meredith and
Williams of the Secretariat, arrived the evening of 9 January.
Mr. Espinosa was met at the airport by the Plebiscite
Administrator, the Principal Secretary, Mr. Ensor the Governor's
A.D.C., and members of the United Nations Secretariat.

3« Mr, Shastri is expected to arrive from CGeneva on 1L
January; the arrival date of the third Field Service Officer
is not known.

B. The Plebiscite Commissioner

L, On the morning of the 10th Mr. Espinosa held conferences
with the Governor and the Plebiscite Administrator. 1In the after-
noon he held a briefing session with his staff at which general
instructions were issued (Annex I). The observers were also
provided with the texts of the Togoland under United Kingdom
Trusteeship (Plebiscite) order in Council, 1955, the Togoland
Plebiscite (Registration) Regulations, 1955, and the instructions
issued to Registration Assistants in the Northern and Southern
Sections of the Trust Territory (Annexes II-IV),.

5« It has been decided that official headquarters should
be established at Ho in the Southern Section of the Trust Terri-
tory.but that for reason of the communications, supply and housing
conditions  Accra should serve as the base of operations. The
observer stations in the Northern and Southern Sections are
equally accessible only from Accra, but the Northern observer
cannot easily by reached from Ho. It has further been decided
that one Officer and one Field Service Officer shall be based in
Ho for'"the duration". This Office should co-ordinate the operations
in the southern parts of Southern Togoland.

Ce Staff movements

6. The assignment of observers is shown in Annex V. In
the absence of Mr., Shastri it has been decided to assign Mr. Fabry
to Jasikan. It will be noted that Mr. Brodnax and Mr. Martell have
been shifted; the former will be stationed at Pusiga and the latter
at Sunson.

7« The following observers departed for their stations on
11 January: Messrs. Brodnax, Rajasooria, Lee, Bokhari, Langrod,
Fabry and van Wijke The remaining observers, Messrs. Martell,
Quimper, Cebe-Habersky, Jakhelin, Meredith and Williams departed
for their stations on 12 January.

8. For future staff planning it may not be without interest
to note that the sickness rate has been very high among the
registration personnel., During the first 3 to L days, 7 out of
60 officers had to be replaced., It is earnestly hoped that we
do not experience a similar rate.

D. The plebiscite

a. Organization

(Annex VI)/

9., Enclosed herewith is the detailed timetabléyTor the
plebiscite from the initial stage of registration which commenced
on 10 January until the holding of the plebiscite on 9 May. The
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registration period will extend to 13 February followed by the
quick period of compiling the register, a process which is only
to be completed by 12 March.

10 The Administering Authority has established a special
body of electoral officials headed by the Plebiscite Administrator,
Sir John Dringe. All registration Officers and assistants are now
in the field conducting the registration.

b. Political developments

11, It is reported officially from Ho, in the Trust Terri-
tory, that Mr. Antor of the Togoland Congress Party is advising
his followers to withhold from registering pending a decision by
the Administering Authority with regard to the registration of
non-Togolanders residing in the Territory. Sir John Dring left
for Ho on 1l January and advised us that he will inform repre-
sentatives of the Togoland Congress that all residents who are
qualified by the General Assembly resolution would be allowed to
register and that this would include all "inhabitants" within the
meaning of Article 76 of the Charter.

TRUSTEESHIP (PLEBISCITE) ORDER IN COUNCIL, 1955

THE TOGOLAND PLEBISCITE (REGISTRATION)
REGULATIONS, 1955

IN exercise of the powers conferred upon the Governor by section 5
of the Togoland under United Kingdom Trusteeship (Plebiscite)
Order in Council, 1955, the following Regulations are hereby made :—

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Togoland Plebiscite Title.
(Registration) Regulations, 1955.

2. In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires—  Interpre-
- 5 7 tation.
“the Order” means the Togoland under United Kingdom

Trusteeship (Plebiscite) Order in Council, 1955;

“ the plebiscite” means the plebiscite provided for in the
Order;

““ the Plebiscite Administrator ” means the person appointed
under section 7 of the Order to be responsible for the
conduct of the plebiscite;

“ Registration Officer ’ means a Registration Officer appointed
under sub-section (3) of section 7 of the Order and
includes an Assistant Registration Officer appointed
under sub-section (3) of section 7 of the Order;

“ Registration Assistant "' means a person appointed_as such
under sub-section (3) of section 7 of the Order;

“ Revising Officer ” means a Revising Officer appointed under
sub-section (3) of section 7 of the Order;

“ward " includes a sub-ward formed under the provisions of
regulation 3 of these Regulations.

