The aim of this directive is to out-line the procedures for handing over individuals
or group ofpeople to the Rwandan authorities.

By this directive the SRSG, FC and the CIVPOL Commissioner have been accorded
Diplomatic Immunity and privilege under International Law, this implies that they are not
to be handed over to Rwandan authority under any circwnstance..

Under these procedures all members of CIVPOL are immune from:

- Legal process for all acts performed by them in their official capacity.
- Arrest, detention and seizure of their personal baggage. This implies that none of UN F.srVf+.~
can be handed-over to the Rwandan authority without the concurrence of the FC or the
SRSG.
- If authority has been given then a report detailing the following is to be sub-mitted to
UNAMIR HQ attention - GI Personnel, 03 Ops and Force Provost Marshal.
a) Name ofthe person handed-over,
b) Location where the Rwandan Government sought jurisdiction,
c) Crime person accused of,
d) Name of UNAMIR person(s) who was present when the Rwandan Government sought
jurisdiction, ¥

e) Date, time and place the person was handed to the prosecutor,
j) T¥hether IeRC and UNHFOR Representative was present during the handing over and if
not why?

Also all UN Civilian Officials assigned to the Civilian Component consultants or
Military are immune from legal process for all acts peifonned by them in their official
capacity but the intemulion-al personnel ofNGO 's, International personnel of UNAMIR
controctors and visitors have no immunity unless they have entered into a bilateral
arra.ngement with the Rwandan Government in the absence of that they can be handed
over on demand ofproper legal authority.

This Information Circular serves as a reminder/warning to all UNAMIR staff
members who are in the habit of carrying personal belongings of other staff

.members on UN aircraft. This constitutes a very serious breach of Airport security
at the Jomo Kenyatta International Airport, as well as the Kanombe International
Airport in Kigali.

With immediate effect, all staff members carrying packages/luggage
belonging to other persons will be required during check-in, and before the issuing
of boarding passes, to declare the contents of such packages/luggage and to provide
the following information:

(a) Date of travel;
(b) Name of person carrying the package including UNAMIR ill card

number; .

(c) Name of person requesting the carriage of the package. and UNAMIR
ill card number;

(d) Content of the package;
.

(e) Signature of the person in possession of the package certifying as to
the accuracy of the information contained in the statement.

The object of this circular is to make all personnel aware of the risks
involved in undertaking to carry personal belongings of others, with a view of
avoiding~ssary .embarrassment to them as individuals, as well ~,_to UNAMIR.

Further to my infonnation circular of 16 November 1995 on Security checks
at UNAMIR premises (Amahoro and Trafipro), the following additional security
measures will come into immediate effect at Trafipro. The aim of these measures is
to further tighten the loose ends in our system.

(a) The water point gate (back gate) will be closed to all in-coming
vehicles after 1730 hrs. daily; and only vehicles in the parking lot will be allowed
exit. On saturdays the gate will be closed at 1330 hrs. and will remain closed on
Sundays.

(b) The main gate will be the only entry point to all vehicles after the
closure of the water point gate.

(c) All visitors to local staff members will be met by the individual staff
members outside the gates;

(d) All staff members working late will be required to sign out, as well
as signing in and out on late entry, and on weekends;

Introduction

As you may be aware, malaria is endemic in Rwanda and occurs all year
round and in all parts of the country including urban areas. It is a disease caused
by parasitic protozoans that occupy and destroy the red blood corpuscles that carry
oxygen from the lungs to the tissues and return carbon dioxide from the tissues to
the lungs. The malaria parasite is transferred to the human bloodstream by
mosquitos. There are four different types of malaria parasites but the main type
present in Rwanda, and the only type that is fatal, is plasmodium faIsiparwn.
Plasmodium falsiparum can give rise to a form of acute malaria known as cerebral
malaria, in which the malaria parasites multiply'quickly in the capillaries of the body
organs and especially the brain. Cerebral mal¢a is a progressive condition; it can
follow a less malign episode of malaria that is left untreated. Cerebral malaria can
cause an apparently healthy adult to fall into a coma within two hours of infection.

