2. The repmt of the Secretary-General on programme performance of the 
United Nations for the biennium is prepared pursuant to regulation 6.1 of the 
Regulations and Rules Governing Programme Planning1 the Programme Aspects 
of the Budget, the Monitoting of Implementation and the Methods of Evaluation 
(ST/SGB/2000/8). Representing an important accow1tability and management tool 
in the Organization's results-based budgeting pmcess, the report summarizes the 
major achievements of the Organization during the biennium 2012-2013, as well 
as the outputs delivered in the implementation of the work programme. 

3. The report is comprised of four chapters with Chapter I serving as an 
introduction. Chapter II offers a high-level overview of the results accomplished 
by the Secretariat covering the l 0 areas of the programme budget for the biennium 
2012-2013 in order to give Member States the opportunity to assess the 
Secretariat's performance at an aggregate level. 

4. A summary of output implementation and reso.urce utilization is included 
in Chapter III. The analysis of programme performance in regard to 33,696 
mandated and additional outputs indicates that the Secretariat implemented 30,867 
outputs, thereby achieving an .overall implementation rate of 92 per' cent in the 
2012-2013 biennium.
