1. We agree with your decision to substitute a US dollar account
with Chemical Bank, New York for your Barclays Bank, Uganda
U.S, dollar account. As you know, we strongly prefer that
U.S. dollar balances be maintained in the U.S.A. We will
confirm the Chemical Bank account number shortly.

2. Please let us know how many cheques you require and whether
you need manual or computer chegue stock.

3. Regarding the closure of your Uganda Shillings account with
Barclays Bank, Uganda in Kampala and opening in its stead an
account with Uganda Commercial Bank, there are a few issues to
resolve:

1) First, we still lack an explanation for the unauthorised
opening of two Uganda Shilling accounts - one at Barclays
Kampala (mentioned above) and the other one with Uganda
Commercial Bank in Kabale (our 8 April memo refers).

2) Second, please clarify our account opening policy with
the banks. Only the Controller, Deputy Controller, or
Treasurer of the United Nations have the authority to
open or close bank accounts on behalf of the
Organization.

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3) Third, it is unclear why two Uganda shillings accounts
are necessary. Ordinarily we authorize only one bank
account per currency. If there are unique banking
reasons for maintaining twec Uganda shillings accounts,
please let us know.

4) Fourth, although the Barclays Bank Uganda itself may
not meet the credit standards of the United Nations, the
parent bank does. The data available for the Commercial
Bank of Uganda are from 1988, and do not show an
especially large capitalization. Would you kindly supply
financial statements which are more recent? We realize
