Our
thoughts and prayers go to the families and friends of these victims who are
mourning their tragic deaths, and also to the people still missing and to those
suffering from serious injuries. We fervently hope for the prompt rescue of all
missing and for a full and early recovery of those wounded.

We also wish to express our sentiments of solidarity with the United
Nations and the resolve of my Government to work with you and all the
international community in order to eradicate the scourge of terrorism with firm
determination, with all available means, within the framework of the rule of law
and through strengthened international cooperation.
