order to leave parties total freedom and as a token of perfect
impartiality the United Natione Commissioner is here to main-
tain he is informing to-day all political parties that he has
been obliged to decide not to attend any political rally.
However, on the occasion of the first rally of each party he
will ask two United Natilons Observers to attend the meeting,
though not to take part in it and to convey personally to the
leaders his cordial greetings, The Commissioner shall observe
with the kecnest interest and high consideration these
demonstrations which it was the privelege of the United Nations
Visiting Mission, in a different stage of ascertainment of
public opinion in Togoland, to attend in person, In the pre-
sent stage the Commissioner is sure that the parties will
understand his attitude as a safeguard of their common
interests. He has given to each of them his pledge that he
will observe the same policy with all other parties. The

le The move to Ho by the Commissioner and most of the staff
stationed at Accra took place during the period under reviews

Be The Plebigcite Cormissioner

2¢ The Commissioner met with the Acting Governor, the Plebiscite
Administrator and the Solicitor General in Accra on 21 February to discuss
dreft regulations affecting future stages of the Plebiscites I was
informed by the Commissioner that agreement was reached on the points
which were discussed and that it had been decided that a periecd of
three weeks would be allowed for the submission of petitions to the
Special Courte.

3¢ The Commissioner moved into his house,which was formerly the
Government Agent's, in Ho on 22 February.

Lie New instructions have been issued by the Commissioner to the
Observers (Annex I). As there is relatively little to be done during
this phase of the Plebiscite the Observers have also been instructed
by the Commissioner to make a study of the traditional authorities in
their respective districtse The Commissioner is interested in the
institution of the chieftainship and feels that such an assignment will
serve to maintain the Observers' interest in locel events during thds
phase of the Plebiscites

7« On his arrival in Ho on the 22nd the Commissioner found a
letter addressed to him by Messrs. Antor, Ametewobla, Ayeke and
others dated 13 February. Referring to certain points in the
Commissioner's letter of 18 January, they stated that they had
directed complaints to him rather than directly to the Plebiscite
Administrator because they considered the latter to be an "interested
agent"e They were of the view that the Commissioner and his
Observers were"the only neutral body in the Territory with which
complaints concerning the conduct of the Plebiscite may be lodged
for consideration and prompt action"amd theyexpressed the "hope
that in future the Plebiscite Commissioner will discharge his
onerous duties without fear or favour and maintein .ee(their)eces
confidence and enhance the prestige of the United Nations Organization
which has entrusted him with the great responsibility of supervising
the Plebiscite.”

8¢ This last sentence gave nuch concern to the Commissioner
who felt that, whatever the intention might be behind the
phraseology, it very clearly implied a criticism of his conduct.
He considered that an immediate reply should be made seeking
clarification of the objectionable sentences After some discussion
he despatched the reply appended hereto (Annex II).

9« The morning of the 25th the Commissioner received a letter
dated 22 February, signed by Messrse. Antor, Ametewobla, Tse and
Datsa in which they propose a radically different system of balloting
than that which is envisaged. These proposals were first made by
Antor at the meeting on symbols which tock place at Ho on 15 February
(see paragraph 15 of report for period 13-21 February)e. In order
that fraudulent and unfair practices may be reduced it is proposed
that each voter be given two differently colowred and marked ballot:
papers representing the alternatives and that he select the one of
his choice and place it in an envelope which in turn would be
inserted in a single ballot boxe The rejected ballot would . be
discarded in a tin containing oile The back of each set of ballot
papers is to be identified by the polling officer and each of the
representatives of each group of opinion at the polling station.
United Nations Observers should be detailed to cover the pelling
stations in districts where illegal practices could easily occur,
Ballot papers should be printed by the United Nations and bear a
water mark as well as the United Nations emblemes Representatives
of the two groups of opinion should accompany each sealed ballot
box to the counting point,

10. They also informed the Commissioner that they "wish to
apply af'ter three days to the Secretary-Ceneral of the United
Nations either (1) to empower the Plebiscite Commissioner in the

