I, 

The Reioh Minister for Armament and War Production and Chief of 
Organisation Todt henceforth heads the war aotivitiea of the Administrative 
Agenoies for Conotruotion. I empower him to issue directiv-es tor the above 
purpose to all administrative national DUnioipal oonstruotion ag~noios ot 
Greater Gel1D&l\Y and incorporated territories. Ho l'lll\Y dispone over the 
personnel and facilities ot these agencies according to his jude,nent. 

The administrative organisation remains unchanged by thus being placed 
on a war f'ooting. 

II, 

The dooisions wuier paragraph I apply also to the state-controlled 
public oorporationa insofar as they have administrative agencies of their own, 

III. 

The Reich Minister tor Amament and War Production and Chief of the 
O.T. will issue, henceforth, the legal and administrative regulations necessary 
for carrying out and amplifying the above decree in agreement with the 
Plenipotentiary General for the Administration of the Reich (HDNI,EP).

(Article 64 of' tho Hague Convention) 

Introduoto~ Noto 

, s hoad of the Nazi Party Hitler hacl mado tho oomploto destruction of tho 
Jews a main feature of that Party's 'polioy, ovon bof'oro the war. In spooohos -
some of which are quot od on pago 2 - he had foretoid the. extm-m:i.nation of 
Jewry. 

Hitler gavo ef'f'eot to this doolarod intention f'.1.rst, in GOl'JD8.ey11 itsolf, 
by onaoting a series of' laws beginning - before tho \7al' - with tho Nurarnborg 
anti-semitic lavr of 15.9.35, and culminating, a.nor oight yoars ot 
progressivoly hn.rshor legislation, in tho "Thirtoenth Ordinance" of 1. 7.43, 
which placed the J CJ\ls out side tho oorrmon la.,1, dopri wd th001 of all legal 
protootion and mo.do them, in effect, subjocts of tho Gostapo, thus fascilita­
ting their dostruotion. 

Next, a rtor tho invasion of tho noighbouring countries, ho oxtond.od -the 
principlos of the Gorman anti-sondtic legislation to thOOl, in disregard of 
their constitutional lavrs and of' Article 43 of' tho Haguo Oonvontion. Tho Jarrs 
in tho oooupicd countries wero, in consequence, first reduced to dostitution 
am subjected to evory sort of hwniliation by a serios of doorooa, and 
tinnily ordorod to accept nny labour thl'.t might bo of'f'crod to thorn, thus 
facilitating their deportation, ostonsibly for labour, to Eastorn Poland, 
whore thoy woro killod by poison gas, torturo, and other rnothods, in o:-.mps 
spooially designed o.nd oquipped for th t purpose. 

It is an error to suppose tlmt the victims wore predominantly German· ~eus. 
On the contrary, out of n total of' 1,765,000 victims given in the U.S •..• War 
Refugee Board's Report ( ovember 1944) for the camp of Birkono.u, the Germans 
only account for 60,000. In any caso, ns Jovm from all countrios - Ger.many, 
the Oooupied Countries and t he s atellite no.tionn - wore massed together f'or 
dostruotion in these camps, no distinction o,.n be dravm, in d.otormining 
,•;hother a mu- crime was committed, bot'7eon the victims of one nationality or 
another. The crime v,as essentially Europo-·r.ldo. 

Tho total numbor of victims thus i.Jllnolated may novor be known. In 
addition to the figures given abovo for Birkonau, it was estimo.tod by the 
Soviet-Polish Commission of I vestigation tho.t ono o.nd a half ndllions woro 
rnurdorod in tho Mal d.anek (Lublin) death camp. 

Tho mass killin s of J ows in tho death camps woro murder on a sea.lo 
excoodin anything that tho world has ever witnessed. This scale pre­
supposes or anisation so oonsiderablo as to ng go the responsibility not 
only of tho erm."l.n a.dminict rativo offici o.ls, but of the ,molo Government, and 
evidently or Hitler himself aa hond o tho St t o and as the chief author und 
instigator of t ho crime. 

The :.uthorn of the Polio~.1__'.J;_l~ ~ ¥ ~ty 

The policy of exterminatin t ho Jowa in .r..urope ·,hich h s lrcndy 
r esulted in the mass-murders on a vavt seal, , s oonoeivod by tho r zi 
Party, 1hich, s early as 1920, had t aken the fir st stop in th t · r ot i on 
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by declaring in their 2,5-point programme, that "no Jew can be a member of the 
nation." 

The Spokesmen of the EJ£t_~mination Poli~ 

HITLER: Speeoh in Reiohstag on 30.1.39. (V.B. 1.2.39) 

"If the international Jewish financiers suooeed in plunging the nations 
once more into a world war, the result will not bo the Bolshevisation o!' tho 
world and tho victory of Jewry, but the obliteration of the Jovrish raoo fro 1 

tho earth."

ROSENBERG: .' (Trustee for tho Idealogical education of tl1_e Nazi Party) 

In a speech at Arboitstag (18.11.42) said:

J a-.1 in Germany or on t~o Euro:eoan cont inc~ 

DR. LEY: (Trustee for the Labour J.lront) 

In a spocoh at Karlsruhe, reported in tho Strassburgor Teueste 
Naohriohton (20.5.42, said: 

"It is not enough to isolate the J owish one?I\Y of me.nkind. Tho Jaw has 
got to bE:_ exterminated"!. 

