Many theanks for your very intercsting and @tailed report.

We are rather disturbed by your letter of 27 Jume to Mr. Ileo,
in which you appear to offer the services of a considerable number
of Civilian Operations experts. This letter has, I believe, been
transmitted by Mr. Ileo to the Prime Minister.

As you probably know, the financing of Civilian Operations
is currently under consideration and, for the moment, experts for
South Katanga could only be provided at the expense of other parts
of the Congo. This is, of course, a question for the Central
Government to decide.

This is a general word of warming and does not exclude the
possibility of our finding experts to fill posts where they are
really urgently needed. As regards medical experis, you are probably
aware that this point has already been raised by WHO, and Mr. Hashashibi
ia discussing the matter with Mr. Ileo in the light of objections raised
by the provincial authorities.

1 am looking forward to your visit to Léopoldville, when we can
discugs this question more fully.

Subject: Qur Trip to Kolwezl - IJilolo from 4-10 June 1963

On 2nd June 1963, the Deputy Civilian Affairs Officer heard
some rumours about smuggling of merchandise, particularly American
Aid food, from the Congo over the Angola and Rhodesia borders. I
then invited Mr. A. Turnier, UN Customs Expert,and Mr. D. Paillard,
UN Postal Sxpert, to accompany me to Kolwezi, Dilolo and Sandoa
in order to investigate the fraud which is said %o be going on in
these arzas.

We left Elisabetuville at noon on 4 June 1963, arriving in
Kolwezi an hour and a half later. The itinerary was - from the
4th to 5th June - inspection of post office, customs, commercial
houses, market places, etc., in Kolwezi: on the 6th, a visit to
Dilolo and possibly to the Angola border: T7th June, to Sandoa
and thence to flisabethville. We were unable to carry out precisely
this itinerary, as the events in Kolwezi on the 3rd June brought
us to a standstill. In any case, we were able to make our inspection
on the 5th by visiting the post office and its various servieces,
also the customs and commercial centres. Report on these visits
will be submitted later. In Sandoa we were able to obtain certain
facts as regards the smuggling of merchandise through the Rhodesia
and Angola borders. 8o far, as regards American Aid, we have only
0il and milk powder in this area and we do not believe that this
figures largely in the smuggling but rather other mercantile goods, |
plus ground nuts, dry manioec, ete. It is not possible to stop
the smuggling in this area sinee there is no customs prevention !
and the area covers the border between Sandoa Angola and Rhodesia |
and it is so large that a special preventive service would be necessary
to put an end to the smuggling.

Due to lack of transport, we were unable to continue our
inspection up to Sandoa. The Belgian customs technician in Sandoa,
Mr. Vansevenant, fled from this area for fear of the arrival of the
ANC, without handing over the post to any competent person and the
customs office, at the moment, is actually inadequate from the
point of view of the prevention of smuggling, but such prevention
is difficult in case. People from the other side of the border
come to Dilolo on bicyecles to buy consumer goods and smuggle them
across the border with impunity. Serious steps must be taken to
prevent such irregularities.

REPORT COVERING PERIOD 8 MARCH 1963-16 APRIL 1963

Most of our attention, during the period under review,
was occupied with the arranging of the programme for the
distribution of US AID foed in Katanga. Various difficulties
were experienced due to non-cooperation by the provinecial
government's Economic Affairs Department. This caused great
delay and difficulty in getting the programme under way,
particularly because of argument about the selling prices.

