Have had meetings today with Canda.u WHO and Davies WMO. Both 

Candau and Davis agree that operational services in the Congo should 

gradually be handed over to the Govemment of that country. 

WHO proposal is that by th:.e end of the 'first quarter ot 1964 

the 168 doctors we now employ should be reduced to 120 and to 60 in 1965 

and to zero in 1966. It is expected that 55 Congolese doctors trained 

by us in France and Switzerland will be returning to the Congo by the 

end of November 1963, another 50 will also complete their studies in 

November 1964 and 25 in November 1965. It is also envisaged that the 

Congolese may obtain more doctors under bilateral assistance. 

Canda.u told me that during his recent visit to the Congo he 

got the authorities of Lovanium University to agree to increase their 

output of Congolese doctors and he is very hopeful that this will be 

done. 

Steps are also being taken to seek bilateral aid for the 

Medical School of the University of Elisabethville which together with

the · Lov-anium should be able to train within the Congo all the doctors the 

Congo will need. As to advisory seNioes Candau does not antioipate any 

legal difficulties regarding the termination of the oontraots of the 

experts oonoerned. Be can reduce at any time the number of the advisers 

who are now sel"Y'ing in the Congo. 

The Committee of the WMO consider 1963 as the peak year of 

operations and _suggest the gradual replao•ment of their experts by 

Congolese. Their main concern now will be to investigate how best they 

can utilise the ervioes of the Congolese they have trained during the 

last 2i years. The head of mission in the Congo has already been asked 

to investigate and report on this matter and to prepare a special fund 

project for the training of Congolese. WMO agree that there should be 

a reduction this year in the number of operational and advisory posts. 

They will let me have their detailed proposals.

ITU hop to be able to withdraw their 

operational personnel at the end of the year and to concentrate on 

advisory and tratning programmes . They propose to all ow for a 4 to 6 

months phasing out period after december 1963. They anticipate considerable 

progress in the training of congol ese and will compl ete thei r planning 

and implementation of th internal telecommunications network before the 

end of the year. They expect at the ~nd of november 1963 the return of 

about 55 oongolese technicians now receiving training in Europe and 

have a programme for the intensification of the training abroad of some mor e 

oongol ese . France, Germany and Switzerland have been offering bil ateral 

assistance for the training programme. 

We have to explore w~s and means of helping the oongol ese to 

finance their advisory services and training programmes for which the ITU 

is now responsible . 

My thinking is that the oong~l ese should be asked to take over 

the entire programme at the end of this year. ITU programme in the Congo, 

as you know, has been one of our most sucoessfull programmes and I do not 

envisage any difficulties should the oongol ese be asked to assume 

responsibility for the programme.
