Julio Kilenyi, New York sculptor-medalist, received his early
training at the Royal Art School of Budapest and studied later
in Germany and France. After completing considerable work
in Europe, he went to Buenos Aires where he worked as a
portrait sculptor and designer of medals. Some years ago he
moved to the United States and became an American citizen.

His skill in the technique of modeling in bas relief and creat-
ing medals and medallions is unsurpassed. He has produced
a collection of medals which in historical and artistic interest
stands unique as the work of one sculptor.

THE JOHN DEERE MEDALLION

Commemorating the John Deere Centennial, this medallion shows on its obverse
an exccllent portrait of John Deere and, on its reverse, the steel plow he invented.
The Deere Plow, so important in the colonization of the west and the development
of this country as a whole, is fittingly commemorated by this beautiful medallion.

THE JOHN HANCOCK MEDALLION

The Seventy-fifth Anniversary of the John Hancock Mutual Life Insurance Co. is
commemorated by this medallion. Shown on the obverse is a bas relief portrait of
John Hancock, modelled by the sculptor from the original painting in the Boston
Museum of Fine Arts. This painting was made from life by Copley who was one
of Hancock’s personal friends. Facsimiles of Hancock’s famous signature appear
on both sides of the medallion. On the reverse, a laurel branch symbolizes achieve-
ment and an oak bough, longevity and strength.




Working at his easel, the sculptor, Julio
Kilenyi, models in bas relief the obverse and
reverse of a medallion. Under his practiced
hands the plasterline unerringly assumes the
desired form in accordance with his carefully
executed preliminary sketches of the design.

From the sculptor’s model a plaster mould
is made. This is an exact copy in reverse of
the original and retains every detail of the
sculptor’s work. Asbestos mixed with the
plaster permits the mould to withstand
intense heat, as it must during the bronze
casting process.

Into the plaster mould goes a special alloy
of molten bronze, reproducing the sculp-
tor’s original in solid bronze. A thoroug
knowledge of casting technique is necessary
to assure a perfect casting. The bronze cast-
ing is now ready for the die machine.

The bronze casting is placed in the die reduc-
ing machine where an exact reproduction,
reduced to desired size, is cut on a steel hub.
After hardening, the hub is forced into a
block of steel, making the die, which, when
tempered, is used to strike out duplicates in
bronze, gold, silver or other metals.

The finished steel dies are bolted into the
press. A bronze blank of required size is
placed on the die. The clutch is thrown and
a pressure of several hundred tons forces the
bronze into the die. The blank must be
struck and trimmed several times before all
of the detail is clearly shown.

After being fully struck, the surfaces are
carefully sand blasted, oxidized and hand
relieved to the desired finish and color.
The completed medallion, a product of the
combined skill of many men, is then pl.lccd
in a velver-lined box to await the tuime of its
presentation.




THE WILLIAM A. LYDOX MEDALLION

This medallion commemorates the Fiftieth Anniversary of the Great Lakes Dredge
& Dock Co. Its obverse features an excellent bas relief portrait of William A. Lydon,
founder of the company. On its reverse is shown a giant dredge bucket surrounded
with views of other engineering equipment. These scenes, executed with amazing
skill, are remarkable for their detail and accuracy.

THE (. D. PEACOCK MEDALLION

The Centennial of the C. D. Peacock Company, Chicago retail jewelers, is com-
memorated by this unique medallion. Bas relief portraits of the founders, Elijah
Peacock and C. D. Peacock, are on the obverse. On the reverse are shown historical
events in Chicago’s history: Fort Dearborn . . the great ferris wheel of the World’s
Columbian Exposition of 1893 . . and the door of the Peacock Vault which with-
stood the flames of the Chicago Fire, 1871. Inset is an actual piece of steel cut
from this door.

