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WEEKLY HUMANITARIAN REPORT FOR THE PERTIOD 14 - 20 OCT 95

GENERAI. SITUATION

1. The humanitarian situation in general seems to be slowly
limping back towards normalcy. The agricultural activities are at
a reasonably active pace. Problems in the areas of food, water,
health care and education still continue to hamper resumption of
normal life.

HAC ACTIVITIES

2. The requests dealt with by HAC during the week were:

a. Transportation Requests. The transportation requests
accepted by HAC were as follows:

(1) Transportation of government rations (8 tons) from
Kigali to Butare (sector 3B).

(2) Transportation of potato seeds (15 tons) and beans
(10 tons) from Kigali to Rutare and Giti respectively.

(3) Transportation of office equipment for Kibuye
prefecture office from Kigali to Kibuye.

b. Medical Support to Prisoners. Consequent to the CIVPOL
report on poor medical conditions in Makango commune cachot in
Gitarama prefecture and request of local RPA Commander, ICRC
has been approached for providing medical assistance.

c. Provision of Diesel for Generator at Ministry of
Rehabilitation. The request for provision of diesel Ffor
generator at Ministry of Rehabilitation had been forwarded to
DCOS SP. The Administration agreed to provide the fuel and
has asked the Ministry for further details

3. UHAAG. The following requests were considered by UHAAG
meeting on Wed 25 Oct 95:
a. Provision of Septic Truck and Pit Latrines at Kanombe
Military Hospital. A request was received from the Kanombe

Military Hospital authorities for provision of septic truck
for a day and digging of pit latrines. The septic truck will
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Digging of pit latrines will be undertaken by the Force
Engineers.

b. Grader and Dump Trucks for Kibungo. A request was
received from Department of Roads and Bridges for provision of
a grader for road repairs and dump trucks for haulage of
gravel in Kibungo. The FEO informed that these equipment were
not available at present due to the ongoing task at Gashora
bridge and the pending tasks.

c. Pit Latrines at Primary School in Kigali. A request was
received from a primary school in Kigali for digging of pit
latrines. The request was accepted in case the school was
capable of undertaking construction of the latrines once the
pits had been dug. The task will be done by the Force
Engineer cCompany after ascertaining the requirements and
financial capabilities of the school.

d. Security Fencing at Butare Rehabilitation School. A
request had been received from the School authorities through
MILOBS Sector 3B, for construction of a security fencing at
Butare school. The Group decided that the matter could be
decided after exact requirements had been assessed by the
Force Engineers and MILOBS, in consultation with the school
authorities, and subject to the cost being reasonable.

Sector 1A

a. Sector Humanitarian Activities. Details of major
activities carried out are as follows:

(1) Supply of Seeds and Agriculture Materials. The
distribution was done in Gikomero commune. With the full
support of the local officials, the European community

(2) Medical Aspect. With the support of an Indian
medical team the medicines supplied by the Government of
India were presented by the humanitarian team to Rushashi
orphanage named "Orphelinat Sans Frontieres" (O0.S.F.) on
19 Oct 95, "AMDA" an NGO agreed to provide medical
support along with his medical team once a week to
Butamwa commune.

(3) Temporary Shelters. With the support of UNHCR,
tents (plastic sheets) for temporary shelters were
delivered by the humanitarian team to Musasa and Rushashi
orphanages.

(1) MILOBS finished delivery of UNICEF schooling
materials from Gitarama to the communes. MILOBS also
began to deliver blankets for Oorphanages on 20 Oct 95.
124 blankets for Kabgayi St Joseph (721622), 200 for
Kabgayi (719679), 194 for Nyanza, Kigoma (729411) and 150
for Nyanza St Antonie were delivered.

(2) A meeting under the auspices of UNHCR was held on 18
Oct 95 to co-ordinate the activities of all related NGOs
in preparation for the refugee repatriation Programme.

General Living Conditions

(1) Housing. Agency Rwandese for Development and
Cooperation (ARDEC) a Rwandese NGO is constructing houses
in Runda commune (9882). They are planning to construct

764 houses in that commune of which 104 have been already
constructed.

