We are deeply appreciative of your efforts to encourage the United Nations and international community to 

seek solutions to the political and humanitarian challenges that threaten to worsen the crisis. Your efforts have 

helped keep the Syria file as a top priority for the United Nations. Now more than ever we remain committed to 

working toward the implementation of the Geneva Communique that would establish a Transitional Governing 
Body based on mutual consent. It is my hope that our good offices will continue to cooperate and achieve a 
peaceful, political solution to the crisis so that Syrians may finally enjoy the freedom and dignity for which we 

have sacrificed so much. 

I reiterate my thanks for meeting with our delegation and for your dedication to the Syrian cause. We remain 
committed to working with you to realize the Syrian people's highest aspirations of security, freedom and 

democratic rule.
