CHADPTER II

. OF THE CASES OF RESPONSIBILITIES AND THE

ARTICLE 4, By virtue of the dispesed on Asticle 1, they
are liable of political respensibilities and subject to sanctions

Clausé. b, Being dn active mémber or having beén a 'memn-
ber of Freemasoiiry, with the exception only of thosé that had
ceased being tmembers prior to the 18th of July, 1936 through

Masonry or had been expelled from said Society for. having
acted against its rules and principals for which it stands.

ARTICLE 7. 1In the case of Article 4, it will be considered
as offensives having obtained Masonry degrees from the iBth
to the 33rd, both inclusive or having participated in the Assem~
bly of the International Freemason Association, or in the Nation-
al Assembly of the Grand Spanish Orient of the Grand Spanish
Lodge, or in any other Freemascn organizalion established in

*Spain,

As an expansion of the above dispositions, promoted when the
Loyal Government was still in power in the Center of Spain,

that is, before the Rebels controlled the whele of Spain, the

following Law (that iz what they call it} was proclaimed:

REPRIMAND OF FREEMASQONRY

“Perhaps no other element, among the many that had con-
tributed, influenced so harminilly and thwarted with so much
irequency the healthinl popular reaction and the heroism of our
arms, as the secret societies of a1l kinds and the international
forces of the same type. Among the most importants, the pringi-.
ral position is occupied by the Freemasonry, which, without
being a secret society, their rules are established on the verge
of social life. '

In the loss of the Spanish Celonies, in the crus! war of Inde-

“pendence, in the Civil Wars that devastated Spain during the

Ppast centtry and the disturbances that hastened the fall of the
censtitutional monarchy and made impossible the dictaterships,
as well as in numercous political crimes, there has been always
found traces of the combined action of Freemasonry. g

b



In the uprising of the Spanish people, the Masonry is en-
wvolved, either procuring arms, sympathies or economic means
to the oppresors of our Country; they-outspread, shielding under
a false humanitarism, horrible slander against the real Spain;
they knew and concealed the critmes committed by the Reds,
sometimes having participation in same,. but taking advantage
of all sorts of lies and propaganda, delayed our final victory
and prolonged the confinement of our countrymen.

There are few and of short reach the laws and legzl disposi-
ions adequate to punish and defeat their schemes. The decree
of the 19th of July 1934 resulted ineffective due.fc its vagueness
on declaring a crime or for encircling only a determined sector.

Without pretending at this time to establish any definite and
total regulations on the matte® it is most necessary to determine
the legal qualifications and sanctions that should be applied to
those that still support the Freemasonry, as well as any other
secret societies. With these Laws, the object is to place a firmer
dike against the last outbursts of these foreign secret organiza-
tions in our country and the beginning of a social condemnation
of all secret societies so harmful to the unity, greatness and

" likerty of Spain. But, in these new regulations there most not be
' forgotten the conduct of those individuals who had been occa-
. “sionally members of these secret organizations, but later rebuked
T them on time and rendered patriotical services to his country,
sometimes even washed with their own blood the error they had
committed. Protecting these regulations we do no more then
maintain faithfully to the principals of Ckristianity and to the
generosity of the National Movement.

They are cotisidered as Freerigsons all thoss
persons who have been iniciated as such and had not been ex-

‘pelled or have not repudiated explicity its relations with the -

Freemasonry, and will not ceased being Masons those persons
to whom the ‘Society had given authonzauon, permit of con-
formity tc withdraw from same.

ARTICLE 5. From the date of the publication of the

. present Law, the penalties applicable to Freemasonry as pre-

scribed on Article 4, will only be punished with minor reclusion,
If some offenses as those prescribed en Article 6 are included,
then the penalty will be of mayor inprisonment.

ARTICLE 8. Without detriment of the pefsecution of other
offenses which may have been committed by persons as pre-
scribed under Article 7, those to whom no absolutary extenua-
tion is recognized, will be definitely separated from any official
employment, public or eofficial cerporaton, entities under gov-
ernment subsidy, concessionary enterprises, managements cr
Administration Boards of private concerns, as well as from any
confidential post, managements or director of sarmie, resolving
furthermore their disqualification forever for the above men-
tioned  employiments and his imprisonment or his expulsion.
They will also be subrnitted to trial in order to impose him the
economic sanction according to the Law of February 9th, 1939,

It wiil be considered as extenuating circumstances to lessen.
the offense to administer information or interesting facts con-
cerning the activity of the Society, of those iniciated or its prin-

cipals and fellow members, and in general all other information
that may serve the purpose of the present Law.

