1, With refereice to your memorandum of 4 January 1962, although I had
previously agreed on 17 October, in response to your representations that
Sergeant Rodrigue might draw the food allowance au the rate of 300 CF per
day (now 380 CF), certain questions raised subsequently by the auditors
have reguired us to define more clearly the basis for payment of the food
and rations allowances at differing rates to military personnel, 4s a
result, I have sent to the Chief of liilitary Personnel the attached memo-
eeess randum dated 28 November 1961 on the subject of allowances for batuen and
sseee drivers, and later the attached memorandum dated 19 December 1961 to the
Chief of Staff on the general guestion of the food and rations allowance.

2. In the case of batuen and drivers, it has been agreed that where cook-
ing facilities are made available by the official to whom they are assigned,
they way draw the rations allowance at the rate of 160 CF per day. I assume
that this will be the most convenient means of providing for the food en-
titlement to Sergeant Rodrigue, but if it is prefered that he take his meals
in restaurants, I would be glad to authorize the issuance of meal coupons to
him, These coupons can be used in six restaurants located in various parts
of the city, including the Swiss and Acropole restaurants in the Royal Build-
ing, They provide for three complete meals including non-alcoholic bever-
ages, 1 believe that the meal-coupon arrangement will be found quite conven-
ient, that is if it is not decided to make cooking facilities available to
him in your premises and let him draw the rations allowance. In such case,

I would suggest that the meal coupon arrangement be tried out for a couple
of months, and if it is found that there is a real problem in view of his
hours of work, I would be glad to reconsider his case,

2 From the above it will be seen that this unfortunate
incident has occurred entirely due to the fault of Alr Move Section of
this HQ, which is very much regretted. There is no other

Report on delay, UN flight 167.

Mission order for flight 167 was received in the afternoon January
9th and stated that 7 passengers were to be flown Leopoldville -

- Kamina - Elisabethville - Albertville - Leopoldville. Returning
crews informed us in the evening the same day, that the fuel pump
at Albertville had broken down again., As the stop at Albertville
according to the mission order for flight 167 only was planned to
last a few hours we made a calculation and found, that it would

be possible to carry so much fuel on board, that the the entire
flight could be made without refuelling. The limiting factor was
the max., landing weight at the first stop, when only fuel for

less than three hours would have been burnt off. Ground staff

were sent out in the night to complete the fuel accordingly. Upon
our arrival at N°djili in the morning we found, however, that no
less than 28 passengers were booked on the aircraft. The M.C. per-
sonnel claimed that they had received information about the 28
passengers already in the afternoon the day before and had made
their arrangements accordingly. The mission order, which we prior
to the flight received from Base Ops, stated 7 passengers, and a .
telephone check with the Duty Air Ops Officer confirmed that his
office had recihived no changes to the original request for 7 pas-
sengers., Carrying all the booked passengers would have meant an
overweight of some 4500 lbs at the landing at Kamina. This, of
course, could not be accepted, We, therefore, had nothing elase

to do than to try to find the refuelling crews and a fuel cart.
The removal of the corresponding weight of fuel took a consider-
able time, and the aircraft could take off 0536Z with a delay of
more than one hour and a half. With some closer cooperation between
the Air Ops and M.C, offices this annoying delay - many of the
passengers were V,1.Ps - had not been necessary.

Subject: Provision of Catering Facilities for the Force
Commander's Plane

1. We have recently received from Sabena invoices in a substantial amount for
catering facilities provided on your IC.6. Some of the invoices relate to the
period July - December 1960 and the remaining invoices to 1961,

2, The invoices have been certified by Air Operations, and it is presumed
that the order for catering facilities was also placed by Air Operations. I
find myself in some difficulty, however, in meeting these invoices, since no
sanction was ever obtained from New York Headguarters for incurring these ex-
penditures, which are likely to meet with serious audit objections, since the
personnel making use of these caterin,, facilities are not entitled to free
meals or refreshments at ONUC expense., In the case of the chartered crews,
they are entirely responsible for the cost of their accommodation, meals, etc.,
and I understand receive an allowance from their company to cover these expenses.
In the case of ONUC civilian and military personnel travelin;; on the plane,
including yourself, either the mission subsistence allowance containing a food
element or a food allowance is paid, and therefore the provision by ONUC of
free meals while in the plane would require us to recover the food allowance
payments to these personnel during the period in question, Alternatively,

the actual cost of the refreshments would have to be recovered. In the case

of non-ONUC persomnel traveling as your guests, it mi_ht be considered that the
cost of their refreshments should be met from your representation allowance,
since we have no sanction to use ONUC funds for this purpose.,

