The students at the University.of Kansas
are organizing an aggressive and inclusive program
among the 5300 students, the 450 faculty, and the
15,000 townspeople of this community, to warn and
activate us all as to the need for food conservation
and aid to the starving peoples of the world in this ™
critical area.

I am vitally concerned with the success of
their efforts; first, because it is a student program
to which they are giving a great deal of time and
energy in the firm belief that we can all be of help
in the project; and second, because of the critical
urgency of the problem which most of us can face only
in our individual capacities.

Their program is a very inclusive one, in-
cluding radio announcements, money raising activities,
food exhibits comparing our calory food allotment with
that of the needy nations, talks in all of the dormi-
tories and fraternity and sorority houses, sample food
conservation menus, and in other ways bringing the
vital problem to the individual in such a way as to
make it possible for the individual to participate.

Is 1t possible, with your close associlstion with these affairs,
to suggest a way which I might go through with this plan? It's strange
that I am unable to give awsy a complete concert program for this
worthy cause. Interest in such a concert would be tremendous, since
it would be & practical example of American young people helping sim-
iler young people in starving Eurocpe. ;

I should be delighted to write further in detail about tihis. or
speak with you at your convenience. This concert would have to Be
given before tue end of school, (because of vacations), so I would
appreciate an early reply, if possible.

I am a sailor in Uncle Sam's Navy, and you know
the sailors, always "battin the bdreeze".

The other day several shipmates and myself were
standing around the scuttlebutt, each expressing his
poet-war plans and 1deae for getting his hande on a
sea-bagful of pieces-of-eight. One Bluejacket told
of hie plan and with his permission I am relating it
to you and show how you may apply it to your Jjob of
securing food for the starving people of Europe.

Here's his plan. He said that he was going to
conduct a nationwide potato contest for the largest
and best potato in USA., The largest and best potato
bringing a prize of 5100,, The second place bringing
$50., and $25. %0 show,. Now 21l participants would
agree to one rule, that their potato would become his
property 1f they entered the contest. Consequently
the participants would send their biggest and best
potato which would culminate in several boxcar loads
at least (his figures) of grade 1A spudg, Now he
would pay the lst, 2nd, and 3rd prizes of a total of
$175. and would bde in possession of the spuds which
he would sell and all over $175 would be gravy.

Now here's our idea. It was suggested that the
plan be given to the UNVRRA Food Adnministrator so food
could be secured for the people of starving Europe.
You conduct the contest and give prizes like War Bonds
or something, The contest should be given nationwide
publicity and no one would be barred from entering the
contest, not even you, esince we are interested in get-

My own opinion, for what 1t 1s worth, is that two types
of measures are called for to bring rellef to the starving peoples
of the world: one calling for immedlate action - and I have in
mind suspending the sale of bread throughout the United States
three days a week for an indeflnite perliod - the other a long-
term measure involving the return of rationing in certain cate-
gorles of food.

If Columbla Unlversity could be persuaded to call an
Interuniverslity Famine Conference a& a result of which these
measures, Oor others more Opportune, would be urged upon the
Presldent and the Government of the United States, and 1f the
universities, with the help of the press, would undertake to
gulde and to crystallize public opinion, and even serve as
clearing houses for public opinion, would any good be achleved?

Speaking to you tonight at this late hour—late not only when
vou look at the time, but late also in a deeper sense, when the danger
of famine has reached the point where the lives of millions of
people will be sacrificed to starvation unless decisive steps are
taken within the next few weeks—allow me please to begin my
talk with a few personal remarks:

[ have fought many battles in my not quite uneventful life.
Back in 1923, when Hitler and his Nazis started their first ill-
fated attempt to take over power, I was a young medical student
over there, one of a few hundred who put up active and organized
resistance against the march of barbarism in those days. Hitler's
first attempt failed; his second, ten vears later, succeeded and since
then untold misery, millionfold death in form of war, destruction,
persecution and famine has befallen the world.

As a member of the medical profession I have fought many
other battles, fighting against disease, injury and pain. As a teacher
of psychology and mental health T have been trying to feed the
minds and hearts of people. This is the time to feed the stomachs
of starvin ople. This time 3 attle against hunger, anc
I believe this is the most distressing and most important battle

e




mankind ever fought: The struggle against hunger, the struggle
for the survival of Western civilization.

It is an old story, as old as civilization itself: Hunger and
famine follow in the wake of war. World War 1l is no exception.
Some years ago a friend of mine, the writer Heinz Eduard Jacobs,
who spent three years in a concentration camp, wrote a book
entitled “6,000 Years of Bread.” He could have called his book
6,000 Years of Civilization, for the history of bread is the history
of civilization and vice-versa, IT we i r1story of eiviliza-
fion as a whole, we See that it came into being through two things
chiefly: the home, which developed those social dispositions that
form the psychological cement of organized human society; and
organized food supply through agriculture, which took man from
his wandering life as a hunter, herder and killer, and settled him
long enough in one place to let him build homes, schools, churches,
colleges, universities, civilization.

