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THE CEASE FIRE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE RWANDESE GOVERNMENT
FORCES AND THE RWANDESE PATRIOTIC FRONT

We the representative of the Rwandese Government Forces and
the Rwandese Patriotic Front;

Considering the fact that if the present fighting and
hostilities continue any further, the devastation in terms of
human and material loss to this country and nation will bhe so
great that it will become unrecoverable:

HMindful of the fact that the cease fire would facilitate
restoration of peace and public order and there by create a
congenial atmosphere for negotiations and understanding to
implement the Arusha Peace Agreement;

Reaffirming that a cease fire is the first pre requisite for
any peaceful settlement;

Have on this .....th day of April 1994, agreed on and
accepted the following provisions with respect to the cease fire:

ARTICIE 132 All forces of the Rwandese Government Forces(RGF)
and the Rwandese Patriotic Front(RPF) will stop
fighting and stop all hostilities with effect
from ..... hours on .... April 1994.

Both RGF and RPF will hold ground wheré ever their
present positions are and there will be no
movement of troops and weapons except evacuation
of sick and wounded. Thé troops iay, however, be
relieved with prior notice and under supervision
of UNAMIR.

Logistic movement will bhe allowed to pass
through areas held by the other {for¢e wunder
supervision and escort of UNAMIR but then the
logistic echelon will return to from where they
came.

ARTICLE 23 All RGF and RPF fighting echelons will bhe
organised, if disorganisation has taken place,
and integrated into unified command at various
levels of command so as to make them accountable
for their actions and also to ensure that no free
lance action is under taken by them. In order to
ensure any such free lance action, all firing
mechanisms of anti tank weapons and mortar and
artillery guns will be stripped off the weapon
system and kept in the custody of the battalion
company/hattery commander.



No forces or deployed troops will try to fortify
their positions.

Both forces will pacify, persuade and disarm, if
possible, the youth fronts of political parties
and other self styled civilian forces,

Law and order of Kigali City will be maintained
by both parties.

Each party will make sincere effort to ensure
that <¢landestine killings of people is
eradicated.

All UNAMIR military observers(MILOB) will have
free access to any location of any of the forces
for inspection. 3ll forces will assist in free

movement of UNAMIR troops and also assist in
their job.

All locations of the deployed troops and deployed
and undeployed weapohs will be glven to the
MILOBS.

Violations of cease fire will immediately be
reported to UNAMIR through the LOs and will be
resolved through negotiations. Commanders at all
levels will try to persuade under command troops
not to open up at all fronts on a single
violation of cease fire.

Both the parties will reposition their forces eo
as to ensure safety of UNAMIR establishments as
following:

a. Deployed Troops: 100 metres.
b. Direct Fire Heavy Weapons: 500 metres
c. Artillery/Mortars: 1000 metres

Kigali International Airport will be recoanised
by both parties as an UNAMIR Neutral Territory
facility and forces deployed there will be
withdrawn. A safe distance of 500 metres from the
perimeter fence of the airfield is essential.

The leadership crisis in the RGP to be resolved
as sooh as possible so that the people, the RPF
and the UNAMIR know the persons responsible for
the RGF affairs and who should be approached
should a crieis cowme up.



Each side will ensure security so that the
residents can come back to their hones and resune
normal life.

Each side will try and restart/activate all
government, semi government offices/facility,
commercial and business facilities and public
utility departments.

The RGF will arrange burial of all the dead
bodies and restore health and hygiene facilities
to prevent out break of epidemics. All out effort
should he taken to treat the wounded.

Personnel of the International Red Cross and
other UN and non UN humanitarian agencies will
have free access to move around the whole country
so that they can help alleviate the suffering of
the needy people.

No provocative psychological warfare will be
launched against the other party either through
radio/TV or through the press media. Only the
governnent radio be made operational and the
private radio station be withheld for some time.
The RPF will also be given two hours of the total
transmitted time to broadcast programmes of their
own choice per day.

