In continuation to the popular civil move to break the inhumane blockade imposed by the hostile Saudi­

led coalition against the Yemeni people of all categories in front of the international community, our 

fifth popular and humanitarian stand comes. Our fifth stand to break the blockade and protection of 

civilians is line with the UN charters, Geneva Convention and the principles of human rights as this 

hostility is still committing war crimes against humanity since the fourth stand in the inhumane area on 

2/11/2015. The most significant of these war crimes are the killing of fishermen in Hodeidah 

governorate, targeting the workers' bus in Taiz governorate and their hostel and some houses full of 

civilians in many governorates, targeting schools and hospitals like MSF hospital. The inhumane cruelty 

did not stop at military targets but reached each house targeting civilians, children and women in each 

airstrike against Yemen. However, the blood of innocents has not moved the conscience of humanity 

and UN ... the blockade is suffocating the Yemeni people giving a serious indicator towards a mass 

destruction crime of this people. 

We hope that in our fifth stand the popular and humanitarian demands will be interacted as all the vital 
sectors of the people have been harmed damaged including the agricultural, livestock and fishery 

sectors and factories and all life aspects in general. While we are questioning where is the humanitarian 

conscience, where is the humanity and where is the UN, we are sure that we will find the alive 

conscience in the UN that will never keep silent against the oppression and it will stand beside the 

petition of the Yemeni people removing the oppression of resolution 2216 under the cover of which we 

the people are cruelly and arrogantly stricken, blockaded and destroyed. 

Therefore, we reaffirm our demands in the previous letter 1 and 2 which are as follows: 

1- we demand UN to bear its legal, moral and humanitarian responsibility as follows: 

2- Stop the massive war against all Yemeni people civilians. 
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3- Urgently, left the unfair blockade imposed on all the basic aspect of the life and at the first place 

the basic needs (oil derivatives, gas, food, medicine, oil derivatives and gas and all the simplest 
requirements of human life). 

4- Urgently left the blockade on the oil derivatives which have been blocked in the seaport for 

more than three months now. 

5- Urgently send the relief aid and prepare the atmosphere for their urgent delivery citizens. 

Due to what the humanitarian situation reached to, particularly in terms of the health and 

medical level, medicines or food and oil derivatives and the simplest life constituents, we 

demand to open the door in front of Yemeni traders for general import through all air, sea and 

land ports to meet the needs of the Yemeni people. 

6- To urgently form a neutral international investigation committee to investigate in the mass 

killing of the Yemeni people by the despotic Saudi hostility. 

7- We affirm that the international institutions, the first of which is the UN, shall bear the 

historical, humanitarian and legal responsibility for not enabling ambulances to carry causalities, 

patients and affected people to hospitals due to the unavailability of fuel and the resulted 

consequences of the unavailability of medical chemicals, medicines and the power cut off in 

hospitals which led to severe harm among Yemeni people of all various belonging and trends. 

We demand UN for urgent intervention with the World Bank to disburse the social security dues 

amounting about USD 110,000,000 allocated for social security cases who are poor and for the 

poorest social categories. 

Finally, we appeal to all free nations of the world, the humanitarian conscience and all members and 

nations of the UN to stand beside the people of Yemen in their complaint for what is happening against 

them and to enhance their petition and stand with the oppressed and achieve means of justice for the 

purpose of which the Security Council and UN have been founded; and to left the international cover for 
what is being suffered by the Yemeni people. With this policy, today UN loses its credibility for the 

purpose of which it has been established. It exposes itself for the legal and international accountability 

for being silent regarding what is being incurred by the people of Yemen .

Greetings, 

This is a brief note on the sit-in management on Monday morning the 9th of September.

With a big thank you to the security guards/staff, Ammar and Najeeb for their support and full cooperation 
to have this done properly and for showing respect to the people of Yemen. 

As the Monday sit-in took place on Monday, Najeeb and I (lyad) went to the gate to greet the crowd and 
show respect to them. Upon arrival to the gate, I found that the gaurds have already allowed three 
persons in the compound. They were treated poorly and respectlessly even though one of them is a 
deputy minister of the Ministry of Vocational and Technical Education. I approached them and introduced 
myself while welcoming them and explaining that I am was-there on behalf of the UN and the HC and the 
head of the OCHA office. There were explained that they are invited to meet the HC and the head of 
OCHA office around 11 :30 am, so Ill be accompanying shortly in . 
The loud speakers from the outside were condemning the siege and the aggression against Yemen .. 
Najeeb spotted one of the Sheikhs of Yemen who was refusing to come in and angry that the UN is not 
respectful to the sit-in and the people of Yemen. He was outspoken against the UN accusing it of doing 
nothing for the people of Yemen. As he was finishing , I approached him introducing myself as a 
representative of the senior management of the UN and that I came out to pay respect to the people of 
Yemen and their representatives. Njeeb did a very good job introducing me to him and the people around. 

Sheikh Sadeq (A member of the Supreme Revolutionary Committee and a respectful figure) warmly 
welcomed Najeeb and I and then picked up the loud speaker and gave a 5 mins speech that reversed the 
negative tone completely. He also approached the audience highlighting the importance of the UN and the 
role it plays. 
The Sheikh expressed his readiness to facilitate and support any requests from the UN through the 
relevant bodies. 

A group of four representatives to the crowd were invited in to meet with the Head of OCHA Yemen.

