SUBJECT MATTERS OF PROTOCOL 

In some instances I have had reason to ponder over what status 
the Civilian Affairs Officer in Elisabethville should have in matters 
of protocol on formal occasions. This has never been actually defined . 

As a rule, when official UN repre sentation has been called for, 
I have grouped myself with the Consular Corps. On one occasion - at 
the laying of wreaths on Armistice Day, 11 November - the Provincial 
Protocol gave me precedence over the Dean of Consuls, the French 
Consul General. It would be useful to know how I stand in this respect.1 

I have taken note of the fact that my French title is to be

1. As stated previously in my memo TAB/ELI 131 of 3 November to the 
Deputy Resident Representative, an opportunity has arisen to negotiate 
the contract EM/18 for the rental of the PX Depot. Attached is my offer 
of 28.000 Cfrs for the rental of the depot only, addressed to the repre­
sentative of the owner residing in Belgium, whose approval is expected 
within 15 days. The adjacent apartment would be rented separately by Mr. 
Ververis, PX Manager, on our mutual understanding he will remain there for 
as long as the PX uses the depot. 

2. The present rental is 67.500 Cfrs· a.nd the new contract would economize 
almost 40.000 Cfrs. monthly. A presequisite is however that the depot will 
continue to be used for PX storage for at least another six months. Unless 
the stocks are declared surplus and sold, this will no doubt be the case. 

3. With reference to your memo BAT/1044/64 addressed to the Chief Accom­
modation and Maintenance Branch, of which this Office received a copy, I 
enclose copy of a letter from Mr.W.Murpby, the then Chief PX Officer, autho­
rising Mr. Denisot to occupy the adjacent apartment and implying this accom­
modation would be free of charge. 

No similar document exists concerning Mr.Ververis; however, in view 
of the verbal assurances reportedly given to him by the Senior Administrative 
Officer and the fact that he had to move from his home to oocupy the apart­
ment, I would recommend that Mr.Ververis not be charged any retroactive ac­
commodation fees.

Reference is made to Mr. E. Bernander's memorandum TAB/ELI/141 of 
9 November 1964. 

Kindly note that action has already been taken (our letter to TAB 
Purchasing & Supply Unit) to sell overstocks existing in E'ville in hard 
currency. Mr. Manson has received confirmation to this effect. On the other 
hand, we are preparing plans to introduce a Mail Order Service to Field 
Stations. Therefore by Jan'l965 the depot will not be required by t he Commissary 
Service in E'ville. 

The comments regarding the occupancy of the apartment by Mr. Ververis 
is somewhat contradicting Mr. Bernander's memorandum of 12 November sent to 
Mr. E. Cacouris. To my Knowledge no such authorization was granted . On the 
contrary, on my last visi t to Elisabethville I had made it clear to all concerned 
that I would not approve of such arrangements to avoid a repetition of similar 
difficulties experienced during Mr. Denisot's stay in E'villee

Over the past 6 months the various consulates in 
Elisabethville have contributed to the collection of funds, by organizing 
public performances, for the equipping and working of the new surgery 
department at the new Prince Leopold Hospital, Elisabethville. 

The new Prince Leopold Hospital buildings were 
completed shortly before Congo independence, the surgery department, however, 
was never equipped and operations have been conducted in the old hospital, 
where space and equipment do not meet the standards required for present-day 
treatment. 

As Government funds for rendering the surgery depart­
ment operational were not forthcoming, local doctors early this year formed 
a committee entrusted with the task of obtaining donations from benevolent 
quarters. Among other things, the committee enlisted the cooperation of the 
local consulates, who have generously helped in organizing film and theatrical 
performances, charity balls, etc., the net profits of which have been placed 
at the disposal of the committee, working under the high patronage of the 
Provincial Governor of Katanga Oriental, Mr. E. Bu.lundwe. 

These shows have been a definite success, from the 
point of view of revenue as well as publicity, both for the new surgery and 
for the individual consulates. So far the German, British, Belgian, French 
and u.s. consulates have all contributed in this way. To give you an idea 
of the committee's work I enclose a copy of the program from the last performance. 

I should think the United Nations would also be in a 
position to give a helping hand. What I have in mind is a fil' presentation, 
con$isting of a main....±:aatur.-e £ilm of recent production and high quality, in 
a serious or entertaining vein, either French-speaking or with French sub-titles;
