SO 244 (18)), three copies of an outline
of the scope of assistance that the IPPF might provide to the
Commission and the Special Rapporteur in the preparation of the
report on the relation of family planning to the status of women.
Because of the particularly well-defined link between maternal
health and family planning, we have carried out a survey of exist-
ing literature on this subject. A further extension of this study

‘ is included in the proposals for further activities.

I have had an opportunity to discuss these suggestions
briefly with Mrs, Sipila during her visit to London this week and
she anticipated that she would be considering with you shortly
the kind of contributions that NGOs such as the IPPF might usefully
make to the work of preparing the report.

Your comments and suggestions would be very much appreciated
and if there is any further information that you would like to have
at this time we will, of course, be very pleased to provide it.

(b) This reference material could be used for a preliminary
comparative study of countries in different stages of development with
regard to the effect both of family size and of population growth rates
on the status of women.

(c) Extension of the preliminary study of available literature
on "Relationship between Family Planning and Maternal and Child Health"
which has already been completed and is submitted with this memorandum.

(2) Member Associations

(a) A Family Planning Association could undertake an enquiry into
the effects of family planning on patients' lives. Its relationship to
the status of women is a much more hypothetical concept which is inter-
related with other socio-economic, educational and cultural factors.
The association would therefore be better able to contribute information
on its own sphere of activity than to attempt any assessment of the broader
issues. Further reasons for narrowing the terms of reference are that in
many countries the use of family planning methods has only recently reached
the mass of people and that in many cases over-riding economic or cultural
factors are likely to limit the social effects of family planning.




An investigation of attitudes of women who are - (1) in the middle
of the child-bearing years, (2) nearing the end, would provide data on
how they had been affected by the ability to space and limit their
families and how they envisaged their future after the end of child-
bearing.

In enquiring into the relationship of family planning to the rest
of women's lives, there is the likelihood that women who have recently
adopted contraception could be expected to quote the advantages of family
planning that were put to them as a reason for doing so. The interesting
thing would be how they applied this 'motivation' to their own situation;
what they had thought of for themselves; whether they mentioned other
cultural and socio-economic factors - such as the ability to return to the
fields and earn more money - which could be expected to affect their
immediate expectations.

The results would possibly reveal aspirations that the informant
knew could not be achieved in a large-family situation. Older women,
nearing the end of child-bearing, could be expected to have different
views and could be asked more specifically about their future plans.

Associations can provide a group of contraceptive users, whose
composition will be known as far as urban/rural, socio-economic and other
factors, is concerned. (These variables can be compared with the composi-
tion of the female population as a whole, by means of standard data). Age,
family size and spacing, length of contraceptive use would be ascertained
as a background to the opinion questions. Interviews could be conducted
either at the clinic or by appointment at home on a sample basis to be
determined according to local conditions.

(b) Women who are less vulnerable to socio-economic factors are
likely to form a separate elite group. With higher education, income and
social status, they may be a source of information on the relationship of
family planning to women's ability to take advantage of work opportunities
or otherwise play a part in social development. It is from this elite
group that the membership of women's clubs and associations is drawn.
Given that not all 'elite' women belong to organized groups, a survey of
the attitudes and experience of women in such a group would be a source of
information about the role played by family planning in the lives of women
who were known to be engaging in some form of extra-domestic activity,
through the medium of the club or organization.

The co-operation of a women's professional or social organization
would be valuable in enabling the IPPF (or Family Planning Association) to
approach its whole membership. A postal questionnaire would be the most
expedient way of obtaining the information. The analysis of the information
should perhaps be the joint responsibility of the IPPF and some other agency.

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INTRODUCTION

The following is a review of the literature on the relationship
between family planning and maternal and child health. It is meant to
serve as a guide for further research, indicative of those areas of
paramount concern, rather than as a definitive statement. In this
brief report only those articles considered to be of prime interest
are discussed; a more extensive bibliography could:be prepared.

