CICA Chairmanship from the Republic of Turkey for the 2014-2016 

period. As a staunch defender of peace and security in Asia and the world, 

China has attached great importance to the CIC prace�� aaa-t-aken an 
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active part in it. China is willing to take the opportunity that comes with 
its Chairmanship and the hosting of the Fourth Summit to further elevate 
the role, influence and status of CICA, making new contribution to the