3. (1) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) of this regulation constitution
the wards for the purposes of the plebiscite shall be the wards in of wards
Togoland established by Instrument under section 3 of the Local f;f;‘id’;”b‘
Government Ordinance: Cap. 64.

Provided that where a ward lies partly within Togoland and
partly outside Togoland only such portion of the ward as lies within
Togoland shall constitute a ward for the purposes of the plebiscite.

(2) The wards established by Instrument under section 3
of the Local Government Ordinance set out in the first column of cap. 64.
the First Schedule to these Regulations shall not be wards for the
purposes of the plebiscite but shall be divided_into wards for the
purposes of the plebiscite as designated and delineated respectively
in the second column of that Schedule.

(3) Subject to any general or specific directions which the Constitution
Plebiscite Administrator may from time to time give in that behalf, °f sub-
a Registration Officer may divide any ward in respect of which he ’
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is to exercise his functions into such areas, hereinafter referred to
as sub-wards, within such ward as he may deem necessary for the
proper carrying out of his duties.

4. On the 9th day of January, 1956, every Registration Officer
shall publish in each ward in the area in which he is to exercise
his functions, in such manner as he may deem appropriate, a notice
in the Form A set out in the Second Schedule to these Regulations
requiring, within thirty-five days of the publication of such notice,
every person who claims to be entitled to be registered as a voter
in the plebiscite, in the ward in respect of which the notice is
published, to deliver in person, at the place specified, to the
Registration Officer or Registration Assistant, as specified, a notice
in the Form B set out in the Second Schedule to these Regulations
of his claim to be registered.

5. (1) Every person who desires, and is entitled, to be registered
in any ward as a voter in the plebiscite shall, within the period
of thirty-five days specified in regulation 4 of these Regulations,
deliver 1n person at the place specified to the Registration Officer
for such ward, or to the Registration Assistant as the case may be,
a notice in the Form B set out in the Schedule to these Regulations
his claim to be registered as a voter in the plebiscite, and shall
produce such evidence as may be necessary to establish his claim.

(2) A person delivering a Form B in accordance with paragraph
(1) of this regulation shall produce such receipts for rates paid to
a District or Local Council in Togoland within the previous two
years or such other evidence of payment of such rates as he has
in his possession.

(3) The Registration Officer, or the Registration Assistant
on behalf of the Registration Officer, shall examine the qualifications
in respect of which such claim is made and shall receive such
evidence as may be necessary to satisfy the Registration Officer
that the claimant possesses such qualifications.

(4) Where such evidence has been produced the Registration
Officer or the Registration Assistant on his behalf shall register
the claimant in the register of voters for such ward in the Form C
set out in the Second Schedule to these Regulations and shall
deliver to the claimant a signed receipt in the Form B set out in
the Second Schedule to these Regulations.

6. No person shall submit claims to be registered as a voter in
the plebiscite in more than one ward.

7. (1) Every Registration Officer shall, within a period of
twenty-eight days from the last day upon which the notice of
claim, specified in paragraph (1) of regulation 5 of these Regulations,
is allowed to be made, cause to be made and exhibited, in such

places as he may deem fit, a copy of the register of voters for each
ward in the area in respect of which he is to exercise his functions:

Provided that, if he deems it expedient so to do, he may

exhibit in any sub-ward such part of the register of electors as
relates only to that sub-ward.
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(2) The copy of a register or part thereof published under
this regulation may contain the words “ OBJECTED To " against
the name of any person entered on such copy or part where the
Registration Officer had, subsequent to the acceptance of such
person’s claim under paragraph (4) of regulation b of these Regula-
tions, found reason to believe that such person was not qualified
for registration as a voter,

8. (1) Any person who submitted a claim to be registered as a
voter in the plebiscite in accordance with regulation 5 of these
Regulations and whose name—

(a) has been omitted from any copy of the register of voters,
or part thereof, prepared and exhibited under the
provisions of regulation 7 of these Regulations and who
claims to have his name inserted therein; or

(b) has entered against it on any such copy, or part thereof

(2) Any person may object to any person whose name appears

(5) If the Revising Officer is of the opinion that the claim or
objection of any person is without foundation or is frivolous, he
may order such person to pay the actual cost of the inquiry,
including the costs of witnesses, and such costs shall be recoverable
by the Registration Officer in a suit before any court of competent
jurisdiction.