(a) Malaria and its symptoms

The typical symptoms of malaria include fever, chills, headaches, joint pain
and general weakness. However, the absence of anyone or all of the foregoing
symptoms at a particular time cannot be taken as conclusive evidence that a person
does not have malaria. Many other symptoms that are typically and more frequently
associated with other conditions, such as nausea, vomiting, liver problems, jaundice
and labial herpes, can be symptoms of malaria in particular cases.

The fever almost invariably experienced in malaria-- is episodic and occurs
with a variety of frequencies. Fever episodes are correlated;:\yith peri()tlic discharges
by the malaria parasite into the bloodstream; hence, it is easier to detect the presence
of the malaria parasite shortly after an episode of fever. However, the potentially
low frequency of fever episodes suggests that the absence offever in a patient during
the previous 48 hours is not a sufficient basis on which to conclude that that patient
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does not then have malaria. The more subtle the case of malaria, the more
experience with the disease the clinician requires, and the more careful patient
history need to be taken, in order to detect it. Many people believe that if they have
been exposed to malaria over a prolonged period they do not need to take
medications to prevent malaria. While this is true for those exposed to the more
benign forms of malaria it is not true for plasmodium falciparum. Past exposure to
plasmodium falciparum may mask the symptoms of malaria but will not prevent the
individual from contracting cerebral malaria. Should you experience any of the
above symptoms. please report immediately to your medical officer or to one of
UNAMIR medical facilities for diagnosis.

(b) Prevention

There are two general categories of prophylaxis against malaria: protection
against mosquito bites and chemical prophylaxis. The fIrst category includes such
measures as using mosquito repellent on exposed areas of the skin; using a mosquito
net; and using insecticides in work and living areas. There are a variety of courses
of chemical prophylaxis. The two major approaches are the regular ingestion of
both chloroquine and paludrine and, alternatively, the regular ingestion of
mefloquine. Both courses of chemical prophylaxis have side effects associated with
long term use ranging from vertigo to damage of optical nerve, and mefloquine is
contraindicated for pregnant women and persons with a history of hypertension,
epilepsy or psychiatric problems. For UNAMIR. Headquarters New York has
advised that the chemical prophylaxis to be used by personnel is mefloguine.
Mefloquine (250 mg) is taken at weekly intervals. In addition to protection against
mosquito bites which should be part of your daily precautionary measures, you are
therefore urged to take mefloguine only as advised. The UN may not bear any
responsibility, should complications develop as the result of the use of any other anti
malaria-prophylaxis.

(c) UNAMIR policy on testing for malaria

There are two basic tests that a diagnostician can perform to check for
malaria. One is called the "quick smear test." A drop of blood is taken from the
patient's finger, spread on a slide and fixed with alcohol. The slide is allowed to
dry, which can take as little as two minutes. Giemsa solution is then added to color
the contents of the slide. Although the clearest results are available between four
and 24 hours after the slide is made, in clinical practice the slide, can usefully be
examined under a microscope less than 20 minutes after tpe Giems(l' solution has
been applied. The other test is called the "thick layer malhria test." In clinical
practice the slide can be examined under a microscope less-than 20 minutes after the
giemsa solution has been applied. The "thick layer malaria test" has the advantage
of allowing the clinician to distinguish the type of malari,!-, if any, present. This
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advantage is of limited utilitY in Rwanda, where plasmodium falsiparum, the only
potentially fatal strain of malaria, is dominant. In this connection. UNAMIR's
policy is to administer either of the basic tests to all admitted patients, depending on
symptoms.

Conclusion

Malaria is a very common illness that may be fatal. A range of preventive
measures exist including personal protective measures and chemoprophylaxis. If
these measures fail and an individual contracts malaria it often presents itself as a
flu like illness. Individuals should report to their medical officer or to one of
UNAMIR medical facilities if they fear they have contracted malaria. Following
diagnosis by a medical officer, appropriate treatment regimes will be instituted in a
timely fashion and should prevent the very serious if not fatal complications of
malaria. Please be guided accordingly. The FMEDO and the CCPO are requested
to provide copies of this Administrative Instruction to all incoming troops and
civilian personnel when rotating or being assigned to Rwanda.