\ field to make the necessary changes (cege those we submit) in plans




made so that fairness can be guaranteed, or (2) to appoint another
official with sufficient powers to make such changes as will ensure \
the safeguards proposed in our plan"e In the concluding section of
their letter they make the following statement: "We and our followers
carmmot be blamed if we decide not to vote because not only are the >
gates for corrupt practices left open, but the corrupt practices are
condoned directly or indirectly in their very important plebiscites"

1le¢ A copy of the Commissioner's reply is enclosed herewith

essss (Annex III). The Commissioner has also decided to inform the Secretary-
General of the receipt of the Antor letter and will enclose a copy
of it with his notes. It should arrive at Headquarters by this same
pouchs

124 It is quite possible that the attitude displayed by Antor and
his associates in these letters bears some relationship to the
anouncement in the Trusteeship Council that proposals may be submitted
by the French Government in the %ot too distant future to ascertailn
the wishes of the population of ‘ogoland under French Administration
concerning the’ politieal future of that Territory.

13+ The Commissioneris concerned over the tone of these letters
as well ag by indications that the Togoland Congress and its allies
may be considering a boycott of the Plebiscites, On the other hand he |
considers that an abstention would be most disadvantageous to the cause
of the Togoland Congresse. A substantial number of the safeguards
requested by Antor and his group are provided for in the balloting
regulations which will be issued but there is no possibility of adopting
the suggested single ballot box - two ballot system proposed by this
groupe

e In view of the announced intention of the Antor group to take
further action in the near future the Commissioner has decided to remain
in the Southern Section at least during the next two weekss ‘

A. General = &2

le A substantial part of the period under review has been devoted
to the organization of the transfer of the headquarters to Hoe.
Mr, Espinosa reached a decision on this matter on the 13th. Mr. Mills
drove up immediately from Accra and together we inspected the quarters
which are being placed at our disposale With the exception of two
Field Service Officers the entire Accra staff will move to Hoe Ire Bruce
will remain in Accra while Mr. Vandenabeele will be stationed at Tamale
in order to supply the Observers stationed in the Northern Section.
The Cﬁmmissioner will move to Ho the 22nde The staff will follow on
the 24th,.

Be The Plebiscite Commissioner

2¢ The Commissioner spent the 13th and 14th at his office at Ho
replying to communications received from the Plebiscite Administratéer
as well as from the political parties. He was consulted by the
Plebiscite Administrator on the draft regulations pertaining to the
Special Court which will hear and determine petitions. In this
connection he has urged the Administrator to reduce to the extent
possible the period during which petitions may be submitted and has
drewn attention to the suggestion of the Visiting Mission that provision
be made to discourage fraudulent petitionse. Frivolous petitions are
dealt with in the draft regulations.

3¢ The morning of the 15th the Commissicner attended a meeting
called by the Plebiscite Administrator for the selection of symbols
by which the two plebiscite questions are to be represented.

e The Commissioner returned to Acecra the afternoon of the 16th
and has devoted the greater part of his time together with the staff
to correspondence and the review of the Observers' reports.

5¢ It is estimated that the Commissioner has travelled over 1,800
miles within the Trust Territory since his arrival.

6e The manner in which the Observers have carried out their

duties during the period of registration, which ended the 13th instant,
gives great satisfaction. As may be seen in the appended reports
difficult problems and situations were faced by some of the Observers
during this erucial phase of the Plebiscite. Most have spent a
considerable part of their time travelling by car and on foot to

reach remote villagese Their achievementis all the more impressive
when it is recalled that during this same period they were setting

up their households and adjusting to the disconforts of the physical
environment.

7¢ The transfer of our Office to Ho and the posting of a
Field Service Officer in the North will enable us to maintain closer
touch with the Observers and will dispel any feeling of isolation
from our Central Office. Each Observer will be visitelweeklye.