Again uriting in the " 1.ngriff", GOEBBELS organ (13.6,42) he so.id: 

"Vie are resolved to carry on this battle ago.inst the Jm·,s with all our 
energy till it reaches a victorious end - that is, till tho a~ermination of 
the Jewish raoo." 

He is raportcd to have usod the same words in a speech at Esson on 
4.12.40. 

JULIUS STREI~ Editor of the notorious anti-nomitic organ "der Sturmer" 
hao, as is \'/ell l01ovm, oontin lly a.dvoo tecJ. the ut ter destruction of the 
Jews. Thus, in a s-pecoh reported in tho Ti mas of 16. 9.36, he said: 

"extirp tion ·,as the only solution of the .Jorrish problem. This wns not 
su~gested as a policy for Gorr~'\l1y to adopt alcne, bt~ as a solution for nll 
nat ions to pply to a. world vrido problem ••• " ••• "to sec e the safety of tho 
vlhole rrorld, they mu.st be ax:terminat ed." 

* The uthontioity of this intorviO\'f rns denied i n Gel'J11D.JlY• 
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• DR, iHLTER GROSS : (Head of the National Socialist Race Office) 

In a lecture given on tho 27,3,41, said: 

' 

" s far a.s tho historical appearance of the Jew in Europa is concerned 
we believe that the hour of' his death has irrovooably arrived". 

DAS SCHiL RZE KORPS: (the weekly journal of Hil,IMLER~s ss) wroto on tho 
·8th ugust, 1940: 

"In tho same ,·10.y as the J errish problem will bo solved for Germany only 
whon the last J <JIV ha.s boon driven out, so the rest of' Europe must kno'7 that 
tho German peace which arrai ts her must be a peaoo without J O'i/13 ." 

In the same organ, in a t'ront pa.go artiolo, on 24.11.38 shortly Eµ'tor tho 
Novombcr progroms, t a lked of: · 

"the f'uctual and final end of Jo\'try i~ Germany, in absolut e o.nnihilation". 
. . 

(Those oxtr.ac_ts, which could be almost indofinitoly supplemented, show 
that tho oxtormination of the Jon mis a policy deliberately pl nnod by tho 
Nazi Party, oven before the rm.r). 

THE ANTI-SEMITIC LEGISLAT..QB.§, 

The noxt step was the p~ssing _ of the notorious Nurnborg la.us (vrhich talce 
their namo from those t of the Nazi Party Conferonoc), and the successive 
lo.ns and ordino.nocs by which they were amplified: These included -

The basic anti-Jewish law of 15.9.35, "to safeguard Gorman blood 
and honour 11 .' This was signed by IITTLER as Chanoollor; FRICK, o.s 
Minister of the Interior; and HESS as Doputy for the Ffuu.er. The two 
first -nruncd of the· above, (HITLER and :i!RICK) also signod the . 
Citizenship Lan (Reichsburgor Gesetz - Legal Gazetto I.1146) of the saroo 
date. 

T e l c.w for trio exclusion of' Jews from oommeroial life ( 12. 11. 38 
Lega l Gazetto I.1580) signed by GOERII G, as Plonipot ntiary for the 
I•bur Year s Plan. 

The 11th Ordinance under the Reiohsbur er ~osotz of 1.7.43, (logal 
Gn.zctte i.722) signed by FRICK , Minister of tho Interior; BORMANN, 
(Heud of' tho Pa rty Chancery); REINHf.RDT, for tho Finance Minister; and 
SCiiLEGZf,BERGER , ,'i.cting Minister of Justice. 

'l' e 13th Ordinance under the Reichsburgor :;;,enetz of 1. 7 ,43, 
(Logc.l Gazette I,382 ) which finally placed Jevrs outside the Common Larr 
and i Ill.de the punishable by the Police for offences ; signed by 
BOID, , Heud of tho Party Chancery ; sc- r/ERIN KROSIGH , •·nance Minister; 
a nd THIER! CK , Minister of Justice. 

The efi'oot of the l att er Ordirtanoe was , in eff'oot, to mclce the Jmys 
subject s of the Gest apo and so t o f acilitate their destruction • 

. The effec ts of this legisla tion were extended during the r,ar by successive 
decrees, to the Occupied Countries , and, as ~ result of politica l pressure, to 
the Satellite St tes . Tur the purpose of this eport no distinction can be 
drawn between murders 'Jf J ews belongin t o one country or nothcr, because the 
victims of the mas sacres in the death-a mps in Eastern Eur e were brought 
together from every quart er; moreover, the Gen n r oic.l J.ogis l o.tion had been 
appl ied outri t t o Jmvs in "ino6rpor ated11 a rea s , who may mve bean originally 
ejther inhabit ants of Germany or ·nat iona l s of conquered States ; l astly, in tho 
ca c.o o at l ea st one t llitc State - Iungar y - The American Socrcto.ry of State 
ho.s explicitly ool.'.l!'ed th t tho mass-killi nQs of Jows by "the ·1azis o.nd thoir 
Hun a.rian cuislings 11 will be inexor bly punished • 
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Even in their earlier stages, the dinoriminatory raoial ordinances made 

in the Occupied CoW1tries, constituted, a manifest breach of International Law, 
which requires, an Occupying Party (Article 43 of the Hague Convention) "to 
respect, unless absolutely prevented, the laz:m in f orce in the 00W1try". 
In regard to this point a British official repdrt oonoorning tho Netherlands 
(Basic Handbook Netherlands Part II page 39), states -