The Economic Affairs authorities, at times, did not even
receive us when we called on them in their respective offices
and, consequently, we discovered that they were intentionally
obstructing and trying to sabotage the efforts of the UN and
the Central Government in this connection. Finally, things
came to a head and they were informed by the Acting Deputy
Civilian Officer that he was aware of their intention and

that it would not be tolerated under any circumstances. He
then requested Minister Ileo to call these people before him
and to make it clear to them that they would have to cooperate
and give their decision without further delay. They withdrew
but, even then, the instruction of the Minister was not
carried out. The Acting Deputy Civilian Officer again
contacted the Minister and once again the people concerned
were summoned before him. He told them in no uncertain terms
that he would not tolerate their machinations and that he was
prepared to send any one of them who would not cooperate with
the UN Civilian Operations effort in Elisabethville away from
Katanga. This had the desired effect and the next day some
of the prices were agreed upon, but even then written
confirmation was not given to the Deputy Civilian Officer,
despite all his efforts. This written confirmation has not
been received to date. The ringleader of this group of
saboteurs has been sent away from Elisabethville on the
instructions of Minister Ileo. Despite all these difficulties,
and after strenuous and time-consuming effort, the food
distribution programme finally got under way. We have
circulated to the approved distributors details of the exact
amounts being made available to each of them so that there
will be no misunderstanding or misrepresentation of the facts.
The attached circulars give the details mentioned above. I
should mention that the provincial government officers,
particularly in the Economic Affairs Department, have lacked
goodwill towards us in our efforts to aid the people of Katanga
through our food distribution programme.

Al
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Difficulty was experienced, also, in getting Pastor
L. Robinson to agree to the changing of the signature,
authorising the taking possession of shipments of AID
from Lobito, from his signature to that of the Deputy
Civilian Officer.

At Kolwezi, the Acting Deputy Civilian Officer met
Mr. Sanborn, UN Observer, and Mr. Mikolajaczak, Chairman
of Kolwezi Food Supply Committee. In discussion, the
latter was happy to learn that supplies of foodstuffs were
to reach Kolwezi shortly. The food situation there was
not as bad as had been thought, since Minoteries du Katanga
de Jadotville send to Kolwezi at least once a week a supply
of essential foodstuffs. The Acting Deputy Civilian Officer
has been able to send there by rail, through Interfina, as
an emergency measure, 100 bags of powdered milk, 70 cartons
of soya o0il and 40 bags of beans. Furthermore, a delivery
of foodstuffs will soon reach there from Lobite-Dilolo.

A consignment of food has also been sent to Jadotwville,
through Minoteries de Tarica, as it is understood that there
is a gcarcity of foed in that area owing to the recent events.

During the period under review, this mission received
the visit of Mr. Kabasubaloh Paul, Secretary General of
Transport and Communications, Central Government, Mr. Peche,
Mr. Block and Mr. Joubert, from Leopoldville, to d&iscuss the
problem of distribution of space at the airport between Air Congo,
Sabena and UN. More details of this meeting are given in
the special report on ICAO, which follows.

The work in Karavia, mentioned in Mr. Harrington's
report of 7 March, has not been carried out successfully,
owing to the fact that the Congolese workers at the
reception centre there did not have the means of transport
to get to Karavia. Unless regular transport is made
available for these people, it will not be possible for
them to carry out the work expeditiously.

The question of the repair of the bridge at Sandoa-Dilole
continues to receive attention. At the moment, we are still
awaiting the arrival of Mr. Hunt, public works expert, who is
expected from Albertville shortly. As soon as the bridge is
repaired, we shall be able to send some of our treops there
for security purposes, so that our experts may be enabled to
perform their duties in this area.

The BCK railway has resumed its operations between Dilolo
and Elisabethville. The programme is rather slow but sure.

sing
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Despite the airlift of refugees mentioned in our last
report, they continue to be a problem in Elisabethville.
We have decided not to airlift them without good reason
and to make a check on their identity cards, etc. This
is because it has come to our knowledge that some of the
refugees airlifted from Elisabethville have returned here
by some means or other. It is felt that it is inadvisable
to encourage them to seek free air trips from the UN. We
have airlifted at least 50 ,people, including children,
during the period under review but have tried to discourage
people from seeking transport unnecessarily. In some cases,
the names given did not correspond with those on the identity
cards and in other cases the number of children was
exaggerated. Thanks to the efforts of Miss Elizabeth Day,
who teok pains in checking the identity, etc., of those who
requested transport for themselves and their families, it
is felt that the abuse of the travel facilities provided by
ONUC has been avoided to a great extent.