THE N.B.C. MEDALLIOX

Ten years of radio broadcasting are commemorated by this medallion issued by
National Broadcasting Company, Inc., a Radio Corporation of America service.
Simple, effective and nicely modelled, the design on its obverse features the trade-
mark of the company flanked with lightning symbols. The reverse displays the name
of the company and is inscribed “To those who have shared with us in the advance-
ment of broadcasting.”

THE LINCOLN TUNNEL MEDALLION

Commemorating the dedication of Lincoln Tunnel, this medallion carries on its
obverse a fine bas relief portrait ¢f Abraham Lincoln. The tunnel is shown on its
reverse with the Hudson River and New York City skyline in the extreme distance.
Although modelled in very low relief, the tunnel gives an illusion of great depth
and the motor vehicles actually appear to enter and leave its mouth . . a splendid
example of artistic designing and skillful execution,

with the dates of his birth and death. The reverse carries a suitable inscription and

THE NEW YORK WORLD'S FAIR MEDALLION

This medallion is the official Award of Merit presented by the New York World's
Fair. Its obverse shows the famous Trylon and Perisphere — on the background, as
a mirage, the shady figure of George Washington appears extending his right hand
for greeting and as a friendly gesture. The reverse shows the Fair insignia against
the rays of a rising sun and a fine panoramic view of New York City. It also carries
the inscriptions “For Peace and Freedom. Awarded by the World's Fair 1940 in
New York.”

THE FREDERICK A. LORENZ MEDAL

The eprearance of the engrsved trowel that was returned to
this office on 13 January 1950 has been greatly imoroved with the ad-
ditional eoat of chr-mium. However, 4 fully concur with ¥r. Pearson, Jr.,
when discussing this matter over the telephone, that the following
deficiencies are still apmerent:

(1) The chromium portion of the handle could be
improved as well as the very tip of the trowel.

(2) All the black paint should be removed from the
letters on the plate.

(3) The plate should not be scratched when the four
screws are tightened.

(4) Greater care should be exercised in the trestment of
the wooden nundle, to enable this office Lo anply a
coat of shellac in order to obtain a natural finish.

Heturned herewith are eleven trowels that are in need of re-
chroming, plus the one referred to above, all of which should be com-
pleted as soon as possible. Eight more trowels are enclosed separately.
They should be similarly treated, but their distribution is such as to
require less meticulous care as the twelve mentioned acove.

The delay in finishing this job is becoming very embarrassing,

and anything you can do to expedite matters would be greatly appreciated,
particularly of the twelve trowels in gquestion.

Subject: Commemorative Medallion for Leying of Corner Stone

The enclosed brochure entitled "Medallions™ will give
you several examples of medallions which have been used for com-
memorative purposes.

Additionally, we are enclosing materiel on the medal-
lion which wes used on the occasion of President Truman's visit
to New York at the opening of the International Airport. This
latter medallion was presented to him by the Port of New York
Authority., Additionally, a special medellion was struck off for
GCovernor Dewey and several hundred bronze medallions were pur-
chased for distribution to various other dignitaries who attended
the ceremonies.

One thousand 3" medeallions with for example the repro=-
duction of the United Nations seeal on the obverse side and a
reproduction of the United Nations building on the reverse side
together with appropriste lettering would cost approximately
$1.25 each. 500 would cost approximately $1.50 each. The above
quotations are for a hand finished tronze medallion made from a
sculptured model reduced to the 3" size. Dies for this 3" design
would cost approximately $400 additionally.

The sculpturing work would be done personally by
Julio Kilenyl one of the world's best known sculptors of com-
memorative pieces.

As a result of our interview and our subseauent survey of

the proposed site for the corner stone laying ceremony to be
held on April 10, 1949, we are submitting herewith our estimate
for the furnishing of platform and chairs.