General Living Conditions

(1) Health care

(a) Gituza health centre (GR 324213) had
insufficient drugs to combat an outbreak of
dysentery. An average of 50 patients per week

Yeported for dysentery treatment.

(b) Refugee Trust organised an education campaign
Oon good nutrition for about 100 mothers at the Giti
Dispensary (2302) on 17 oct 95.

(C) UNICEF and WVI conducted vaccination exercises
in Muhura, Rutare and Giti communes on 19 Oct 95
against meningitis.

(d) The number of out-patients at the Mulindi
health centre (GR 042371) had dropped from 70 - 80
daily to 10 =30 daily due to introduction of
consultation fee of 50 amafaranga (FRW), lab fee of
100 FRW and in-patient fee of 20 FRW per day as
part of the Ministry of Health directives.

(2) Housing. The NGO CARITAS distributed roofing sheets
to 30 families in Kgombe commune on 12 oct 95. In Tumba
commune, UNHCR had promised to rehabilitate this commune
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(4) Farming. ADRA Provided 4,800 hoes to the Ngarama
commune for distribution to farmers.

Sector Humanitarian Activities. The following major

activities were carried out during the week:

(1) Distribution of 25 and 19 blankets donated by the
Austrian Relief Programme to Bare (5449) and Gahara
(5442) health Ccentres respectively.

General Living Conditions

(1) WwWater. The water situation in the sector was
relatively stable. There was no report of inadequacy of
water except for the case of Rwamagana hospital. UNHCR
was contacted and an assurance obtained on resumption of
supply.

(2) Health care. Rwinkwavu hospital was found to be in
need of plastic covers for 200 mattresses 80 as to avoid

(3) Farming. The Prefect through the Ministry of
Rehabilitation was able to obtain seeds and hoes for
distribution in the prefecture. Distribution was seen
going on by own tean at Nasho. Each family received 2
hoes and 3kg of beans.

(4) Returnees

(a) The expansion work on the Nyakarambi ang
Birenga transit camps is still going on.

(b) 014 case returnees settled in the areas of
Nyaminga (6599)/Akagera National Park and
Nyagahandagaza (6069) complained about lions
attacking their cattle.

UN Agencies and NGOs

(1) UNICEF is Presently carrying out a renovation
exercise at the Rukumbeli health centre.

(2) UNHCR received 15 refugees (family heads) from
Tanzania who were brought in to assess the situation in
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the Klbungo prefecture and to convince other refugees
still in Tanzania to return to Rwanda.

Sector 3A

a. Sector Humanitarian Activities. The HAC has continued to
provide limited transport assistance to the hospital at
Kigeme.

b. General Living Conditions. The general living conditions
are satisfactory except that there is a general complaint
about the inadequacy of agricultural inputs like seeds,
fertilizer and farm implements. There is rising resentment by
the general populace against the restriction of material
assistance to only orphans, widows, survivors of genocide and
the infirm.

Sector 3B
a. Sector Humanitarian Activities
(1) There are 20 families comprising 150 persons who

belong to Gikongoro prefecture and want to go back to
their home commune. A request has been made to UNHCR,
Butare for their transportation. The commune has 2000
IDP returnees from Kibaho which includes 800 male and
1200 female. Presently the commune has a total of 350

returnees of 1959-61. The commune authority has asked
for lands for these returnees at Songa sector from the
government.

(2) Team went to sector 1B in connection of transferring
a 9 years old boy named SINDATIGAYA to his home commune
Muyira. Team briefed the Sector Commander of 1B
regarding the location and situation of the father of the
boy. The case has been taken over by UNHCR, Gitarama.

On 11 Oct 95 Rwandan authority moved the boy from the
Ntongwe cachote to Juvenile centre of detention in
Gitagara. Team has given the particulars of boy’s
father, henceforth UNHCR will make necessary contact with
the boy s father and arrange transportation for the
father to visit his son.

b. Situation in Rehabilitation School Butare. The Force
Engr Coy has made the following progress in the Rehabilitation
School project in Butare:

(1) Work on the sanitation system completed (100 toilets
with GSI sheets shed).

(2) Work on water supply 1line is in progress and
following work has been done:
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(a) New 1line to main Kitchen, dinning hall and
admin block.