ARTICLE 9. Those who should not present their declara-
tions repudiating said Organization within the two months
period accerding to Artcle 7,- or administer false declarations
ar conceal other members who fall under the same Law, wiil be
subject to sanctions as prescribed under Article 5 and will not
be benefitted by the absolutary extenuation deriving from
Article 6. ‘ '

"ARTICLE 10. Without detriment of his obligation of pre-
senting a written declaration repudiating the Society as pre-
scribed on Article 7, they may be considered as absolutary pri-
vileges that will exempt the measures and sanctions established
on Article 8 the following:

(a) Having served as a volunteer from. the very moment
of the revolt in any battle front during one year, either in the
National Armed Forces or in the Militia, with any rank, having
during that time observed good conduct, according to the jugd-
ment. of his superior officials and arm companions. In the case
above referred to persons, with a2 character distinct of 2 volun-
teer, for example, movilized professionals, the absolutary privi-
leges will be considered if such persons had distinguished him-
self in battle front and deserve these privileges according to the
judgment of his superior officials and arm companions.

(b) Having affiliated to the realization of the Natiomnal

movement with grave risk of his life perfectly proven.

(c) Having rendered services to“the Country that for being
abnormal deserve such absolutary privileges.

ARTICLE 11. In order to dictate the resolutions reférred to
in Article 8, the absolutary extenuations on Article 10, when it

deals with professional military men of equal or supericr rank
to the officials of ﬂ_le Army, either sea, air or land, it has power
to hear and decide in this case a Tribunal of Honor constituted
and functioning in accordance to the rules of this institution.

The records of procedure of this Tribunal will be turned over
to a Superior Military ‘Council for its approval, to the effect of

not only maintain the purity of this procedure, but also the har-

mony of opinion as a basis, having the right due to this fact, to
submit the verdict to a Mixt Tribunal formed by members of the

armed forces of land, zir anr sea. To the object of applying this
article the Superior Military Council will be reinforced by a

ARTICLE. 12. When it concerns other person not affected
by the preceding article, on applying the above reierred resolu-
tions and associate these with the absolutary priviliges, it will
correspond to an Special Tribunal, presided by any one liberally
appointed by the Dictator, aided by a general “of the army, a
chief of the Falange Espafiola Tradicionalista (Spain Fascist
Party), and of the Jons {8&pain Fagcist Youths) and two lawyers
all appointed by the Dictater. Notwithstanding, the coincidence
of the circumstances specified on Clauses (b) and {c) of Article
10, it will correspond to hear and decide to the Government Ca-
binet, if proposed by the Tribunal. The Tribunal is empowered
to commission the proceedings and summaries to court of or-
dinary jurisdiction and to the judges of the Army, Navy and
Air inscribed to said courts; but previous to celebrating trial,
with the presence of an attorney-gemeral and the prosecuted,
sentence will be dictated. Against this verdict the prosecuted,
has a right to appear to the Government Cabinet within ten days

from sentence if an error has been committed or there is evident

injustice,

The Armenian National Council of
America as Spokesman

The Armenian National Council of America, which is comprised of and
supported by all the Armenian civic, social, cultural and religious organizations

in the United States, except a small fascist faction known as the Tashnags,* pre-

sents the case of the Armenian people to the delegations of the United Nations

Conference on International Organization assembled in San Francisco.
The Armenian people have a claim at the bar of international justice, They
demand the righting of the grievous wrong done to them for centuries, 2 wrong

which continues 1o the present day.

The Historical Perspective of the Case
of the Armenian People

The case of the Armenian people possesses a special significance by virtue
of their long and noble history and their contributions 1o world civilization and
culture. The Armenians are one of the few ancient peoples of the world who have
survived to the present day. Their history goes back to the very beginnings of
civilization on the plains of Mesopotamia. They were organized into 2 strong
political state in very early times, and had important ties with the great states and
empires of the ancient world, Through their long history they have demonstrated
that they are a freedom-loving people. They were among the pioneers of the civili-
zation and culture which the modern world inherited from the ancient world. They
were the fust nation to accept Christianity. Ever since then they have stood as a

bulwark against the invading hordes from the interiors of Asia.