S I have mentioned the above points in order to explain the complications
arising from our meeting the cost of catering for your plane, VWhile I have
agreed to meet the invoices which have been presented by Sabena in good faith,
and have referred to iiew York the guestion whether recovery action might not

be waived with respect to past expenditures, I regret that I do not find it
possible to continue to pay these invoices in the future, under our existing
regulations, I should therefore be grateful if you would advise the Air Come-
mander that catering facilities are no longer required on your plane, or if
such facilities continue to be required, that you are prepared to meet the cost
yourself. Alternatively, I could agree to continue to pay these invoices,

e



provided that information is provided to me o each occasion as to the person-
iitel who have made use of the facilities, so that the necessary deductions in
their food allowance and LiSA payments can be made. This would, however, be a
complicated business, and I should be grateful if you could arrange instead
for direct payment to Sabena without involving the ONUC Finance Office,

1. As a large number of Indian Air Force personnel

declared surplus due to a change in the policy of the employ-
ment of Indian airmen,#ére mow awaiting repatriation to India,
and as such a large number could not be sent through the normal
North Star flights, the Chief Administrative Officer was
approached to charter an aircraft to take all these Indian
personnel to Pisa.

2. About the same time, a Transair DC6 was sent from
Sweden to replace your DC6. Apparently the Transair DC6 was
chartered by them from Sabena, and when Sabena found out that
this aircraft was meant to operate in the Congo, they objected
to it, and hence the replacement could not be effected. As
this aircraft was available at Leopoldville, the Chief
Admninistrative Officer arranged for it to be chartered for a
flight from Leopoldville back to Sweden via Pisa and Dublin.
Arrangements were also made for this aircraft to take certain
Irish/Swedish wounded soldiers.

3. It appears that the Indian Air Force party which was to
travel in this aircraft took with them baggage in excess of
their entitlement. Unfortunately I am not in a position to
prove this allegation as the flight manifest given to me by
Movement Control at N'Djili airfield indicates no excess baggage.
I have, however, asked the Chief Movement Control Officer to
carry out further investigation, as requested by the Chief
Administrative Officer.
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4. In this aircraft, Brig Norstroem and Sgt Jensen, both
of Sweden, travelled as "guests of Transair". The Chief
Administrative Officer has now raised the question of the
propriety of ONUC personnel accepting such favours from a
company with which ONUC is doing business, particularly in
the case of personnel from the UN Air Division, which is
responsible for controlling and certifying charter flights
for payment purposes.

5 ' Irrespective of the ethics involved, I consider
acceptance of such privileges detrimental to the interests

of ONUC and recommend that a Force Routine Order be published
prohibiting such actions in the future.

2. I am glad to have the information you have provided and agree that the
case of Brigadier Norstroem's travel could be looked into further when he
returns from leave, In this connexion, I would appreciate if information
could be obtained regarding the dates of the conferences in Stockholm with
Air Staff Headguarters, indicated on the movement order as calling for two
days' duty., Was his duty visit to Sweden at this time requested by the Gov-
ernment of Sweden through the United Nations Headquarters New York? Since
the movement order indicates that the- trip was at no cost to the United Na-
tions, even though a duty mission was apparently involved, it would be pert-
inent to ascertain what arrangements Brigadier Norstroem would have made for
onward travel from Pisa if this DC.6 had not been chartered and he had had
to travel on the normal North Star flight.

3 I note from the passenger manifest a statement that "Sgt. Jensen left
with the 'ransair consent.," Does this mean that Sgt. Jensen traveled without
a movement control order and was authorized to do this by Transair? When we
charter a plane from Transair, they have no authority to take other passengers
unless this is specified in the terms of the charter agreement. I should ap-
preciate your informing me as to the purpose of Sgt. Jensen's travel, that is,
whether on repatriation or on leave., In the latter case there would be the

guestion of recovering from him the cost of a one-way air tourist ticket.