Perhaps because all this is so old, perhaps because it is so vast,
the truth about this inner connection between food and civiliza-
tion on the one hand, between famine and barbarism on the
other, is not often told. An automobile accident on Main Street
iz still more real to us than news of 140,000,000 starving people
in Europe. Considerably more than half of the people of the
world are on short rations. Famine of unprecedented magnitude
threatens the very structure of humanity in many countries. Pro-
longed and chronie hunger on a so-called subsistence diet has so
weakened men, women and children that they are easy prey to
disease. In his radio address from Cairo, two weeks ago, ex-Presi-
dent Herbert Hoover declared, after a survey of 17 European
countries:

“Hunger has placed three words every hour of the day on the
tongues of 150,000,000 Europeans. The first is bread, which has
a reality as the symbol of life as never before in history; the second
is fat, for which there is an insatiable cry when in physical need;
the third is calories. That is the common denominator . ..”

And President Truman has underscored these statements by
declaring that the fate of civilization itself depends on the will-
ingness of the people of the U.S.A. to provide sufficient food sup-
plies to the starving people overseas. In the liberated countries
of Europe—countries liberated by the military might of our armies
hardly more than a year ago—people are living on diets from 1,200
to 1,800 calories daily as compared with the 3,300 to 3,500 calories
a day consumed by people in the United States.

But we don’t think the American people are smug and heartless
when they see hunger. Figures are not hungry people. We
believe that those who have seen hunger have not done the job
that needs to be done of bringing the figures to life. We believe
that the Browns and Joneses who seem indifferent when they read
for the thousandth time about the famine abroad, would gladly
accept the sacrifice of part of their own family’s food if they could
be made to see into the home where parents not unlike themselves
must watch the gnawing hunger and listen to the erying of starv-
ing children not unlike their own. Recently I received a letter




from a starving family in Italy, one letter of many I now receive
almost daily. It was a letter of thanks written by somebody I don't
know: A few months ago I had mailed a food package of 11 Ibs.
to the address of a starving newly wed couple who had written to
me from Europe. 1 had put into the package a couple of cans, a
few pounds of rice, flour and spaghetti. The letter I speak of came
from the aged parents of the young couple: The young man, after
sharing with his wife and neighbors half of the 11 lbs. package 1
had sent, had walked or bicy®Ted 100 miles to bring the other half
of the food to his starving parents who live in a remote village,
and there they received it as if it were not a humble small parcel
of American food from Tampa, but as a God-sent blessed gift from
Heaven, The old man and woman with their children fell on their
knees, as the letter says, and thanked God for His help and mercy.

No. We don’t think the American people are smug or heartless
when they see hunger. On the contrary, people realize that the
reconstruction of starving children is at least as important as fae-
tories and bridges. The American people are insistent on keeping
millions of starving people from dying of hunger. The American
people are on the job. They are humanity’s guardians and mes-
sengers today and housewives, seeing their grocers’ shelves still
filled to overflowing, begin to ask: What can I do?

Here is what you c¢an do, all of you, all of us. A nation-wide
emergency food collection drive, headed by the Secretary of Com-
merce, Henry A. Wallace, will start this coming Monday all over
the United States. Let us be in it, let us be with it. The local
section of the National Emergency Food Collection campaign which
I am honored to direct and which has its headquarters at the
University of Tampa, is proud to announce that our preparations
for this life-saving work have already begun in advance and that
splendid cooperation has been given to us by Mayor Hixon, by
Dr. Nance, President of the University of Tampa, by the Tampa
Ministers’ Association, by the Junior Chamber of Commerce, by
the Federation of Women’s Clubs, by the Hillsborough County
Council of the P.-T.A., by local labor leaders and by other civie,
religious, fraternal and social organizations. With an efficient
committee in action, storage space obtained, and the cooperation
of the Mayor, of churches, schools, industries and organizations,
we are starting our work under good auspices and with great hopes.
You will read the Mayor’s proclamation in your papers tomorrow
and Sunday, you will hear the sermons of your ministers in your
churches on Sunday, yvou will be given the messages of our com-
mittee over the broadeasting stations by me and other members of
the committee, and you, fellow citizens of Tampa, who are willing
to help, but do not quite know how, will ask again: What can [ do?