While the cease fire holds and efforts are taken
bring back normalcy in daily life, both parties
should try to resolve their qQifferences and try
to form the Broad Based Transitional Government
(BBTG) in accordance with the Arusha Peace
Agreement. Both parties will remain determined to
form the BBTG within 30 days of the sighing of
this accord.

All disputes arising out of the subjects not
covered in this agreement will be resolve by
UNAMIR negotiations.

Panding the publication of a formal SOP koncerning UNAMIR' s
policy with regard to the press, the following guidelines should
be followed.

2, BACKGROUND

In order to carry out its mandate, as stipulated in Security
Councill resclution 872 (19%3) and subsgequent resclutions, UNAMIR
maintalns relations with the news media. It gives high priority
to welcoming local and international press agancies, providing
them with every possaible assistance in reporting our activities,
with special emphasis on the humanitarian work being accomplished
throughout Rwanda. TUMNAMIR, in its dealings with the media will,

in all respacta, follow the political, military and humanitarian
philosophies advocated by the United Nationa.

3. AUTHCORITY

The Special Representative of the Secretary-Genesral and the
Force Commandear are the only authoriltles to make statemeiis and
answar gquestions to the press on UNAMIR matters. Both exercise
this authority through the Spokesman and the Military Spokasman.

4, UNITS/CONTINGENTS

Unit/Contingent Commanders will ensure that press matters
relating to their contingent/unit are handled only by an officer
designated for that purpose. Designated Tnit/Contingent Public
Information QOfficers (PIQ) are consequently rasponsible to their
respective Unit/Contingent Commanders. They are authorized to
brief visiting representatives of the media when such visits have
baen approvad by the Force Commander. Briefings will be strictly
confined to lsesuas relating to their own unite. Such PICs are
also encouraged to participate and brief media during the Daily
UNAMIR Prees Briefings.

5. RESTRICTIONS

The following restrictions will be strictly observed:

a. Unit/Contingent Commanders, designated
Unit/Contingent PIOB or any other desigmated
personnel are prohibited from issuing independent
press releases or discussing cperational cr other
matters affecting UNAMIR with their naticnal press
or with international presg agencies; and

b. Unit/Contingent Commanders, designated
Unit/Contingent PIOs or other designated personnel
are hot allowed to make statements or comments of
a general or sgpeculative nature about the
political situation within UNAMIR‘s Area of
Responsibility (AOR} and/cr the region as a whole.

6. REAGONS FOR RESTRICTIONS

Restrictions are placed on all UNAMIR personnel primarily
for reasons of security and safety rather than as an instrument
of censorship. Irregular media contacts could endanger the
securlty of UNAMIR troope and hamper the negctiations in an on-
going silituation. BSuch contacts may or could also reflect
negatively on the impartiality of the Missicn or offend local
sengibilities thereby damaging UNAMIR’s image and/or credibility
in the regiomn.

7. GUIDELTINES FOR VISITS BY MEMBERS OF THE FRESS

a. Operaticonal requirements must take precedence;

k. Media personnel visit the Mission at thelr own
risk;

C. Proper clearance and or visa must have been

obtained from the Rwandese/RPF authorities in
Brussels, Belgium, prior to arrival in Rwanda;

d. As a rule, press perscnunel should be able to
provide their own tramnsport, accommodation and
food. When UN ailrcraft and/or vehicles are used,
it must be made clear that press personnel uszas
these at their own risk and the appropriate
disclaimer must he signed:

a. Upon arrival, UNAMIR’as Press Accreditation must be
obtained frcm UNAMIR’s security persconnel; and




£. Press personnel should be made aware of the
security rieks involved in Rwanda.

B. DAILY UNAMIR PRESS BRIEFINGS (5)

The Military Spokesman is responsible for the arrangements
and the coordination of these briefings. The following
procedures apply:

a. a daily morning briefing will take place at
0930 hre in the Conference Room; and

b. another briefing cculd be held at 1630 hrs if
regquired.