Financial Officer for Foreign Projects at the Ministry ofTechnical and Vocational Education

3. Dr. Omar Abd AI Aziz AI Eraifi 
Member of the Higher Council of local NGOs 

4. Dr. Ammar Naief 

Secretary General of the Developmental Freedom Party 

Overall coordinator of the Sit-Ins (infront of the UNDP compound) (Called the Inhumane Square) 

The meeting was led by Trend Jensen, Head of Yemen Office with the participation of lyad Nasr, on Surge 
for communications and Media Relations, and Najeeb AI Mansour, Liaison and HAO. The meeting lasted 
for 75 minutes. 

Trend welcomed the representatives and offered them to listen to their messages 
The representatives took turns in speaking and explaining the reasons behind coming to the UNDP 
compound and that they will continue to come an a regular interval. They expressed their appreciation for 
the gesture of meeting with them by the Head of OCHA Office and that they will convey this gesture to 
their leadership. 
Following a lengthy talk on siege, poverty, unemployment, Bombardment of Schools, etc., Trend made a 



comprehensive briefing on the UN and partners response, scope of work, can and can't do things as well 
as the challenges the humanitarian community is facing in Yemen. 
He also explained the discrepancies between the different UN bodies engaged in the Yemeni cause. 
Trond asked the representatives to spread the good word about our operations and that the UN and the 
Humanitarian partners are in Yemen in solidarity with the Yemen People. 

At the end of the meeting, a spirit of satisfaction and acceptance dominated the meeting room and the 
guest expressed their readiness to support the UN operations in any means. Dr. Ammar volunteered to 
gathering different audiences to meet with the UN including the media. 

Conclusion: 
The sit-ins are an expression of a great deal of frustration among the general public. They lack the means 
to express themselves and see the UN as the only place to help them pass their message and express 
this frustration . The fact that we have never received them (Properly and respectful from the Yemeni 
culture point of view) made them feel neglected and made the demonstration appear as a protest against 
the UN rather than a vector to pass messages. Moreover, there is little attention made to briefing the 
community leaders (frequently are among the crowd) on what we do and our position. Yes, our senior 
management condemned the attacks and asked for the left of the siege, etc .. but we don't repeat and 
convey such messages enough to these people. 

Recommendations: 
A frequent and regular interaction with these people should take place where a selected group of people 
(3 to 5)are invited in by a senior staff member, to meet with the UN representatives. Frequency of such 
briefing is advised to be made at least once a month where we listen to the people and brief them on the 
situation , political evolvement from the UN point of view (the HC), the response statu-co, challenges, 
issues we face, and most importantly topics we need them to spread and tell their communities about and 
support us with . 

A response/an answer should be sent back to the petitions we receive. 
Involve women when discussions and briefings take place where public and women issues are discussed 
as they are part of what is going on in Yemen.

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facilities, which have been physically, morally and psychologically affected as announced by all 

educat ional and economic sectors, for instance, the national education sector through its 

national society announced in a press conference that the losses are four billions and four 

hundred millions as of last August. This is apart from the governmental sector, which has been 

fully paralyzed and this is against the UN, international and regional agreements and 

conventions. This is in addition to what is being psychologically suffered by our students 

because of the airstrikes and the unavailability of life constituents. 

5- Urgently left the despotic blockade and bring in medicines and medical equipment and open the 

road for all sorts of medical relief as most hospitals started closing many of their sections 

because of the unavailability of medicines and medical requirements, for instance, cardiology 

and Nephrology sections, etc. 

6- Deploy an investigation committee to recognize what is being imposed by the blockade on the 

people and in order to realize the extent of the suffering incurred by the Yemeni citizen and the 

destruction being encountered by Yemeni people; also to realize the violations being committed 

by the coalition countries regarding weapons banning resolution and going further to prevent all 

means of life from reaching Hodeidah seaport and stopping vessels from anchoring and even to 

strike civil sea ports. As you are aware that striking ports is one of the crimes prevented in wars. 

7- We confirm that what has been mentioned in Abdu Rabo's letter addressed to you regarding the 

blockade is incorrect. They are exposed as being false because Yemen has been suffering from 

the blockade since the first day of the hostility by what is called coalition countries. 

8- Protesters reaffirm that UN and the Security Council will bear the historical, humanitarian and 

legal responsibility according to the clear and straightforward conventions, agreements and the 

systems of the UN and Security Council in banning the exposure of the life of civilians during war 

to blockade, killing or destruction or destroying the infrastructures, educational facilities or 

ports and preventing access to the simplest means of life by more than 25 million people. All 

these are under the clear cover and condoning of the UN and the Security Council over the 

crimes being committed against the Yemeni civilians. More than 78% of the Yemeni people are 

living under poverty line, as per the reports of UN and EU before 2011... whether this is in terms 
of the air, sea and land blockade crime that has never been witnessed in history before or the 

crime of killing civilians every hour, the use of globally banned weapons and the destruction of 

infrastructures in the worst manner. 

Finally, we appeal to all free nations of the world, the humanitarian conscience and all members and 

nations of the UN to stand beside the people of Yemen in their complaint for what is happening against 

them and to enhance their petition and stand with the oppressed and achieve means of justice for the 

purpose of which the Security Council and UN have been founded; and to left the international cover for 

what is being suffered by the Yemeni people.