A basic role assigned to women in all societies is that of
child-bearer. Excessive child-bearing, especially if occurring at
a young age and with short intervals between the end of one pregnancy
and the beginning of another, can lead to excessive wastage in terms
of materﬁgl and infent morbidity and mortality. Only if a woman's
reproductive capacity is controlled can the quality of society, and her
contribution to it, be maximized. The Director-General of the Twenty-
First World Health Assembly has stated that "A minimal level of health
seems to be necessary for a family to realize that it can regulate its
own "demographic behaviour".(l) Pamily planning will thus not be
individually accepted until optimsl pregnancy outcome can be assured by
a reduction in foetal, infant and childhood mortality.(z) For this
reason, those factors which relate to the physicical health of the mother
and child will be considered first.

FACTORS INFLUENCING HEALTH OF MOTHER AND CHILD

1., EFFECT OF AGL, PARITY AND SOCIO-ECONOMIC STATUS OF MOTHER ON
PREGIVANCY OUTCOME

Yerushalmy et al (3) made & retrospective study of the reproductive
history of the entire female population over 12 years of age in Kauai,
one of the Hawaiian Islands. At the time the study was conducted, Kauai
had a population of 30,000 and a rural economy. This island was selected
for study because of the good rapport existing between the people and the
Health Department; thus information was relatively easy to obtain.  The
authors divided the deaths studied into:

(1) early foetal (first 20 weecks of gestation);

(2) 1late foetal and meenatal (20 weeks of gestation to one month

of life); and

(3) post-neonatal (from one month to four years of age).

They found that early foetal deaths increase sharply after the eighth
pregnancy when the mother is over thirty years of age. FEarly foetal deaths
are highest when the pregnancy interval, as measured from the end of one
pregnancy to the beginning of the next, is less than one year, at g minimum

at two years, and increases thereafter.
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Post-neonatal deaths (one month to four years) increase. with parity,
but older mothers are more successful in keeping their child alive after |
the first month., This suggests that older mothers are more experienced in
child-rearing practices. A pregnancy interval of three or more years is
the most favourable for survival through childhood.

late foetal and early neonatal deaths (perinatal mortality assume
an intermediate position between early foetal and post=neonatal deaths.
These rates are high for first births and minimal for second and third,
but increase thereafter, The perinatal mortality rate is lowest for
women in their twenties and higher for births to younger and older women.

Butler and Bonham(4)in The First Report of the British Perinatal
Mortality Survey studied perinatal mortality which in this study included
still-births and babies dying within seven days of birth, in England,
Scotland and Wales. The population was that of all single births
(including still-births) occurring between 3rd and 9th March 1958
inclusive, on which questionnaires were returned; this included 16,994
births.

The authors found the highest perinatal mortality to be associated with
the highest parity and the lowest in mothers having their second baby.
The mortality for mothers having their first baby is approximately 6%
greater than the national average, whereas mothers having their fourth
baby had an increased risk of 12% above average. In mothers with four
or more previous babies the increased risk amounts to 54%.

Generally, Butler and Bonham found that infant loss increases with
maternal age, particularly over 30 years. The rising mortality of
miltiparae is significant above the age of thirty as is overall mortality,

irrespective of parity, above 35,

within each parity group perinatal mortality rises with descending social
class., The safest social class and parity group is the wife of a
professional man (class I) having her second baby. The most dangerous
group is the wife of the unskilled labourer (class 5) having her fourth
and any subsequent child. There is almost a fourfold variation from the
safest to the most dangerous class by parity group.

Russell and his co-workers(5)in their definitive study 'Maternity in
Newcastle-upon-Tyne" also studied the effects of parity on perinatal
mortality. They found that parity increases the risk of perinatal

Vhen parity and social class are considered together it is found that
mortality as the following table indicates.

This table illustrates the dramatic rise in perinatal mortality with
fifth and subsequent pregnancies. There is almost a four-fold increase in
the perinatal mortality rate from parity one to parity 8 and over.