11. The registers of voters in respect of any ward shall be finally
settled and signed by the Revising Officer and such registers shall
be delivered by him to the Registration Officer within fourteen
days from the date on which such Revising Officer first commenced
to hold his court and revise such registers.

Made .. B = 22nd December, 1955

At the Court at Buckingham Palace, the 22nd day of December, 1955
Present,

The Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty in Council

Her Majesty, by virtue and in exercise of the powers in that
behalf by the Foreign Jurisdiction Act, 1890 (a}, or otherwise in Her
Majesty vested, is pleased, by and with the advice of Her Privy
Council, to order, and it is hereby ordered, as follows:—

1. (1) This Order may be cited as the Togoland under United
Kingdom Trusteeship (Plebiscite) Order in Council, 1955.

(2) This Order shall come into operation on the 31st day of
December, 1955.

2. (1) In this Order, unless the context otherwise requires—

““ the Gold Coast ”’ means the Gold Coast Colony, Ashanti and
the Northern Territories of the Gold Coast as respectively
defined by any Orders of Her Majesty in Council in force
at the commencement of this Order;

“ the Governor ”’ means the Governor and Commander-in-Chief
of the Gold Coast Colony and Ashanti, and includes the Officer
for the time being administering the Government and, to the
extent to which the Deputy Governor is authorised to act
on behalf of the Governor, the Deputy Governor;

“ Togoland " means Togoland under United Kingdom Trustee-
ship as defined in the Togoland under United Kingdom
Trusteeship Order in Council, 1949 (b).

(2) Save as in this Order otherwise provided or required by the
context, the Interpretation Act, 1889 (c), shall apply for the inter-
pretation of this Order as it applies for the interpretation of an
Act of Parliament.

(3) All functions conferred upon the Governor by this Order
or any regulation made thereunder shall be exercised by him in
his discretion.

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3. (1) There shall be a plebiscite in Togoland for the purpose of
ascertaining which of the following alternatives would be preferred
by the people of Togoland upon the relinquishment by Her Majesty’s
Government in the United Kingdom of their responsibility for the
government of the Gold Coast, namely—

(a) that Togoland should be united with the Gold Coast and
should cease to be administered under the Trusteeship
system of the United Nations; or

(b) that Togoland should be separated from the Gold Coast
and should continue for the time being to be administered
under the Trusteeship System of the United Nations.

(2) The plebiscite shall be held on a day or days to be fixed
by the Governor by notice published in the official Gazette of the
Gold Coast, not being within the period of twenty-eight days after
the publication of the notice, and voting for the purpose of the
plebiscite shall take place during such hours as may be specified
in the notice.

4. For the purposes of the plebiscite Togoland shall be divided
into the Districts specified in the first Column of the Schedule as
defined in the second Column of the Schedule.

5. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Order, the Governor may
by regulation make provision for the registration of voters, the
conduct of the plebiscite, all matters incidental or ancillary thereto,
and generally for the purposes of this Order.

2) Regulations made under this section shall make provision—

(a) for the division of each District into Wards;

(b) for the time, places and manner in which persons may
apply to be registered as voters, for determining whether
any applicant is entitled to be registered as a voter and
for an appeal against the inclusion or exclusion of the
name of any applicant in or from the register by any
person aggrieved thereby;

sentenced to death or to imprisonment (by whatever
name called) for a term exceeding twelve months or
been convicted of any offence involving dishonesty,
and has not been granted a free pardon:

Provided that if five years or more have elapsed
since the termination of any sentence of imprisonment
awarded in respect of the conviction or, if no such
sentence has been awarded, since the conviction, the
person shall not be disqualified from being registered as
a voter by reason only of such conviction; or

(b) is a person adjudged to be of unsound mind or detained
as a criminal lunatic under any law for the time being
in force in the Gold Coast or Togoland; or

(c) is disqualified from being registered as an elector or from
voting in an election under any law for the time being
in force in the Gold Coast or Togoland relating to offences
connected with elections.

(d) Ordinance No. 9 of 1953 of the Gold Coast.
(e) Laws of the Gold Coast, 1951 Revision, c. 64,
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(4) No person shall be entitled to be registered as a voter in
the plebiscite more than once, or, subject to the provisions of section
10 of this Order, to vote more than once in the plebiscite.

7. (1) There shall be a Plebiscite Administrator, who shall,
subject to any directions given by the Governor under subsection
(1) of section 9 of this Order, be responsible for the conduct of the
plebiscite.