The security situation in
Rwanda has been relatively calm since early lun and has resulted in a certain complacency
within the Mission. In addition the changes to the Force manning over the summer and the
arrival of new personnel has resulted in a general lack of awareness and adherence to refs.

'7 All personnel are advised of the recenT increase in RPA security measures during the
hours of darkness and should take appropriate measures for their OW11 secunry as ()utlined in
the refs. The major points enunciated in refs A, B and C are repeated for the edification of
all UNAMIR personnel.

3. Conduct. All 1fNAMIR personnel in Rwanda represent their countr:. unit or agency
and the UN. Considerable effort must he extended 10 project the heSI pos~iole image to the
local population. Many hours of patiem work can be ertxled by one thnughtk~s act which can
impact all the reputation of UNAMIR. If is human nature to key on the failings of others and
forget all the good thal has heeo accompllshed.

4. Personal Securitv. Personal security can be enhanced oy adherence' 10 the following
guidelmes:

OPENING OF THREE DETENTION CENTRES IN RWANDA

The President of Rwanda'"'3lld the Special Representative of the United Nations Secretary­
General are pleased to announce the opening of three detention sites built in response to the
extreme overcrowding in Rwanda's prisons. The opening ceremony will be commemorated at the
new expanded detention centre of Nsinda on Thursday 5th October 1995.

Rwanda's prison population currently stands at approximately 52,000 for an intended
capa-~ity of 12,500. Lack of space, food, adequate drainage and sanitary con1litions have created
high death rates resulting from dysentrte, pneumonia and foot lesions due to swelling. The three
completed sites, Nsinda, Nyanza and Onatracom will almost double Rwanda's existing capacity by
together providing space for an additional 11,000 detainees, raIsing total capacity to 23,500. The
opening of the centres will thus brtng rell~f to the crttical condltions for detainees who are all still
waiting to be tried for crimes of genocide.~

While the permanent extenSion to Nyanza is providing a capacity of 2,800 and the temporary
site of Onatracom has a capacity of 5,000, Nsinda, with a capacity of 5,000 is the largest semi·
permanent detention centre to be opened in Rwanda, requlrtng the greatest investment and
coordinated work by the Government, United Nations and the International Commlttee for the Red
Cross with the financial contribution of the International Community. Construction work at Nsinda
has been a collaborative effort between United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the
Ministry of Justice, responsible for constroctlng the perimetre wall, electrification and ensurtng
security measures are met, the International Committee for the Red Cross (lCRC) who installed living
quarters, sanitary and kitchen facUlties. The United Nations Assistance Mission to Rwanda (UNAMIR),
the United Nations Department of Humanitarian Affairs (DBA) and the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights (UNHCHR) providing logistical support whenever necessary and
power supplies. The overall coordination remained the responslblllty of the Republic of Rwanda's
Ministry of Justice. All work undertaken on the site was carrted out by Rwandan contractors using
local civil engineers and drawing on constroction materials avallable within Rwanda.

The first detainees to be transferred will be from the existing site, currently holding 900_
detainees for an intended capacity of 100. Detainees will then be transferred progressively from
other congested centres. The opening of other sites will follow that of Nsinda, Nyanza and
Onatracom within the following weeks.

The CPMT Ruhengeri reported that IDPS who had migrated from

Gitarama had gone into hiding behind certain hills in Ruhengeri

they could not return to Gitarama for fear of continued

persecution.

Further reported that on 20th May ELECTROGAZ transformer was

blown by explosives and four days later an electric pylon was

blown also. In the process of repairing damage at Ruhengeri

transformer one worker who stepped on a landmine was injured and

is admitted in Ruhengeri Hospital.

The rumour that locals were going to demonstrate against

the presence of UNAMIR in the country on 24 or 26th May did not

take place. However the RPA Ruhengeri battalion Commander had

promised to provide UNAMIR Personnel and Property Protection.