D, The Plebiscite
ae QOrganization and conduct

8¢ The registration figures as of 13 February are shown in
the accompanying tables. It will be noted that there are 188L
doubtful eclaimes to be settled in the Southern Sectione. Registration
in the Southern Section totalled 115,137 or 141 per cent of the
1954 registration; in the Northern Section it was 78,537 or 122
per cent of the 1954 registrations The total for the Territory
was 193,647 or 46 per cent of the total population of 423,000 which
is the 1954 estimate based on the census of 1948,

9¢ The results in the Southern Section, where the 1954
registration served as a standard, are considered very satisfactory.
In the Northern Section, however, officials had informed the
Commissioner that it was expected that at least 90 per cent of
the eligible population would register and that approximately 85
per cent would vote. It will be noted, however, that a registration
of only 73 per cent of the eligible population was achieved, The
results were particularly low in the Bunkpurugu, Nalerigu, Kworli,
Yelzori and Nakpa Local Councils where in all but the first the 1954
totals were not reacheds The Commissioner inguired into this matter
during his last visit to Bunkpurugu and the local regiﬁégégéﬁag
officers informed him that migrant workers were away and, heir
wives were reluctant to register in their absence. This was confirmed
by the Local Council Clerk who stated that of 60 labourers normally
available for road work only 12 were at hand, the rest having gone
to Aghanti for seasonal farm work.

10¢ In the Southern Section the Ablode Local Council is the
only one where registration was substantially below the 1954 figures.

1lle The Akan Local Council area may present a serious problem in
the revision of the registers since an exceedingly high figure was
reached (194 per cent of the 1954 registration)e As is pointed out
in the reports of Van Wijk and Fabry the Togoland Congress appears
to have concentrated its efforts to register supporters in the Buem
and Akan=-Krachi Districts. The most striking feature is that despite
the strong suspicion in certain quarters that unqualified persons have
been registered in the Akan area, which led to the decision taken on
8 February to list all persons not holding two tax receipts as doubtful
claimants, the number of these as of 13 February was only 296, It is
our undergtanding that a careful check will be made of the register in
the Cement Poasi ward during the present period of compilation of
registerse The Commissioner will follow all developments very closelye

12, With the exception of the .Akan area it seems unlikely that
infiltration from the Gold Coast oh French Togolani has taken place
on a significant scale. However, it remains to be seen to what extent
this issue is raised during the revision of the registerse

13« For an acccunt of local trends in registration the appended
Observers' reports should be consulted. A copy of the instructions
for the middle period, issued by the Office of the Plebiscite Administraton
is also appended,

1lis The morning of the 15th the Commissioner attended the meeting
with political party representatives which had been called by Sir John
Dring for the purpose of selecting the symbols whereby the two alternatives
are to be representeds The meeting was attended by Mr. S.G. Antor, for
the Togoland Congress, Mre. SeWe. Kuma, for the Togoland Convention People
Party and Mr. Salifu Imorg, for the Northern People's Party. It was
decided that union with the Gold Coast would be represented by a
clenched fist with the forefinger pointing upward on a black background.
The second question is to be represented by a yellow circle on a white
background.

15« Before discussing the symbols Mr. Antor raised the question of
balloting procedures and proposed that each voter be given two cards,
each denoting an alternative, one of which he would deposit in a single
ballot boxe The other he would discarde Mr. Antor wgs, according to
my information, dissuaded from pursuing this as well? ther points not
pertaining directly to the agenda by the Commissioner who agked for
his wholehearted co-operation.in reaching an immediate decision on the
matter of the symbolss

16, Mr. Langrod has reported a very interesting development in the
Krachi area, namely the appearance of the National Liberation Movement
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in the Plebiscite campaign gé an ally of the Togoland Congresse
It will be recalled from our previous report that Mre. Antor had
recently made a trip to Kumasi,

17 Close contact was maintained with the Gold Coast Information
Services and Radioes

18, A film is peing made to show people how to vote and place
their ballot inside the box. This film will be used by the five
moblle cinema=-vans covering the whole of Togoland during the Plebiscite.

194 It was suggested that along with the Gold Coast films they
have been showing, they should also show a few United Nations films,
These have been requested from Headquarters by cable and it is hoped
that they will be sent by air so as to reach us in timees Since there
are 5 such cinema=-vans, 5 copies of each film are needed. The film
on Somaliland would be particularly appropriate.