; ••••• "Tho Jews were protected indeed, by implication in the constitution 
itself. If they were to be considered as a roli~on, soot or community, 
(Articles 174-175 of the Constitution covered them) •••• ,If, on tho othor 
hand, they were to be regarded as of alien raoe, a~d therefore non-Dutch -
the explanation given at the outsot of the Nazi persecution in tho 
Netherlands - then they wero protected by Article 4 of the Constitution, 
which ensured equal protection of persons and goods f~r all persons 
living in the Netherlands .. " 

A typioal oxamplo of tho working of tho proooss in an Oooupiod CoW1tcy 
may bo tak n from ~elg:lum. First, there was an Ordinance (October, 1940), by 
t 1c :Military Coouna.ndor requiring Jows to register themsolvos and their · 
btwinos~'; thon a series of restrictions was impos~, on civic rightn, W1til 
to quo-t;e the Basic Handbook, Belgium and Luxembourg, page 2) "tho Jow in 
Belgium has virtually become an outlaw, subject at aey timo to tho oonoontra­
t5.on camp, to doporta.tion, to tho breaking up of his family and to any othor 
brutal and arbitary moasuro that may ocour to his oppressors." 

Finally on May 8th, 1942, oame an Ord.inane e compelling J mvs to a.ooopt any 
"work offered to them by tho Labour Office"• This decree which seems to ho.ve 
boon a favourite devioe· of tho Nazi authorities, E11ablod Jews to ba deported, 
ostensibly for work, to Eo.stern Eurnpe. Deportation bego.n in July, 194.2. 
"Jews SUJm1nrily rounded up Yrere horded together ond sont to Wlknown destina-
tions in tho East".... "They were seen looving Liego then Charleroi, in 
oonvoy after oonvoy. Men, women and children woro arbitrarily separated by 
their exocutioners. • • • • • According to a German newspaper 25;000 Jaws out 
of tho 52,000 living in Belgium, should ho.ve been aocountod for in this wey by 
the end of 1942," (From "PerAooution of the JfJ\vs11 ·a. pamphlet compiled by the 
"Inter .Allied Informa.tion Committee''. The same information is given in tho 
Manahestor Guardian of 21.12,4.2.) -

The enti-semitio measures applied in the Netherlands and other Occupied 
Oountr:l.es f?llowed the same ascending scale, exoept that in Eastern and South 
Eastern EurCJ?e they were definitely harsher from the outset. For instance, 
in Greece1 thfi order by STROOP, tho German Chief' of Police, requiring Jews to 
register l3• 10,li.3) at once imposed the death penalty for failure to register.

In tho distrtots which the Germans "inoorporatod in the Greater Rej,oh" 
( e.g. Western Polar1rl, Luxembourg, Slovenia) anti-sanitio moasuros wore applied 
,·Jith f tJ r. leas ~olay. Thus, in Lu."<:ombourg, a dooreo of May 31st, 1940, · 
introdtood outright, ~he full scale of German anti-Jewish logisla.tion. 

!arning by tho Unitod Nations 

Tho fearf\Jlly rapid progress of the work of extermination led tho Allied 
Governments to doclaro on Deo~ber 17th, 1942, that tho German authorities 
11 0.!"o now carrying into effect HITLER' s oft-repeated intention to oxtermine.to 
tho Jewish people in Europe. From all the occupied oountri'es Jmvs are being 
transported, in oonditiono of app~lling brutality and horror, to Eastern 
Europe. In Poland, which has boen mv.do tho prinoipal Nazi slo.ughtor house, 
tho ghettos established by tho Gorman invaders aro being systemE..tioo.lly 
emptied of all Jo ·rs oxoopt a ff:M hig)uy skilled Y1orkors required .:or wo.r 
industries, one of thoso taken o.wo.y nro over heo.rd of again. Tho o.ble­
bodiod are slcwJ.y worked to death in labour a mps, Tho infirm aro lef't to 
die of expQsure nnd starvation, or o.re q.olibor tely ma.sao.ored in mo.oo execu­
tions , The number of viot:l.ma of thcoo bloody cruelties is raokonod in many 
hundreds of thouoands of ontiroly innucont mon, women o.nd children, 11 

The Gover . nta, in concluaion, oondcmnod in tho otrongest possible 
torms "this bestio.l polioy of oold-bloodod oxtermino.tion11 ; and they 
re-affirmod "their solemn resolution to enauro t t those roaponsiblo for thooo 
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crimes shall not escape retribution, and to press on with the necessary 
praotioal measures to this ~d." 

THE DEATH CAMPS n EASTERN EUROPE 

The liberation of Eastern Europe by the advance of the Russian Armies 
1n 1944, revealed the vastness of the scale on which mass-murders had been 
oaITi ed out• · 

Among the most notorious of the death camps wore those of BIRKENAU, 
TREBLINKA, BEI,ZFX1, SOBIBOR, KOSOW, PODLASKI, CHm.tMO and OSWIIDil.{ and the camp 
at MAIDENEX (Lublin). Detailed evidence is already av:l.ilable in the 
Conmission' s files concerning the mass-nrurders at Brikenau in the French 
charge No.00; at Treblinka, in the Polish charges 123/P/r/21 and 304/P/G/':IJ, to 
which reference oan ba made. 