At Elisabethville Airport, a problem is being created by
refugees who have camped there. This area was inhabited by
the Sabena labourers prior to the events. Mr. Mathu has
taken the matter up with the provincial govermment authorities,
with a view to the removal of these squatters.

Efforts are being made to relieve the shortages of food
and merchandise in various parts of Katanga by airlifting
goods from Elisabethville for merchants who cannot obtain
space on the commercial airlines' flights. This has created
a great deal of work in the office of the Acting Deputy
Civilian Officer. A copy of the circular laying down the
procedure to be followed for the airlifting of goods is
attached. I should like to thank headquarters for sending
Mr. G. Wildman to my assistance, as he was a great asset to
me here when the pressure of work became very strong.

The reintegration of the services of the former government
of Katanga into the central government is progressing
satisfactorily and Minister Ileo has been most helpful and
cooperative.

At Kolwezi the control tower has been reglazed and the
Locator Beacon has been restored as serviceable.

Sabena Boeing 707 and other services continue in operation.
Arrangements have been agreed upon to move ONUC Movement Control
Section to the opposite side of the main hall of the passenger
building. The space thereby vacated will be taken by civilian
operations as this leads to the main customs reception room
and will enable both the Sabena customs and Air Congo to
collaborate in their services. Sabena are gradually developing
their services to and from Elisabethville and, as from 5 April,
additional Boeing jet flights were introduced. UN movements
have declined in recent weecks, mainly as a result of the
completion of the airlift of departing Indian and Tunisian
troops.

Work continues to restore the 3 KW Beacon. It is
anticipated that tests will be made approximately April 25,
using the transmitter at the main transmitting station.

The Radio Centre has been re-established after an interval
of approximately 18 months. In connection with this re-opening,
Belgian personnel are working in collaboration with ICAO
technicians. The general conditions at the airport continue to
improve.

Mr. T. Ryan, ex-WMO Leopeoldville, arrived here on 21 March,
in comnection with restoration of services. A weather
forecasting station has been established under his guidance.

Ll
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Work has continued on general tidying, painting airfield
markings, grass cutting, recruiting airfield pelicemen and
keeping order, etc. Arrangements are in hand to effect
stricter control of vehicles and pedestrian traffic on
parking areas.

A meeting between Colonel Nurk, Major Nagra and Captain
Hussein and the Acting Deputy Civilian Officer was held on
18 April, to discuss the question of alternative accommodation
for ONUC Supply Depdt at the airport. Prior to this, there
had been meetings with Mr. Kabasubaloh Paul, Secretary
General of Transport and Communication, Central Government,
Lieut.-Colonel Wergeland of UN, Mr. Tshilumba, the Civilian
Airport Commander, Central Government, Mr. Peche, Mr. Block
and Mr. Joubert of ICAO, and the Acting Deputy Civilian
Officer, about the gquestion of space to be given to the
Sabena and Air Congo. After a very long discussion, it was
finally agreed that Mr. Kabasubaloh would consult ONUC
authorities in Leopoldville before any decision could be
taken.

There were misunderstandings between ONUC experts in
ICAO and the Belgian Technicians, which were liable to cause
confusion and inefficiency at the Airport. With the help
of Minister Ileo, we were able to resolve the problem by
sending away a certain Mr. Lambel, who was the ringleader
in this affair. At present, relations between our experts
and the Belgian technicians are very good and the service is
running smoothly.

Mr. Humm made a trip to Kengole to inspect the
telecommunications installations there with a view to
restoring telegraphic communication Elisabethville-Kongolo.
Mr. Aloui refitted a console, which will be used for recordings,
and may be used as a standby in case one of the other two
consoles breaks down.

There has been a decrease in the number of breakdowns in
the transmitters and during the last two weeks the position
has been quite satisfactory. It would be advisable to have
a standby transmitter at the station in case of emergency.