On the south bound lane of the East River Drive, we will
construct a platform LO' x 60' -- the 60' to be constructed

in a northerly and southerly direction, in accordance with

the blue print drawing submitted to us and which is titled
"General plen, Corner stone, temporary construction, united
Nations Headquarters"., The platform will be so constructed

that it will take into considerstion the crown of the road,

and we, therefore, sugzgest that the platform be 3' above the
high surface of the East niver Urive. This will then permit
approximetely L' elevation st the point where the speaxer will
address the avdience. Yhe platform will be constructed of

L' x 8' frume, which are constructed of 2 x 4 lumber, over which
we will place a aouble layer of 1" x 10" firring. On top of the
firring platform sc~ticns there will be attached 4' x 8' veneer
panels finished in golden oak, 'The under pinning will be built
of 2" x 6" fir legs and 4" x 6" fir legs. To each 4' x 8!
section there will be six legs. These legs are so cut that a
shoulder is built against the underside of the frame to make
construction absolutely rigid and safe.

On the eastern end of the platform a stairway will be constructed
approximately 8' in width.

On the western end of the platliorm an additional platform will be
constructed approximately 10' x 14°%.

At the north west corner of the pletform an sdditional runway
will be constructed approximately 10' wide, running in a
northerly direction for 20', at which point it will turn at
right angle toward the west for a distance of 10' to the
level of the sidewalk,

In connection with the canvas covering to be constructed over

the 4LO' x 60' platform, we have taken into careful consideration
the fact that there is only a limited time allotted for the
construction work, and we, therefore, suzgest that on the
platform & tent be constructed approximately 4LO' x 60' -- the
actual size will possibly be about 374 x 572' -- which would have
certain advantagzes that cannot be overlooked. e propose to
construct such a tent of our solid green flame proof canvas with
white valance on the edge of the top and 2green piping on the

edze of the valance. A 40' x 60' tent would recuire two center
poles, which would be placed so advantageously as to not inter=
fere with a center aisle from the stairway to the actual speakers
platform. On the eastern end of the lMarquee, we would attach
white side walls extending from the stairway in a norticrly and
southerly direction to the corner of the north and south end of
the Karauee. This will eliminete any unusual winds blowing in
from the river. Over the stairway we would construct a green

and white striped canopy for the orotection of guests arriving

in cars.

We would construct an additionsl section over the speakers
platform. e would construct a canopy extending from the western
end of the north side of the Marquee running in a northerly
direction for approximately 20', at which point it would turn

at right ancle following the remp to the street. In the event

of inclement weather, this L shaped canopy, of course, would be
permitted to stand. If, however, weather forecasts predict good
weather, this canopy could be removed in less than 30 minutes.

The pletform will have attached a railling approxiumately 33

above the platform rloor level. .Attached to the railing would be
decorations to completely hide all construction work. This
decoration would not only be on the outside to hide the construction
work, but would elso be attached on the inner pam of the railing
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so that it will not be unsizhtly to the view of the honored
guests seated on the platform. Colors to be used would be
United Nations colors to be approved by yourself.

We would furnish 200 Aristocrat chairs -- a gold finished

chair with a red plastic seat and back - all alike -- a chair
which has proven to be extremely satisfactory for this type

of function. In the center aisle of the platform, we will
furnish a carpet, extending Trom the speakers platform in an
easterly =2nd westerly direction down the center aisle and down

the stairway to the road. We would also furnish an L shaped
carpet to extend up the ramp and across the front of the platform.

We will furnish 10,000 wooden folding chairs to be delivered
opened, placed, closed and remocved, to be set in such a position
a3 indicated on your blue print.

In addition to the decorations as itemized in the previous
aragraph, we will also furnish 60 flag poles to be used for the
United Nations flagzs that are to be furnished by you. The size
of the flag to be used will be 3' x 5' and the poles will be
placed in accordance with further instructions issued by you.

We will furnish Jorkmans Compensation Certificate coverinz all
employees employed by this company or under its jurisdiction
and control.

By completed, of course, we mean that trarffic will be
able to flow in a normal manner in a northerly and southerly
direction on the East River Drive and in an easterly and westerly
direction on Vest 4L2nd Street.

The rental fee for this equipment including delivery, construction,
rental, removal and third party liability insurance is $5,757.20.