(b) Repair of bathroom in three building.
(c) WwWater Supply to hospital.

(3) Electrical fittings have been in 16 buildings.

(1) On Wed 16 Oct 95 opening ceremony of the Kamembe
Oorphanage for non accompanied children at the former site
of the "Noviciat des Jesuites" in Cyangugu was held.

All of them were living in Cibitoke commune in Burundi
before returning to Rwanda. Before the 1994 war, all
were living in the Gikongoro pPrefecture but now there are
two groups, one willing to settle in Gikongoro and the
other willing to remain in Bweyeye sector. The
Bourgmestre has been requested to compile two separate
lists and when these lists are complete, UNHCR will move
the returnees to their new location.

UN Agencies and NGOs

(1) Food. WFP presently employs approximately 3,000
locals working under the "Food for Work" programme in the
Cyangugu prefecture. Their monthly ration consists of,
50kg of maize/cereal, 30kg of beans and seven kilograms
of oil.

(2) Refugees. There are two new NGOs working with
refugees. The first is "Concern Worldwide" which arrived
at Bugarama Cite transit camp on 2 Oct 95, They are
assuming some services previously done by UNHCR. The
second is "The Netherlands Development Agency" (SNV)
which arrived in the Cyangugu prefecture on Thu 12 oct
95. This NGO is presently setting up in Cyangugu with a
staff of three to be augmented to six. 15 locals will be
employed by the agency responsible for housing
construction and regional development.

a. UNAMIR organized a much appreciated and effective commemoration of the
UN’s 50th Anniversary at the Amahoro Stadium with the participation of local
Rwandese and UN agencies. The main theme was Rwanda-UN cooperation as
Partners for Peace with special interaction between the UN and the children and
youth of Rwanda. In addition to the donation of two reconditioned vehicles to the
Rwandan Ministry of Youth, the following activities were organized in which
Rwandese citizens took full part: a well-attended and received mine awareness
training session was conducted for the children; hundreds of orphans from various
orphanages were bussed in to participate in games, Sports, dances and coloring
contests; a healthy spirit of competition developed amongst local Rwandese
atheletes and UNAMIR atheletes in sports including basketball, volleyball, track
and field, football and table tennis; a photo display exhibition of UNAMIR and
UN activities and achievements was well-attended; military and civilian march
pasts were conducted; and, the Indian and Ghanaian military bands performed to
the delight of the local Rwandese and UN audience.

The case
of the paralysation of the pole of development of Kabuga because of
the action of an armed bend trying to kill its director a couple of
weeks ago, is a solid argument for those that are deeply concerned
about the evolution of the situation. We have doubts if it is any
sensibility about the population among the authorities, enough to
work properly, or even to permit NGO’s working well. Different
NGOs asked us many times about the extension of the mandate worried
of loosing our company.

GENERAT, SITUATION

1. The humanitarian situation all over the country is not
improving as the population really need.Aid from NGOs, WFP and ICRC
are still essential for them still now as a substantive self
sufficiency was not achieved. Fear, insecurity and the real danger
of being imprisoned or even killed for futile reasons are prevalent
among the population. They are afraid of legal forces acting
legally or illegally, plus bandits (and insurgents in the East bank
of Kivu lake). Reconciliation sounds like a dream more than a
possibility and justice is almost paralyzed. Prisons’ problems are
ameliorated, but without the justice working, it is merely a matter
of time to have them overcrowded again.

(3) Force Engr Coy provided two trucks on 16 Nov 95 and
three trucks on 17 Nov 95 to transport 17 tons of food
from Kigali to Ruhango in Tambwe commune for "Barakabaho
Foundation".

General Living Conditions

(1) oOrphanages. Nyanza orphanage and CENA of HANTIKA
centre for unaccompanied children in Kigoma commune is in
desperate need of blankets and food.

(2) Infants. There is a nutrition centre for 500
infants in Gasovu sector of Kayenzi commune. The centre
is not aided by any organisation and is in a precarious
condition.

UN_ Agencies and NGOs. Humanitarian Officer maintains

constant contact with HRFOR and UNHCR officers. ICRC
continues to provide medical assistance to prisoners in the
various commune cachots.