#Who have presented themselves to this Conference as the "Armeniazn National Committee.™
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Against a background such as this the claim of the Armenian people deserves

special consideration at the bar of international justice.

The Advent of the Terrible Turk in History

It is a notorious fact in history that the Turks, ever since their appearance
in the Near East, the Balkans, and Central Europe, maintained their rule over the
countries they overran through a system of ruthless, calculated, sustained terror.
Against Christian peoples especially, their wrath was loosed with unmitigated
fury. Over them they imposed and maintained their rule through such instruments
of terror and domination as periodic massacres, officially sanctioned lootings, dis-
criminatory taxations, deportations, starvation, disease, rape, abduction, prohibi-
tion of the use of native tongues, and the abrogation of other fundamental political
and civic rights. The long, black record of the terrible Turk is there for all to see.

No word of apology can expunge one single line from its bloody pages.

Armenians Singled Out as the Object of a
Particularly Vicious Persecution

The Armenians were singled out as the object of a particularly vicious
persecution. Among the reasons for this may be mentioned the strategic position
of their land berween continents, their superior culture and historical background,
their love of creative labor, their resourcefulness and perseverance, and their de-
votion to the ideals of freedom and independence.

Toward the end of the nineteenth century the persecution to which the Arme-
nians were subjected by the Turks took on serious proportions. Massacres which
hitherto had been a periodic occurrence in scattered commumities were put on

schedule on a nationwide scale. In the two years 1895 and 1896 hundreds of thou-

sands of Armenijans were put through the sword thronghout the length and breadth



of Turkish Armenia. Even in 1908, when Turkey took on some of the trappings
of democracy, the massacres continued in many localities all the way from Van to
Cilicia.

During the first World War Turkish barbarism saak to its lowest and most
hideous depths. Goaded and guided by the Germans, who saw in the Armenians
the one effective obstruction to their political and economic ambitions in the Orto-
man Empire, the Turks conceived and attempted to carry into execution the total
extermination of the Armenian people. And they almost succeeded in doing so.
Through deportations, starvation, disease, and outright slaughter they succeeded
in reducing by more than one-half the Armenian population in the Armenian prov-
inces of Turkey—a net loss of more than one million souls, Those who survived
found themselves poverty-stricken, homeless immigrants in Iran, Iraq, Syria, the
Lebanon, Egypt, Greece, Bulgaria, Roumania, France, and the Americas. Today
there are a million and a half Armenians from Turkish Armemia in these countries
who, with few exceptions and despite the generous efforts of their host countries
to rehabilitate them, are still refugees looking forward to the day when they will
be united on the historic land of their forefathers to work out their own salvation

and make their distinctive contribution to the life of the world.

The Armenians and the Allies of World Wear |

It is worthy of note that Armenians did not resign to the fate meted out
to them by the Turks. They fought back, The history of their heroic resistance in
many sections of the country forms one of the glorious chapters in the anpals of
our people. They brought their moral and material support to the cause of the
Allies. Their sons enlisted by the thousands in the Allied armies and distinguished
themselves in battles against the armies of the common foe. |

The Allies, in return for the contributions which the Armenian people brought

to the great cause of freedom and democracy, promised their liberation and their
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establishment as an independent state. And in accordance with that promise the
League of Nations authorized President Woedrow Wilsen to draw the boundaries
of a free and independent Armenia. This was accepted by all the powers of the day,
including Turkey. It was ratified by the Treaty of Sevres.

‘F'hat Treaty, however, was never enforced. One after another the sacred prom-

ises 50 solemnly made were forgotten or sacrificed to the selfish interests of power-

- fulstates. And so would have ended, as the final act of the tragedy of the Armenian

people, had not the great Russian people and the other peoples of the U. §. 8. R.
come to the rescue and salvaged something out of what otherwise would have been

the total ruin and annihilation of the Armenian people.

The Armenians and the United Nations
of World War 11

During World War II the Armenians once more gave proof of their de-
votion to democracy and the cause of the United Nations. They fought once more
with distinction wichin the armies of the United States and the United Nations.
Fifty generals and over a quarter of 2 million Armenian soldiers of various ranks
were within the Red Army alone. Armenian blood flowed once more, this time not
for something which they wished to. possess, but for something which they already

possessed and wished to prorect.

“Can the Leopard Change Her Spots or the
Ethiopian His Skin?”