Here is the answer: Beginning this Monday bins will be set up
in grocery stores all over town, and each housewife, when doing
her marketing, is asked to purchase an extra can of food and place
it in the bin. Army trucks, which have been put at the disposal
of our committee, will then collect the canned goods from the
grocers and the food will be shipped through the United Nations
Relief and Rehabilitation Association to the famine-stricken areas
abroad. T repeat: each housewife, when doing her marketing, and




for that matter each person purchasing food in grocery stores,
is asked to buy an extra can of food and deposit it with the grocer
as a gift to the starving people overseas. As to the type of food
required, any canned food such as concentrated soup, vegetables,
meats, fats, fruits, powdered milk, baby food, fish, is welcome, and
every housewife who wants to be generous and place two or three
cans of food, instead of one, in the bins, is especially welcome.

Let us start saving human lives, feeding hungry people with
this simple device of buying a few extra cans every day and placing
them at the disposal of those who are in need of them. Let us
start this coming Monday and continue to do so every day during
the following weeks. Other measures to increase our help and
contributions in the battle against the world food crisis will be
taken step by step. The City of Orlando last week adopted a starv-
ing city in Greece. Time and again, when disaster has struck, the
people of the United States have helped generously and quickly.
That is a matter of record. No matter what food shortages may
hit America, our 3,300 calories can never be in danger. Let us,
therefore, share our plenty and not stand accused of gluttony in
the midst of a starving world.

You all read and heard about the farmer from Nebraska who
came to Washington a few days ago and offered the proceeds from
the sale of his crop to be used in the fight against famine. Well,
I am happy to announce that this noble farmer from Nebraska has
his counterpart right here in our city of Tampa—not a farmer, not
someone who has money to offer, but a school boy 14 years of age,
a student at Memorial Junior High School. After reading in the
papers about our committee and the terrible need abroad which
lead to its formation, he telephoned me to say that he was organ-
izing on his own initiative the 1,200 students at his school to help
in our campaign against hunger, The boy’s name is Don Castor
and he will speak to you when our committee goes on the air again
tomorrow.

I started this talk with a personal remark, let me conclude it
with another: As long as we have boys like Don Castor who spon-
taneously and eagerly strive for the betterment of our world, I am
not too greatly worried about the survival of our civilization. Let
all of us then, here in Tampa, unite in this noble battle against
hunger and make our slogan: Tampa Fights Famine. Remember,
please:

If you are a grocer, make a bin or other container available in
your store for the deposit of canned foods.

If vou are a consumer, conserve foods at home and buy that
extra can every day.

If you are a man, be: A Man against Hunger.

If vou are a woman, be: A Woman against Hunger.

If you are a child, be: A Child against Hunger.

Farm Cadets have done good work

During school vacations of the vears
of the war, city youth have worked on
farms helping to produce needed food.
A fine job has been done and all who
took part are deserving of high com-
mendation. Besides thus hcl])im, to
win the war, these boys and girls have
obtained a lot of new, practical and
satisfactory experiences which would
not have been open to them had they
remained in the cities.

Now, with the war won, there is less
vital need to call on city youth to aid
in food production. Food shortages
still exist, however., Because of these
shortages and also because of the bene-
fits to the yvouth themselves, the Farm
Cadet Program will be continued dur-
ing the summer of 1946. Many city
youth still helping in food 1}1mlm110n
also may cnlal‘qe on the farm experi-
ences of last year and others may be
given a chance to experience a sumier
on a general farm or in a farm work
camp.

Do you want to work on a farm?
Boys” who may wish to do so and
who will agree to put in the entire sum-
mer, may have an opportunity to work
on a general farm and to live with the
farmer’s family., Here you will help
with a wide variety of farm operations.
Hours of work will average about ten
except in emergencies. For girls, sev-
eral harvest camps will be arranged for
such crops as strawberries, raspberries,
beans and tomatoes. Girls’ camps will
extend from about a month in some
cases to the entire season in others until
school opens in the fall. Girls leave
camp for work early in the morning,
taking lunch along and returning about
5:00 o'clock.

Can you be relied upon to carry
through?

Farm work is hard and sometimes
quite monotonous. For boys: until you
may learn how to drive horses or a
tractor and to handle machinery, you
probably will be expected to do the
more unskilled jobs such as pitching
hay and grain, hoeing and weeding,
cle 11111111r stables and caring for animals.
This is fine experience for boys who
are strong enough and mature enough
to take it. Living in a farm area in
the summer can be very pleasant, you
will make new friends and have lots
of fun, but remember that you are
going to the farm mainly to work. Tt
would be unfair to the farmer for you
to quit in the middle of his busy season.
Do not apply unless you have made up
vour mind that vou will stick it out
through the whole summer.

For girls: living in a camp with
others of your own age in a nice loca
tion in the country has many enjoy-
able [eatures, however, some harvesting

work of berries and beans may get very
tiresome. Here again, the farmer must
get his crops harvested. He has gone
to a lot of expense in setting up the
camp and is depending upon vou. ‘Your
obligation is to see the job through
even though you may get homesick and
become tired at times. Unless yvou are
determined that you will carry through
for the time that you agree to, perhaps
vou better not undertake it.