1. This paper is raised with alot of concern on the laxity of a
simple administrative arrangements to be administered by all those
concern in facilitating the movements of the members of the
Technical team to Burundi which comprises of senior military
officers of this mission,

2. The order was given on the night of the 16 May 54 at the Force
Comd’s meeting in the presence of all those who are responsible in
facilitating this move. The technical team was to depart for
Nairobi from Kigali on the afternoon flight which gives almost 24
hours available time to make necessary arrangements for the move.

3.° Colonel Tikoca contacted the civil admin branch at Nairobi
before departing Kigali and it was agreed that they would prepare
all the necessary administration for the team’s arrival and
departure. It was also agreed that once all arrangements made they
would handover to Maj Babakar a member of the tean.

3. When the team arrived at Nairobi Airport we were told by the
movement control civilian staffs that they do not have our names in
the manifest so they have not made any necessary arrangements for
the team’s transportation.

4, After the entry procedures were completed we were met by the
DCHO and three of his milobs who had already made avalilable a
minibus and a taxi paid out of their own pocket to transport the
team to Hotel Grand Regency, Nairobi. The DFC who is entitled to
a staff car whilst on official business was not accommodated with
one.

5. On arriving at the hotel the milobs were requested to get in
touch with the civilian administration and to arrange a vehicle for
DFC so he could visit the soldiers who were admitted at Nairobi
hospital. The DFC waited three hours for the vehicle but it did not
turn up so he ended up paying a cab. The next morning it was all
the same, the milobs turned up with two vehicles, self arranged,
and took the team to the airport. of the civilian staffs.

7. Knowing fully well that the team was departing the next day’s
flight in the morning, the civilian admin branch failed to send the
flight details to the SRSG in Burundi. Anticipating this problem,
just before boarding the aircraft the team send the milobs to
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return immediately to Gigiri to send a facsimile message to Burundi
warning them of the team’s arrival.

8. The whole affair was gquite embarrasing and humiliating,
especially on arrival at Bujumbura airport, we realised that there
was no reception arranged for our arrival as well as there was no
arrangement for an entry visa, infact we arrived as illegal aliens.
The team was totally victimised by neglectful attitude and
irresponsible performance of all those concern.

9. The discussion the team had with the SRSG of Burundi at the
first instance, we were appraised that without the fax that was
sent in by the milobs after the team left Nairobi for Bujumbura he
would not have a slightest idea of our arrival and it would have
created a security problem to the team and it certainly would have
totally discredit the reputation of the SRSG and the United Nation
as a whole as the whole affair seems to look like a clandestine
operation,

4. After the entry procedures were conpleted we were met by the
DCMO and three of his milobs who had already made available a
minibuse and a taxi paid out of their own pocket to transport the
team to Hotel Grand Regeancy, Nairobi. The DFC who is entitled of
some sort of staff cars whilst on official business was not
accommodated with one, and any miesion approved by NYORK for that
matter aUS'alsq«be provided with necesesary transport.

5. On arriving at the hotel the milobs were reguested to get in
touch with the civilian administration and to arrange the wvehicle
to uplift the team for the airport the next day.

LETTER DATED 29 APRIL 1994 PROM THE SECRETARY-GENEERAL
ADNDRESSED TO THE PRESIDENT OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL

I regret to have to inform you that the Porce Commarder of the Unitad
Nations Assistance Hission for Rwanda (UNAMIR) has reported a further
deterioration of the situakion in Rigal{ and octhar parts of Rwanda.

The capital city is effectively divided into wectors controlled by the
Rwanda Governmant Porces (ROF) and the Ruwandede Patriotic Front (RPF)
redpectively, with frequent exchanges of artillery and mortar fire betwesn the
two sides., UNAMIR reports strang evidence of preparativnE for further massacres
of aiviliaps in the city &an¢ there are gseveral large coucentrations of civilians
who fear for their lives but enjoy littla effective protection. Naesacras

- continue on a large scale in the countryside, especially in the south.

A new complication is that in racant days hoth sides have bagun to exprees
lack ef confidence in ONAMIR's impertiality and this is sffmcting their
cogperation with my Spacial Reapresantative and tha Force Commander.