The authors also found that grand multiparae in Newcastle-upon-Tyne
accounted for 19 out of 98 (19.4%) of the perinatal deaths in social
classes I, II end III and 24 out of 50 (48%) in social classes IV and V.
They conclude: "Clearly grand multiparae, particularly in social classes
IV and V contribute heavily to birth wastage in Newcastle-upon=-Tyne"., This
conclusion parallels that of Butler and Bonham in the British Perinatal

Mortality Survey.

Heady and Mbrris(é) in their work on infant mortality studied
1,351,106 single legitimate live and still-born babies born in England
and Wales in 1949 and 1950, They found the still-birth rate to increase
with age from 16 per 1000 at 20-24 years to 47 per 1000 at 40-44 years of
age, & threefold increase. The still-birth Tete is low in primiparae and
rises with parity after three., Elderly primiparae have a very high rate
of still-births.

The authors found a high neonatal mortality rate (deaths in first four
weeks of life) for children of elderly primiparae and grand multiparae, where
the child was 6th to 10 in birth rank. The rate is high, 25 per 1000, in
young multiparae, when the woman is under 20 years old and bearing her
second and subsequent child., The average neonatal mortality rate is 16
per 1000 and the lowest is 11 per 1000 in the second-born child of mothers
aged 25=~29.
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The post-neonatal mortality rate (death at 4 weeks to one year) also
rises with parity from 7.9 per 1000 among the first-born to 20 per 1000
among 6th to 10th births. There is & particulerly high rate for young
women with high parities for their age.

The autiors conclude that young mothers with several children have
a high prematurity rate and their children a2lso have high mortalities
in the neonztal and post-neonatal periods, Thus the young multiparae is
the most wvulnerable or high risk group and should, as such, receive special
treatment.

A recent report of Planned Parenthood - World Population‘'‘recognizes
family planning in existing maternal health programmes indicates that family
planning serving low income women having at least three children, would

lead to a greater proportionof wanted healthy children with 25% lower infant
mortality than now experienced by this group.

IT, THE EFFECT OF MULTIPARITY AND BIRTH INTERVAL
ON MATERNAL HEALTH

The relationship between pregnancy outcome and maternal health is a

very intimsate one. Alexander Kessler, Chief of the WHO Human Reproduction
Unit has stated: '"Meternal health of course has a very direct influence
on the outcome of any pregnancy; high levels of infant mortality on the
other hand, by initiating certain patterns of child-bearing, notably a
rapid succession of pregnancies, in turn, may have marked effects on
maternal health."(s) This interdependence is illustrated in numerous
studies of the maternal hazards of excessive child-bearing,
A, Maternal Mortality

The maternal mortality rates in England and Weles for 1946-49 by age

for all parities combined, reveals a rate of 0.73 per 1000 for women under
20, 2.90 for those women aged 40 to 44, and 8.21 for those 45 years of
age and above. By parity (all ages combined), it is 1.19 in women with
no previous children, 0,84 in those with one previous child and then
increases steadily to 7.22 in those women with 12 or more previous
pregnancies. Sir Dugald Beird in his renowned textbook states antepartum
and postpartum haemorrhage and shock, which often lead to maternal death,
are most common in multigravida women who are worn out by repeated child-
bearing and poor livinz conditions. Antepartum and postpartum haemorrhage
appear to be important causes of death in older women, especially in poor
miltiparous women., Poorest health is often as-ociated with the lowest
socio-economic classes, possibly a result of the fact that dict tends to
deteriorate during pregnancy as the social class descends.

Jaffe and Polgar(lo)of Planned Parenthood - World Population, with the
Obstetrical Statistical Co-operative, analyses nearly 350,000 births. The
following table illustrates the inter-relationship of age and parity as

determinants of maternal deaths.