(2) The Plebiscite Administrator shall be appointed by the
Governor in pursuance of Instructions given by Her Majesty through
a Secretary of State:

Provided that no person shall be appointed who is a native of
the Gold Coast or Togoland or who is in the service of the Crown in
respect of the government of the Gold Coast and Togoland.

(3) The Governor may constitute, in Her Majesty’s name and
on Her Majesty’s behalf, such other offices as he may consider
necessary for the purposes of this Order and any regulations made
thereunder, and he may appoint persons to those offices and exercise
disciplinary control over and dismiss persons appointed to those
offices.

(4) The Plebiscite Administrator and the other officers
appointed under this section shall hold their offices during Her
Majesty’s pleasure.

8. (1) There shall be a Special Court or, if Her Majesty shall so
direct by instructions given to the Governor through a Secretary
or State, two or more Special Courts, which shall hear and determine
p etitions for which provision is made by regulations made undcr
p aragraph (e} of subsection (2) of section 5 of this Order.

(2) A Special Court shall consist of a judge, who shall be
appointed by the Governor in pursuance of instructions given by
Her Majesty through a Secretary of State:

Provided that no person shall be appointed who is a native
of the Gold Coast or Togoland or who is in the service of the Crown
in respect of the government of the Gold Coast and Togoland.

(3) The judge of a Special Court shall hold his office during
Her Majesty’s pleasure.

9. (1) The Governor may give the Plebiscite Administrator
such directions with respect to the exercise of his functions under
this Order or any regulations made thereunder as he may consider
desirable; and the Plebiscite Administrator shall comply with those
directions or shall cause them to be complied with.

(2) Subject to the provisions of subsection (1) of this section,
the Plebiscite Administrator may give the officers appointed under
subsection (3) of section T of this Order such directions with respect
to the exercise of their functions under this Order or any regulations
made thereunder as he shall consider desirable; and those officers
shall comply with those directions or shall cause them to be complied
with.
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10. (1) The decision of a Special Court in respect of any petition
heard and determined by the Court, including the findings of the
Court upon the facts of the case, shall be transmltted to the Plebiscite
Administrator.

(2) The Plebiscite Administrator may, if he considers it
desirable so to do in the light of any decision of a Special Court
relating to any dispute concerning the result of the voting in any
District, declare that the result of the voting in that District is
invalid, and direct that the voters registered in each Ward of that
District shall be given a further opportunity of voting for the
purposes of the plebiscite.

11. The Governor, the Plebiscite Administrator, a Special
Court and the officers appointed under subsection (3) of section 7
of this Order shall afford to the United Nations Plebiscite Commis-
sioner and all other persons appointed to observe the plebiscite
on behalf of the United Nations facilities for the due discharge of
their functions, and the United Nations Plebiscite Commissioner
and those other persons may make representations concerning
the conduct of the plebiscite to such persons and in such manner
as may be agreed between the Governor and the United Nations
Plebiscite Commissioner.

12. (1) All expenses properly incurred in respect of the registra-
tion of voters, the conduct of the plebiscite or otherwise for the
purposes of this Order or any regulation made thereunder, including
(without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provision)
any expenses incurred on behalf of the Crown in any legal proceed-
ings arising in connection with the plebiscite, shall be charged upon
the general revenues and assets of the Gold Coast and Togoland
and shall be statutory expenditure for the purposes of section 65
of the Gold Coast (Constitution) Order in Council, 1954. (f).

(2) The judge of a Special Court and the officers referred
to in subsection (3) of section 7 of this Order may be paid such
salaries and allowances as the Governor may direct, and those
salaries and allowances shall be charged upon the general revenues
and assets of the Gold Coast and Togoland and shall be statutory
expenditure for the purposes of section 65 of the Gold Coast
(Constitution) Order in Council, 1954.

| EXPLANATORY NOTE

| (This Note is not part of the Order, but is intended to indicale 1its
. general purport.)

This Order makes provision for the holding of a plebiscite in
Togoland under United Kingdom Trusteeship for the purpose of
ascertaining whether the people of Togoland would prefer that,
upon the relinquishment by Her Majesty’s Government in the
United Kingdom of their responsibility for the government of the
Gold Coast, Togoland should be united with the Gold Coast and
cease to be administered under the Trusteeship system of the
United Nations, or separated from the Gold Coast and continue
for the time being to be administered under the Trusteeship system
of the United Nations.
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