A, General

l. This report, prepared in Ho in the Trust Territory, will be
supplemented by a memorandum from Mr. de Roussy de Sales in Acera.

B, The Plebiscite Commissioner

2¢ During the period under review Mr. Espinosa continued his tour

of the Trust Territory with Mr. Howard. On the morning of 7 February
he wvisited registration centres in the area of Kete Krachi

accompanied by Mr, Langrod, United Nations Observer, and one of

the local registration officers. He continued to Jasikan that
afternoon and the following morning toured registration centres

in that area and called on the Kadjebihene; he was accompanied

by Mr. Blair, Assistant Plebiscite Administrator, and lMessrs.

van Wyck and Fabry, the observers stationed at Jasikan.

3 The afternoon of the same day Mr. Espinosa traveled to
Kpandu and visited a number of registration centres in Kpandu
East the following day, the 9th. He continued on to Ho that
afternoon and held a meeting with Mr. Mead, Regional Officer
for Transvolta-Togoland.

L. The morning of the 10th was spent at Nyive near the French
Togoland border where the Commissioner and Mr. lMead succeeded
in persuading the villagers to register, They had previously
refused to register pending the settlement of a Local Council
Jurisdictional gqguestion,

5e Mr. Espinosa spent the morning of the 1lth discussing the
provisions of the forthcoming polling regulations with lessrs.
leredith, Williams, Shastri and Howard.

6. Mr. Espinosa now fecls that he should move up to Ho fraom Accra.
He considers that while Acera offered certain advantages as a

base of operations during the initial stages of his work, it

would be impractical to remain there isolated from the field

and with unsatisfactory chamels of communication with the



United Kingdom Plebiscite Administration, which is located at

Ho. In the event that he should move to Ho it would be
necessary to transfer most of the staff now based at Accra

to that locality. Housing would not represent an insuperable
problem and Administration officials feel that acc odations
could be made available within a week or two. Mr, Espinosa's
de sire to spend the maximum amount of time in the Trust Territory
is perhaps the most compelling argument for such a move. The
disadvantages of being at a distance from the secretaries and
other staff at Acera are quite evident, particularly during

the last three days when we could have used our full staff to

the fullest advantage here at Ho,. Furthermore, virtually all
communications and inguiries from Togolanders addressed to

the Commissioner are received at our Ho office. As soon as the
Bommissioner confirms his decision to me tomorrow I will turn the
matter over to Mr. Millse.

7 The Observers stationed at Jasikan, Kpandu and Ho were
visited during the period under review; all are well and

going about their tasks with considerable energy and enthusiasm
as were the Observers in the Northe.

A, General

1. Since this report is being written in the field (Kete
Krachi) I have asked Mr. de Rousgy de Sales at Accra to sup-
plement it with the latest registration figures as well as

any other pertinent data he may have received since we departed
from Accra.

B. The Plebiscite Commissioner

2. The Commissioner, accompanied by me, flew from Accra to
Tamale on 2 February where he lunched with the Chief Regional
Officer, Mr. MacDonald Smith, who briefed him on the progress
of registration in the Northern Section of the Trust Territory.
He proceeded to Pusiga by car that afternoon. The following
day he visited the registration centres at Tempane and
Worikambo in the company of Sir John Dring, the Plebiscite
Administrator, and Mr. Brodnax, the United Nations Observer

in the Kusasi District.

3. The Commissioner continued on to Gambaga that afternoon
and toured Mr. Rajasooria's district the morning of the 4th
stopping at Bunkpurugu, Bongpulugu and Yunyuo where discussions
were held with the local registration officers.

4, The afternoon of the 4th he proceeded to Yendi stopping

at Gushiago where he met one of the local registration officers.
At Yendi the Commissioner was briefed by Messrs. Martell and
Quimper and on the morning of the 5th he attended the weekly
meeting of the Deputy Plebiscite Administrator for the Northern
Section, the Registration Officers and the United Nations
Observers stationed in the North Dagomba, South Dagomba and
Nanumba-Gonja Districts. The afternoon of the 5th the Com-
missioner visited Chereponi where the local Chokossi chief
presented him with a sheep. That night he was the guest of
the Sunson-Lana at a performance of dances, drumming and songs.