Detailed reports wore also ma.do by tho "Soviot Extraordinary Stato 
Comnission for the scertainment and Investigation of Crimes by tho German­
Fascist Invaders and their Aseooiatos", concerning the gas-massaoro at 
Krasnodar (referred to in the -"Soviet Viar Nows'; ·ot 14,7,43) and oonourning tho 
death-camp at Minsk (ibid 22,9,44) thore has also been a report, (bid 19,9.44), 
by the "Polish Soviet Extraordinary Commission" on tho Extermination C~. at 
Mnidenak (Lublin), already referred to abovo in the _Polish charge 123/P/G21, 

In the latter case it was established by the Polish-Soviet enquiry that 
the victims had included Jews o.nd intellectuals both from Germo.ny and from the 
Oooupied Countries, besides Polish prisoners of war o.nd nwnbers of children, 
and that tho CaJ'!IP was in operation as early as in 1941, The victims hn.d boon 
put to death by shooting, go.a poisoning o.nd torture.· Some 1,380,000 corpses 
had been burned, and personal effects were found which ho.d evidently belonged 
to Soviet oitizens, Poles, French, Czeohs, Belgians, Dutoh, Greeks, Croats, 
Italians, Norwegians and Danes. 

Of special significance is tho ovidcnoe of tho Gorman Lieut-<;onornl, 
Hilmar Moser, dated 29,8.44, to tho effect thc.t "HIMMLER, himnclf', visited the 
camp when he arrived in Lublin in the summor of' 1943, Yihi.oh confirms that its 
aoti vi ties were direct od by HITLER I s •Government;" n.nd that 11 , t fir st tho 
inmates v,ere chiefly Jews, Lo.tor on, represonto.tivos of the most diverso• 
nationalities, so-oallod politioo.1 of'fendora , including Germans, nore kept 
there."

De ortations of Jews from Hungary: The warning of the Allied Governments, 
seems, unf'ort\lll8.tely, to have produced little offeot. Af'tor tho German 
oooupation of' Hungary in the spring of 1944, tho anti-Jowish measures - which 
the Nazis had long objooted to, as being far too mild - wcro intensified 
(April, 1944), The Jews wore first oonoentrated, under inhuman conditions, 
in gjlottos, whenoe deportations to Germany or Poland wore undertaken, J .1~0SS, 
the Minister oi' tho Interior in the Szjojay Government, deolnrod in a. speooh 
1•eported on Juno 20th, 1944, that "tho olimination of the Jaws was an eoonomio 
necessity". The Sof'i~ Radio announced (20.10.44), on the ovidonce of Jows 
who had escaped from tho Bor ooppor minos in Yugoslavia, that largo numbers of 
Hungarian Joris had been deported to Poland in May, 191,.3, a.nd Juno, 1944. 
A recent Homorandum states that "tho sovorost moo.suro:J of o.ll woro thoao 
enacted against tho J~ws by JAROSS: his Sooroto.ry of Gtuto, L, BA.KY; tho 
latter's assistant, L, ENDRE •••••••••• and the now Conndssionor Unemployment~ 
KULSCAR". That mass-killings of' deported Jons woro boing ourriod out rm.s 
confirmed by h • Eden and Mr. Hull. The lattor deola.rod (July, 1941~) that 
his Govornmont would not ijlacken its efforts to rosouo as many no conld bo 
saved and he vrarned the perpetrators of these crimes that "inoxor· blo 
punishment" YIOuld be motod out to them. 

The Hungarian O±'fioials roundly denied tho roports of doporto.tion, but 
admitted that "labour :f'ormo.tions" of Jews had been transferred to Gennnny; 
and Admiral Horthy, tho Regent, deolnred in his lo.st proclruno.tion, ( Oct.ober 16th, 
1944), before the coup d'etat v.hiah overthrew him, that "undor shelter of tho 
German Occupation the Gost:ipo tacklod the Jowish question in a mo.nner incom­
patible with tho doma.nds of humnnity, applying tho mothods it hnd alronc\Y 
orrq,loyed olsEmhoro 11 • 

SZAL/.\SY, ('quisling'), who replo.oed. HORTHY was a violent o.nti-semito;. 
I<EMENY 1 his Foreign Minister declared ( 17, 10,41..} tho.t "the solution of tho 
Jewish quostion will bo o. ruthloss ono", 

The following passage from the "Report of the United States Y/o:r Refugee 
Board." on the death camp at B:lrkenau is ovidence that large numbers of 
Hungarian J e\Vs wero, i?l f act, massacred: 

"On May 1 :,th rna.~s transports from Hungary began to arrive in . 
B!RKEJIL u. Some 14,000 to 15,000 Jews aITived daily. Tho spur railroad 
track which ran into the comp t0 the crematoria v1a.s completed in great 
haste, the crew.'3 working hight and day, so that the transports could be 
brought directly to the crematoria. Only about 10 per cont of these 
tl·ansports were ac1mitted to tho OW14>; the balanoo wero inmediatoly gassed 
and bwned, i' ever had so ma.hy J ows boon gassed since tho establishment 
of BIRKENAU. The "Special Commando" had. to bo increased to 600 mon and, 
aftc·- two or thrco ~-~, to . 800 (people being recruited from among the 
Hungarian Jm7s who had aITived first,) The sizo of the "Clearing 
Commando" vra.s stopped up from 1.50 to 700 men, Throo crematoria \7orkod 
day a d night ( the fourth vns being repaired at tho.t time) and, since the 
capacity of the crematoria Vr.l.S not enough, grc t pits 30 motors long and 
15 motors wide wore once more dug in the "Birkom-ro.ld" (o.s in tho time 
before 'the crematoria) vhere corpses were burned day a.nd night. Thus th 
"exterminating o paoity" beoOJ!le almost unlimited,"

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III • THE CRIMINA.LS 

1. .'!'llo Instigntors of tho >~Js-Murdors 

The policy of Europe-wide extermination of tho Jews vms, o.s mentioned 
on page 1, proclaimed to the world by the Nazi Party. Tho Nazi Party's pant 
and present leaders are responsible for its consoquencos. 