CUSTOMS The control of all documentation began with the 1960
fiscal year. Such activities are placed under the supervision
of Mr. Samaha. However, this control had to be stopped for

a while due to the arrival of the 5000 tons of merchandise
which had been held up in Lobito during the events of December
last. On this occasion, there was a shortage of hands at the
customs warehouse, so that it was decided to call on all those
concerned with the revision of customs documentation for the
year 1960 to help in the aforementioned operation.

On 16 April, the customs school was inaugurated and the
Acting Deputy Civilian Officer gave a short address to the
twelve new trainees, which was elaborated by Mr. Turnier.
In his address to the trainees, the former mentioned that
ONUC is prepared to help in any way it can towards their
successful future as customs officers but that it was up to
them, by their own efforts, to bring about this success.
The twelve trainees, in the presence of Mr. André Bouillon,
Customs Officer applauded and thanked ONUC, through the
Acting Deputy Civilian Officer and Mr. Turnier, for the
opportunity given to them. The school expects to have
trainees from Kolwezi and Dilolo in the near future.

Mr. Turnier and the Acting Deputy Civilian Officer
travelled to Kolwezi on the 4 April, with the intention of
continuing to Dilolo. Due to lack of security, it was
considered inadvisable to proceed beyond Kolwezi. At Kolwezi,
Mr. Turnier met Mr. Trippaers, the Belgian technician and they
had a long discussion about the customs activities in this area.
According to Mr. Trippaers, of the staff of 11 officers and
agents, only 3 are really reliable and helpful. However, the
office issues about 1500 permits per month, in addition to
performing the usual routine duties. It will be necessary to
post a UN customs technician to Kolwezi. It will also be
necessary to have at least 2 Congolese customs officers, who
would be central government nominees. A request for same has
been placed before Minister Ileo by the Acting Deputy Civilian
Officer. It is likely that the UN technician will have more
time to visit the border from time to time and may be able, as
well, to put some Congolese officers inte training.

Mr. Turnier paid a visit to Leopoldville to get some
documentation for the customs group and received further
instructions from the head of the UN customs section re the
following-up of the objectives of the mission.
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The usual routine work continues to be carried out by
Messrs. Turnier and Samaha. Mr. Samaha hopes to go on
leave very soon and a request will be made for a replacement.

Tmmigration The three Tunisian immigration officers who
recently returned home have not yet been replaced.

UPu D. Paillard, Postal Expert
L. Haller, Postal Expert

The postal services proceeded smoothly.

From 14 March, BCK has taken charge of the regular
rail traffic and mail between Elisabethville and Jadotville.

The abolishing of Dirpost Elisabethville and the
integration of the pestal services under the central postal
authority was actively pursued. This can be achieved in a
short time if the postal authorities in Leopoldville will send
their representatives to Elisabethville, as already proposed,
with a view to effecting the transmission of powers. There
is no further news on this subject.

The FAO stamps which were due to be put on sale in
Elisabethville on 21 March did not arrive until 3 April and
then in insufficient quantity. The effect on the public was
deplorable. It is desirable that, in future, the postal
authorities in Leopoldville will take such measures as are
necessary to ensure that this does not happen again.

On 3 April, 246 bags of mail arrived from Leopoldville,
via Matadi Lobito-Dilolo, destination Albertville, Kongolo
and Kabalo. Because of the fact that it is not yet possible
to ‘transport it by surface mail, all this was transported by
ONUC aircraft.

On 3 March, Mr. Paillard assisted at an enquiry inte
the case of an alleged misappropriation of funds at Kipushi.
The accused person partially admitted the charges made.

Messrs. Paillard and Haller supervised the entrance
examination at Jadetville, on 1 April, for the training school
for postal officers. They were accompanied by two Congolese
instructors, Mr. Mupasa Norbert, and Mr. Kibalé Iuc.

They also visited Kolwezi on 17 April, for the same
purpese.

The Postal School will be inaugurated on 29 April, in
Elisabethville, with 20 selected trainees. With the help
of Mr. Haller, the trainees will also receive some lessons
in French, Arithmetic and Geography, as their cultural level
is low.