Sector Humanitarian Activities. The following activities
undertaken:

(1) Humanitarian Officer visited the Urumuli orphanage
and CASA S. Guiseppe Childrens Home during the week. He
also visited the site of a bridge at Muranza in Buyoga
commune to assess the repairs required. Additionally,
the Humanitarian Officer visited the Muhura health centre
and the Mukarange primary school.

(2) A team transported the new Bour

i gmestre and two
officials from the Bxpmba prefecture to and from Cyumba
commune for a handing/taking over ceremony of the
Bourgmestres on 14 Nov 95.

(3) MILOBS patrol transported a seriously sick patient
from Tumba dispensary to Nebma hospital in Nyamagari
commune of Ruhengeri prefecture on 13 Nov 95.

(4) MILOBS patrol picked Uup a man and wife who had
fallen from a bicycle on the road Kigali - Gatuna and
sent them to Byumba hospital.

(5) Sector 2A provided transport from own resources to
transport fertilizer and seeds to Kiyombe and Gituza
communes.

(6) 95 CMSG supplied blankets to the Gakenke health
centre in Murambi on 7 Nov 95.

General Living Conditions
(1) Agriculture

(a) WFP provided 10 tons of beans and seeds for
distribution to returnees and the poor in the
Kiyombe commune.

(b) The Ministry of Agriculture distributed 1000
hoes each to Kivuye, Kiyombe and Buyoga communes.

(3) Prisons. Eight prisoners were transferred from
Rutare cell to Byumba prison during the week. All are
charged with genocide crime. Similarly seven prisoners
charged with genocide were transferred from Murambi to
Byumba prison. Nine persons alleged to have committed
genocide were arrested and put in cell at Murambi. They
were from sectors Rwankaba, Rwimitereri, Kiramuruzi and
Nyabisindu. The commune office was still conducting
preliminary hearing. Their names were not release. 1In
Byumba, 9 inmates of the prison escaped during the week
through a hole they had apparently dug during dark hours.
Three of them were alleged to have committed genocide, 4
charged with armed robbery and 2 for rape.

(4) Orphanages

(a) Urumuli orphanage. Five children from Nyundo
in Kisenyi were admitted on 13 Nov 95 bringing the

currently population to 85 children.

(b) Gikoni Orphanage. The water pump at the

centre was still awaiting servicing by 95 CSMG.
(c) CASA S. Guiseppe Children Home. Seven of the

children were re-united with their families during
the week.

UN Agencies and NGOs

(1) UNICEF distributed textbooks, exercise books and
other school materials to primary schools.

(2) WFP distributed 320 bags of maize to road workers on
Rukomo - Ngarama road on 17 Nov 95 and another 361 bags
on 18 Nov 95. The road workers complained to MILOBS
patrol team that they were always given only maize by
their commune leaders and suspected that the leaders have
been selling other food items such as beans and cooking
0il meant for the workers. The workers requested MILOBS
to endeavour to get WFP representatives to always be
present to supervise the distribution of the food itenms.

(a) The Canadian NGO called Terre Sans Frontiers
has established 1its office at Sake and is
progressing the work of restoration of water supply
in the Sake commune.

(b) Shortage of good drinking water has been
reported from Rugarama, Gituku, Mushikili and
Ntaruka sectors of Rukira commune.

(c) Adequate availability of water was reported at
Nyakarambi transit camp.

(2) Housing

(a) German Agro-Action is undertaking a housing
project for widows and orphans in Kigerama commune
as part of which they plan to construct 50 houses
(25 each in Vumwe and Kansana sectors) in the next
two months. The project is already under way and
seems to be very successful. The labour is being

paid on a food for work basis.

(b) A land demarcation exercise being undertaken
in Mugesera commune has come to a stand still
because of lack of adequate and appropriate survey
equipment in terms of compasses and theodolites.

(c) In Kigerama commune a large number of
inhabitants are re-constructing their houses.
However, 1lack of availability of transport for
transportation of poles is hampering a speedy
execution of the work.

(d) LWF and UNHCR are assisting in constructing of
houses in Rukira commune. 30 Sheets are being made
available for each house, while the poles are
available from commune plantations.