And what did the new so-called r_epubliéan Turk do in this late war for the
liberation of the world from the threat of Nazi tyranny? They sought shelter under
the cloak of a sputious neutrality, extending meanwhile to the Nazis assistanee of

every description which lay within their power. They went further and shamelessly



proclaimed their desire to see a Germag victery. And they continued to oppress and
liguidate the few hundred thousand Armenians who werte still living.in their

borders.

On What Matters Armenians of the
Diaspora Da Not Speak

We, the Armenians who are living outside Soviet Armenia, do not pre-
sume to speak in the name of that republic, ner do we presume to dictate or out-
line her policies or interests. These are the singular rights of the people whe live
in Soviet Armenia. We can only express our appreciation to the great Russian peo-
ple and the other peoples of the U. S. §. R. for giving our brethers in the land of
our origin the opportunity to live again as a free and independent nation; to clear
the debris of the oppression and destruction perpetrated for centuries; to trans-
form their country once more to a zrakhdavayr, that is, the land of paradise, as the
Armenians put it; to reestablish 2 stable goversument of their ewn; to reorganize
their social and economic life; and to revive and revivify the glorious culture of

sheir forefathers.

On What Matters Armenians of the
Diaspora Do Speak

There are certain things, however, concerning which we feel we have a
right te speak, cencerning which we feel we must speak. Our homeland on which
our forefathers have lived since immemorial times, and on which we ourtselves
lived until the years of the last Weorld War, still constitutes a part of Turkey, while
a million and a half Armenians live as enforced refugees and immigeants chrough-
eut the four cotners of the earth. Even Mt. Ararat, the pride and glory of our
people and the most expressive symbol of their hopes and aspirations for a thou-

sand years, remains under Turkish rule. Furthermere, this our homeland, the



Armenian provinces of Turkey, are separated from the free and independent Re-
public of Soviet Armenia, where those of our brethren who are fortunate enough
to be living have made a magnificent beginning in the revival and the reconstruc-
tion of Armenian national life. What would be more natural for Armenians out-
side that budding new land than to want to return to their homeland and join
hands with their brethren. The time has come that the Armenia which is under
Turkish rule be joined to the existing free and independent Armenia within the
bounds of the Soviet Union, and opportunities be granted Armenians abroad to

return to their own homes and pastures, their cities and villages and live there

-their own lives.

Of all the Christian peoples who at some time or other in the past have been
under Turkish rule, the Armenians are the only one who have as yet not secured

their freedom and homeland from Turkey.

The Spirit of the Conference Is in Keeping with the
Hopes and Aspirations of the Armenian People

. We know that the Conference convened here in San Francisco is not dele-
gated to settle questions relating to repatriation and the sertlement of boundaries.
Nonetheless, it is in keeping with the spirit of the Conference that we raise our
voice on behalf of a question which has become the scandal of international rela-
tions for something like three-quarters of a century. We speak on behalf of a
million and a half victims of a tyranny and a terror which neither in degree nor
in extent differ from the vials of wrath which the Nazis pounred in this war on the
innocent and helpless peoples of Europe. And we speak on behalf of the just and
constructive aspirations of a people who have every right to express the hope that
this time they will not be made pawns on the international chessboard of power
politics. We want no less than the joining of our historic. land of Armenia to the

existing state of free and independent Armenia, and the repatriation there of all
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Armenians abroad who wish to go there. These are our reasonable and inalienable
rights. So long as these aspirations of the Armenian people remain unrealized, so
long will the Armenian people remain at odds with Turkey. Until a new jus-
tice is born out of the centuries-old injustice done to the Armenians, there can
be no permanent peace between them and the Turks. The Armenian people want
to live at peace with their neighbors, even with Turkey, and they believe that a

just and honorable peace is in the interest of all parties concerned.

"To Serve Armenia is to Serve Civilization™

It is no mean case which we present to this great and august Conference.
It is a case which has drawn the respect and sympathy of such honorable and illus-
trious men as James Bryce, William Gladstone, Georges Clemenceau, Woodrow
Wilson, Nikolay Lenin, Anatole France, Fridtjof Nansen, Jean Jaures, and Joseph
Stalin. These men demonstrated with their deep interest and active support of the
case of Armenia that they agree in spirit with the words of one of them, William
Gladstone, when he said, "To serve Armenia is to serve civilization.” And the great
Soviet Union has demonstrated irrefutably within the brief span of twenty-five

years that to serve Armenia is indeed ro serve civilization.