What pay will you receive?

Since you are inexperienced at farm
work you cannot expect to be paid very
high wages. The money return will be
secondary to what you may learn. If
this is your first summer at farm work
vou will be given a starting wage of
$30 per month on a dairy or general
farm in addition to board with the
farmer’s family. As you may learn to
do farm work well, and thus become
of more use to the farmer, he will
increase your wages. If you worked
on a farm last year, perhaps you can
arrange to return to the same farm this
year and start in at a higher figure.

For harvest camp work, payment
usually will be by the basket. You will
receive the same piece-work rates as
other local helpers. Out of your earn-
ings vou will need to pay your board
when living in a camp. Farmers for
whom vou work will agree to see that
vou have opportunity to do at least
enough work each week so that you
may meet your board costs.

Will you receive your
transportation?

[f the farm or farm camp to which
vou go is more than 50 miles from your
home city, a ticket to a station near
it will be Turnished. You will be met
at the station. If you complete your




:ig'l'x‘l'lllcllt’t' work in a harvest camp
or stay through the entire summer on
a general farm, your return fare will
be given vou by the farmer for whom
yvou work.

What will you need to do about
insurance?

I you accept transportation for farm
work, you will be required to buy a
small isurance policy to help pay ex-
penses in case you are sick and need to
go to a hospital. This insurance does
not take care of minor illness. You
will need to care for any costs of this
nature. The insurance does pay for
hospital bills and doctors’ fees up to a
limit of $150 in case you are seriously
sick and up to a limit of $250 if you
are accidentally injured. Your parents
must accept the responsibility for any
costs on account of sickness or iﬂjlil"\’
that may involve larger amounts than
the insurance provides, just as if you
were at home.

Insurance will cost you $1.50 for
1 month, plus 50c. for each additional
month. For boys going to individual
farms, the charge will be $2.50 for the
3-month season. Bring this money with
the insurance application when you re-
ceive your ticket. If you are not fur-
nished transportation and therefore are
not required to purchase this insurance,
it is urged that you elect to do so any-
way. The cost is small and the benefits
are mmportant.

How can you enroll as a farm
cadet?

[f vou are between 14 and 21 vears
of age, regularly entered a school
or college, and normally developed and
strong enough to do farm work, you
may enroll. Show this leaflet to your
parents. Obtain their consent. Then
fill in the attached enrollment form.,
Have it signed by one or bhoth of your

parents or your guardian, and give it
to the farm adviser or principal-of your
school. If vour health and deportment
records are satisfactory your school
principal or adviser will sign the enroll
ment and forward it to the proper place.

Your parents should note that while
efforts will be made by supervisors and
persons interested in you to make your
stay pleasant and safeguard your wel-
fare, still most of your activities while
at work and in recreation cannot be
supervised. Frequently you will be on
vour own when you will have to make
decisions for yourself and bear the re-
sponsibility for your own acts. Your
parents should not approve your appli-
cation unless they believe that you are
mature enough to accept these responsi-
bilities and that they trust you to do so.

Do you need a farm work permit?

If you are under 16 years, the law
l'ct;lmc-« that you obtain a farm work
permit before you work on a farm, Get
this from your home school. Trans-
portation will not be furnished unless
you have your work permit,

What ciotgs and other articles will
vou need?

When going to farms for work you
should wear usual school clothes and
take work clothes with you. It is in-
advisable to spend a large sum for a
work outfit. Old clothes on hand may
do. A warm sweater or lumber jacket,
underwear, rubbers, and rain coat, and
an old hat should be taken; also, neces-
sary toilet articles, writing paper and
stamps. For those articles that need to
be purchased, it may be better to wait
and buy them after the farmer can
advise conc (':nm;; what may be needed.
For boys, a pair of sturdy work shoes
that are ankle height—about six inches
—-will be needed. ILow shoes fill with
dirt and high top boots are hot in sum
mer. For girls, reasonably heavy low
shoes will do.

Also, if you have a sugar stamp that
is valid take it along, or calculate your

share of the family sugar supply and
the amount vou will need for the sum-
mer and take it with you,

How will supervisors help you?
Farms will be inspected by super-
visors to see that reasonable standards
are maintained. The supervisor will
call on vou, bring vou news of your
iriends, and help adjust any pmh]cm»«
you may hd\(‘ You will be given vour
supervisor’s name, his address and tele-
phone number. Be sure to call or write
him if you have any difficulty. Do not
by any means leave the farm without
consulting him. In farm harvest camps,
supervisors will live with yvou and share

vour camp life.