These developments raise eerious gquestioas about the viability of the
reviaed mandate whiech the Security Council gave to UNAMIR by resalution 912 on
21 April i984. In particular, it has bacome clear that thet nandate doee not
give UNAMIR the power to take effective action to halt the continuing masgacrad.
At hest it can provide limited protaction to small groups of threataned persons
in the city of Kigali and it would bae unable to save them if a naw wave of
massaores were to gtart. According to some estimites, as many as 200, 000 paople
nay have died during the last three wesks. Thie humanitarian catastrophe iz
rightly a matter of growing anguish {n Africa and the rest ¢f the world and
demands urgant action by the (nternational community.

_ In considering what action should be taken, it has to Be recognized that
the digastroug inclident of & April which cause the daarhm of the Presidents of
Rwvanda and Burundi has had two conssquencas whioh require diffsrent responses
froo the international community. Pirst, that incident sparked a resumption of
fighting between the Rwanda Governmant Parces (RGF) and the Rwandese Patristic
¥Yrant [RP¥F}. BSecondly, ([t reawakened deep-rooted ethnic hatreds, which have
plagued Rwanda in the past and which have again led toc mammaczes of innocens

‘eivilians on a maesive mcale.
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The revised mandate which the Becurity Council gave to UNAMIR in
resclutlon 912 on 21 April is an adeguate response to the firet of these
consequences. My Special Representative and tha Force Commandar have been
maxing strenucus afforts to help the parties agree ta a cease-fire and a return
to implementation of the Arusha Accord. Those effortsm have not yet succeadad
but the present msandate and strength of UNAMIR axe aufficient for them to
continge.

The events of the last few days have confirmed, however, that UNAMIR'E
revised mandate is not one which enables it to bring the maasacres under
control. Scme of theee have been the work of wncontrolled military personnsl
but moat of tham have bsen perpstrated by armed groups of civillans taking
advantage of the complete breakdown of law and order in K{gall and many other
parts of Rwanda. It haw become clear that the horrers for which they are
responBille can be anded only if law and orxrder is restored, » task which ls far
beyond URAMIR's present capacity.

In these circumatances, I urge the Security Counclil to ra-axamins che
dacigiona which 1t took in resclution 912 and to conmlder agaln what action,
ingluding forceful action, it could take, or coculd authorize Kenber States to
take, in order to restore law and order and end the mxasacres. In making this
recommendation, I am of course eware that euch action would requira a coomitment
gf human and material resources on a scale whioh Nember States have so far
proved reluctant ta contwmplate. But I am convinced that tha scale of huyman
suffering in Rwands and its implications fer the stabllity of nelghbouring
countriev leave the Security Councll with no alternative but to examing thix
poseibility.

I should be grateful if you would bring this matter to the attention of the
members of the Semurity Council.

There are
no estabtished guidelines, despite efforts by this department to get guidelines
approved.

C 2. In the absence of specitic guidelines, press policy in the field should be
defined by the Specia! Renresentative of the Secretary-General.

3. The guiding princip'es of sucn policy should be:

ar The mission and the UN itself are always wvell-served
when the press and the public have a full and accurate
ungerstanding ¢f what we are doing and trying to do;

bl Cpenrness and transparency are desirable so long as
secutity and the objectives of the mission are not
compromised;

cl Whi.e information must sometimes be withheld for
security reasons, or to protec: delicate diplomatic
c Initiatives, one must never lie or attempt 10 mislead.
4. Your work in Rwanda is admired here. You and your people are 1gking

considerable risks 10 protect human lives 10 the extent that you can. Many in the
media are saying that the UN is abandoning Rwanda; your brave stand tells a
different story. That story should get out to the world media.

5. in my view therefore, you shouid, to the extent possible, make time for the
media to describe your daily actions while avoiding political questions. You might
identify those who are authorized to speak to the press, asking all those
designated (o try to stick to the facts as far as possibia, leaving interpretation to
the Chiet of Mission.