As can be seen from Table 1I, the maternal mortality rate increases
steadily with advancing age from 5.1 per 10,000 live births for mothers
under 20 years of age to 34.3 for those women 40 years of age and over,
Within ecach age group the maternal mortality rate increases with parity,
except for the age group 40 and over, where nulliparous women have a
higher mortality rote than women who have had four or more
(11)state that the effects of age
and parity may occasionally act independently of one another to increase
the risk of child~bearing, but usually their effects are additive as the
preceding table clearly indicates.

previous births. Eastman and Hellman
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A.F. Guttmacher(lz)at the IPPF Conference, "The Role of Family
Planning in African Development" states that the chief source of maternal
deaths in Africa is ansemia. This anaemia is due to the deficiency of
animal protein in the diet, the infestation of the intestinal tract with
parasites and thirdly the very rapid succession of births. Frequent
childbearing does not allow the woman to reconstitute her haemoglobin by
allowing her to rest between births. Poor nutrition of the heart muscles
due to lack df haemoglobin leads to héart failure which may occur in

late pregnancy, or even during delivery.

B. Maternal Morbidity
F. Akasheb‘ﬂég studied the effects of multiparity snd maternal health

in Jordan. Jordan is a country where the birth rate is high because of
the social prestige accruing to large families, DPolygamy has the added
effect of resulting in multiparity as a safeguard against divorce.,

Akasheh found that multiparity increases the risk of rupture of the uterus,
post-partum haemorrhage, pre-eclamptic toxaemia, accidental haemorrhage,
placenta praevia, disproportion and anaemia.

Specific disease entities are also affected by parity. Pyke(l4)in
his analysis of 953 diabetics states that women who have had five children
have about three times as great a chance of developing diabetes as do
women who are NUlliiparous. The effect of parity cannot be due solely to
the slightly greater tendency of multiparae to becom:- fat, since diabetes
occurs among those who are of normal weight and those who are under
weight.

Middleton and Caird(l5)concludes from their study of the records
of newly diaghosed diabetes in 543 women and 413 men, that among women
the risk of diabetes increases with multi-parity. Comparison with other
studies shows that between the ages of 50 and 80 years the excess risk
above that of a nulliparae is 20% for one child, 45% for two, 100% for
three, 200% for four or five and 400% for six or more children. The
authors also found that the frequency of family histories of diabetes
is unrelated to parity.

Parity also has an effect on such diverse disease entities as cancer,
cardiovascular disease, epilepsy, grave degrees of anaemia, hypertension,
multiple sclerosis, rheumatic heart disease and syphilis, among others.
Often in these instances pregnancy must be postponed or curtailed; as

Flowers and Ross(16)

so aptly state, 'family planning is equally important
to the patient with large varicosities, the orthopaedic patient with a
slipped disc, the depressed psychiatric patient, or the family of a child

with cystic fibrosis".

III. EFFECTS OF MULTIPARITY ON THE HEALTH OF THE CHILD

A, Maternal Care

Douglas and Blomfield(l?)followed 5,386 children born in Britain
during the first week of March 1946, They found that the efficiency
of the mother is related to family size in each social group, although
the relationship is most evident in the manual workers' family. The
following table shows the proportion of mothers rated best in skilled
manual workers' families of varying sizes. The assessment of maternal
efficiency was made by health visitors who were asked, in the course of
their visits, to rate the women they saw on s?veral aspects of care and

to class them as "among the best!, "average" or "among the worse'".

B, Nutrition

Not only do children from large families receive poorer maternal care,
but they are also more malnourished. A study(la)done in Candelaria, a rural
area 20 miles outside Cali, Colombia, found 41% of 1,094 children studied
to be malnourished to some degree. It was found that as the number of
pre=school children in the family increased, the prevalence of malnutrition
increased similarly. This study also found that women over 30 years of age
were able to cope better with increasing numbers of children than other
women as measured by the percentage malnourished. However, after she had
had six or more children the proportion who were malnourished increased.