5. The Commissioner drove to Bimbilla the morning of the
6th and with Mr. Lee, the United Nations Observer stationed
there, visited Dagban where the customary gifts were
presented to the Commissioner who explained his mission.

On the way to Kete Krachi in the afternoon he stopped at
Kpandae and was briefed by the local Registration Officer.
He arrived in Kete Krachi that evening.

6. The text of a draft amendment to the Registration
Regulations was submitted to the Commissioner for his views
prior to his departure from Accra. The ammendment provides
for fine or imprisonment of persons convicted of destroying
or having in their possession the registration receipts of
others. Similar penalties apply to written distortions of
the two plebiscite questions as well as of statements of
representatives of the Administering Authority. The
Commissioner discussed this text with the Solicitor

General and prevailed on him to delete the section dealing
with the distortion of the two questions.

C. BStaff

7. lir. Quimper has contracted an irritating respiratorial
infection caused by dust and dryness but it does not appear to
curtail his activity. Mr. Bokhari came down with malaria

on the 5th. He was treated by the local dispenser and has
shown no symptoms since yesterday afternoon.

D. The Plebiscite

a. Organization

8. Registration in the Northern Section is virtually
completed. Efforts qre now being directed toward

rounding up those who were not registered on the first and
second rounds. By the end of last week registration

figures in the wards of the Nbﬁﬁ%ffﬁﬂsﬁﬁtiﬂP roughly ranged
between fifty and eighty per centy ' In 50me cases the
figures exceed the registration figures for the 1954 elections
by as much as two hundred per cent.

9. According to the preliminary polling arrangements for the
Northern Section polling stations would be distributed so as
to serve in each case an area with a radius not exceeding five
miles. Each Returning Officer will be responsible for
several polling stations of which there would be some "&¥%

324 in the 108 wards and sub-wards of the Northern Section.

b Political developments

16. During the past ten days there has been an increase
in political party activity throughout the area extending

north from Krachi. A group of Togoland Congress organizers



headed by Mr. Kodzo Ayeke, M.L.A., has traveled through the
area. They met the Commissioner on the road between

Nalerigu and Nakpanduri and made sewral complaints

concerning the conduct of the registration and thrafs to Togo-
land Congress supporters in the Krachi area. Mr. Langrod,
one of the observers stationed in that area, has received
complaints from Mr. Ayeke, as well as other Togoland Congress
members of threds against supporters of the second alterna-
tive. In one instance the Krachiwura is alleged to have

made such threats in one village.

11. Mr. Ayeke informed* Mr. Langrod that CPP propaganda

vans said to have been purchased with Gold Coast funds

were misrepresenting the second question; he felt that this
situation required immediate action by the plebiscite
administration. He also claimed that in one village a Local
Council clerk and the local police corporal had threatened

one of his colleagues. Mr. Ayeke has submitted these
complaints to the plebiscite authorities and it is most likely
that Mr. Espinosa will discuss them with Sir John Dring on

the 9th or 10th. Mr. Ayeke just stopped by and left word
that he would also inform Sir John Dring that the registration
of Togolanders was being carried out at Bawku, Tamale and
other points outside the Trust Territory.

12. Mr. Joseph H. Allassani, Minister of Education of the
Gold Coast Government, recently visited Local Council aqreas
in the Northern Section and is said to have displayed a keen
interest in all matters relating to the plebiscite.

Be The Plebiscite Commissioner

2e Prom 25 to 27 January, Mr. Espinosa made a tour of wards
in the Ho, Kpandu, and Jasikan Districts in the company of the Governor
and Sir John Dring. Although this tour was largely of a formal and
rather ceremonial nature, very specific inquiries were made into the
conduct of the registration phase of the Plebiscite.s Consequently,although
Mr. Espinosg? able to perscnally conduct inguiries as he normally would,he
was able to get a clear picture of conditions, reference to which is
made in more detail below. During the first two days of this tour I
accompanied lir. Espinosa; as he toured each district he was accompanied
unofficially by the U.lN. Observers stationed there who briefed him on the
latest events.