These leaders are, in the first plaoo, HITLER himself, who has not only 
instigated tho persecution of the Jews, but has gloated over thoir 
sufferings (I)) 

Noxt come tho Roiohsloiters, who form the highest body in the Party,

THIRTEENrH ORDINANCE UNDJ!;R THE REICH OI'tIZENSHIP ACT 

1st July, 1943 RGBI. I.372 
(Translation s~~lied by the Legal Unit of _SHAEF) 

By virlue of Seotion 3 of the Reich Citizenship Aot of 15th September, 
1935, {RGBI. I.1146) it is decreed as follows: .

Criminal aots ot Jews will be punished by the Police. 

The ordinanoe oonoerning criminal law for ·;:,oles of 4th DeoC!!lber, 
1941, (RGm. r.759) no longer applies to Jaws.

( 1) . Af't~r the death of a Jew his property devolves ~on (i.o. csoheatn 
. t<?) the ~eiah. . . 

(2) The Reioh oan, however, grant a set~lement :to non-Jewish heirs and 
persons legally entitled to support, who have their domioilo i~ 
the Reioh. 

( 3) The settlement can be granted' by a oapi tal awn. It ma..y not exoeed 
the amount of' the sa.res value of the properties transferred to the 
disposition of the German Reioh. 

(4) The settlement can be granted by .transfer of tangible property and 
' rights out of the property taken over. Court fees shall not ho 
levied for legal transactions nooessary for this purpose. 

S~TION III 

The Reioh Minister of the Interior in agreement ,vi th tho highest Reich 
authorities conoorned· w111 decree the neoessary legal and administrative 
provisions· to carry out and complete this ordinance. Hereby he determines 
to vmat extent this ordinance applies to Jews of foreign citizenship. 

SIDTION IV 

This ordinanoo goes into effeot on the seventh day after its promulga­
tion. In the Protectorate of Bohemia and Moravia it applies for the sphere 
of German administration and German jurisdiotion, Sootion 2 also applies to 
J ews with Protectorate citizenship.

ANNEXE 2 

Extract from the Report on ¥AIDENAK Death Camp. Published in Soviet 
War News, 19,9,44 

The findings of the Polish-Soviet Extraordinary Comnission on the 
Investigation of' Crimes cOJJlllitted by the Germans in the Extermination Camp at 
J.iaidenak in the town of Lublin were as follows: 

1. The Maidenak Concentration Canp, vdlioh the Germans called "Verniohtungs­
lager" i. e,, externrl.nation oamp, was a place for the mass extermination ot 
Soviet war prisoners, war prisoners trom the former Polish A:rrrf3 and civilians 
from various countries of Europe oooupied. by Hitlor.ite Germany, as well as 
tauporarily occupiod regions of Polo.nd and the U,S,S,R, 

2. At Maidenak, the inmates were subjected to an atrocious regime, Me·thods 
of mass extermination of inmates were single and mass shootings and murders, 
mass and sin~e killings in gas cells, hanging, torture, viclenco and. 
organised starvation. In this camp SS and Gestapo hangmen engaged in the 
mass extermination of Poles, Dutch, French, Italians, Serbs, Croats, and 
persons of other nationalities as well as of' Soviet war prisoners und ,.,nr 
prisoners trom the former Polish Arnzy - ·both persons confined in this camp 
and others specially brought to this camp from other places to be destroyed. 

3. In order to caver up the traces of' their criminal activities the 
Hitlerite hangmen devised a whole system of measures, ouch as burning. tho 
bodios of' prisoners on huge bonf~res in-Krempe Fbrest and in the..oamp, burning 
in a specially constructed crematorium, grinding of small bones, scattering 
o.shes in the fields and vegetable gardens belonging to the Hiterlite admini­
stration of the caJ1¥>, preparation of huge piles of fertilisers consisting of 
hurnnn ashes mixed with manure, The Hitlerite bandits, as a matter of 
routine, robbed the people they had tortured to death, so enriching rank and 
file SS troopers arid Gestapo men ns well as those at the top of the gong. 
Robbery of the inmates of this camp was a source of considero.ble income for 
the Hitlerite State, 

The Polish Soviet Extraordinary Commission has established that in the 
fou,r years' existence of the Uaidenak Camp tho Hitlerite han~n on the 
direct orders of their criminal Government, exterminated. by mass shootings 
and mass nru.rder in gas oolls nbout 1,500,000 persons - Soviet war prisoners, 
war prisoners from the former PC\lish Arrey, persons of various nationalities: 
Poles, French, Italians, Belgians, Dutoh, Czoohs, Serbs, Greeks, Croats and a 
huge number of J evm • 

. The Polish Extraordinary Commission for the Investigation of German 
Atrocities in Lublin has established that the 'mnin responsibility for these 
crimes is borne by tho Hitlerito Government, the superhangrnan ~ and 
their SS and S,D. henchmen on the torr~tory of Lublin province. 