The 1962 National Food Survey in Britain also found undernutrition
to be associated with increasing family size above three(19). Families
with four or more children had diets which on the average contained less
calcium, iess protein, and less energy value, than the standards recommended
by the British Medical Association. The study also found a positive
correlation between the incidence of iron-deficiency anaemia and family
size., The National Food Survey found these patterns of undernutrition to

hold true in families of four or more children, regardless of social

class.
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R, Rusda-Wiliisnson'2Olof the Fationsl Tnstitute of Nateitien,
Colombia states that one of the most important aspects in the
epidemiological analysis of infant malnutrition is the frequency
of pregnancy of the mother. The epidemiology of Kwashior Kas is a case
in point. The name of this protein-calorie deficiency comes from the
West African dialect and literally means "first-second", that is, the
sickness of the first child when the second is born. When another
baby arrives the first must be weaned, with a subsequent loss of
protein intake. This also results in the loss of attention on the
part of the mother at an age when the child is most in need of greater

care and protection.

C. Physical Growth

Both Grazit'2  and Dougles and Shmpson’=2)fpund family size %o be a
determinant of physical growth., Grant studied a total sample of 1310
children who were members of London families rehoused on a London County

estete in Hertfordshire. He concludes that the rate of child growth

decreases as the family size increases; +this is determined by the time

the child is six or even earlier if birth intervals are short. Douglas

and Simpson's study included 1557 boys and 1456 girls in the National

Survey of Child Health and Development. Illegitimate children and twins

were excluded from the study. The children were all measured at 7, 11

and 15 years of age. They found that an "only" child in the lowest class,

whether boy or girl, grows as well as, or better than children in the

higher social classes. Thus it appears that family size is a determining |

factor of physical growth. ‘

D. Emotional Behaviour

Birth order and family size can also affect a child's emotional and {
intellectual growth. Gregory(23)has found a correlation between paranoia
and the presence of an immediately preceding sibling less than two years
older than the patient. In a study of ordinal postion and psychiatric
behaviour(24), the same author revealed an excess of observed over
expected incidence of psychiatric disorders in youngest children of
families composed of four or more members. Reasons for the foregoing
might possibly be the advanced ages of parents at the birth of the younger
child, or termination of the parents! marriage shortly after the birth
of the younger child, through death or separation. The youngest child
might also hold such a position because of deliberate family limitation
on the part of his parents; thus he would seem to be the most likely

family member to have been unvanted.
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IV, EFFECTS OF UNWANTED PREGNANCY ON MOTHER - ABORTION

One of the best indications of the incidence of unwanted pregnancies
is the number of abortions that women undergo. Those countries in which
abortions are illegal and therapeutic abortions difficult to obtain,
hzve bigh mortality and morbidity rates due to sepsis. Dr. Gold(25)
states that the number of illegal abortions performed annually in the
United States has been estimated to be between 1 and 1.5 million, whereas
the number of legal, therapeutic abortions performed annually is only
18,000, National vital statistics for the U.S. reveal a 11% decline in
puerperal mortality from the rate of 3.8 per 10,000 live births in
1958 to 3.4 per 10,000 live births in 1964. -During the same period
abortion deaths due to sepsis as a cause of puerperal mortality increased
by 31%.

By 1964 abortion was the major cause of puerperal mortality in
New York City, accounting for 46% of puerperal deaths. In the three year
period, 1960-1962, one in four puerperal deaths among white patiente
and one of every two puerperal deaths among non-whites and Puerto Ricans
were due to abortion.

The abortion problem is particularly acute in Chile. A study(zs)
conducted in 1961 based on a household probability sample, included
interviews with 4000 women aged 20-49 years of age. Practically one out
of every four women interviewed admitted from one to 35 individual
abortions. The highest incidence rates were found in the 20-34 age
group, in married women with up to three live children and in the low
income groupss A survey of nine hospitals in Chile disclosed a case
fatality rate of 5 per 1000 for abortions as compared with 2 per 1000
for deliveries., Illegel abortions accounted for 8.1% of all admissions
throughout the country, resulting in a shortage of obstetrical beds.
Abortion cases accounted for 27.3% of admissions in obstetrical services
and 29.4% of bed days.