Se On 30 Januvary Mr. Espinosa and I drove to Kete Krachi, stopping
briefly at Kpandu where we were able to meet Messrs. Cebe-~Habersky and
Jakhelln. At Kete Krachi where the Commissioner was visiting for the
first time we were briefed by Messrs. Langrod and Bokhari and held
discussions with the Government Agent and one of the Registration
Officers. Courtesy calls were made to the Krachiwura and to a group
of elders and the religious leader of the large loslem Community. On
our return to Accra we stopped at Jasikan for a meeting with Mr. A.K.
Odame.

Lie Mr. Espinosa and I depart for the llorth on 2 Februarye. We
shall move Southward from Pusiga, remaining in the Trust Territory for
ssese the duration of the period of registration (see Annex I.). A meeting
has been called at Ho between lMr. Espinosa, Sir John Dring and leaders
of the political parties to discuss a choice of symbols which will
represent the two questions in the balloting. We will therefore stay




in Ho until that date, returning to Accra thereafter.

5 During the period under review the Observers stationed in
the Southern Sections of Togoland were visited.

T As of 21 January Ll,682 perscons have registered in the
Southern Section and 43,197 in the Northern Section. The numbers
registered in the 1954 general elections were respectively 81,551
and 57,605. We have been unable to get last week's global registration
figures despite calls to the Southern Section [or calls to Ho]and
Colonel Younge I am hoping to get them before the pouch closess
I do have figures, however, for various districts.s It is estimated
that in the Kete Krachi District registration totals 65 percent of
the number registered in 1954 in Langrod's Section and 50 percent
in Bokhari'se In 33 of the wards covered by Van Wijk the figure
equals 81 percent. In Fabry's wards registration is about 60 percent.
in the Krachi group and 80 percent in the Akan group. Many doubtful
cages remain to be cleared up in the areas covered by Van Wijk and
Fabry.

b) Political Developments

Be During his tour with the Governor various documents issued
by political elements were brought to the attention of lir. Espinosa.
Two of these, issued by the Togoland Congress, contained excerpts out
of their proper context taken from lr. Espinosa's letter of 18 January
addressed to Mr. Antor., When he met Mr. Antor on this trip, lr.
Espinosa complained vigorously and on his return to Accra issued
the Press Release dealing with this question, which is noted below
in the section dealing with information activitiese.

e Mr. Espinosa was also shown a leaflet, issued in the
vernacular by a person residing in Kpandu, in which the two questions
in the Plebiscite were put as follows:

(i) Would you like Togoland to be under the Gold Coast or

(ii) Would you like independence for Togoland so that it
may stand by itself as one complete nation?




Mr. Espinosa also issued a Press Release in an effort to correct
any misinformation resulting from the circulation of this pamphlet,

10, Mr. Odame expressed satisfaction with the conduct of the
registration in his Distrjct. He considered thhat the Assistant
Registration Officers were very fair, but that he was not entirely
satisfied with the work of certain registration assistants who had
refused to register persons who should properly have been listed
as doubtful claimantse. He complained also that the CCP in its
campaign wag telling the people that victory for those supporting
the second question would result in their being placed under French
Administration.

11. Mr. Espinosa told lMr. Odame about the two distortions
of his letter to Mr. Antor as well as about the leaflet issued in
Kpandu. MNMr. Odeme seemed quite annoyed with lir. Antor because
he had not been informed of the contents of lMr. Lspinosa's letter
nor had he been consulted on the issuance of circulars containing
excerpts from the letter.

12. Mr, Odame stated that he had not had time to get his
campaign under way but that he would initiate it immediately after
registration.

o He asked lir. Espinoga in considering draft legislation
to keepin mind the need to devi¥e some means whereby a person would
be unable to vote more than once as he claimed had happened during
the 1954 general electionse. He suggested that each party stamp the
ballots before a person voted and that unstamped ballots be
considered invalide He requested that registration centres be
established in some of the more isolated villages. MNMr. Fabry
remarked that such arrangements had been made in some wards.
lIr. Odame complained that in one village the Chief and anyone voting
for the second question would be driven out of town. Mr. Van Wijk
was asked by the Commissioner to make a discreet inguiry through
the Government Agent on this mattere.