The mnin executors of these atrocities were: Obergrupponfuehrer 
· GLOBOTSCHNIK, leador of SS and SD in Lublin; ex-Governor of Lublin Province 
WENDLER; leader of SS and SD in Lublin, Sturmbonnfuehrer DOMrNIK; Chief' of 
war prisoners onrnps in Pola.nd, Sturmbannf'uehrer LISK!; Camp chief's 
Standartenfuehrer KOCH and Oberstrumfuehrer KEGEL, Assistant Oamp CoJJVTIOJlWlnt 
Heuptsturmfuehrer .MELTZER, Houptsturmf'uehrer KLOPMANN, Oberstrum:t'uehrer KOSTIAL, 
Camp Drs. Hauptscharfuehrer Erich GRUEN, Hauptschnrfuchrer RINDFLEISCH, 
lfu.uptsturmf'uehrer BLANKE, chief of the crematorium Unterstunru'uehrer V/ENDE, 
and all .other persons who acted as hangmen c.n<l. are guilty of exterminating 
guiltless people.

SUMMARY OF POLISH OFFICIAL Rm'ORT ON THE DEATH c; 1P TRF.m.J:NKA "B"

"In March 1942, the Gemans began to ereot a oamp "Treblinka. B", 

intended for the mass-killing of Jewo. The -first three death-chambers vrore 
erected in April 1942. The real "death-building', containing ten death­
chambers, was opened for fwt1olesa.le murder early in autWII\ 1942.

"The victims were rooruited chiot'ly from tho General Govornment, and 
particularly from the following districts: T:faroan, Radan, Lublin, Krakow and 
Lwow, but Jews from outside the Gonora.l Government woro also sont thore, . 
particularly from the Bialystok district where the Ghettoa nero maint ained for 
a long timo and where, in the sunmer months of 1943, about 10,000 Jovrs ,,'Ore 
rounded up and transported to Treblinka for extermination. The Camp D of 
Treblinka covers an area of about 5 ,ooo ha ( 8 sq. miles). 

"The camp was guarded by Germans of the S.S. detachments, ,mo also 
perfonned tho duties of oxeoutionersh meni_al servioos had to bd performed by · 
the inmates of the ~ themselves, e.g., the unloading of tho trucks, the 
stripping of the victims and sorting out_ of their clothes and shoes, the 
enq,tying of the death chambers and the burying of the bodies. V/hen a nmv 
transport arrived some of' tho Jevrs were picked out to do this, until they broko 
down morally under the impression of this organized and mechanized murder. 
Thon they nere ma.cie to dig their own graves and take up their position at them, 
whereupon they we,;e shot. Their last duty before dying was to push the boey 
of the preceding victim into its own gl'ave. A nmv party vras then chosen to 
continue their work in the ca.up. 

"The average number of' Jews dealt with at the onmp in BUJlll\er 1942 was 
about two railwey transports dail.Y,, but thore were days of much higher 
efficienoy. From the auturm of 1942, this number began to ~nish. 

"- :f'ter detraining in the siding, all the victims were collected and the 
· man were separated fr~m women and children. At first, vj,otiros used to be told 

that af'ter a short stay in the oarnp necessary f'or bathing and disinfection they 
would be sent farther East, for work. This wo.s explained by the S.S. men who 
assisted at the detraining, and by notio~s stuck up on the walls. But later, 
when more and more transports had to be dealt with, tho Germans dropped all , 
pretences, and only tried to accelerate the procedure. 

"All victims had to strip off their clothes and shoes ( which were 
oolleotod afterwards), a:f'ter which they were driven - women and children first 
into the death chambers, Those who were too weak to move quickly were urged on 
by rifle-butts, by whipping and kicking. If they slipped and fell those 
behind them, driven forvrard, stumbled over them. Small children were simply 
throvm inside. At'ter being filled. up to oapaoity the chambers were hermeti­
cally closed and tho vapour let in. In a few minutes all was over. The 
Jewish menials had to remove the bodies to the platform and to bury them in 
mass gro.vcs. 

"Reports received from Poland sho\/ that sever al hundred thousand Jmm wore 
oxtermino.ted in Treblinka B. Ex t fi cs ar c impossible to obtain a s the 
Germans did not t r ouble to keep a record. s earl y as t he Spring of' 1943 the 
Germans were beginning to oxhwne tho bodies and burn them, so as to destroy 
evidence of the crime. These exhtm1at ions continued until suuanor 1943, when 
the victims ,er abl o to start a mutiny and to kill some of tho guards , thus 
enabling ooveral hundred Jews t o escape from tho c " 
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ANNEXE 4 

The following statement was addressed to the Red Aney 
Corranand by Lt. Gen. Moser, former German oomnandant of the 
372nd Main Field Konvnandantur in Lublin. (Trans lation 
f rom the Soviet War News 6 .9 .¼) 

"I Hilmer Moser was born in 1880 in the small town of Langenorda (Roda 
distriot ). Sinoo 1902 I ho.vo served in the Garman Army. I was promoted 
Major-General in 1935 o.nd Lieutenant-Gener l in 1942. For I\Y comba.t 
activities I have bee11 awarded all Ger man decorations. In t 1e course of 
42 years I have lwo.ys boon an honest solclier, I have participated i n two 
,·10rld wars and bean seriously wounded. . I ho.vc no roo.son to l:eop silent on 
Hitler's grave crimes or to cover them up, nnd I consid er it ry duty to tell 
the mole truth about the so-co.llod "Extermination Camp" set up h t 10 

Hitlerites near the tO\m of Lublin along the Kholm Highwo.y. 