The legalization of abortion leads to a decrease in maternal morbidity
and mortality. 1In Yugoslavia(27)58,000 women with incomplete abortions
were treated in hospitals in 1960; 80 women died giving a rate of 1.38
per 1000, In the same year, 83,076 legel abortions were carried out in
medical institutions; three women died yielding a rate of 0.036 per
1000. In 1961, in 59,835 illegal abortions 90 patients died in hospitals,
1.504 per 1000, whereas in 104,668 permitted abortions five women died,
0.048 per 1000, Mortality in 1961 was 31 times less in legal abortions than {

in illegal ones. In Yugoslavia as elsevhere, mortality from legal |

abortions is lower than that in hospital deliveries. [
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V. EFFECT OF UNWANTED PREGNANCY ON THE CHILD

In addition to the effect of unwanted pregnancies on the mother,
the effect on the child mist also be considered.

It has been estimated(zs)that for those women married ten years or
longer almost one fourth have had one child which one or both partners
did not want.

A. Emotional Effect

Forssman and Thurve(29)studied the mental health, social adjustment
and educational level of unwanted children, that is, children born after
their mothers had applied for legal abortion on psychiatric grounds in
Sweden and been refused., During the years 1939-1941, 199 applications for
legal gbortion were refused, in theborg, Sweden, when pregnancies which
did not proceed to term and those children who died in childhood are
excluded, 120 children remain who were studied up to 21 years of age. A
control group of 120 children was chosen by selecting the next same-sexed
child born in the same hospital.

Table IV shows the number of children in either the study or control

series who were raised in unfavourable family or social environments.

The unwanted children fared worse than did the control group on
each index chosen for study. The authors found that the children born
after application for abortion had been refused ran a greater risk of
insecurity in childhood than did their control subjects. The unwanted
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children were also more often in psychiatric services, were more often
registered for anti-social and criminal behaviour, and slightly more
often for drunken misconduct. More unwanted children as compared with
the control group were educationally subnormal and fewer had an advanced
education over and above that which was obligatory. More of the women
in the study group as pared with the control series married early and
had children sooner. The authors conclude that the very fact a woman
applies for legal abortion means that the prospective child runs a risk
of having to surmount greater social and mental handicaps than its peers,
even when the grounds for the application are so slight that it is
refused’ll P+67)
B, Battered Child Syndrome

In recent years there has been much discussion of the effects of the
"battered child syndrome" on the unwanted child. Colleen King(BO)
defines this as indicating "cases of children suffering from physical

injury and/or deprivation of nutrition, care and affection in circumstances
which indicate that such injury and/or deprivation are not accdiental"!p'7)
She estimates that 10,000 children are unnecessarily maimed or killed

anmually as a direct result of this behaviour.

C. Unloved Child Syndrome

Dr, Desmond MacCarthy(sl)has recently described the 'unloved child
syndrome", He believes that children living with their natural parents
will fail to grow physically or emotionally if maternal love and warmth
is lacking. He uses as an illustration a five year old boy who had

not grown for one year, but when taken away from his mother and placed

in a hospital, grew two inches in three months.

VI. EFFECT OF ILLEGITIMACY ON THE CHILD

Illegitimate children also constitute a specific high risk group. For
example, in Denmark perinatal mortality in 1962 was 24.1 per 1000 for
legitimate births and 34.1 per 1000 for illegitimate births.(32) The
British Perinatal Mortality Survey found the risk to the illegitimate
child to be 60% greater than in the population as a Wh019-(4)

Pakter and her co-workers(33)analysed the 59,207 illegitimate births
in New York City from 1955=1959. They found "the unmarried mother and her

infant within each ethnic group were significantly greater health risks
than the married mother and her infant", (p.864) as the following table

indicates.