. Information Activities

1he Two press releases (copies attached) were issued and
published in full in the "Daily Graphic'e. Three hundred copies
of the second press release were made for distribution by the
Information Services to the British officials in Togoland. No. L41/56
was published in the "Daily Graphie" on 30 January and Io. L42/56
in the issue of 31 January.

15. Three reels of tape recordings were made and sent to
the Radio Division.

Togoland plebiscite:
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INCE the arrival of Mr.

Eduardo Espinosa Yy
Prieto, United Nations
Plebiscite Commissioner,
there have been various
questions raised on the
registration of voters and
t! regulations governing
the holding of the Plebis-
cite.

Yesterday, the Commissioner
issued a press release listing
answers Le has given, verbal-
ly and in writing, to these
questions.

The Commissioner states that he
found it necessary to issue the
release because of the fact that
“certain leaflets have been publish-
ed in Togoland seriously distorting
written statements by the U.N.
Plebiscite Commissioner”, and in
order to re-emphasise replies he
addressed to representatives of
parties at Ho,

The release states that on Jan-
uary 17, in Ho, the Plebisecite
Commissioner met répresentatives
of the leading political parties in

Togoland.
The Commissioner “replied wer-

bally to all questions put by the
parties, and on the following day
confirmed these replies in written
form.” The following is a summary
of the points contained in the
written answers,

The Commissioner emphasised
that his function in regard to the
Plebiscite is defined in the Resolu-
tion of the General Assembly ni
December 15, 1955.

One of the Togo parties drew
attention to the fact that the first
Regulations for the Plebiscite had
been issued before the United
Nations Commissioner’s arrival at
Accra.

First Regulations

The Commissioner in his verbal
and written replies said that the
Administering Power had been in
constant contact with him regard-
ing the measures to be taken for
the organisation and conduct of
the Plebiscite since his appoint-
ment by the General Assembly on
December 1

The United Kingdom's Minister
for the Colonies mentioned to the
Commissioner on that date the in-
tention of his Government to pro-
ceed at once to enact an enabling
instrument and issue the first Re-
gulations.

The Commissioner agreed and
now stated that he had given care-
ful study fo the documents and did
not find a point on which the Ad-
ministering Authority may be said
to have deviated from the recom-
mendations of the Visiting Mission
incorporated in the resolution,

U.N..decision

To an cbjection to the decision to
register only residents of Togo-
land—who could prove a residence
of at least twelve months during
the past two years— and not to
register Togolanders who live out-
side the Territory, the Commis-
sioner said the decision of the Ad-
ministering power on this point
was based on the precise ‘recom-
mendations of the United Nations
Visiting Mission contained in para-
graphs 151 and 152 of its 1955
Report.

The Commissioner stated very
clearly that it was impossible for
him to consider any representation
against this decision.

There was an objection to the
period of 35 days that has been
established for registration,

The Commissioner said he could
not consider any representations
since the Administering Authority
had followed precisely the recom-
mendation of the Visiting Mission,

On 17 January, in Ho, the United Nations Plebiscite Commissioner
met representatives of the leading political parties in Togoland at
thé office of the Regional Officers Representatives of the
Administeriﬁg Power were not present at these meetings. The
Commissioner replied verbally to all guestions put forth by the
parties, and on the following day confirmed these replies in written
form, Following is a statement of the points. contained in the
written answers to the points that were raised:

arrival at Accra, In reply to this telegram the Commissioner stated
to the parties concernmed - during the meeting on 17 January and in

. his letter of 18 January - that the Administering power had been in
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constant contact with him regarding the measures to be taken
for the organization and conduct of the Plebiscite since 15
Decenber, that is to say since his appointment by the General
Assenmbly. The United Kingdom's Minister for the Colonies
mentioned to the Commissioner on that date the intention of his
Government, in order to abide by the timetable recommended by the
Visiting Mission and accepted by the Resolutioh, to proceed at
once ﬁo enact an enabling instrument and issue the first Regﬁla—
tions.