" t the close of November, 1942, I arrived in Lublin Yd.th Main Field 
Kommando.ntur No. 372 in the capaoi ty of Commandant. Some three Y1ocks l a tor ll\Y 
pr edecessor, Gener a l wn ltrook, was tro.nsferred farthest east with his Main 
Field Kommnndantur. When hrulding over offioiul matters to me he told me tmt 
there wns a conoentro.tion camp in Lublin under the control of S.D. Ifo snid 
that in accordance with an Army Order, tho commandant of the Main Field 
Kommando.ntur, as a rcpresent ntive of the armed forces, was very strictly 
forbidden to visi t this crunp or ask ques.tions about vlhat was going on there. 

"Soon o.fter this the commander of the military area :i.n the Governor 
Generalship , General of Infantry Heinicke, arrived in Lublin, The Main Field 
Kornman ntur was subordinated to him, He repeated to me the order of vlhich 
Genera l u.trock had told me, and once more mentioned th t i t was strictly 
f orbidden t o talc e an interest in vlhat was going on in t ho conoentration oamp. 
l mong other thin s he s aid, 11'\That I s going on there is like a rod-hot iron, 
Don't touch itl" 

"Duri n my early employment in this post I travelled a good deal to 
aoquaint myself with tho t erritory under my control, Later I tried to learn 
more detail s about tho concentration c amp , nd discov1;;rcd tho follorring facts, 

" he crunp stretched f or sever l kilo etros a long t ho southern side of 
Kholm Highway and for sever 1 kil om t r es in depth. I believe t hat its 
territor amounted approximo.tely t o 30 s qua.rc kilometres. Sever al branoh 
lines connected tho c runp with the main r a.i l wo.y station. Tho camp wa., 
surrounded b o.n ordinary barbed Y/ire f ence a long rlhich numerous guards were 
s t ationed . I cJ.o not know when the c runp nas f i r st set up . But I do know 
t hat during l!\Y stay in Lublin it wa s consider ably cxpo.nded. 

" -. 1en select in sites for defenc e zones in the 'Lublin fortifiea. areo 1 

nhich passed nlon the eastern section of the concentration comp outside the 
fence , I , to ,ether ri th other officers •,ho were in char e of tho buildi ng work , 
one ·1ent bout 30 yards inside t ho outer fence of tho crunp . · I · d no 
intention of ins coting the c·,mp : I have oJ.roady mentioned tho.t this ·ro.s 
strictly forbidden by tho high r authoriti es , cverthcloss , I leo.rnc much 
of ·lh t uns goin on in t a c c :~np .

"In the winter of 1943-44, a great number of those interned were 
exterminated, inoluding, to Il\Y great indignation, women and ohildren. The 
number of murdered people ran into hundreds of' thou.<Janda. The unfortunate 
. eople wero shot or killed by gas. I was told ma.ny times that in tho 
extermination oarnp tho doomed people wero forced to porf'orrn 'oxtramoly hard 
work beyond their strength, and wore urged on by brutal beatine. I learned 
with indignation that prisoners in that camp were also torturod boforo they 
were killed. 

"In tho spring of the current year an immense nwnbcr of bodies wore 
exhwned and burnt in Epccially erooted furnaces, evidently in order to cover 
up traces of the crimes perpctratod on Hitler's order. Gigantic furnaces 
wore built of' bricks and iron and formed a crematorium with a large capaoit:y. 
The stench of tho corpses of'ton ponotrated the town, at least its eastorn 
part. It was clear, even to loss ,rell-informod persons, what was going on 
in that horrible plaoe. 

"I received information about this dreadi'ul camp from conversations vrith 
the following persons: General von ltrock - m:::, prodeoosnor ns Co ndnnt of' 
the Main Fi old Komne.ndantur; General Rennder, Former Commander of t;10 
991st Landwehr Infantry Battalion; Dr. Klaus and Dr. Osor, chiefs of the 
Department of Supply and Agriculture of the district; a.nd Uajor artmann, viho 
for nearly five yeo:rs had boon m;y trusted aide. I IJ\YSelf asked Major Hartmann 
to find out what was going on in the camp, nnd he ga.vo mo a. moot comploto 
account.

Washington , July 14. Mr . Cordell HULL, the Secretary of State, today strongly 
condemned the German and Hun ,arian massacre of Jews and the murder of the 
population of the Greek village or Distomo. He promised t t "inexorable 
punishment vould be meted out", and declared that the Hun aric.n Government 
"stands condemned before history". 

Mr . Hull said, "Reliable reports :f'rom Hungary have confirmed tho 
appallin nows of mass killings of Je~s by tho Nazis and their rurc 
quislings. The number and forms of these fiendish crimes is grc. '.; . The 
entire Jewish community in Hungary which numbered 1,000,000 souls, L, 
threate. cd Ytith extermination. 

"The horror a:1d indignation felt by the Americon peo le at these oold­
bloode ortures and massacres is being voiced by the President and Congress, 
and by a hundred private organisations throughout the country. It is shared 
by 11 the civilised nations of the world. This Governm nt vrill not slacken 
its efforts to rescue as mo.ny of these unfortuno.te people as con be saved from 
persecution and death. 

"Tho puppet Hungarian Government, by its violation of the most elementary 
human rights and by its servile adoption of the worst :feat es o:f the azi 
'racia l policy ' stands condemned bofore history. 

"It may be futile to o.ppeal to tho humanity of the instigators or 
. perpetr tor of such outrages: let them kno\"l they cannot cseo.pe the 

inexo able unishmont ,.,hich vtill be meted out to them nhon the powor of the 
evil men now in control has been broken in Hungary.