From Table V it can be seen that in all indices studied, the unmarried
women fared worse than did the married. A particularly striking feature of
the above table ig the fact that the white unmarried puerperal mortality
rate is 9 times that of the white married group. In all ethnic groups
abortions played a major role in determining the ruerperal death rate as
did the under-utilization of prenatal services. The lack of utilization
of pronatal services also led to high prematurity rates in all ethnic groups
studied

MATERNAL AND CHILD HUALTH STATISTICS FROM SELECTED COUNTRIES
In the preceding pages the causes of maternal and infant wastage due

to avoidable mortality or morbidity have been analysed. These variables
are compounded in the developing world, where heclth services are inadequate.
The following tables will attempt to further elucidate this point by a
comparison of maternal and child health statistics in the developed world
with those of the developing.

Table VI(34)shows the foetal, perinatal and infant mortality in the
United States and six West BEuropean Countries, These countries have

among the lowest rates for the entire world.

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The health statistics of the developing world are not as accurate
as those of the developed, but in all instences the most accurate figures
or most reliable cstaimtes have been used for this report. Gunnar Myrdal(55)
assumes the death registration of most South Asian Countries to err by
morc than 10 per cent and concludes that one can only indicate the
probable range of crude death rates. The following table, presents
estimates of crude death rates, infant mortality rates and life expectancy
for selected South Asian Countries for the years 1960-1962. Except for
the Indian figures, the estimates were prepared by the United Nations!

Chandrasekhar(36)states that "large annual
increases in existing population are due more to the definitive decline

in the death rate than any increase in the birth rate (p.486).
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Por this reason he has studied infant and meternal mertality in
Madras City, cepitcl of the lMadras State, and one of the major cities in
India, Medras also ranks high for its efficient recgistration, of wvital
statistics, Table VIII shows the decline in infant and maternal mortality

rates in recent years in Madras City, India,

One of the best reviews of maternal, infant and child mortality
throughout the world is A, Kessler's(as)study in Proceedings of the
8th International Conference of the IFLF, Table X (sec appendix) illustretes

the decline in death rates throughout the world; decaths resulting from
child~-bearing in India, for exsmple, are now estimated to be 6 per 1000
compared with 10 per 1000 five years ago and 25 per 1000 in 1939, TFrom
1959-1964 maternel mortality has declined by almost 20% in Middle and
South American countrics; decreasses in infant mortality rates range from
147 to 40% in the period 1960~64. However, Kessler adds o reminder

that the fall in death rates, while world-wide phenomenon, has not
procecded at the same rcte in a2ll countries. Infant mortality rates range
from 12.4 in Sweden to 83.3 in Colombia, and up to a2 high of 350 to 400
per 1000 in many countries., Within countries, death rates vary with ethnic

group and socio-economic status, thus much more needs to be accomplished.

CONCLUSION

The preceding analysis of the relationship between family planning and
maternal and child health has attempted to indicate those factors which
lead to mzternal and child loss in siecific areas of the world. It_gmphasizes
the need for further regional epidemiologicel studies of reproductive health
and discase and for more statistical data relating to maternsl and child
morbidity and moxrtality.

An ideal approach to this problem ig exemplified by Sir Dugald Beird's

advice to public hcalth workers:-
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"The lowest (death) rates possible will be achieved

(a) where first-class medicel supervision is universal,

(b) where 211 grow up and live in a healthy cnvironment and

are well nourished, (c) where all first births take place

at a relatively early maternal age, (d) wherc women do not

wear themselves out by too frequent child-bearing, and (e)

where mothers have adequate knowledge and facilities for

child care. Under such conditions, the maternal momtality

rete would be negligible, the stillbirth and neonatal

death-rates each under 10 per 1,000, and the post-neonatal

dcath-rate only a fraction of its present level."(39)

Austria has passed
a law concerning the maternity which grants for the working
mothers before and after confinement a period of protection.

During this period each mother is released from work and
receives her full wages. In addition to this regulation each
mother can demand for the duration of one year after the
birth of the child an unpaid vacation. During this unpaid

vacation the working place of the mother has to be reserved.

For each child up to 16 years a family allowance is
granted in Austria and if the professional training will
take a longer time this family allowance can be received up
to the age of 22 years. Besides the above mentioned family
allowance each child can also receive a scholarship for his

studies.