The following ,rumnary of ·:,ar crimaa ( eviotiona, ognfiscationa, 
and deportations) .oommitted under ·the above heading, · ie 001DPil9d 
from the Basio Handbook for Gerrrta.ey" Chapter 3, (1944); a mmarandum 
from an off ioial service ( June 1943~ and a oommunioo.tion from tho 
le.at-named service (November 1944). 

A list of the Genrµm personalities concerned is givon at the end 
of the 8Ull'lllar.Y • It does not follow that these persons are all to be 
regardod o.s war oriminolLJ, 

On August 19th, 1939, Hitl0r said in u ijpeeoh to S,S. and S.A, 
teachers at God~sborg: 

/ 

"I rojeot the idea of Germr.:.niaation by our people of t~ign 
folk, sinoe this would never reault in ·a reinforcement, but on in a. 
weakening of the racial core of our peoplt:l," 

In pursuance of this policy Hitler made u deoroe (unpulliahed) 
dated October 7, 1939, appointing Himmler a8 Reiohkomnisaar.for the 
"Strengthening of German Racialism" (Featigung der Deutebhen Volkatum) 
and making him responsible for: 

( 1) Bringing bflck to the Gree.t ar Reich tho Gonnan elements 
from abroad. . 

(23) Regulllting the position of fore i gn n...".tiona.litiea: 
( ) Giving shape to tho new Genno.n areus of coloniaation. x 

These objects, as thuo 1orded, might not disclose a war grimo; 
but in the light of the applioution ot·tho decree it in oleal' the.~, 
to quote the "Baaio Handbook on Genna.ny" ( Chuptar .3, GermanisatioSlJ , 

" the avowed ob,iect of the German admini■tration in all those, 
regions wa.J to stamp out the non--Oerman oh··.ro.cter of the 
population by complet~ Gurmo.nising those llil.eotea to be~oma 

· full Germano, ::ind by :fliapoaae1;:1..,.ing, m_, ntclly crippling, and. 
finally dep, rting :.llld a.nnih:Unting tho:;e parto of tho 
population ,hict were und~ni~bly of non-Genron outlook and 
charo.oter", 

That wruJ evidently the woy in which Himmler underHtood hia 
inutructiona, for ha •,rote in the "Deutsche Arbeit" (o.s quoted by tho 
D.N.B. of August 6th, 194,2 }: 

" It is not our t ask t o Gormanisc the E: Jt in the old sense i.e. 
to tea.ch the people t her e the Germ.-m lo.nguuge and the ~rman 
l o.w, but to aee to it ~h t onll pe cple .;.t pure Gel"l!M:lJl blo99: 
live in the Eo.ot".

As it was not poouibl0 to obtain ~uffici nt German settlera 
to work the land the pol i oy of "tutal '' ge rraaniaation wa.e relaxed, 
to an extent ttu..t va..,;-i t;)d in diff eront are us , :md a ~yetem waa 
introduced by TThioh inh.a.bito.nts of ?artial German ancestry, or with 
Gennan a.ffili, .... tiona, might be olus1 ed wi "gennani•JUble" and given 
"ata.te""nemberahip", on prob3.tion. Accordin ,1,v on M.:rch 4, 1941, 
Hinmller isaued a decree sup-,.,l ome:1t od by :.~ ~-iecond dooree of Jonuaily 
31, 1942 oat,ibliahing o. "Genn31l People ' "'.'_i ·-.t" (Volksliste). 

Naninally, regiutration on th~ "Volksli:Jte" was aupJ osed to be 
entirely volwitary, but in pr~otiae it waa not ~o.

A d~claration by Gauleiter Forater (~.z. of December 29, 
1942) we.mad th9 probe.tioner3 that th~mu"iit .•;;, ... ak too German language 
onzy, o.nd lD\..Wt ~over rill per;;ono.l and pri vo.te ralations rr.l. th ?oles 
not on the "Volkuliste", c.tnd nn:1.at ofi'er blind obddienoe to ·the FOhrer. 
Moreover the:.1 e proba.tioners had to undorgo Na.zi· "re--ecluoation" • 
They beoama liable to mili tarJ &orvioe and tho ::_.lt\}'Tnant of Party dueo. 
Their children Y1ere t:J.lcen 8.\Ve,_V to apuoial oamp:3. Sane 2 million 
Polee were foroibzy "Germaniaed" in this way. 

The ~l"!W.ining Poles left in the incorporat ed areas but not 
admitted to probationar,y State""nemberahip, we~e deprived of tho moat 
elementary right3. Only elementary sohool education WM allowed to them; 
they wore faroed to learn Germ.:i.n Mo. in 3oroo di.Jtriots the uso of Polish 
wlla al together forbidden.

Out of 
9'00,000 inhabitanta some 301000 inolud.ing all tho intalligentaio., ware 
murdered or sent to concentration cwnps ; lP0,000 "WOre deported as foreign 
workers to the Rdich and Er, atern Poland; 200,COO 1re unaooOl.\l'lted for; 
n.ocording to the same souroe ''eapeoiall.y severe menaures were taken in the 
Southern bo:cder regi on o the occnai'-n of tho aattletnent of Germans from 
~ooev je and elae\'1here. All Slov,1nea woz·e removtJcl from ?tuj {Petteau), 
Brooiz~ (Rann) and Krsho (Gewkenfcld) ,.t.bout 7,500 out of 17,000 from 
Oelje (bille) nnd 28,000 from t he district of Litir a (Litt~i) on the 
So.va in Upper Cc.rniolo., This :h0leso.lo eviction wn.u accompanied by the
